HI Bill for Retirement of Judge
Cleland From the Bench.

BALEM, Or., Jan. 23. To the Editor.)
The criticism which has been applied to

krty bill to decrease the number of cir-
cuit Judges In our judicial district has
assumed a shape when it savors o in-

timidation. Those who have read the
correspondence In your paper dealing with
this matter will feel that I am justified
In requesting space In your paper for a
hearing. First, I desire to say there was
no personal motive in Mr. Cleland's se-

lection for retirement. If any other Judge
had been selected, the same cry would
have been raised by his friendB and the
patriotic and Independent gentlemen of
the bar. The only question pertinent is,
I think, whether or no the district re-

quires the services of more than three
Judges; If go, then I have been misin-
formed. If not, then I am right and shall
maintain my position, abuse or no abuse.
I have learned in The Oregonlan that the
state owes no one a living. I profound-
ly believe In this doctrine, and I also be-

lieve that the honorable and high-mind-

Judge will not ask for a. position and sal-
ary unless there Is need of his services.
Many of the present opponents of the bill
admit that three Judges are sufficient. I
have Investigated the matter candidly and
take the views of competent disinterested
men and believe the fact to be that we
have one Judge too many. The gentle-
men who with such emotional voices de-

claim about the Independence of the ju-
diciary should respect the Independence
and good name of the Legislator, and,
rather than throw the suspicion of petty
motives upon him, assist for the common
good by an Impartial and hearty support
of the good old democratic doctrines of
government. This will be my only reply,
and the position which I have taken I
shall maintain, unless by further light
convinced that I am mistaken in the
facts, to which conviction I am open.
