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NAMING THE CULPRITS

JOINT MEETING OF CHINESE AND
FOREIGN ENVOYS AT PENIN.

The Minilsters Will Draw Up s Full
List of All the Accused Officials
—Anxlous te Coame te Terma.

PEKIN, Feb 5—The Chinese Flenipo-
tentiarios, Prince Ching and LI Hung
Chang, had & protracted meeting this
morning with the forelgn Envoys. Twelve
names of promfhent Chinese offictils wera
submitted with the request that China
keep fuith with the powers, and pumnish
the persons named commensurately with
thetr offemtsex. The Chinese FPlenipolen-
tiarles replied that China's earnest hope
was to oarry out fully the demands of
the powers, and that she felt sure the
punishment which would be (nfilcted
would be satisfactory, It was dlscoversd
that two out of the 13 persons namsd
were already dead. In certain cases the
Chinese plenipotentinries gave reasons
why the punishment inflicted should be
banishment and not death, asserting that
in theme >ases they particulurly deaired
banishmens, because the persons In ques-
tion wire so closely related to the throne.

After a long conversation on the sub-
Jeoct of punishment, It was decided that
the foreign Envoys should draw up a
full list of alli mecused officials, Loth na-
tional and provineclal, with indictments
specilying the gullt of etich and a state-
ment of the punishment required, which
would then be presented to Lhe Chinese
Plenipotentinries for definite aetion.

11l Hung Chang, who I8 very weak
fromn his recent lilness, had to be carried
in and out of the British legution. He
is unable to walk, but his head secms
lo be xs clesir as ever.

The forelgn Envoys were impressed with
tho evidont desire of both Prince Ching
and [4d Hung Chang to coms to terms.
Prince Ching asked whether, provided
China showed by every means in her
power a desire to carry out the terms
of the jolnt note, the forelgn troops would
leave Pekin, The forelgn Envoys replisd
that this was a subfect they could not
discuss beyond saying that If everything
were patisfactory they belleved the pow-
ers would Tegin to wthdraw the troops
early In the coming Spring, but that this
depended Iargely upon the Chiness them-
selves. Prince Ching and Id Hung Chang
sald they desired to know the names of
the pleces where the guards would be
kept for the purpose of maintaining com-
munication with the sea, In accordance
with the tarms of the jJoint note, They
were Informed that this was a subject re-
ganding which the military authorities
had more accurate knowledge than the
Envoys, but that at present no determina-
tlon had been reached.

Prince Ching was anxious to know
what provision would be made to can-
trol the Legation Guards and to prevent
them from disturbing business. He saked
if the gunrds would be allowed over all
parts of the cit¥. To this inquiry the
reply was glven that the guards would
certainly not be allowed o Interfere with
any avooations of the Chinese, but would
be merely Rept to guard the Legatlons
In case of necessity. Prince Ching was
assured that In whatever part of the
eity the Legation Guards might go they
would be required to conform with laws,
which would be agreed upon, under pain
of severs punishment for any Infraction,
The Chinese Plenipotentiaries also touched
upon the guestion of the forts, asking If
it would be necessary to destroy them.
As there seemed to be some diversity of
opinlon among the forelgn Envoys regard-
Ing this matter, it was Jeft over until
the question of punishment has been defl-
nitely settied.

A CHINESE SCHEME.

Frustrated by the Combined Move-

ment on Kalyan.

BERLIN, Feb, i.—Captain Hoenig, In
Dar Tag, gives what purports to be a
rellable acvount of Count von Walder-
see’'s activity in China thus far. He says:

"Of ocourse, Count von Walderzee has
been greatly hampered all along by the
confliciing interesta and aims of the pow-
ers, espechlly those of Russian and Great
Britaln, as seen In the malter of the
maflroad between Pekin and Shan Hal
Kwan, and the matter of the Eilot and
Blonde Inlands recently, also In the mop-
ariite Interests of France in the mission
question. However, by using the utmost
tiet and never transcending his delegated
powers, Count von Waldersee has suec-
ceeded In maintalning fairly harmonjous
military and naval action.

‘Barly after his arrival It became plain
that the Chinese Governmear hoped to
sow discord among the powers, and by
graniing soparate concessions to Russia,
the United Btales, Japan and France, to
got these powers to withdraw from the
concert by the coming Bpring and then to
bogin a serfous war against the remaining
forces, which the Chinese belleved thoy
could overwhelm., The withdrawals of
the Chinese regular forces Lo Binan Fu
was an artifice and part of the foregoing
scheme which, bowever, was frustrated
mainly by the surprising success of the
Kalgan expedition. Thik movement, un-
dertaken by forced marches through the
most difficult and mountainous territory,
with the temperature at 18 centigrade
below, after forcing the loe-pbstructed
rivers, drove back 10000 Chinese regu-
iars, who were dumbfounded at the ad-
vance against them.™

ANOTHER GERMAN EXFEDITION.

Sets Out o Explore the Mountains

West of Pekin.

BERLIN, K Feb, 5.—It is rellably asserted
that Germany, In spite of the protests of
France, Innists upon continulng to protegt
the German missions In China and the
native comverts, aithough regarding the
Intter foature of this palicy as to be fol-
lowed with caution.

Expected Tilt Over Vancouver
Muyor's Moral Wave Did Not Occur,

VANOOUVER, Wesh.,, Peb, 5—The reg-
ular meetlng of the Clty Councll last
evening attracted quite n good-sized orowi
in anticipation of an unusually lively ses-
siop, it having been rumored that @
clash between the Mayor apd Councll wils
probable, on account of the Mayor's re-
cent reform measures.

State Case Diamlissed.

The dismissal was ordered on the
ground that the defendant had cnce be-
fore been placed In jeapardy for the same
offense. Eckard was given a hearing be-
fore & Justice of the Peace several months
ago on the charge of assault with a
desdly weapon and held for trial In the
Superior Court. Later this cnse was dis-
missed by Judge Mlller, on the ground
that the defendant was not granted a
trinl within the statutory Umit. A new
information for the same offense wan {m-
meodiately filed, and s trial had, with
the result befors stated.

Barrett Reviews the
Yusen Kaisha,

CHICAGO, Feb, 5.—S8hip subsidies as
& mighty agent in the development of
merchant marine were extolled here to-
night by Johp Barrett, speaking at the
business dinner of the National Assocla-
tion of Merchants and Travelors.  The
speaker pald particular attentlon to the
development of the shipping industry in
Japan. That country, he asserted, 1Is
quletly but surely attaining a strength
In naval, military and ecofnmercial af-
falrs which make bher ltermily the mis-
tress of the Paclfic sean,

“Some day,” he continued, "we shall
be awukened to an absolute realization of
the sitoation that Japan Is not only
stranger politically and commercially In
@il the wide Pacific than the Unilted
States, but stronger than Great Britalin,
Germany or France."

“Not one column of a large merchant
vessel was lald In Japan until Parile-
ment authorized these subaidies' the
spoaker continued. “"When the Japanese
Government voted to grant the subsidles,
the cry went up at once that it was &
gigantic steal—a job to give the benefit
to one company, the Nippon Yusen
Kaisha. If the old and somstimes bitter
debates in the Japanese IMet are re-
called it will be rememberd that speeches
pro and con on the subsldy mensurs em-
ployed almost all the same language that
18 now heard in our American Congress
In the discussion of the bill."
