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NEAR DEEP WATER

Poltalloch Has Moved Nearly
Twelve Hundred Feet,

HER SAFETY IS NOW ASSURED

Steamship Goodvrin Bring Inward
Carg- o-Baric Thistle Arrives

Beep-Dra- ft Ships Make Fast
Time on the River.

Another Installment of tdre cable left
Portland Monday for the stranded bark
Poltalloch, which Is gradually working
her way toward Wlllapa Harbor, and, ac-
cording to advices just received, the suc-
cess of floating the ship is assured. Since
Captain Young started work on the ves-
sel she has moved over 1150 feet toward
the bay, and is now moving easier than
at any time since she started, the sand
being much looser, thus offering less

to her progress. There is still
a stretch of nearly 1700 feet ahead of her
before she will reach the waters of the
bay, but after she moves 1200 feet farther
eh will be in reach of the towllno of a
tug, which will enable much faster prog-
ress to be made. The highest tides of the
month, and in fact the highest of the year

.ore due about the 22d of this month, and,
as they are nearly a foot higher than
the ones on which the work has already
been, accomplished, but little difficulty Is
expected In completing the work already
started with such favorable results.

When the Poltalloch finally reaches deep
water. Captain Toung will enjoy the sat-
isfaction of having carried to a success-
ful termination a task which was gen-
erally regarded as Impossible. But one
other snip has ever been taken off the
.Washington coast after grounding there,
the Zlnita, now on Puget Sound, escap-
ing through a remarkable combination of
favorable winds and tides, and through
the fact that there was deep water close
enough up to her to enable a tug to offer
assistance about the time a strong off-
shore breeze was pressing against her
canvas.

JEJROtJGHT INWARD CARGO.

Steamship Goodvrin Had a Small
Consignment of Sugar and Hemp.
The Northern Pacific liner Goodwin,

which arrived up late Monday evening,
brought 500 bales of hemp and 1000 sacks
of sugar, which was discharged at Co-

lumbia dock yesterday morning. The
greater part of the Oriental cargo which
la received In this city is brought across
the Pacific by steamers plying between
the Orient and Tacoma and Seattle, but it
is something unusual for the patriotic
Portland Importers to have the goods de-

livered at this city and entered at the
Custom-Hous- e so that this city and not
Tacoma can get the credit for them. The
Goodwin finished discharging last even-
ing, and moved down to the North Pa-
cific mill to commence loading a full cargo
of lumber for Manila. Her cargo Is all
ready for her, and she will be given quick
dispatch.

The Goodwin Is the third big steamship
that has come round from Puget Sound
in ballast within the past sir weeks to
secure a cargo at this city.

THROUGH BY DAYLIGHT.

Bis Grain Ships Make Flying: Runs
Down the River to Astoria.

The British bark Ben Dearg, drawing
23 feet of water, and carrying a cargo of
4200 tons of wheat, went through to As-

toria in a little less than 12 hours yester-
day. She was towed by the steamer Har-
vest Queen, in command of Captain
Bailey, and left here at 7 o'clock yester-
day morning and anchored at Astoria atr
6:40 last evening. The steamer Ocklahama
also took the "German bark Marie Hack-fiel- d

through by daylight on Monday, ar-
riving at Astoria In a little over 12 hours
after leaving Portland. The Hackfleld
was drawing 21 feet 9 inches, and carried
3050 tons of cargo. The water In the river
is rather low at the present time, but
no difficulty Is experienced anywhere on
the route except at the "hog's back" Just
above Tongue Point. With this channel
scoured out a little and the Sylvia de
Grass wreck removed from Astoria Har-
bor, ot ships will experience no diff-
iculty on the river.

HARK THISTLE ARRIVES.
Another Bipr Grain Cnrrler in Port

With Others Outside.
The bark Thistle arrived in last even-

ing after a passage of 51 days from Santa
Rosalia. A fleet of three square riggers
were reported outside when she came in.
There aro so many ships now due at this
port that it would be difficult to name the
particular ones which are nearest. One
of the vessels, however, is believed to be
the American bark Kate Davenport, which
came up off the mouth of the river sev-
eral days ago. The others are probably
the Buteshire and Astoria, both due from
the Orient, although there Is a fleet of
four vessels due from Iqulque, and the
Ferdinand Fischer from Hlogo, and the
Nereus from Hong Kong are undoubtedly
close at hand. The arrival of the Thistle
makes a total of 16 wheat ships In the
river, with a net registered tonnage of
30.405 tons, and carrying capacity of about
2,000,000 bushels of wheat. They are all
under charter, and the greater portion of
them will finish in time to clear this
month.

Will Soon Sail for Australia.
tASTORlA, March 12. The American

bark Chehalls, which is taking on a car-
go of lumber at Knappton, will finish
loading tomorrow, and will be ready to
sail Thursday. She Is bound for Free-mantl- e,

Australia, and recently returned
from a trip to that port.

The steam schooner Despatch, which is
loading lumber and machinery for the
combine's new cannery, at Bristol Bay,
Alaska, will sail on Thursday morning.

Flottbelt's Costly Trouble.
TACOMA, Wash., March 12. The anchor

and chains for the German bark Flott-be- k,

which lost both anchors and cables
off Cape Flatter', are expected to arrive
today. The accident which came near
making her a total wreck has proved a
costly one to the owners and underwrit-
ers, trie cost of new gear, loss of time and
salvage amounting to over $25,001

If the gear arrives today she will begin
to take on her cargo, a course the under-
writers would not allow until they are
actually on board.

