Poultry
continues to sell at good figures, but the
heavy receipts of eggs prevents anything
like strength in. that direction. Butter is
steady, with receipts and demand about
equal.

XEW YORK STOCK. MARKET.
'Business Confined to Operations of

Professional Traders.
NEW YORK. March 12. The stock mar-t- ot

continued spotty totray and largely
made up of the operations of professional
traders in Individual stocks. Many of
these operations were based on causes
peculiar to the stocks affected, and the
traders proressed to be following the
leadership of insiders In the stock in
their buying. However this may be, it
was evident that purely speculative op-
erations played a large part In the day's
dealings as realizing sales came into evl- -

dence In every case where a considerable
advance was made, resulting In sharp re-

actions. There was more or less realiz-
ing

going on all day. the sustaining in-

fluence of the strength In special stocks
being availed of to take profits In the
general list The result of this Is seen
In the net losses prevailing here and
there, some of them In important stocks.

The principal news of the day was the
excellent trafllc returns of the railroads.
Especially the Southwestern roads, the
bituminous coal carriers, and some of
the Southern roads showed a large in-

crease in their gross earnings over those
of the corresponding week of last year.
The session of the miners' convention was
perhaps the cause of the dullness, and
slight weakness in the anthracite coal-
ing group, although confidence was ex-
pressed that no strike was to be feared.

Tho continued low rate for call loans
neutralized the effect of the depletion of
the cash reserves of the banks by reason
of the drain to the Subtrcasury, and the
growing demands from the Interior.

A number of the important movements
of the day were in the stocks of minor
railroad companies, and rumor was busy
with stories of projected consolidations
to acount for those advances. The stocks-o- f

express companies which have been
dormant, advanced sharply over the last
quotations. American Express rose 3,
and lost It; United States Express. 4U.
and Adams Express,. 14. The strength
in Tobacco was due to a belief in bene-
fits to acrue from reduced taxes. Amal-
gamated Copper weakened on reports of 51

renewal of hostile projects In Mon-
tana. The Smelting stocks fell on notice
of appeal of the suit against the absorp-
tion of the Guggenheim Interests. The
enumeration of such special influences
might be extended, but the resulting Trice
movement in other ca?es was less, al-
though it extended from 1 to 2 points in
a number of stocks.

miscarries, is confused, irresponsible, un-
intelligent, wasteful and of sinister as-
pect.
