FINE BED OF FEAT.

Discovered by Accident in Suburbs
of Baker City.

BAKER CITY, March 12—A fine bed of
pedt has been revealed In the suburbs of
this place by excavations for a wirm-
spring bathing resort. Tests made prove
it to be very combustible, even when used
boefore drying. On the surface of the bed
is & thin layer of ash or very similar ma-
terial, which Is penetrated by roots. It is
presumed that some day the peat bed was
ignited and burned Ooff the surface, prob-
ably to the depth of standing water, as
the ash s sald to be exactely lke peat
nshes. The bed beneath Is about 12 feet
‘n thickness. Owing to the fact that fuel
iz rather plentiful here now, because af
the direct raliroad oconnection with the
yeilow pine timber belt, dlscovery of peat
has no partlcular Interest. But If the new
combustible will answer all ordinary fuel
purposes, which arems evident, at some
time In the futvre the bed may have con-
siderabe valus. Herman Fuchs, who has
ohirge of the property and Is conducting
the excavalion work, I= draining the land.
This jand Is a portion of the tract that Ia
likely to be set aside for a park for Baker.

C. E Gault, of Montreal, secretary and
treasurer of the Virtue Consolldated
Mines Company, arrived here last evening
1o look over the company’'s mining prop-
erties, located near this place, For the
past few months a rumor has been cur-
rent that the company, which s com-
posed largely of Montreal capltalsta, ex-
pocted to resume operations at the ald
Virtue mine. Secretary Gault will nelther
affirm nor deny this report. It seems thal
his visit Is for the purposs of examining
the property carefully, which he 1s dalng
with the ald of General Manager Arthur
Buckbee. who 1s now In chiarge of the
Cumberiand mine, at Sliver City, Idaho,
owned by the same company.

The Virtue Is filled with water, and a
great cxperse would be necessary to put
the property In working condition once
more. Re-timbering has been done In o
portion of the shaft, but not to any con-
siderable distance, ar the work was be-
gun after the pumps had boen withdrawn
and the mine allowed to A1 with water.
It is stated by those In position to know
that murh new machinery would have to
be put on the property befors operations
would be possible, an the holst and pumps
have suffered from thelr long disuse,

The Virtus was the heaviest producer
in Eastern Or*pon in s day. For years
Its name was synonymous with wealth,
George W. Grayaon, of Ban Francisco
who awnei the mine previous to its pur-
chase by the Montrea! company, made a
fortuné out of 1t, He closed the property
down. The reason is variously stated, but
ls generally belleved to have been be-
cause of o AMculty with the management
of the Consolidated Virginla, which ad-
joins, over the expense of pumping. The
Virtue, being Jocatsd on the same vein
with the Consolidated, drained the Iatter,
s0 that In sinking there no pumpling was
necessary., Grayson made a proposition
to have the Coneclidated managerment
bear a certaln portlon of the expenss of
pumping the Virtue, which, being turned
down, withdrew his own pumpa and
stopped work. When the Virtue filled with
water, the shaft in the Consolidated did
the same, and work had to cemse. Thus
both properiles have remained ever gince
People Interested In the mines of this dis-
triet have walted patiently to see some
amicable ngreement entered into, or a pur-
chase of one property by the management
of the other.

Mr. Gault does not give out any Inform-
ation concerning the ohjects of his com-
pany, other than it will be about two
months befors anything definite is de-
clded upon.

$300 EXEMPTION STANDS

NEW OREBGON ASSESSMENT LAW
MAKES NO CHANGE.

Honseholders Will Be Aliowed This
Amonnt on the Value of Thelr
PFersonal Property.

SALEM, Or, March 12—[t has been
stated that the $30 exemption heretofore
sllowed to householders on the value of
thelr personal property will not be al-
fowed under the new assessment law.
This Is an error, however. The new law
contalns s proviston that no reduction of
assesament shall be allowed on account of
Indebtedness, but the old lanw as to the
£300 exemption is not affected by this pro-
viglon. There has not been for many
years an aliowance for Indebtednesas, so
the law In this respect Is not changed.

TAKING UF OF ESTHRAYS.

Vielatora of New Law Will Be Fined
810 to $100,

BALEM, Or., March 12—Farmers and
bthers, who have been In the hablt of
Impounding thelr nelghbors’ stock with-
out carefully observing alli the technical
proviglons of the law relating to estrays,
will hereafter dn well to inform them-
selves as to its requirements. The last
Legislature provided a puntsnment for
those who do not comply with the law,
an foblows:

“If any persons shall take up, keep, or
use any estray without complying with
the provisions of this nect, he shall be
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and
upon conviction thereof, shall be punished
by a fine of not leas than 310 nor mors
than 518, or by Imprisonment in the
County Jall not more than six months;
and such person shall bs Uable ta the
owner of such estray so taken up, kKem
or used, In double the walue of smch es-
tray.”

The act mentioned provides that any
householder about whose premises any
estray may be In the habit of running at
large may take up the animal. and shall
Immediately post notices in three public
places In the county, one of which shall
be in the precinot In which the estray
was taken up, giving as ocorrect a de-
soription as may be of natural and arti-
ficlal marks, probable size, age, otc.; pro-
vided that no estrays shall be taken up
in the months of May, June, July. Au-
gust. September, October and November,

| exeept breachy or viclous animals, which

may be taken up in any month,

As most farm animals are breachy when
they come In contact with the ordinary
Oregon fence, thiz law is for all prac-
tical purposes, open all the yenr round.

The law further provides that If, previ-
ous to the explration of 10 days from tak-
ing up, the owner shall prove sald estray
to be his, he shail be entitled to the
animal by paying charges, which shall
be $1 for taking up, pasting. etc, and a
reasonable rate for kKeeping. 1f the own-
er shall further prove that the person
s0 posting an estray knew to whom such
estruy belonged, and yet did mot notify
the owner of his Intention to post sald
estray, the person so taking and posting
shall not recoyver for elther posting or
keeping.

If no one clalm the animal within 10
days, the person must make a sworn
statement before the nearest Justice, of
the taking up. posting. etc, according to
Iaw; wherrupon the Justice appraises the
estray, and mnotifles the County Clerk
concerning the facts, The Justice Is en-
titled to recelve a fee of §1 for each

per mile for each mile necesarily trav-
eled In such service, but there shall be

animaie at the same time and place. The
County Clerk must make 8 record of the
estray tnkeéen up, 1If the appralsement
exceads 16 the person must advertise the
esiray in a newspaper,

If the owner appears and proves prop-
erty within six months he ls entitled to
possesslon of the animal upon paying
the charges, otherwise, the perzan taking
up the animal may have the same sold
by the Sheriff or Constabie, after giving
10} days’ notios by posting thres notlees In
publie places. From the proceeds of the
sale the charges are pald and the re-
mainder deposited In the county treasury.
It is also provided that the taker-up of
estruys shall forfeit all right to a con-
sideration for his trouble and expense,
If he In any way use such estray,
or take and keep the same out of the
county in which such ewtray was taken
up, more than three days at any one
time.

Fow farmers who take up estrays, fol-
low the provisions of the law, and thus
forfeit thelr right to compensation. Sincs
the Legisiature has made It a misde-
meanor to take up an animal without
complying with the law, It would appear
that the farmer who tries to protect his
erops hy taking up estrays wuuld hetter
have recourse to some less troublesome
method.
