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GIVE CHINA A SHOW

MINISTER WU URGES THAT SOME
CONSIDERATION BE SHOWN.

Fears the Indemnities Have Been
FPlaoed nt & Figure Beyond the
Empire's Ability to Meeot,

WASHINGTON, April 15—The Chinese
Minlster was at the BStete Department
tofay In conference with Secrefary Hay,
on the status of the negotiations et Pekin,
The Minister d& somewhat concerned over
the delay In bringing sbout & final ad-
justment and aise on the current Te-
ports that the indemnities reach a very
large figure, which, he fears will be be-
yand the ability of China to mesl. Min-
fstet WWu seid in response to inquiries
ot these subjects:

“We have been sccustomed to hear thet
Chine was wvery slow. But in this case
many weeks and months are golng by
without any delay attributable to China,
w0 far o | have heard, and yet without
definite prospects of bringing the ne-
gotlations to & close. This unsetiled con-
dition & very injurons to China, but It
&lso i= an injury which affects the whole
world. Take, for Instance, the cotlon
fndustry of the Bouth. The shipments to
Chine are very large, but they have been
falling off owing to the unsettled con-
ditlon of afinirs, and the trade l» serlously
mennced. The same may be sald of many
other branches of trade, In fact, the
commerce of all the commercial nations
of Europe. as well as America, 18 In-
Jurionsly affectsd by the political uncer-
tainty of conditions in Chine. What we
need, and whst the commercial world
negeds, 1 stabllity, and some definite
under=tznding of what conditions are.

“As 10 the question of Indemnitics, I
recetve littlo direct information. But 1
regret to see from some of the published
reports that the total indemnity is reach-
ng & wery large sum. Jt should be
borne in mind tha: China hersell has
sufferedl losses through the recent dis-
turbunces which will reach to many
milllons, and for which she can not hope
to receive indemnity. So that, if the clalms
of the powers agErognte $EI4000.000, as I
see stated, It probably would be an under.
estimate 1o say that China'es own losses
would reach twice that amount, say $800,-
D00, In the usggregate, Chine will be
shouldering a burden of colossal propor-
tions, and this will come after the coun-
try has pessed through a most trying ex-
perience

] note that a number of suggestions
are made that the !ndemnity should be
nlong the line of commercial advaniages
and improvements, rather than In money.
How far 1his ir feasible 1 can not say,
but the principle involved secms (o me &
good one. It has the merits of being un-
soifish. As I understand it. the indem-
nities thus far asked are based entirely
on the interests of the various powers,
But the interesis of China are worth con-
sidering 'n thiex matter, for, after sll. the
interests of China will have much to do
in the end with the Interest of all those
nationg having reintions with ber, and
whicth mre carrying on extensive trade
with the Eust. There is &4 splendid op-
portunity just now for such an object
lesson to the Chinese people as would
obliterate nll anti-forelgn sentiment and
show them that the Interest taken by
forelgn powers in China has womething
to do with the development and progress
of China, as well as the personsl interest
of forelgn nations. Our people might
Ye shown the benefits coming from con.
siderats forelpn treatment, and they would
be grateful to see China restored to 8 con-
dition of prosperity. As to detalls, It is
not for me to suggest what the powers
oould d&o for China and for other mutaal
Interests, but 1 am guilte confident that|if
they onoe put thelr haeds together,
wery muck conid be accoraplished=in. the
inlerests of all concerned™ ~ .

CONFLICTING IDEAS,

Outlook for am Early Settlement Is
Not Promising.

