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PLOT AGAINST THE KAISER

BERLIN POLICE WATCHING ANAR-
CHISTS' MOVEMENTS.

Authorlties Have Not Yet Located
Eomagnoll, Who Salled From Ar-
gentinn to Kill the Emporer.

EERLIN, April 22—With reference to
(ke siatement= cabled from the United
Stutes of a plot sald to have been cOn-7
cocted against Emperor Willlam and
other Europesn rulers by anarchists of
Argeniing and New Jersey, extreme reti.
cence i§ observed in official circles In
Berlin. After careful investigation, how-
ever a representative of the Assocla
Press ascerdained In a reliable quarter
that the Berlin police president issued
an order April 6 for the arrest, whenever
or wherever osught, of the alleged an-
urchist, Rodolfo Romagnoll, aline Rome-
lisso, aling Langwick Mueller. The order
“imultaneounly requested all internal and
forelgns authorities to assist in appre-
kending Romagnoll Photographs of the
alleged anarchist, with a minute descrip-
tion after the Bertflion method, were fur-
nished for dentification.

“The Information recelved by the Berlin
suthorities was that Ramarnoll had been
formally chosen by the njleged mest of
ponspirators in Paterson, N, J., to mur-
der Bmwperor Willlam. They were fur-
thermore informed that he loft Buenos
Avrer Mapreh 20 on the North German
Lioya steamer Halle for Bremen, Whether
thiz information ls emTect they have nn
means of knowing, but since a portion af
it came officielly, they mre inclined to
give It credence, Emperor Willlam has
been advised of the slténtion and has is-
gurd strict orders to the president of the
Berlin police, Baron Von Windhelm, to
keep him informed as to all similar news,
but thet under no condition is the matter
to be brought to the attention of the Em-

M. de Revitsky, second councillor of the
Russlan Forelgn Office. This fact sutfi-
clently disposes of the impression thut
Russin regards the journey as an epoch-
making event It Ix =ald that M. Del-
cass» desires to dispose of 3 mass of de-
tafied guestions which might require long
correpondence. It is asuthoritatively de-
nied that = Russlun lokn 15 in any wise
involved, or thnt the Chinese problem re-
quires Glecussion, and it 15 not believed
that M. Delcosse would take such extra-
ordinary means to procure a change In
the personnel of the Russian Embassy In
Parle as the French press usserts. The
unofficial view of the trip, a view often
anoourate, is that M. Delcasse alms to cre-
&te &n lmpression at home that he has
suved the nation, with 2 view to inheriting
thé position of M. Waldeck-Roussenu, the
French Premier.

VESUVIUS IN ERUPTION,

ILavae Is Again Flowing From the
Valeano.

NEW YORK, April 2 —A dispalch to
the World from Paris says: .

Mount Vesuvius is again In a siate of
active eruption, and many peopie. .sclen.
tists, students and the curlous, including
Americin tourists, are leaving Parls by
every traln for Naples. The first signs
of disturbance were observed a week
agn, when for three days columns of
emoke issuing from the crater In great
volume towered high above the volcano,

Theén came occasional rains of cinders,
sometimes sprinkling the country for
several miles around. Now lava is begin-
ning to run.. The fire at the crater is
very Intense at night, lluminating the
surrounding region beautifully. Only two
slight tremors of earthguake have besn
felt so far,

Ex-Communication of Tolstol.

sT. ' PETERSBURG, Aprll 22—A
letter from Countess Sophia: Tolstol to
Monsignore Antonl, Metropolitan of St
Petersburg, and the Msatropolitan’s an-
swer, are published In the official Ecclesi-
nstical Messenger, After declaring her
unalterable determination to dle in the
orthodox church. the Countess castigates
Monslgnore Antonl and the Holy Bynod
for the secret circular to the clergy for-
bidding Ccunt Tolstol's burial with
the rites of the church. The expression,
“spiritual bangman,” seasons the Coun-
tess’ charge that the servants of the
church have rejected the law of love
for world power and pride. She concludes
by anticlpating a hypocritical refutation
of her poeltion.

