NEW YORK STOCK MARKET.

Panic In Northern Pucific Excited All

the Selling.

NEW TORK. Masy £—The stock market
todny offered the novel spectacle of a
bear panic and & bull panic in progress
side by sde. The hoar panic in Northern
Pacific wns the impeiling cause of the
demoralised rush to sell other stocks,
which was heid In check for a time after
the astounding opening Iz Norithern Pa-

cific, but which gained nnmut panjc force
in the Iate
Prices were notl topﬂodmu 2 ai-
rect result of calllng of loans and forced
Lquidation, such as often culminates in
periods  of over-speculation, a.lthmb
there was & very geoersal
mmumnddeduuﬂwlnﬂum
tiny of coliateral, s was Inevitable tn the
uneaxy conditions prevalling, but 1t was
evident that the holders of jong stock
were holding thelr stocks tenaciously and
were walting to be acthally forced out,
The punishment which was belng infilct-
ed on the shorts In Northern Pacific was
50 distressing an example as to keep the
bears in & timld frame of mind, and they
besltated to attack the market. The sup-
port which eame In on the opening dlp
heiped 10 encoursge the bulls and Intimi-
date the bears, but the lguidation seemed
80 large :m the bears took courage and

As . the prices
reached the 10-point line thedecline gath-
ered force, showing the dislodging of long
lines of ,long stock by the, wiping out

A scrutiny of a stock table
will show .the large pumber of stocka
whose declines extended to between 10 and
T points, with the result of the wiping
out of the ordinary margins.

The chaotie condition Into which the
murket was thrown becams alnrming in
the afternoon, but the determined sup-
port which developed and the resultant
tallien, which reached nz muech as§ points
in one of two Instances, toak away the
effect to a partial extent of the disor-
derly drop In prices and even Induced ex-
pressions from some of the more confi-
dent bulls that the health of the mar-
kel was greatly Improved as a result
of the day‘s happenings, The apparently
urnlimited buving orders which appenred
in United States Stee! preferred when
the decline had reached 12 polnts, and
the resulting rally of 5% polnts, gave somn
of the bull speculators the courage to
claim that the day's reaction was reaily
engineerad by the powerful financial in-
terests which have been behind the bull
market throughout, with a desire to shake
off weak followers, and that It was not
out of proportion to the unprecedented
advances which had preceded it. to the
unsqualied conditions which at present ob-
tain In this country and the prodiglous
dimensions of the market and of the
forces which have been at work In it

Anvone secking to explain today's
movement would have (o go back
over 4 period of many weeks and
for every suggestion of a great financlal
combination or consolidation he will have
to suppose a deep-seated doudt or appre-
henslon, such as was shown by the als-
closures of this morning in Northern Pa-
cific. It came as & chilly shock to specu-

lation that the country's great financial |

forces, which It was supposed were earn-
estly working In accord to secure a com-
munity of interests in the whole ratiroad
world, were in fact arrayed against each
other in measures of bltter retaliation and
arfTtipathy. The Burlington deal, on which
such far-reaching concluslons hava been
based by the speculators, was scen to be
in jeopandy. It was learned that the
level to which prices had attained had
induced |nsiders, presumably best posted
on the value of thelr properties, to sell
suffcient holdings to endanger thelr con-
trol,

This explanation of the competitive buy-
ing which has Induced some of the recent
sensational advances threw doubt upon
the whole series of rumoras of plans for
great consolidations and transcontinental
combinations among the rallroads. In
other words, the broad Intimation was
carried by the disclosures growing out of
the Northern Pacific development that re-
cent great buving of stocks was for the
most part wholly speculative nnd without
the supponed basis {n Investment purposes,
Add 1o this the growing constrictions of
the money supply, continued Insatiable de-
mands from the stock speculation, In-
rouds U the narrow bank surpius by
the taking of gald to Europe today, and
growing uneasiness among money-iend-
ers ns to the stabliliy of wvalues of the
pecuritiea which they hold ns collateral,
and the delloacy of the position Is easily
seen. It is not surprising, therefore, thag
the shock of the Northern Paclific epl-
sode, coming upon this situation, toppled
its prices over,

Northern Pacific's skyrocket course this
moming to 180, compared with 14335 at
last night's ¢lose and 182 for the London
parity this morning, iz an slmost un-
precedented  happening  for short-time
movements In the local! stock market,
This stock was up fo the fijgure and
back to the opening figure of 155 within
three minutes. It went as low as 1456 af-
terward, and as high sgain as 170, clos-
ing at 180, The close corner inte which
the shorts were crowded, of course ex-
platned this movement. Among the se-
verest sufferers in the afternoon slump
may be mentioned 8t. Paul, which fell
15%: Unlon Paclfic, 17%; Rock Island, 14;
Missourl Pacific, 16; United Btates Bteel
preferred, 12; Delaware & Hudson, 19;
Amalgamated Copper, 124; Puliman, 117
Nlinols Central, 11; Burllngton, 107;
Brooklyn Rapid Transit, 10%; Kansas &
Texas, 10; Western Unlon, 10, and othsr
stocks all the way up to 6 points,

The final rally reduced most of these
lospes considerably, but the clesing
ghowed speculative nentiment in much dis-
order and prices were breaking anew at
some points, while raliving at others.
The excitement In the stock market dis-
tracted attention of the bond market, but
prices went off there in sympathy with
stocks.
