We forced no doors, we violated
no ¢ights. The Prince had fled. We sold
the movable property, after consultation
with the forelgn Ministers, When It
eame to the question of building indemni-
ties, 14 Hung Chang sent & representative
to confer with us. We agreed that the
villages were lo be assessed Indemnity for
the outrages to provide for homeless
and destitute widows and children. L!
Hung Chang's representative suggesiea
that an smount equal to ore-third of the
whole sttm should be added and distrib-
uted generally to such persons. That is
the explanation of the extra one-third re-
ferred to in regard to the Indemnity.”

IN BOILING BEER.

Shocking Denth of a Troy,
Brewer.

TROY, N. Y., May 10.—8amuel Bolton,
Jr.. & millionatre brewer, and one of tne
most prominent and influential business
men of thls city has been found dead in
& vat of bolling beer in his brewery. His
body was lterally cookad, and death must
have been instantaneous.

Much mystery surrounds tha clroum-
stances which the authorities are trying
to unravel. One singular festure of the
case Is that Mr. Bolton's hat and watch,
and ehain were found on the floor near
the vat. Desplte this, friends of the dead
manare of the opinion that his shock-
ing end was due to an accldent.

Mr. Bolton arose in his usual condition
of health and went to his place of busi-
ness, the Bolton Brewery, at the ocus-
tomary hour. Late in the day he was
found In the vat of bolling beer on the
second floor. Nobody about the brewery
seems to be able to throw any light on
the cilrcumstances, and apparently no

one saw him go to the second fioor of the |

bullding.
For .years Mr. Bolton had been recog-

nized as one of the most Influential citl-
zens of the city and county, and his pop-
ularity was unbounded. He was the head
of the bréwling firm of 8. Bolton's Bons,
one of the oldest and largest in this part
of the state. He bad been a strong
political factor In the Republican party,
and of late and also at times previously
he had been mentloned as a candldate
for the nomination of Mayor. He had the
jargest political following of any man In
the old Village of Lansingburg, and It
wne belleved that his Influence on Im-
portant questions ordinarlly could decide
thelr fate at ths polls. Mr, Bolton
was president of the Beacon Electric
Company, director of the Manufacturers
Nationa]l Bank and the Peoples National
Bank, a member of the Riverside Club,
president of the Star Knitting Company
of Cohoes, and also was connected with
the Emplre State Power Company and
other corporations.
