SHOULD BE CANCELED

W. D. FENTON'S OPINION ON DELIN-
QUENT TAXES,

Impossibility of Making Collections
After & Lapae of Thirteen
Years,

W. D. Fenton {8 of the opinion that all
delinquent taxes on the rolls prior to 1888
should be canceled by en order of the
County Court, He expressed himself to
thaxd!eetnuhn;!lﬂ. and since has
submitted an opinlon to the County Judge
and Commissioners upon the subject. The
matter of canceling taxes due prior to 1538
was also taken up by the Clty Councll
last week. Mr. Fenton's reasons are:

1. A period of 18 years has clopsed since
1888 and in many Instances the persons owing
thess unpatd clalme for taxes, if any exist
have conveyed or disposed of the property to
innocert third persons and bave died or re-
moved from the county, and their warranties
are not avallable.

2. The county, through some of its Sheriffs
and County Courts, han been ex-
tremely negligent of the rights of the taxpay-
ors, and has permitted these unpaid taxes to
stand without elfort to collect, and & very con-
siderable portion of the sams concern allsged
mortgage taxes upon satisfied mortgages that
for more than 11 years have besn regarded as
wholly lost, and as not consituting llens upon
the property.

3. These clalma for taxes prior to 15858 arose
over blocks and moreage tracts that have since
been subdivided or conveyed to numerous par-
tles, and an pt to ilection would
Jead to Innumerable sults and controversies
between private parties and iavolve the county
In extended and protracted litigation.

4. Thes: claims for taxes by analogy of the
statutea as to Judgmentis have jong eince
ceased 40 be llens upon the property affected,
and it is doubtful whether the county, in any
view of the matter, could enfores collsction.

5, 1t was the general consensus of Jegal opin-
ion prior to the recent decislon of the Bupreme
Court as to mortgnge taxes that taxes upon
sntisfied mortgages could not be ocollected, and
wore not llens upon the land affected thersby,
and for this reason but few absiractors fur-
nizhed & list of these taxes In abstracts fur-
nished, and many Innocent persoms would be
involved In Hability and controversy If the
county should now undertake to disturb the
titles, and the amount of the tax to be recov-
ered would not justify ths County Court, in
my oplnion, In making this effort.

4. The delinquent sales heretofore made
were based upon allas warrants In 1808 for
the years commencing with that of 1888, and
e very large sum of money waa expended In
the attempt to collect the taxes charged In
the serles under these allas warrants, and It
seems €0 me that the taxpayers of the county
would justify the County Court In confining
its sfforts at ocollectlon and Its expenditures
a* to plat books to the year 1888 and suhee-
quent years, and in passing a general order
that all pretended eclaims for taxes prior to
1888 of every kind apd character should be
walved, sbandoned and released, This prac-
tice ham been observed In scveral countles of
the Willamette Valley, and I think (s & meas-
ure of justide not only to the taxpayers whosa
money would be lost in expenss of litigation,
but in justice to many Innocent persons who
lnhored under a misapprehension as to thelr
rights and linbilitlen,
I take this method of expressing to the court
frankly and openly my opinion, and 1 do so as
& taxpayer and a representative of many per-
sons, who would be greatly embarrassed {f
tiils should be disturbed prior to 1888, I think
there would be very general acqulescence In
and commendation of the actlon of the court
in attempling to clean up all taxes from 1883
down to and including the present time,
