There are five brickmaking firms in
Portland, and sll have entered the com-
bine—Versteeg Brothers, Kermn Brick
Company, EKrebs Brothers, Rapdles &
Kinzsey, and James Andsrson. The com-
bination is known in the simple titie,
“City Brick Agency,'
are looated in the outskirts of the <ity,
econtsmy In time and élstance of hauling
has been effected, &s bricks will be fur-
siehed by the mearest yard, instead of
being hauled for miles from one suburb
of Peortland to another.
