Charles H. Allen, of Porto. Rico, has
presented to the President, through the
State Dpartment, his annua! report. The
Governor expresses the opinlon that a
scheme of coloninl administration, such
as Is found in the Danish, French snd
Engilsh West Indies, might be safely in-
stituted with variations dependent upon
the future pollcy of the home gover-
ment. The Governor refers to the many
suggestions offered that the form of ter-
ritorial government adopted in the Unit-
ed Stares be applied to Porto Rico, but
polnts put thny & standard form of such
government, while useful in the United
Btates, would not spply successfully to
this lsland possession. He calle atisn-
tlon to the fact that while In such close
proximity to the United Btates, Porto
Rleo has been a comparatively unknown
island to Americans.

“1 feel, a= the result of A year's closs
apudy on the spot of all the condlitions
surrounding this problem,” sald Gover-
nor Allen, “‘that Congress went quite as
far us it could safely venture In the
form of government aiready existing in
the isiand, and as the result of such ex-
perience gnd obeervation' I fully belleve
with good men devoted to the work, the
Island will develop faster under such
form; its people through experience and
education will advance more rapidly In
their knowledge of clvic virtues under a
guldance 6f present methods than ecould
be gained in sny other way."
