The decision of the Supreme Court of
the United States [s that the Constitu-
tion does not [ollow the flag.

This decislon, the most tmporiant that
great tribunal has ever made, will be
handed-down next Monday:- The decision
is In favor of the ent, but by &
divided bench. Theére will be at least
five individunl opinlons, but soms of thess
are concurring opinlons expressing the
views of the writers more fully and par-
ticularly than i» dope in- the opinlon of
the majority. The court goes back to
the period in which the Republic was
formed, and the Constitution framed, and
endeéavors to ascertaln what was the In-
tent of the founders of the Nation.

The opinion of the majority of the court
disposes of the uniform taxatlon clause
of the Constitution, which has been in-
voked by all the appellants In thess Y
in the following manner:

“I'me framers of the Constitution, In
writing that clause, had no thought of
Its application to territoral possesslons,
No such questlon as is now presented had
arisen in thelr minds. The clause ‘all du-
ties, Imposts snd exclzes shall be unl-
form throughout the United States' the
court holds, was placed In the Constitu-
tion an & result of the jealousies of the
states which united in forming the Na-
tion. It was Intended to prevent any
state or combination of states ssouring
advantage oyer anoiher or others; to
prevent the ports of one state gaining
preference over those of another in the
importation of goods,

“This rule of uniformity was made pri-
marily for the states—united, the court
b holds, not for territorles then possessed
or afterwards acquired, and the Constitu-
tlonal requirement s satisfied as long A%
sll duties on imports are uniformly im-
posed at all ports throughout the United
States. The advantage of this uniformity
muy be extended to territories and pos-
sesrlons not states and not members of
the Ameriean Union, but It is for Con-
grees to determine under the authority of
tha Constitution”
