SEATTLE PITCHER PSESESTBD
GAME IX ONE INKING.

Indies' Day Drnxrm Good Crowd at
Opening: of Series Anderioa'i

It was all off with Seattle In a dozen
places "when Pitcher Harmon started out
in the; first Inning sending: out wild para-
bolas and wide trajectory curves that
shied away from the plate like bucking
bronchos from their hitching posts. After
that first Inning the fans said that the
game was Portland's, and they were not
surprised at the final score of six runs for
the home team, while the men from the
Puget Sound city, led by the husky Dug-dal-e,

were'iorced to he content with only
two. Pitcher Engel was the whole show
for Portland. He twisted deceptive curves
across the plate at will, and six of Seat-
tle's heavy batters went down before his
prowess He made them look as If they
had never seen a. bat, and only three
scarce and scratchy hits went off the
Seattle sticks during the whole game.
Passes to, first Engel refused to hand out,
and he was chary of hitting the batters
Rlth pitched balls, even If he felt It In
his bones that hits "were coming. When
he did nbt strike out the Puget Sound
men he let them pop up the ball into the
air, preferably to Fielder Brown, who
dashed the hopes of five batters to the
ground by clinging to the long, high flies
that they sent out to center field.

Muller, the first man up for Portland,
was kept busy dodging the wild balls
that Harmon was heaving at him. The
two finally compromised an a pass to first
through the mediation of Umpire McDer-
mott. "Vigneux came up next with a
scared look, and he got what he expected

a swift lnshoot in the back. Muller
trotted to second. When Anderson came
to the plate a messenger boy was there
waiting fpr him with a huge bouquet of
rcKes, which called to the minds of the
spectators if the sprinkling of women In
the 'grandstand had not done so already
that it was ladles' day. The crowd on the
bleachers cheered madly, and a dozen
yelled simultaneously. "Now, Anderson,
on the etreneth of that, line her out."
Anderson Trowed ana etepped to the piate.
Harmon changed his tactics and floated
one .over the slab.

Crack! went Anderson's bat, and the
ball rose up in the air for a beautiful,
long hit over the left fielder's head. Mul-
ler and "Vigneux scored in a walk, and
Anderson was marked up with a three-bagg- er

and the longest hit of the game.
Brown flew out to short. Tinker sent an
easy grounder to short, and Hurley at-
tempted to throw Anderson out to the
plate. The ball fell short, and this, with
another complication, saved Anderson's
run. Umpire McDermott had jumped In
ahead of Catcher Frary, Interfering de-

cidedly with the play.
The only attempt that Seattle made to

hurst into fame was in the second inning,
when two runs were scored. It 'was in
this inning, too, that the great Tinker
fell down. Frary lined out a nice grounder
of the kind that the great third baseman
loves to handle. He fielded it cleanly, but
his arm'was too strong, for the ball went
over the first baseman's head and the
agile Frary reached third. He walked
home on Hurley's hit. Hurley stole sec-
ond, and reached third on a pretty double.
St. Johns had taken first on being hit
by one of Engel's swift balls, and Hoge,
the next man up, answered to his cue
by batting the hall to Anderson, who
fielded It to Deisel, who put out St. Johns
and assisted Hodge out at flrst. Hurley
scored on Murdock's fast grounder
through third.

The rest of the game was a walk-awa- y

for Portland. Muller took flrst on a base
on balls in the fifth, never stopping run-
ning until he had scored. He was ad-
vanced to second bj Vigneux sacrifice,
stole third, and scored on the wild throw
of Hodge. Weed crossed the plate In the
sixth, having taken first on Harmon's
Juggling of his grounder, being forced to
second on Deisel's base on balls, and scor-
ing on Mahaffey's nice swat to center.

Pitcher Engel. who was also playing a
nice batting game, started the seventh
with a drive to center, reached second on
Muller's generous sacrifice, and stole third
on Vigneux out at flrst. Shortstop Hur-
ley's error in handling Anderson's ground-
er sent the wiry pitcher across the plate
for the last run of the game.

Only the lack of coaching at third and
Brown's eagerness to score prevented an-
other run in the eighth. Brown took flrst
on the error of Third Baseman St. Johns,
and attempted to score on Tinker's

being retired at the home plate,
ending the imbroglio. The attendance
was 1700.

