PUTTING BIDS IN A BOX.

One Street Contractor Dissatinfied
With the Modus Operandl.

The Jocked tin box used at the Clty Au-
ditor's office to receive bids on street and
sewtr work used to sit on the counter,
and cortractars used to push thelr bids
through the slit into the box ,at thelr
lelsure. For the last four yeirs the box
has been kept in a drawer under the
counter, &nd contractors have mnot heen
allowed to handle Jt, but have handed
their bids 1o one of the deputies in the
office, who placed It In the box In sight
of the person handing it in, and the box
was uniocked when the time *for opening
the blds arrived before the officlals who
were 1o open them, The reason for thus
gunrding the box Is that contractors, when
depositing thelr bids used to shake the
box to see If there were other bide In
K, and when, as sometimes happened,
there were none, the contractor who had
discovered (his fact would retire and keep
watch of the box gntll the time for put-
ting in bids was about to expire, and then
would Increase his bid and deposit It
thus perhaps securing a higher price for
the work,

An attempt is being made to create a
rumpus over this style of depositing bids.
A contractor who wished to put In =
bid on the Beech-sireet sewer contract a
few days ago alleges that he was pre-
vented from doing =0, and now Intimates
that be will contest the award of the
contract to the lowest bidder. The of-
clals indignantly repudiate his allega-
tions and ‘‘defy the alligator.” They say
that when this contractor presented his
bid & deputy offered to put it in the box
for him, but that he sald he wished to
put it In the box himself, and that he
wus given an opportunity to do so, but
was not allowed to handle the box, where-
upon he went away and made complaint
that he was not allowed to put In his
bid. The trouble about the matter Is not
likely ‘to amount to anything serious. The
lowest bldder ls lnclined to look upon It as
a scheme to induce him to make a com-
, promiee which he has no Intention of
doing.

SCHOOL ALUMNI MEDAL.

Ccuu-g Was Spirited ‘l-‘ the
Welghty Free Trade Question
Was Ably Handled,

Of the four girls that debated lnst even.
ing at the Portland High Bchool for the
alumni medal, three judges voted that
the prizse should be awarded to Miss Anna
Ditchburn, while two cast thelr baljots
for Miss Beth Bradley. Miss Ditchburn,
having received the majority of the votes,
was declared the winner by Judge Otto
J. Kraemer, president of the High School
Alumnl Assoclatlon, who presided. The
debate wns unusual in that therg were no
young men entered for the contest, which
was open to all the students of the school,
and stlll more uausual was the welghty
subject ehosen by the girls for thelr de-
bate: “Resolved, That the United States
should adopt a free-trade policy.” But
the admirable way In which the question
was handled, the skill shown by ali the
four contestants In argumentation and the
presence of mind with which the speakers
faced the large aundlence, was u revelation
to every one prasent.

Through this action !t s alleged the
morigage was foreclosed and the old
couple lost their property. The trial will
probabiy be concluded today.

have you belleve,” and frequently there
would creep in a feminine element, "‘She
says this, while we say that,"” ajmost flal
contradiotions, But the fight was won and
lost In good spirit.

Miss Anna Ditchburn, the winner of the
medal, and her colleague, Miss Kate
Protzman, favored the free-trade side of
the gquestion, while Miss Beth Bradley
and Mlss Edwina Maslick supported the
negative and the protective pollcy. The
judges, Judge George H. Willlame, Prin-
clpal' T. T. Davis, Btate Benator Alex
Sweek, the Rev, W. B. Gllbert and Lioyd
Wickersham, a prominent High Bchool
alumnus, declded also on the merits of
the dJdehate, giving the decision by =a
unanimous vole to the negative, so that,
although Miss Ditehburn won, she was &
member of the losing side,

Judge Kraemer made an opening atate.
ment that the - Portland High BSchool
Alumnt Assoclation had determined to
give this annual medal for an gratorioal
contest in order to stimulate Interest In
this field among the students, and also as
a means of showing the strong intereat
that the 1100 members of the association
took In the welfare of the s=chool. The
commitiee In charge of the contest
Messre, Ben Norden, J. Upton and Fred
McCarver, he sald, were those who had
originally suggested the ldea.of holding
the annunal contests. \

