WASHINGTON. June 2—-The monthly
review of the internal commerce of the
United Btates, undertaken by the Treas-
ury Bureau of Buatistics, In Its monthly
publication, the Summary of Commerce
and Finance, summarizes in Its opening
pages the principal festures of the n-
termal commerce of the country during
the first quarier of the current year. On
the Atiantic seaboard one of the more
mportant announcements §s that of the
sddition of Portland, Me., to the ilai of
eontract porta entitied to the lowest ma-
rine Insurance rates. This addition gives
the Atlantic Coast six grain-shipping
ports of the first ank, 80 far as safety
of navigation goss. The list at present
inclufes Boston, New York, Philadelphia,
Baltimore, Norfolk, Newport News and
Portland. The placing of Fortland on the
<ontract list gives occasion to call atten-
tion to the fact that this port has re-

*cently been provided with a first-class
Zrain Inspection system: that its pllotsage
aystem has been much !mproved to meel
the requirements of the inereasing size of

freight apd passenger steamships engaged |

in its trans-Atlantic service, and that
Sveaily snlarged terminal facilities, such
as plers, docks, warchouses, and grain
eievators, have added another deep water
harbor 1o the Atlantlc Coast.
