Trollet Car Fracas. An acrimonious
tearing took place yesterday In .the al

Court, when Q. W. Ashford was
accused of assaulting L. J. Hodgklnson
and W .N. Hodgklnson. The Hodgklnsons
in turn accused Ashford of having as-
saulted them. Ashford's testimony was
that while he was recently in an Alblna
trolley car, of which X.. J. Hodgklnson
was conductor, a woman wished the car
stopped. Witness could not see the con-
ductor on board and he pulled a cord,
thinking that the bell would ring as a
signal to the- motorman to stop the car,
but witness pulled the wrong cord and
rang up a fare instead. The conductor
and he bad words about this, and wit-
ness shook his fist in I J. Hodgklnson' s
lace. The Hodgklnsons afterward assault,
ed witness by beating him about the head.
The evidence of the Hodgklnsons partly
corroborated that of Ashford. and they
testified that Ashford struck L, J. Hodg-
klnson in the face, on board the car. He
met them afterward, they insisted, and
started the assault and they were forced
to strike him, in The case
was continued.

So he climbed a
stepladder, hung a picture and then sat
down on the top of the ladder to see if
it was hung straight. The sides of th&
ladder sprawled out and it went to pieces
like the deacon's one-ho- ss shay, and he
dropped six feet in a sitting posture on the
debris, making splinters of it and driving
his spinal column into his skull so far
that he thought for a while he was killed.

Not the Portland George Gilbert.
It turns out the George Gilbert who com-
mitted suicide at Fergus Falls, Minn.,
Sunday, was not the Portland George Gi-
lbert. The description telegraphed first
to this city tallied with the Portland boy,
and his relatives here were almost sure
of his Identity. Much to their relief.
however, a second telegram giving morel
minute details, proved the suicide was
not tho person In whom they were in-

terested. The Portland George Gilbert
was minus two front teeth, and also bore
tatoo marks on his right arm. The suicide
had neither of these Identification marks.
The Portland George Gilbert is about 35
years of age, and so far as his relatives
here know is still single. He Is of a rov-
ing disposition and generally returns
home when least expected, always being
provided with money he had saved up on
Ills Journeylngs. His last visit here was
about a year ago, after he had been on
a protracted whaling voyage in the Arc-
tic. Where he is now no one of his Port-
land friends knows.

a cow that he sold to a butcher, and
he was sentenced to one year's Impris-
onment. After Kelly made the acquaint-
ance of this flrst cow, he went to East-
ern Oregon, Idaho, and Washington be-

fore the detectives were able to arrest
him.

Want to But Oregon Apples. A short
time ago Armour & Co. wrote to this
city for. a list of the large apple-growe- rs

of this state. George H. Lamberson
sent them a list of a dozen or more
of the principal growers, and yesterday
received a reply thanking him for the
list. Armour & Co. also stated that they
are In the apple business to stay, and the
time may come when they can be of serv-
ice o the apple-growe- rs of this state.
They, have over 10,000 refrigerator cars
and 200 branch houses in different 'parts
of the United States, thus affording the
best distribution facilities in the country.
They are of opinion that Oregon cannot
consume all the apples raised within her
borders and will have to look to other
parts of the United States for a market.
Oregon has long been shipping apples
abroad, and within the past few years has
shipped many carloads to England and
Germany, where they brought 50 per cent
more than any other apples.

How the New Fee Bill Works. The
new fee bill passed at the last session of
the Legislature has not thus far produced
a large revenue for county officers, but It
is too soon yet to predict results. The
fees collected in, the Sheriffs office have
been as follows: February, 5344; March,
5128; April, $132, County Clerk's office,
February. $559; March, $488; April, $541.

The earnings of the office of the Clerk of
the Circuit Court for March, April and
part of February have been about $800.

The County Clerk's office makes much
the hest showing. Cases filed under the
old law have to be finished under its pro-

visions without additional collection of
fees. There are still many of, such cases
undisposed of on which work Is all along
being done, it cannot De easuy eou-mat-

how well. the new law will work
until the old cases are all out of the
way.

Savings Bank's Last Dividend.
Richard Nixon, receiver of the Portland
Savings Bank, has practically completed
paying the 4 per cent dividend declared a
few weeks ago. There are a large num-
ber of depositors who have not called for
their dividends, but it Is supposed that
they are waiting until the final dividend
is declared. Receiver Nixon expects to
declare tMs final dividend before the end
of the month, but has not yet been able
to figure up exactly what It will amount
to. Now that depositors have ceased
calling for the last dividend, he will soon
be able to ascertain what the final divi-

dend will be and when he will be ready to
pay it. After 'waiting so long for the
small amcunt they are to receive, the un-

fortunate depositors will not be much
troubled as to whether they get their lust
payment a-- few days earlier or later.

