As to These Citt Paths. The action of
the Council In granting the County Com-
missioners authority to construct bicycle
paths on portions of some 20 streets,
terming practically a connected system
of bicycle paths from the north end to
the south end of the city, has et many
property owners and others to Inquiring
wnere these paths are ta be built; that it.,
on which part of the streets, and also,
how they are to be built. It Is probable
that moot people will prefer to have them
fcullt on the. side of the street opposite
to the side they live on, for there Is
bound to be trouble caused by them.
Vehicles drawing up to any house or being
loaded or unloaded where these paths are
located will probably be required to keep
outside the tracks, and bicyclists will
claim the right of way over euch tracks
and require them to be kct clear. In
cases where, for Instance, furniture Is
being moved Into or out of a hou&e across
one of these bicycle paths, it Is thought
there will likely be trouble between the
bicyclist and the men moving the furni-
ture. One suggestion ie that bicycle paths
be constructed on both sides of the
streets, and another and probably better
one Is that the paths be constructed In
t?e middle of the streets. Perhaps It will
be as well to wait till some of the pro-
posed paths have been constructed and
Jt is seen whether they Inconvenience
any one or not before the matter ' Is
seilously discussed. As to how the paths
are to be constructed, some of them will
be plank and other on macadamized
streets will probably be of earth or
crushed rock and screening raised slightly
above the level of the streets. At all
events, they will have to be so constructed
as to satisfy the City Engineer.

Board of Public Works. The contract
lor the construction of the Beech street
sewer system has been awarded by the
Uoard of Public Works to Smyth & How-
ard, the lowest bidders, for $34,382 20. An
arrangement 'has been effected with the
City & Suburban Railway Company for
sprinkling certain streete on which they
opeiate car lines.

per day. the city to furnish the water.
As the Portland City & Oregon Railway
Company haa been awarded a contract
lor sprinkling on Hawthorne avenue and
out south .is far as the crematories, there

' are certain to be a number of much trav-
eled streets eprlnkled this Summer. Up
to date, Jupiter Pluvlus has been taking
good care of the streets.

For Larger Countt Hospital. Antici-
pating that more room will be required
next winter at the County Hospital, now
that the county is taking care of the city
as well as the" county patients, Superin-
tendent Hanson, of the Poor Farm, yes-
terday appeared before the County Com-
missioners and suggested Home changes.
He advised the moving away for a dis-
tance an oid house back of the hospital
building, and then to have an addition
to the hospital erected. He also wants
a porch on both floors surrounding the
building, for the benefit of the patlento.
The Commissioners expressed themselves
favorably and will visit the premises to-

day and make an Inspection. At the same
time they will look Into the question of
more water supply. Another well will
answer the purpose.

Slow Anour Moving Buildings. The
citizens who took a hand In the work of
securing the opening and extending of
Seventh street to connection with North
Seventh expended a lot of energy and
hard work In carrying the scheme through
to a successful termination. The person
or persons who have undertaken to re-
move the old shacks from the line of the
extension appear to be less energetic, as
to date only one of the five building
"which have to be moved has been got off 1

me gtuaa.' it is the Intention of Inter-
ested property-owner- s to .have North
Seventh street and Seventh street south
to Morrison Improved this Summer, and
the extension must be cleared before this
can bo done.

Largest Salmon op thh Season. A
magnificent chinook salmon labeled
"weight, 70 pounds; the largest of tho
season," was displayed In front of a
Fourth-stre- et fish market yesterday. Some
one should have taken a photograph of
it, for It was a member of a fast vanishing
race, and such fish are likely to be seldom
seen In the future. The chinook salmon,
unless some sensible and effective method
of preserving them Is adopted, will soon
become as extinct as the buffalo, the
great auk or the dodo. In fact. If these
fish do not show up in some considerable
number in the Columbia within a week or
two, they may be considered as practi-
cally extinct now.