Cnufirht in Storm Off Flattery.
VICTORIA. B. C, Maroh 12. The bark

Prince Victor, which left Vancouver
Thursday with a cargo of lumber, was
caught In a tremendous storm off Cape
Flattery and returned to port tonight
with seven feet of water below decks. She
Is not much damaged, and none of the
cargo was lost.

John BarronghR Society Elects O ni-

cer and Discusses Plans.

The annual meeting of the John Bur-
roughs Society was held last night, in
the parlors of the First Unitarian
Church, and the following officers for tho
ensuing year elected: President, A. Kins
Wilson; first Dr. Emma
J. Welty; second H. E.
Dosch; third W. L. Fin-le- y;

recording secretary, Clarence H. Gil-

bert; corresponding secretary. Miss Ger-

The meeting, presided over by the re-

tiring president, Dr. W. R. Lord, was
full of Interest. A report was made by
A. W. Anthony, who went to Salem In
the Interest of the bill protecting the
Oregon song birds. Mr. Anthony said
that the members of the Legislature, with
few exceptions, were found to favor the
bill, but that it had been Introduced too
late, and was lost In the press of leg-

islation In the closing days of the ses-
sion. It was decided to introduce the
bill early at the next session of the
Legislature.

Dr. Lord announced that he was pre-
paring for publication, in response to a
demand for an elementary work, a prim-
er on the birds of Oregon, and how to
recognize them by sight and song. Dr.
Lord has made many addresses In the
schools on Oregon's birds, and found that
both teachers and pupils were eager to
obtain more information, and especially
assistance in recognizing the different
species.

Mr. Anthony reported that A. R. Wood-
cock, a student In the State Agricultural
College, was preparing a list of Oregon
birds, with a description, field notes and
their food habits. This will be Issued as
a bulletin of the agricultural college, and
the members of the society are taking
great Interest in its preparation.

The Spring return of the birds was
made the occasion of an interesting dis-
cussion by the members. Swallows, blue-
birds and sparrows have already made
their appearance, and a cardinal gros-
beak has also been seen.

A. W. Anthony, of San Diego, who has
been of great assistance to the society,
was made an honorary member. Mr.
Anthony is a fellow of the American
Ornithological Union, and has one of the.
finest collections of birds in the United
States.

A programme committee is" to be ap-
pointed by Dr. Lord, which will arrange
dates and topics of future meetings.

Successful Tobacco Cnlturc.
Grobe & Strasser, two experienced to-

bacco growers, arrived here a few years
ago from South Africa and took up
claims In the mountains beyond the
Sandy. They began raising tobacco on a
small scale with such good results that
they put In a large crop last year, which
matured perfectly and was cured In ex-
cellent shape. They . then began the
manufacture of cigars, and now have
then, on the market. They are of an ex-
cellent flavor, and may be known by
their shape. They are perfectly straight
and round and six Inches long. They will
cultivate a large crop this year and con-
tinue the manufacture of cigars. Their
success will stimulate the growth of to-

bacco throughout this section.
Army Worms.

Last year's crop of army worms Is still
In evidence, as many are being turned
up alive wherever ground Is newly
plowed. In fields where they committed
their greatest depredation last Summer
they seemed to have eaten every bit of
vegetation from the soil. Newly plowed
fields show the spots plainly, the ground
appearing as If having been burned to the
depth of a foot or more. The limits of
their ravages can be clearly defined, es-

pecially in potato and clover fields, where
they did the most damage. Many fine
clover patches were so badly ruined that
It Is necessary to turn them under. Farm-
ers are very apprehensive that there will
be great ravages by the worms again
this year.

J. M. Arrlngton. a rancher of Wenas
Creek, reports having discovered oil In
an artesian well. Workmen state that the
oil camo from the well at different depths
and created a strong smell. The well has
been bored to a depth of 400 feet. Water
rises to the 250-fo-ot mark. An engine Is
used In pumping, and 30,000 gallons per
hour are lifted. The water Is used for
Irrigating a portion of an extensive ranch
of 240 acres.

C. E. Lawrence, of Whatcom, when a
boy 12 years of age was adopted by an
Iowa pioneer named Cartwright. He was
under the roof of his foster parents until
he attained his majority, and then he
started to shift for himself. Cartwright
died a few days ago and left a fortune of
$200,000 to his aged widow. No papers for
the adoption of Lawrence have ever been
filed, and he cannot prove his claim to a
share of the fortune.

James Malm, of Tacoma, while hunting
In the neighborhood of the Nlsqually Can-
yon, two weeks ago, found what had once
been a leather mitten, but which has
petrified. Malm brought the mitten to
Tacoma and has donated It to the Ferry
Museum. By the side of the mitten was
found what was apparently the relics of
its mate, but when Maim picked it up it
fell to pieces. The mitten, unlike petri-
fied wood. Is light, weighing about the
same as a similarly sized piece of alumi-
num.

French Defeated Moorish Tribesmen.
ALGIERS, March 12. A dispatch has

been received here from General Se'ere,
announcing that another engagement has
been fought between the French punatlve
expedition and the Moroccan Berbers, in
the District of Tlmlmoun, Oasis of Tooat,
in which the tribesmen were dispersed
with great loss. The French expedition
lost two French officers, and 23 men. In-

cluding four Frenchmen killed and had
many others wounded.

LONDON, March 13. According to a dis-
patch from Madrid to the Dally Mail, the
French forces on the Moroccan frontier
have occupied Figueg, in the country of
Segelemesqua, without serious fighting.