FPARIE, Aprfl 15—The correspondent
fhiere of the Associated Press ls informed
from & trustworthy source that the out-
ook for an early sottlement of the Chi-
nese indemnity gquestion is less promising
than a work ago. The negotlations be-
tween the powers sre bringing out con-
flicting ideas and interests, and are lkely
to b wvery protrected. The proposition
of the TUnited States to limit the total
indemnity to $200,000.000. &5 the only one
under discussion, and is not regandec with
favor. A Washington dispatch, published
in London, affirming that the United
Bintes proposes that the indemnity be di-
vided between the powers In proportion
1o the number of troopes which particl-
gated In the actunl rellef of the Legationa
a1 Fekin, = regarded as Incorrect. No
such proposal bhes reached the French
Government, which considers that the en-
tire expense inculred a6 a result of the
whole operation carrfed out must be taken
#ais the busis for indemnity

It 1= believed that the claims of indl-
vidusls will be first presented and pald
Thin matter will be expedited &s much as
possibie, in order to allow an early e
sumption of commerce and work on other
forelgn entorprises,

Nothing ls known here of the reported
intention of the Emperor to return to
Fehin without the Dowager Empress, and
no falth s placed here In the reported
hostility ‘betaveen Russia and Japan. The
French information indleates that conclli-
atory negotiations are proceeding between
those two countries, with the prospect of
& thorough understanding regurding the
position of both toward Manchuria and
Cores,

Demands May Be Rednced.

NEW TOREK. April I5.—Reports recelved
here s to the amount of Indemnity
clgtmed by the powers from China vary
10 some extent, says the London corres-
pondent of the Tribune. For instance,
France is staled by the Mall correspond-
ent In Pekin to be asking for £12000,000,
whereas dispatches from Washington put
the smount of France's clalm &t a much
iess figure.

It s considered more than possible 4n
Pekin that the powers may jJointly agree
to teduce thelr bills pro tata, particulsely
if Chinn will guarantee certaln commer-
cinl concessions. One dlfficulty in the way
{= the: pome of the powers will have han-

, oetly spent the sums they demand.

Russia may be expecied to sbate her
cleim, whiok is consldered gquite unjusti-
finble, consldering the relntive ense and
cheapness with which she was able to
mobliize. It should not be forgotten that
Russin ¢ making separate demands for
territorial and commercial privileges, and
besi@es the rolllng stock and raliroad ma-
1erinl which she annexed in vast guanti-
tles and applied 10 the local needs of the
Manchurian line must be werth some-
thing.

His Trust in Americana,

PEEIN, April 15.—L1 Hung Chang has
applied toGeneral Chaffee to leave bohind,
when he departs, Captein Tillson, and a
sufficient number of men to police the
Chinese City, 85 the Chinese earnesily de-
gire their retention, fearing that the dis-
trict will not be well looked after when
contralled by other forelgners,

An expedition, consisting of 500 German
and 300 French troops, will leave Pao
Ting Fu tomorrow to drive from the prov-
ince severn] thousand Chinese who refuse
to obey the order of LI Hung Chang to
Ekeep o the bounderies already arranged.

An American Proposal.
BERLIN, April 16.—It is officially con-
firmed here that the United Slates has
made a proposition to the powers lo fix
the total Chinese Indemnity of £40,000,000
(R200,000,000), coupled with the conditlep
that ghe payment be made Immediatery.

German officials point out that the amount
named would require a heavy scaling of
the different claims, but that the propost.-
tion i{s practicable and openly discussed
the clause requiring cash payment. But
I It Is contempiated to divide the indem-
nity mechanicslly, It is doubtful whether
it will be mcceptable, since Russin says
her government cla!ms alone will amount
to £I7,0W,000, aside from private cliims,
The proposition would give Germany
only £5000,000 whereas the China expe-
dition has already cost her £12.000,000,
The clatms of Great Britaln amount to
lese than £5,000.000. Offclais therefore ar-
guve that the amount should be appor-
tioned sccording to the expenses borne by
the different powers.

To Maperse Robhers,

BERLIN, April 15—The German War
Office has received the following dispatch
from Count von Waldersee:

“Pekin, April 12 —Major van Schoenberg,
with companies of infantry, mounted in-
fantry, cavalry and artillery, has been
sent from hers to disperse robbers In the
mountaing northeast of Chang Ping Chau,
3 kilometers north of Pelun. A company
of troops from Chang Ping Chau wiil In-
tercept the retreat of the robbers™

Murder of Capianin Barthsch.