The Metropolitan's answer not lllogical-
Iy contends that Count Tolstol first dis-
asgoclated himself from the orthodox
falth and that the Holy Synod merely
took mote of his heterodoxy. Monsignore
Antoni sald: “You are recelving expres-
slong of sympathy from the whole world,
but I do not belleve that they will com-
fort you. There Iz o human and & divine
glory."” i

Viceroy To oslils
upon the gentry of sach town to furnish
the local Mandarins with the names of all
bad ohsracters In their districls, After
the lists are filled any person named on
them Iz to be summarily arrested and
executed If caught In any crime or mis-
demennor. Informers will be freely re-
warded, and every robber will be par-
doned who alds in bringing three other
robbers to juutice.

The Prince Consort's Debis.

LONDON, April 22—Specinl dispatches
recelved here from Parls report trouble
at the Castle of Het Loo over the bach-
elor debts of Prince Henry, the husband
of Queen Wilheimina. It is said that
shortly prior to his marriage he prom-
tsed his creditors in Berlin and Frank-
fort to pay one-third of hls debis within
a month of the wedding, but the money
has not yet been forthcoming and the
money lenders formally applied to Queen
Wilhelmina. The iatter declared her hus-
band must pay his own debts out of the
allowence made him by the state. It is
now =said the creditors have formed a
syndicate and purpose 1o negotinte the
Prince Consort's paper on the Amster-

dem Bourse, Queen Wilhelmina 1s Te-
ported to be wvery angry.

Britiah Not Driven Out.

EXPRESS TRAIN HELD UP

BOLD ROBBERY 'ON THE CHOOTAW
ROAD IN ARKANSAS,

Express Messenger and Negro Porter
Shot by Bandits—Bloodhounds
on Thelr Trall,

-

MEMPHIS, Tenn., April 22.—The fast
express traln of the Choctaw, Oklahoma
& Guif Raliroad which left Memphls at
11:45 o'clock tonight, was held up by three
masked bandits at Bridge Junctlon, Ark.,
about midnight. It is not known what
booty the robbers secured, but & dispatch
received at poilce headquarters states that
the express messenger and porter of the
train .were injured after rodatlnp the
bandits. The Wells Fargo Express Com-
pany usually makes Its heaviest ship-
mernts to the West on this train, Pollce
Sergeant Perry, upon receipt of the tele-
gram, immedlately posted officera along
the river front with instructions to keep
a sharp lookout for the bandits, should
they attempt to cross to the city.

The train left Memphls with a heavy
passenger llst. The szcene of the hold-up
is a lonely rallroad crossing four miles
from the river. The negro porter, named
Gould, was shot and serlously wounded
by one of the bandits. The train was in
charge of Conductor Nelson, one of the
oldest employes of the road, and Engineer
Johnson. The express messenger, Meaders,
is sald to have been shot. The traln was
delayed about 20 minutes. The engine,
mall and express cars were cut off from
the tral nand run to a point a mile west
of the place where the traln was stopped,
The engine was then detached and run
& short distance up the track, two men
remaining to guard the trainmen. The
third used dynamite on the express car
and blew open the deor. It 1s reported
that everything of value In the express
car was tnken and It is believed that the
bandits' haul is large, as this was a
heavy run. Bloodhounds from the convict
camp at Hulbert, three miles from the
scene, are now on the bandits’ trail

LITTLE ROCK, Ark., April 22.—General
Superintendent John Harrls, of the
Choctaw Rallway, recelved the news of
the hold-up at 1 o'clock this (Tuesday)
morning. He and his road woul dtake
up the matter of the reward before day-
lght. with the Wells Fargo Express of-
fielnls and would probably offer a rewnrd
for the capture of the bandits. He will
leave here at § o'clock this morning on a
specia] traln for the scene of the hold-

up.