M'GOVERN KNOCKED OUT HERRE-R- A

IN THE FIFTH ROUND.'

The Champion Might Have Done It
- Any Time After the Opening

of the Fight.

SAN FRANCISCO, May 29. Terry rn

had an easy victory over Aurella
Herrera tonight at Mechanics' Pavilion.
McGovem had the ambitious aspirant for
championship honors at'.hls mercy ,at all
times, and from a disinterested standpoint
It looked very much as If he allowed Her-

rera to stay four rounds and then put
him out early in the fifth. While McGov-

em rained blows on his man at all times
it was not until the beginning of the fifth
that he put his strength and weight be-

hind them. The end came quickly after
that, as at the flrst lead of a right and
left -- on the Jaw. Herrera went down for
the count. He came up gamely, only to
go down again. The last time he was
unable to get on his feet at the end of
the count, and was declared out.

The preliminary between Danny Dough-
erty and Kid McFadden was a rattling
contest. The men fought from start to
finish, and the decision went to Dough-
erty on his cleverness. McFadden did the
forcing all through, but was met at every
step with stiff left Jabs on the race and
hard rights on the body. McFadden
fought brilliantly in the last round and
sent Dougherty to his knees wlthc a right
Jolt as the gong ended the fight.

The crowd was one of the biggest that
ever assembled at the pavilion, estimated
at between 7000 and 8000. Referee Wand
gave satisfaction as referee.

Innovation In Pls-lro- n Makings
PITTSBURG, Pa., May 29 Preparations

are being made by the United States Steel
Corporation for the erection of a refrig-
erating plant at the Lucy furnaces of the
Carnegie Company, which will probably
figure largely in revolutionary reductions
in the cost of making pig Iron. The idea
Is to deprive the air of a large percentage
of Its moisture by precipitating and .freez-
ing the water before the blast is sent into
the furnace. Blast furnace owners have
found that in Winter, when the air is
cold, dry and crisp, they can make pig
Iron more cheaply than in Summer, when
the air is filled with moisture. The experi-
ment will be watched with interest by all
blast furnace men.

THE PRESIDENTIAL PARTY DUE AT

WASHINGTON THIS MORNING.

A Brief Stop "Was Made at Canton,
Where Mrs. McKlaler Saw'Hcr

Sister and Niece.

PITTSBURG, May 29. When the Presi-
dent and his party end the long trip
across the continent upon their arrival at
Washington tomorrow morning, they will
have been gone 32 days and will have trav-
eled approximately 6675 miles.

'Xne last day of the homeward Journey
was a ride across the President's native,
state, Ohio. Only four stops were made,
the longest at Canton, the President's
home town. There the train remained
for 20 minutes to giVe Mrs. McKlnley an
opportunity to see her sister, Mrs. Bar-
ber, and her niece, Miss Ida Barber. Quite
a number of the President's old friends
and neighbors were at the train and they
were overjoyed to learn from the Presi-
dent's own lips that Mrs. McKinley's Im-
provement has continued slowly and
steadily. Judge Day and several others
camo aboard the Olympla, but did not
see Mrs. McKlnley. Her sister was with
her until the train left, and her niece
remained aboard. The latter will go to
Washington and, with her sister. Miss
Mary Barber, who accompanied the party
to the Pacific Coast, will be the guest
of Mrs. McKlnley at the White House
until she is able to return to Canton.

Many of the stations along the line of
the road through Ohio were decorated
with American flags. At Lima, the flrst
stop In the state, the school children were
given a half holiday to permit them to go
to the station to see the President.

Mrs. McKlnley had a very comfortable
day. It had been raining in Ohio for
several days, and there was no dust or
heat to make the Journey oppressive. The
brief visit with her sister at Canton
seemed to brighten her spirits and doubt-
less did her much good.

The train arrived at Pittsburg at 7:35

P. M. and left for Washington 30 min-

utes later. It is due to reach Washing-
ton at 7:30 o'clock tomorrow morning.
The reception here was devoid of any ex-

citement, the good-size- d crowd that had
gathered at the statlonX evidently desir-
ing to disturb Mrs. ilcKlnley as little
as possible, and when the President ap-

peared on the rear platform as the train
pulled out the usual cheering was omitted,
but the kindly feeling was evidenced by
the raising of hats and waving of .hand-

kerchiefs. The President responded by
repeatedly bowing and raising his hat.