Miss Anna Ditchburn opened for the af-
firmative in & neat and exceedingly well-
worded and well-delivered speech. On the
su-important question, she sabd, econo-
mists had debated, books upon books had
been written, girls upon girls had dis-
cussed the question, and yet the protec.
tlonista still malintained that protection
was a beneflt. She then proceeded to ana-
Iyze the arguments for protection, that It
nutsed the Infant Iindustries and protected
the workingman from the pauper labor
of Europe, and mads wages high. She
held that the Infant industries no longer
needed to be artificlally assisted by Im-
posing vestrictions to trade, and also con-
tended that the high wages of American
labgr were an incldent of the growth of a
new country with plenty of fertile and un-
ocoupied lands, She then took up the
trust argument, on which she laid great
stress, contending that trusts ware possi-
ble only under the high protective sys-
tem.

For the negative, Miss Beth Bradley, the
first speaker, made a clear, logical argu-
ment., Bhe outllne the polley of the nega-
tive, which was that the change from the
protective pollcy advecated by the affirm-
atlve was unnecessary and inexpedient,
Her lne of argument was upon the prop-
ositien that a change from a protective
system was not wise, =ince it had been a
success, and had given the country pros.
perity. Bhe contended that protection had
benefited not only the manufacturer, but
also the laborer, the farmer and the mer-
chant. She produted statisties to show
that wages in the United States were 77
per cent higher than.in Great Britain,
while the cost of subsistence was only 4
per cent higher In the United Btates. The
trust argument she met by admitting that
there were abuses connected with the pro.
lective system, which could be Temoved
without abolishing the whole protective
system and opening the United States to
the compeiition of the world.

“Better bear,” sald she, quoting, “the
ilis we have than fly to those we know not
of.”

Miss Kate Protaman followed with soma
effective rebuttal, Bhe argued that the
protecilve system was Injurious to the
country, taxing the consumers for the
banafit of oppressive trusts, She met the
high wages argument with a counter ona
on the relation of wages to supply. She
described the workings of the trusts un-
der the protective system, charging the
home markets high prices in order to un-
dersell thelr competitors in forelgn land
This, she contended, was unjust. '

Miss Edwina Mastick closed for the neg-
ative In a very effective argument. Bhe
defended the trust system as operating at
presont, cutting off expenses, and giving
greater opportunitles for the wage-earner,
since middiemen were eliminatd. 8he then
outlined her argument on the inexpedien-
ey of tue change from the protective sys.
tem, which she held was the cause of the
Natlon's prosperity. 8he reviewed the s
tory of the Cleveland Administration as a
lesmon agalnst any change in the tariff,

Misse Ditchburn reviewed the arguments
of the negativé and summed up the de-

capable man, as chairman, is negotiating
with the property-owners in an effort to
secure an agreement.

STRIKE IN TWO SHOPS

BARBERS EMPLOYED BY HOWARD
AND RIBBECKE WALK OUT.

Presldent of Jourmeymen's Union
¥ Ejected From
Howard's Place.

Twelve union barbers employed in the
shops of Bam H., Howard and G. H. Rib-
becke were called out by the Journey-
men Barbers’ TUnion yesterday, on the
charge that Howard and Ribbecke had
tried to get non-unfon barbers to work
&t Marsch’s shop, where union barbers
were called out Thursday.

Action was taken In the matter at a
mealing of the Federated Trades As-
sembly last night. It was decided by a
unanimous vote to extend moral sympathy
to the Journeymen's Unlon, to notify the
Axtoria Labor Council of the facts in the
case, 10 declare that the Marsch, How-
ard and Ribbecke shops mre unfalr to
union labor, and that all union men pat-
ronizing them ahall be fined.

If the dispute i not settled moon the
journeymen barbers Intend to open shops
of their own.