Home Monet at 5 Per Cent. An offer
to sell houses on the Installment plan,
10 to 15 per cent down and the balance
during 10 years at 5 per cent Interest, Is
without doubt the most favorable oppor-
tunity ever presented to Portland people
o secure' homes of their own. This rate

of interest, which is offered by Russell &
Blyth, is the lowest ever offered here, and
should conduce to the building up of the
city at a rapid rate. It is certainly
cheaper than paying ..rent., at present
rates, and renders it possible for a man
paying a reasonable rate of rent to own
the house he lives In In ten years. The
only restriction is that the houses bought
under this arrangement shall not cost
less than $2000.

What Use for a HAtchert? A fisher-
man, speaking yesterday of the notice
that the Clackamas hatchery was ready
for business, said he wondered what they
were going to do. He said there are no
salmon left In the Clackamas, nor are
there any more In the Willamette, and
fishermen have stopped fishing on both
streams. Ho said that the action of
Brownell in having the Clackamas opened
to fishermen has spoiled the chances for
the hatchery there being of any service
this 'year. Reports from the lower river
are to the effect that salmon are scarcer
than ever, and fishermen are beginning
to believe that the fishing will be' a fail-
ure this season.

Policemen Walk the Plank. At a
meeting of tne Police Commissioners, held
lasjt night, Policeman John Quinton was
dropped from the rolls for Insubordination
In talking back to the Chief of Police.
He was present at the hearing and apolo-
gized for what he had said, but action
waB taken against him In the Interests of
discipline. Policeman Madison J. Erwln,
who left the city some time ago. was or-
dered discharged for Inattention to duty.
No steps were taken by the commissioners
to fill the vacancies, and It Is understood
that no new appointments will be made In
the meantime.

Failure of Brokers. CulHson & Co.,
stock and grain brokers, posted a notice
on their' doors yesterday that their place
was closed. Manager J. E. Cullison made
the following statement: "We had been
up against a very wild market 'for some
time. For about six weeks fluctuations
had been so violent and lossqs so heavy
that we were unexpectedly forced to sus-
pend in order to try to get our bearings.
We hope to be able to resume." The lia-
bilities of the firm are variously esti-
mated at $12,000 to $20,000i

He adds that it
Is undoubtedly a native and one not like-
ly to do any great amount of harm, to
grapes at least, as in case it should be.
come abundant enough to cause alarm It
could be easily controlled by spraying
with kerosene emulsion or whale olksoap.
He says It Is a species of Pulverjna, probi
ably occidentals.

At a Standstill. Several additional
nonunion barbers arrived in the city yes-

terday and secured employment In two
or three shops. The dispute Is still live-
ly, however, but may collapse at any mo-

ment, as both sides seem tired and each
side Is waiting for the other to make
advances. Sam H. Howard and G. H
RIbbecke, on the Invitation of a commit-
tee of the journeymen's union, last Mon-

day night appeared before the union and
stated the employers' side of the case.
A general Conference ensued, but nothing
definite was accomplished. The main point
of contention at this conference was the
Wording or that part of union regulations
relatlnir to the starting of dally work
not before 7:36 o'clock A. M.

Home-Grow- n Berries. Notwithstand-
ing that yesterday was not a favorable
day for ripening strawberries, the mar-
ket was well supplied with berries from
gardens In the vicinity of this city, and
outside berries declined .sharply in price.
The best of berries sold for 10 cents per
box, and good fresh ones were sold in
many places at three boxes for 25 cents.
Hood River', Walla Walla and Southern
Oregon will have to find some other mar-
ket for their berries at once In order to
secure a living price, and the prospects
are that after a few fine days Portland
people will be feasting on the finest ber-

ries, imaginable, raised at their very doors,
and furnished for 5 cents per box.

Seining Suspended. Seining for salmon
is practically suspended In the Lower
Columbia at present, as not enough fish
are caught to pay expenses. The small
catch of salmon so far Is having one
beneficial J effect. The surplus of last
year's pack of Columbia River salmon. Is
being bought up rapidly. There was so
much of the cheap Northern salmon
packed last year that a large quantity of
the Columbia River pack could not be
sold but now these high-price- d goods are
In demand and the surplus will soon all
be sold. Should the pack of this season
prove the failure it bids fair to prove,
Columbia River salmon will command a
high price.

FamoBs Nome Receiver Spends a
Few Hoarn in Portland.

Alexander McKenzle, the Nome receiver,
whom President McKlnley recently par-
doned out of Jail at Oakland, Cal., where
he was serving a sentence for contempt
of the Circuit Court of Appeals, yester-
day passed through Portland en his way
to Tacoma. McKenzle was in Portland
but a very few hours, and spent most of
that time in his stateroom on the Pull-
man car.

McKenzle stated, In answer to an In-

quiry, that he would not gcOback to Nome
this year. He says he l$,ln bad health,
and that he Intends ultimately to return
to his home In Bismarck, N. D. He
stated, however, that his health Is so
bad that he cannot make the journey all
at once, and that he will rest. In Tacoma
for several weeks before starting for Bis-
marck. McKenzle says he has had heart
trouble and a nervous disease" for several
years, both of which have been aggra-
vated by the Nome trouble and his sub-
sequent confinement In the jail at Oak-
land. At the time of his pardon he was
unable to be removed the jail, and
he was confined to his bed for a week
after his release.