Worked Between Showers. The
weather of late has not been favorable
for building operations, but such as are
under way have been pushed as rapidly
as possible. The excavation for the brick
block to be erected at the southeast corner
of Sixth and Stark streets has been com-
pleted, and George Langford, who has the
contract for the foundation, has got the
concrete footings for the walls in by
working between showers. He also has
the foundations for Walter F. Burrell's
residence well along toward completion.
No building permits have been issued for
two days, owing to bad weather, but it is
expected that a number will be taken out
next week.

"Was Formerly Inspector-Gener- al of
Oregon National Guard.

Major Sidney Collins, formerly of the
United States Army, and recently of the
Oregon National Guard, died yesterday at
his home. 740 Oregon street. The de-

ceased was a thorough military man, had

made tactics a study, and attained a
high degree of efficiency. He enlisted first
In Company C, Second Regiment, Michigan
State Troops, July, 18S0, .and went Into
camp with his regiment at Kalamazoo.
He was promoted to Color Sergeant Janu-
ary 14, 18S2. and took a pr,lze at a com-

petitive drill, July 4, 1881. In August,
1SS2, he was elected senior Lieutenant of
Valley City Battery. November 23. 18S8,

he entered the regular Army at Chicago.
He showed so great proficiency as a
drlllmaster that he was selected as In-

structor In tactics In the Military Col-

lege at Antloch. Yellowstone Spring, O.,
January 25, 18S4. and was made a mem-
ber of the faculty March 1 the same year.
At his own request he was returned to the
service and went to the Coeur d'Alenes.
During his service In the regular 'Army
he was severely wounded In an engage-
ment with the Indians and received a
pension.

In Oregon he served as telegraph op-

erator, at Oak Point and was agent for
the O. R. & N. Co. at Arlington. He was
at the latter place when he was ap-

pointed Inspector-Gener- al of the Oregon
National Guard of the state, and Imme-
diately made a tour of inspection, accom-
panied by Colonel Jackson. After he
had finished his Inspection he entered the
office of Adjutant-Gener- al Tuttle, where
he remained till 1S98. General Beebe paid
.him a very high compliment when he said
that he regarded Major Collins as the. best
informed military man in the Oregon
National Guard. Major Collins was born
in Indiana 40 years ago. A wife and four
children, three girls and one son, sur
vive him. The funeral will take place
this afternoon at 3 o'clock from F. S.
Dunnlng's undertaking parlors, East Sixth
and East Alder streets.

Their fighting propensities
manifested themselves at all times, and
they always fight until one or the other
Is whipped. A. bone thrown to the pair is
the signal for a savage tussle, which be-

gins before either of them attempts to
eat the meat. The fight may last 10 or
la minutes, but when it Is over the victor
takes possession of the bone? the van-
quished crawls off to his corner, where he
sits cowed, while watching his partner
dine. Should the whipped one make a stir
toward the bone, a warning growl from
the victor sets him back again.

That they fight to hurt is evident by the
way in which their ears are torn Into
shreds. Their keen, white teeth are
shaped like the thorns on a rosebush,
and whatever they close down on must
be pretty tough or it will bear the marks.
While they fight, the underneath one does
all the yelling, which sounds not unlike
that of the domesticated puppy. While
they were having one of their habitual
fights yesterday one got the other's head
down in a basin of water, and would have
held him there until the under one was
drowned had not some of the cold Bull
Run been splashed In the victor's eyes
and thus Induced him to let go.

The little chaps are the property of J
W. Robinson, a merchant of Ashwood,
who Is here as a witness in the Oregon
King suit. They were caught In their na.
tlve den, which was merely a squirrel hole
that had been enlarged for a coyote home
after the mother coyote had killed off tho
rightful owners. Sheepherders, armed
with Iron hooks, dig the puppies out ot
their burrows, and, after killing them,
sell their scalps to the nearest County
Clerk for $2 each. Mr. Robinson thought
he would save these two from the death
penaltv, and has concluded to raise them
as pets.