BERLIN, April 16—A dispatch to the
Lokal Anselger from Pekin pays:

“A young Chinpman named Ho Wan has
been arrested for the murder of Caplain
Barthech. He bossts that he killed him
in a moment of anger at the Captain's 11l
treatment of him. Three other Chinameén
have been arrested as accomplices.. One
of them was with Ho Wan, and riding
Captain Barthsch's horse.”

China Wants Japan's Ald,

LONDON, April 16—"The Chinese Im-
perial court, through the Chinese Minlster
at Tokio. has thanked Japan for assiat-
ing China to resist the Manchuria con-
venticn,” says the Shanghal correspond-
ent of the Times, “and has asked for
Japan‘s ald and support in any future con-
tingency."

Moving the Court,

SBHANGHAI, April 156 —Advices from
8ingan Fu to the local mandarins sssert
that the court !s preparing to go to Hslang
Yang. In the Province of Hu Pel. The
permanent officlals of the six boards are
deseribed as having quietly left Pakin for
Singan Fu in anticipation of the seiection
of a oew capltal,

Russians Withdrawn From Masampo

LONDON, April . —Accurding to a dis-
patch to the Dally Express from Tokio,
dated yesterday, the detachments of Rus.
#lan marines stationed at Masampo have
been reclied, owing to Japanese represen-
tatiots.

RIPLEY TELLS HIS STORY.

Distorted Accounts of His Talk With
Governor Taylor,

FRANKFORT, Ky., April 15—The Rip-
ley trial was resumed this afternoon, and
the defendant went on the stand. Ripley
did not deny that he made the stalements
attributed to him by ex-Governor Brad-
ley and Judge Yost concerning ex-Gov-
ernor Taylor's remarks to him, but said
that, while they were substantislly cor-
rect In their evidence, they had misunder-
#tood hiwn, or he had felled to convey the
proper impression on them at the time,
The cross-examination was not completed
and Ripley will be on the stand aguin
tomorrow.

On direct examination, Ripley stated
that he had been talking with the boye
in his nelghborhood for several years
about geiting up a company of cavairy.
He came to Frankfort first on January
16, the day of the Colson-Scott tragedy,
selecting thls day In order to see Bryan,
who was to be banqgueted here that night
He bhad never seen Governor Taylor until
that day, and never saw him but once‘aft-
er that, January 25, untll after his com-
pany was called out. He sald he never
knew Powers or Youlsey until some days
after the shooting; never saw Berry How-
ard at 2ll; had seen Jim Howard only
slnce they had been In jall together here,
and kKnew mneither Culton nor Wharton
oGilden. Taylor gave him the order Janu-
ary ¥ for the organization of the com-
pany, and January 25 Ripley eame hera
and secured equipment for it. This was
the day on which he had a conversation
with Taylor. and his verslon of It, which
varies materially from that stated b3
Moessrs, Bradley and Yost, was:

“I went Into the Governor office and
found Governor Taylor looking very badly,
I told him I was sorry to sea him look-
ing badly, to which he repiled: ‘In these
horrible times anybody would lonk bad-
ly. Bome irresponsible fool or crank Is
ltkely to kill me or kill Goebel and cause
a riot around here in which there will be
many lives sacrificed.’ or in substance to
that effect. Then 1 told him I did not
think this would occur, and went on talk-
ing to him about my company which 1
was getting equipment for. ‘My God! he
sald, *have not you got that company
ready yet?” That was what I was try-
ing to tell Governor Bradley and Judge
Yost, but 4 may not have stated to them
as clearly as I Intended to."