Murdered Five Children. -
CHARTRES, Franee, April 22—This
town has been horrified by the brutal
murder of five children and the attempted
murder of their father, & farmer named
Briere, residing in the neighborhond of
Chartres, Two tramnps entered the farm.
house In the absence of Brilere last night,
killed four girls, aged 14, 11, 6 and 4, and
a boy 7 wyears of age, with knives and
cudgels, while they were In bed and ap-
parently asleep, Briere returned while the
murderers were robbing the house, They
heard him enter the courtyard, attacked
him, and after a desperate struggle left
him for dead, with four stab wounds in
the head. The murdercrs then escaped
with 1600 francs and a number of ohjeots
of value,

The Rice Murder Cane.

NEW YORK, April 22—The conslders-
tlon of the case of Albert T, Patrick, ae-
cusad of the murder of Willlam Marsh
Rlce, was resumed today by ther grand
jury. Bhortly after noon the grand Jury
sent for Patrick, Meyers and Short and
the three men were brought from the
Tombs and taken into the jury room.
Patrick, Short and Meyers refused, by
advice of their counsel, to testify before
the grand Jury and they were taken back
to the Tombs. The grand jury adjourned
for the day without having taken -action
in the Patrick case. . ’

Eastman Muarder Trial Opened.
CAMBRIDGE, Mass, April 22—The
trinl of Charles R, Esstman on the charge
of having murdered his brother-in-law,
Richard Grogan, at Cambridge last July,
was begun loday. The case attracted
wide attention. After a hearing several
months ago Eastman was discharged, but
Iater an Indletment was found by the
grand jury to which the case wn sgiven
by the Distriet Attorney.

He has claimed that the shooting of
Grogan was accidental, but the victim
with his dsing breath, {5 =ald to have
accused Eastman of murdering him,

Philip Gunn Dend.

ST. LOUIS, April 2—Phillp Gunn, who
was stabbed in the heart Saturday and
wns made the subject of a herolc opera-
tion at tne City Hospltal, where Dr. Nle-
tert, the superintendent, sewed up the
wound in that organ, died today. Dr. Nle-
tert took three stitches in Gunn's heart,
Salt water replaced. the lost blood, and
heart stimulants kept the man alive until
today.

Murdered by a Mexiean Handit,

PHOENIX, Ariz, April 22—News has
fust been recelved here of the murder
af Frank and Charles Leal by Franclsco
Valdex, a Mexlcan bandit, at Hardshell, a
mining camp rpear Nogales, a few days
ago. The l«cals wersa Americans, who
were employed ‘at the Hardshell mine.
Valdez started a row with them in a sa-
loon, and then shot them both.

PORTLANDERS GOING TO NOME

Who Secured Interestn
Claims Luast Season,

Although there will be no such rush for
Nome as there was last year, qulte a
number of Portland people are getting
ready to leave for that point about the
middle of May. They are mostly men
who went up there lust year, and obtained
interests In placer mines, which will need
thelr personal presence to develop or get
rid of. They all express the hope that
the litigation of last season will have
dizsappeared, as they felt the heavy hand
of men who had filed all over the country
by power-of-attorney, and then secured
the military backing of the United States
Government to assist them In ousting
the honest prospector.

As there ls no sign: of any steamers be-
ing dispatched from Portland this year,
the northbound people will be obliged to
debark from Puget Sound, The rates
of passage, first-class, this season are ex-
pected to be §125 from Portland, and the
frelght charges 3235 per ton. This will
include lighterage at Nome. Last year
thosp who first rushed to Nome were
charged $40 per ton, including lighterage,
but all sorts of dodges were lhvented to
charge the extra $§ for lighteraze when
the vessel reached there from the Sound.
The frelght would be landed at some
point four or five miles from the town,
where the consignee would be compelled

to pay $X a ton to have it forwarded to
its destination, *“It was fight, fight, Aght
all the time, from the moment we reached
the Cape,” a2 Portland man sald yesterday,
“in order to keep from being robbed; but
I hope things will be better this year."