An Informal Reception.
ALTOONA. Pa., May 29. The President

held a small informal reception in his
car tonight shortly before Altoona was
reached. All the members of the party
called to pay. their respects and bid him
good-by- e. Although subjected to. a great
strain during the last fortnight, the Pres-
ident said he felt extremely well. He
expressed great pleasure at the prospects
of having Mrs. McKlnley within her home
at the White House and said she was no
less delighted than he. It is probable that
after a month In Washington the Presi-
dent and Mrs. McKlnley will go to Can-

ton, where they will spend the major por-

tion of the Summer.

TRADE CONDITIONS IN FRANCE

Effect of Foreign Competition Mar-

seilles Soap Mannfnctnre.

WASHINGTON, May 29. Trade and eco.
nomic conditions in France are the sub
ject of the next chapter to be made puD-H- c

of ':Commercial Relations, of the United
States for 1900," which. Is no In course Of
preparation by the Bureau of Foreign
Commerce of the State Department. This
chapter consists of the following resume
by Consul Skinner, at Marseilles:

"Of all the great powers of Europe,
France alone could stand Isolation with-
out a" severe shock. The colonial empire
is developing, not rapidly enough to sat-

isfy, but still developing. The protective
tariff system, notwithstanding its defects
of detail, obtains credit and Is fixed in
popular esteem. Spurred into activity by
competition from without, and especially
by the commercial renaissance of Ger-

many, workshops, good enough 25 years
ago, are undergoing a revolution in ma-

terial and organization. The corporation,
Inch by Inch, Is supplanting the family
In the control of producing Institutions.
Great trusts are rare, because France
Is especially a country exploiting special-
ties in variety, for which limited demand
exists. Nevertheless, large corporations
are absorbing the smaller ones. Groups
of factories have now one head, each of
which but a few years ago was a law Into
Itself. The people, encouraged to take
shares In these enterprises, are beginning
to do so, and the statutory law protects
these small investors from unscrupulous
manipulation or their properties by specu-
lators.

"The French Republic Is preparing to
join the sisterhood of wheat exporting
nations and to resume a position aban-
doned in 1850. A no less able authority
than Professor DeLaroque informs me

that 10 years hence France will have
from 1,000,000 to 1,500,000 tons to spare an-

nually for export. Considerable importa-
tions of wheat are assured in France,
whatever the domestic situation may be,
because of the necessities of the great
and growing macaroni trade, which re-

quires a hard wheat not grown in France.
The "domestic wheat is also deficient In
gluten, and to produce a flour satisfac-
tory In this climate It must be mixed
with imported grain, the best of which
thus far has come from Texas.

"With the acquisition of the Philippines,
the United States has within Itself the
elements necessary to control the soap
trade of the world a trade in which Mar-

seilles has been supreme for many years.
Experience has proved that the best soap
is the product of either cocoanut and
cotton or peanut oil in about equal quan-

tities. We are now exporting cotton oil
to the European soap trade, and at Mar-

seilles the cocoanut-crushln- g Industry is

at present centralized. Over 1.2a0.000

pounds of copra were received here from
foreign countries during the flrst halt
of 1900 most of which was from the Phil-

ippines. There is no apparent reason
why American capital should not crush
these nuts In the Philippines and ship
the oil to the United States, thus effect-
ing a great saving of freight, enabling
our manufacturers, who already have cot-

ton oil at .their command, to dominate
the business."

In regard to the development of our
merchant marine the Consul saysl

"With a population of 10,000,000, more or
less in the Philippines, It has-- occurred
to me that we might turn to them to as-

sist us in this matter. These little Fili-

pinos are transacting an Important coast-

ing trade among their own islands. I
frequently encounter them In this city as
sailors, In which capacity they give en-

tire satisfaction. They are obedient, act-

ive, Intelligent, willing to work for low
wages. They are accustomed to employ-

ment in tropical climates, whereas Eu-

ropean crews require relief crews of na-

tives while traversing the Red Sea, for
example. The employment of Filipinos
would not displace American sailors, as
the latter are comparatively rare ana
are needed for the coast and lake trade.