The shop of Mr. Howard, who Is presi-
dent of the.State Bonrd of Barber Com-
missloners, was visited at 11:30 yester-
day meorning by President Wanner, of
the Journeymen Barbers' Unlon, who. re-
moved the unlon's card from the window,
and advised a man who was about to be
shaved to leave the place. At this Mr.
Lewis, Howard's partner, seized Wanner
by the collar and conducted him to the
door, and told him to stay out. The men
employed in the shop thereupon folded up
their razors as soon as they had fAnished
the work they had In hand and walked
out. Howard was absent at the time, but
soon returned, and, rolling up his sleeves,
called out, ““The next gentleman,” and In
a minute he and Lewis were at work,

The Incident attracted a crowd, and
many of Howard's friends Joilled him
about having to get down to work again,
and affered to help him cut., He took thelr
guying good naturedly, and Invited them
to “come right In: there will be two more
men here In a few minutes,” the usual
gk In barber shops. Before night he
had a new man at work under a six
months' eontract, and sald he had thrown
his keys awny and would be found on
deck from enrly morning till late at night,
He has done but little work for the past
two years. but sald he was ready to go
to work agaln. He sald he had given his
men ill they nsked, and had violated none
of the rules of the unlon. The excuse
made for calling his men out was that he
had endeavored to get men to wark for
Marsch, whose men are on & strike. He
sald the union wa=s wrong In trylng to
deprive employers of their Individual b
érty by forbldding them to work outside
of unlon hours: that no other union did
this. He said the secretary of the union
had admitted that It was not right to
do this, and that {t was not done by any
other unlon. His men had no fault to
find with their treatment or thelr pay.
The real reason for calling out the men
Is becauss the bosses refused to sign the
iron-bound contract submitted by the
unlon, and It looks as If all concerned
want to determine whether the bosses or
the union control the barber business.

A number of Howard's patrons sided
with him, and sald the union had no right
to say that a boss barber should not
work when he pleased, so long az his men
were not reguired to work outside of
union hours. Some of Howard's custom-
ers who have always Insisted that he
learned his trade In Armour's establish-
ment, because he shaves so smoothly, ad-
vised him (o send there for help, and he
replied that he bhad already telegraphed
for a iot of hog-scrapers for their special
benefit. Howard save the unilon card is
not his entire license for dolng business,
aa he pays the city a llcense of §29 a
¥ear.

The strike In Ribbecke's shop was much
quieter than the one at Howard's. Mr.
Ribbecke was shaving & customer at the
time, and one of the unlon delegales
stated that as Mr. Ribbecke had assisted
in trylng to secure "‘scab™ labor for
Marsch the union had decided to remove
the union card from his shop,

“"Very well, gentiemen,” sald Ribbecke,
pleasantly. The barbers In the shop then
put on their hats and coats and walked
out,

In support of the position of the union
in Its fight against Ribbecke and Howard,
a copy of this afMdavit was handed to
The Oregonian by President Wanner:

Before me, a Notary Public for the State of
Oregon, W, E. Mendenhall and Ira Millard, and
etch for himeslf, say that on May 30 Bam
Howard and €. Ribhecke nppeared at 208 Maor-
rison street, inducing men there at work the
sum of §1 50 per hour to work for one R.
Marsch. (Signed) W. E. MENDENHALL.

Tt was explained that Mendemball and
Millard are employed in the Morrison-
street barber shop referred to, and that
they had been offered inducements (o
work for Marsch.

Fight for Umnion Prinecliples.

An Oregonlan reporter interviewed Pres-
Ident Wanner on the outlook. “We are
engaged In this contest for union prin-
ciples,” sald Wanner. “It is time for the
matter to be brought to a trial to de-
termine who Is for us and who Is agalnst
us. We are not asking for higher wages
—only thet the rensonable rules and regu-
lations of the union shall be enforced.
We shall conduct the contest in & gen-
tlemanly way, and hope that the public
will belleve In ue, and in our contention
that our fight Is a just one. We ask that
the pubilc wiil not patronize barber shops
where union cards are not displayed. I
want to say that the unlon delogates de-
sire to return thanks for the kKind treat-
“‘ment they recelved from Mr. Ribbecke.”

“Barber shops of our own will un-
donbtedly be opened, {f the dispute is not
sottled within a few days,” sald another
ofMicer of the union. “If this has to be
done, the bosses will suffer, but we cannot
stand ldle and see the publle put to In-
convenience, Certain bosses are dead
against union labor. That is the whole
secret of the fight."”

Only Marsch and one barber shaved cus-
tomers In his shop yesterday. Marsch sald
he had ne statement to make.

Ribbecke was the only barber In his
shop when the reporter called. He admit-
ted that all Uhnlon barbers had left his
place because he was accused of trying
to get non-union barbers for Marsch, The
man whom Ribbecke was shaving sald
just then: “Echo answers, ‘Mind your
own business.'"™