He denled that he ever sald to Ferguson
and Crawford that Goebel would be killed
and admitited that he warned W. P
Thorne, Jonuary 29, to keop hizs son awny
from Frankfort, but suald he did =0 be-
cause of the disturbed conditions here,
and not from any knowledge of what was
going to occur the next day. He maln-
tained that there was no secrecy ahoul
the organization and equipment of his
company, and sald that Governor Taylor
told him that It was not necessary to ap-
ply to the County Judge for authority to
organize {t. The company, he sald, was
organizad for pleasure.

Cross-examined, the witness gald that he
recelved a speclal delivery leiter (rom
Governor Taylor late In the afternoon of
January 3, ordering his company out.
The letter did not state that Goebel had
been shot, end did not give the reason for
calllng them out.

Alleged Kidnaper Released.

BAN FRANCIBCO, April 16.—George Riv-
ferre, the alleged Denver kidnaper, was
released from custody today because na
authoritative reply had been recelved
from the Denver authorities stating the
charge upon which he should be held, Riv-
lerre has agreéd to keep the police [n-
formed as to his movements and as to
the whereabouts of the child,

Connterfeiter Caught.

2I0UX FALLZ 8 D, April 15—A house
was raided here last night by the Federal
guthoritles and = complete counterfeit-
ers’ outfit, consisting of dles and metal,
was confiscated. Levl Clark was ar-
rested today op the charge of belng a
counterfeiter. Much spurious coln has
been passed recently in this and adjoin-
ing covnties,

Driven Insane by Highbinders.

ET. JOBEFH, Mo.,, April 15—11 Ching,
& Chinamsn who left 8an Francisco more
than & year ago to escape highbinders
who had ordered his death, and who
found s t(maporary asylum In Kansas
City, was brought to the State Insane
Asylum here today from Canton, Mo,
a rtaving maniac. He was driven In-
sane by fears of assnssination.

Cashier Lewls Arrested.
VERGENNES, Vi, April 15.—Cashler
D, H. Lewls, of the Farmers' Natlonal
Bank, of this city, was arrested today on
a charge of misappropriating the funde of
the Instifution. The bank did not open
for business this morning.

TRUSTANDTRADES UNIONS

FIRST FIGHT AGAINST THE STEEL
COMBINE BEGINS.

Half of the Men at & Plant at Me-
Keesport, Pa., Are Dnt—Labor
Troubles Elsewhere.

PITTEBURG, Pa., Aprll 15—As a result
of the dispute that for a week past has
involved the employes of the W. Dewees
Wood plant of the American Sheet Com-
pany, at McKeesport, about half of the
men are on & strike today, and the oper-
astlon of the plant {5 badly crippled.
The cause of the trouble was the reeent
dlscharge of seven men, who, the men
elnim, were dismlissed because they were
members of the newly organized lodge of
th Amalgamated Assoclatlon. The strike
was ordered at a meeting of the Jlocal
lodge yesterday afternoon, and went Into
effect nt | o'eclock this morning.

All was qulet about the warks today,
none of the discontented workmen loiter-
Ing aboutl the mill, and there Is no pros-

pect of trouble., The members of the firm
say that they will continue the operation
of thelr plants, and that if they arc
troubled by the strikers at McKeesport
thoy will ship thelr moterial elsewhere
for manufacture. The mill employs about
80 men.

The event ls looked upon as momentous
throughout the iron and steel trades of
the country, from the faet that it s the
tirst confliet between organized labor and
the new United States Steel Corporation,
and because of the announced intentlon
today of President J. T. Shaffer, the head
of the Amalgamated Assoclatlon of Iron,
Steel & Tin Workers, to tle up every
plant of the new combine, steel, tin, tube,
structural iron, wire and all, If necessary,
to win the fight.

Az to the chance that the men in all
the mills of the United States Bteel r-
poration will be called on to come out,
no one connected with the management of
any of the organized plants in the new
corporation will consent to be quoted.
The only companies In the new cor-
poration whose mills are entirely inde-
pendent of the Amalgamnted Assoclation
are the Carnegle Interests and the Na-
tlonal Tube Company. The mills of the
American Stesl Hoop Company, the
American Tin-Plate Company and the Re-
publle Iron & Steel Company are all or-
ganized, while most of those of ths Amer-
tional Steel Company and a few of the
National Steel, American Steel & Wire
and American Sridge plants work under
the Amnlgamated Associntion. Most of
the American Steel & Wire plants are
controlled by the rodmill men.

Hoslery Mills Strike Settled.

IPSWICH, Mass,, April 15.—The strika
of the operatives at the Ipswich hoslery
mills, which was begun about three weeks
ugo, was settled today under the con-
ditlons named In an agreement formulated
by the strikers’ committe=, the selectmen
of the State Board of Arbitration. The
operatives struck against a 10 per cent
reduction In wages. Un@er the terms of
the agresment, the mill operatives prom-
ise to restore the 10 per cent cut when
business will warrant it; that no diserim-
ination will be made agalnst those who
took part in the strike, and that ths al-
leged unjust fining and unfalr treatment
on the part of overseers will be investi-
gated, and a remedy provided when injus-
tlee 12 done.  About T80 hands have been
affected by the strike.

Arthur Calls It 8 Mistake,

CLEVELAND, O., April 15,—Grand Chiet
Arthur, of the Brotherhood of Locomo-
tive Engineers, stated that he had re-
celved no officlal Information concerning
the reporied settlement of the grievances
of the engineers and firemen on the Cen-
tral Rallroad of New Jersey.

“If the newspaper reports are true
sald Mr. Arthur, 'and the englneers and
firemen have settled, leaving the train-
men and telegraphers to shift for them-
selves, a great mistake nas been made.
The chiefs of the flve organizations rep-
resented on the road entered Into & writ-
ten agreement to work together’in the
miatter. In other words, all the organisa-
tions were to be included fn any adjust-
ment of grievances. As a result of this
agreement, the firemen and engineers did

ot honorably settle without the consent

f the other organizations."

Cannot Interfere With Apprentices.

PHILADBRPHIA, April 16, — The Su-
preme Court, In an opinlon today, holds
that members of the American Federation
of Labor have no right to entice appren-
tices working in a factory to becoma
members of the glassblowers' union. The
case upon which the opinion {5 based is
an appeal of P. J. Skelly and others, mem-
bers of the glassblowers’' union, from the
judgment of the Allegheny Court restrain-
ing them from Interfering with the ap-
prentices of Charles L. Flaccus, a glass
manufacturer of Tarentum, Pa. The Bu-
preme Court dismisses the appeal at the
cost of the members of the unlon. The
opinlon says among other things that the

workmen who are independent of any la-
bor union, and he had the further right
to adopt & system of apprenticeship which
excluded his apprentices from member-
ship in such unions, and no one had &
right to Interfere with it, to his Injury.
The court found that the interference was
injurious to him, and If allowed to con-
tinue, would ruln his business.

Sheet Metal Workers.

COLUMBUS, O., April 15—The Nationa]
convention of the Amalgamated Sheet
Metal Workers' Association, adjourned to-
day after the following officers had been
elected: Frank C. Cole, Ithaca, N. Y.,
president; John H. Kennedy, Toronto,
Canada, frst vice-president; Hugh
France, Scranton, Pa, second vice-presl
dent; Charles 8. Penn, Ban Franeclsco,
third vice-president; John E. Bray, Kan-
sns City, sccretary-ireasurer.

Victory for Miners.

BRAZIL, Ind, April 15.—The joint con-
ference of the miners' delegates and the
block-coal operators tonight resulted in a
ecomplete victory for the miners, the op-
srators concedlng the miners the right
to buy powder. in the open market. Ac-
cording to the agreement, ast yesar's
wage scale will be In effect untll October
1, when the dey men wiil recelve an ad-
vince of 15 cents per day.

Painters nnd Paper-Hangers Strike.

ST. PAUL, Minn.,, April 15.—About 20
members of St. Paul Unlon of Brother-
hood of Painters, Paper-Hangers and Dec-
prators quit work today Dbecause the
agreement offered the master painters
by the journeymen's unlon Saturday has
not been accepted. About one-third of
the masters have signed the agreement
and are employing about 10 union men,

*Will Continue the Strike.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., April 15.—The ex-
ecutive board of the United Mine Work-
ers of America In session here has de-
clded to continue the strike In the bitu-
minous coal flelds of Kansas, Arkansas
and Indian Terrilory, which has been In
progress for more than thres years, and
has already cost the National organiza-
tion an immense amount of money,

Bollermakers Ont.
BUFFALO. N. Y., April 15.—About 300
bollermakers, helpers and heaters em-
ployed In the local shops went on strike
today for higher wages.

SIXTY CARLOADS OF BEEF.

Blg Shipment to Be Loaded Here for
Virdivostock.

Bixty carloads of pickled beef are now
en route to this city over the Northern
Paclfic from Chlcago, for reshipment {rom
Portland to Vliadivostock. The lots leave
in three trains of 20 cars each, and the
first complement of 2 cars passed Bt
Paul, Minn., on the 13th inst., and will
arrive here Friday. The second lot will
probably arrive hers Saturday, and the
third lot a day or two later.

The first sieamer to recelve the beef
is due at thils point on the 234 Inst., and
the two other steumers each on succeed-
ing days. In speaking of these ship-
ments, an officer of the Northern Pacifle
spld yeslerday:

“These are the largest shipmentas of
plckled beef ever routed to Portland, and
will form a handsome addition to this
month's exports, We hope more ship-
ments of this kind will follow.”

New Line of Steamahips.

8T. PAUL, April 15.—The Dispatch to-
day states that the Narthern Pacific Rall-
rond Company today made an !mportant
announcement regarding a new line of
steamshipa which the company will oper-
ate three-quarters of the way around the
globe, or, In other words, from Tacoma
to Liverpool, by way of the Paclfic Octan,
the Buez Canal npnd the Mediterranean.
There has been In process of formation for
several months & lne of ships to run be-
tween Puget Bound ports and the far
East; In fact, one boat was dispatched on
the new routs, a5 was stated at the time,
but the negotlations for the sight ships
which will be put on the route are only
Just closed, and the announcement that
they wlill be assigned to regular sallings
{8 confirmed by the Northern Pacific offi-
cials. The ships are what are known as
the *"Glen" ships in mariné and transport
cireles.

NEW YORK, April 15—The steamshlps
named as those to form the new steam-
ship service between Tacoma and Liver-
pool, are owned by Messrs. McGregor,
Gow & Co,, of Glasgow, who are the pro-
prietors of the "Glen” lne. One steamer
of the fleet has already been over the
route. The Glenlochy gailed from Tacoma
December 18, and proceeded over tha new
line’s route, touching at Naples March 3
and arriving at Antwerp March 4, after a
trip of 8 days.

General Corbin Engaged.

WASHINGTON, April 15—Announce-
ment |8 made of Lthe engagement of
Miss BEdythe Patten to Adjutant-
General Corbin, of the Unlited States
Army.

FA¥VA WILL RETIHE.

Marguis di Clr‘.;ﬂl‘l Will Succeed
Him.

WASHINGTON, April 15.—The State De-
partment has been advised, through the
American Ambassador at Rome and the
Itallan Foreign OfMice, that Baron Fava
will be succeeded as Ambassador from
Italy to this country by the Marquils
Obizzo Mallsplna 4l Carbonara, at present
Minister for Ituly to the Argentine Re-
publie. The Marquis hsz had a wide
diplomatic experience, and served In
Washington &s one of the attaches of the
Itallan Legatlon about 10 years ago. He
will recelve a substantlal promotion by
his new appolntment, gising from the rank
of Minister to that of Ambassador.

Baron Fava, the retiring Ambassador,
is a man of remarkabie diplomatic ex-
perience, his service In behalf of his coun-
try covering some of the most exciting
periods In Itallan history. He !s about
85 years old, and began his diplomatic
career ns secretary of legation at Trieste,
in the Kingdom of Naples. He subse-
quently took a prominent part In n sue-
cessful effort to federnte the Itallan
states, and, re-entering the diplomatic
service under the famous Cavour Minis-
try, he became first secretary to Berne,
Thence In turn he went to The Hague,
then to Roumania, to Buenos Ayres, and
finally to Washington.

NEW YORK, April 15.—Baron Fava to-
night’ gave the Assoclated Press this
statement:

*Baron Fava hns not been recajled. Ow-
ing to lmportant family affairs, which re-
quire his presence In Italy, he has ap-
plied for*his retirement. Baron Fava on
his return home will resume his duties
In the Itallan Senate,'”

The “Hat Trimminga™ Cansen.

WASHINGTON, April 15.—The attentlon
of the Treasyry officials was called to
the dispatch ftom Philadelphla to the ef-
fact that the famous “hat-trimmings”
cases were belng settled, with the result
that the 520,000,000 clalmed py the Import-
era had been cut down to about 34,000,000,
Assistant Secretary Spaulding sald that
the cases had been in process of settle-
ment by the courts for a long time, and
he had understood that the end was draw-
{ng near, but he did not know how much
the Government would be compelled to
refund to the Imdporters. The ameount
clalmed, however, he sald, was far In ex-
cess of the actual figures, The cases be-
fore the New York courts had been =et-
tled. and pald from time to time during
the last several months, and the Phila-
delphin cases, he thought, had many of
them been pald. The cases arose under
the tariff act of 1883 Goods classed by
importers as “‘hat-trimmings.” dutfable at
® per cent, were nppralsed by the Gov-
ernment as dress goods, which, under the
tarift act, were asscssed at 0 per ceént.
The larger duty was pald under protest,
and proceedings were at once begun In
the courts to compel a refund, with the
result that although the Government has
not comproaimed a single case, the courts,
in the case of some fabrics, have declded
against the {mporter, and In others
against the Government. The , total
amount to be pald by the Government will
be but a fraction bf the amount claimed.

Due to Laeck of Interest.

NEW YORK, Aprll 15.—Indifference on
tha part of the naval militia on the Atlan-
tic and Paclfie statlons, it Is =sald, will
prevent any of the oreganlzations from
taking any of the usual crulses during the
coming Summer, Such drills ns may oc-
cur will be limited to the regular exeérclses
held by each organization on board the
ship assigned to It by the Government.

Abondonment of crulses on £ rezular,
man-of-war is due chlefiy to the lack of
interest shown In the service Imst Sum-
mer when the Pralrie was assigned to
take the naval militia of the Atlantie and
Gulf States to sea and to the fallure
mny of the organizations to request that
the ship be assigned to them for cruising
purposes this Summer. The only sectlon
which di=plays Interest In naval instruc-
tion Is on the Great Lakes, and upon the
request of the militla organizations of
Iiiinois, Michigan and Ohlo the Michlgan
has been directed to take them out for
instruction.

WASHINGTON, April 15—The President
today appointed John G. Capers to be At-
torney-General of the Unlted States for
the district of Sputh Carolina. Mr, Cap-
ers will succeed Abel Lathrop, the present
District Attorney for South Caroling. Mr,
Capers is at present an attorney in the
Department of Justice In this city. The
Presldent also made the following ap-
polntments:

WASHINGTON, April 15 — Captain
John McGowan has been retired, with the
rank of Rear-Admjral. He broke down
in health while commanding the monitor
Monadnock on the Asiatic station, several
months ago, and has since had a short
term of service In command of the naval
station at Key West.

Will Laanch the Ohio,
WASHINGTON, April 15.—The daughter
of Governor Nash, of Ohlo, has been se-
lected to christen the battle-ship Ohlo, to
be launched at the Union Iron Works
May 28. The customary bottle of wine
