XI. Recruits, except cooks and members of

the Quartermaster, Subsistence and Hospital
Corps, enlisted subsequent to June 5, 1001,
will not be permitted to participate In camp
or field service, but will be left at their sta-
tions.

XII. Pay and rations will be allowed for
seyen days.

XIII. A per diem of $1 win be allowed for
each horse furnished by enlisted men, to be

--paid by the Paymaster-Genera- l, upon verifi-
cation by muster rolls., The horses of each
organization (with the name of the rider when
practicable) to be mustered at the same time
as .the troops, and to be reported on pay-rol- l,

form No. 20. Horses will be allowed as fol-
lows: aBttery. 42 horses; each troop one

XIV. Sections 89-0- Regulations of 1001, au-
thorize the enlistment of two cooks to each
company, troop and battery, and section 182
authorizes the enlistment of one cook to each
band. Enlisted cooks will receive flftr cents
(fO 50) per day In addition to their pay as
enlisted men. Organizations not having the
number of enlisted cooks authorized by regu-
lations will be allowed one civilian cook each
at one dollar and fifty cents ((1 50) per day
and transportation. All assistant cooks or

XV. The Quartermaster-Gener- al will furnish

' the necessary transportation for troops, horses
and . material, and will provide the necessary
tentage, camp equipage, forage, fuel, straw
and all other supplies, including blank forms,
upon the requisition of the regimental, sep-
arate battalion, troop and battery Quarter-
masters, approved by their respective com-
manding officers, except as hereinafter pro-
vided.

XVI. Tentage and camp equipage will be is-

sued by the Quartermaster-Genera- l, without
requisition, according to table of allowances
published In circular No. 1, c s.t these head-
quarters. In ample time for use by the various
organizations.

XVIL The CommlBsary-Gener- will provide
the rations upon requisition of the regimental
and battalion commissaries and in cases of
cavalry and artillery organizations by the
acting commissaries of such organizations.
These requisitions to be approved by their re-
spective commanding officers.

XVIII. The Surgeon-Gener- will make
requisition on the Quartermaster-Gener- al for
the necessary means, appliances and articles
for the prompt and efficient care of the sick
or wounded. He will personally or through of-

ficers of his department examine !nt& and
make recommendations in regard to the sani-
tary conditions of the camps of instruction,
and will make a report to these headquarters
upon the completion of the duties herein di-

rected.
XIX1 Requisitions for Quartermaster, com-

XX. The officers of the guard will, as soon
as guard is mounted, make an Inventory of all
military property, uniforms, arms, equipments,

XXin Commanding officers of organizations
SrAcrei onr field service are authorized and
directed to make purchases and expenditures
necessary to provide fuel and forage for the

--car and subsistence of their commands.
Troop commanders 'are further authorized and
directed to procure the necessary wagon trans-
portation ,allowed In circular No. 1, c s.,

"these headquarters.
OCXIIL "Commanding officers are- - charged

'"with all details' for the execution of this order
not herein provided, and will issuo such di

rections as may be necessary for the instruc-
tion and discipline of their commands and
for a muster oh the last day of their respective
tours of duty. They will make a detailed
report, accompanied by field map, of the tour
of duty performed to these headquarters with-
in two weeks after return to their home
stations.

XXIV. The sale of spirituous liquors.
wines, ale or been and all hucksters and auc-
tion sales arc prohibited within camp limits.

XXV. All officers and men are reminded
that camps are located and that "bivouacs and
exercises will take place on private property.
Every precaution must be taken by all con-

cerned to guard against any damage or depre-
dation resulting from the presence of troops.
Great care 111 be exercised to prevent the
scattering of fires built for necessary purposes.
All are especially cautioned against dropping
lighted cigar stumps or burning matches where
an thing Is liable to be ignited thereby. No
fence will be disturbed without special au-
thority. In ach case, and then they will be
replaced In the exact condition they formerly
were. All gates opened during exercises will
be carefully closed after the command has
passed through. A noncommissioned officer of
each command at each exercise will be especial-
ly charged with seeing that these requirements
concerning gates and fences are complied with.

Another faker is said to be coming to
town. Portland seems to be a Mecca
for such gentry lately, and the fraternity
of smooth and suave manipulators ap-

pears to have this city down In its note-
book as an "easy" town. The latest rep-

resentative of the profession, who is re-

ported to be coursing his way in this di-

rection, will get a cool reception, how-
ever, for merchants are "next" to him
and are watching out" with all their eyes.
He represents himself to be a business
man of unusual talents and attainments.
He endeavors to obtain orders for the
arrangement of business systems, meth-
ods and accounts, and uses all the wiles
and arts of his trade.

San Francisco sends warning that this
spick and span young fellow, about 30
years of age, short in stature, sleek,
suave and confiding In manner, has left
that place for pastures new, after a lu-

crative sojourn there of about a month's
duration. The warning does not say to
what degree the gentleman victimized
the Golden Gate city. Inasmuch as the
Californians rarely confess themselves
Swindled, and generally, when "worked,"
appear to take pleasure In seeing other
cities go through the same ordeal, the
admonition should have particular value.

The faker pretends to have met with
great success In many cities of the United
States, and has many seemingly genuine
references from some of the largest and
best-kno- concerns In the manufacturi-
ng,- jobbing and retailing lines in the
East. He is a person of exceeding olli-ne- ss

and volubility, who fails not only to
do what he claims to be able to do, but
also grossly the confidence re-

posed in him.
Portland merchants are not very sympa-

thetic since being victimized about three
weeks ago by an impostor and swindler
who so impressed himself upon the con.
fidence of business men that he cut stick,
it Is estimated, with about $500 of their
precious money, although the sum was
probably less. He cleared put for Puget
Sound, but warning went after him, and
he has evidently vanished into thin air,
in so far as the ways and means of jus-
tice are concerned.

This worthy gentleman was gifted with
all the and smooth endow-
ments of his profession, and was not at
all hampered by the common name of Mil-

ler. He said he was traveling about the
country getting signatures from the prom-
inent business men of the United States
to a petition whereby mercantile houses
might obtain from the railway passenger
associations of the United States Inter-
changeable mileage .tickets. So far, so
good. Would the business men help along
so worthy a cause? Why, of course; It
was just what they had wanted to see
started for a long time. Would they sign?
Certainly. Were they willing to contrib
ute a small fee to stand off the expenses
of the estimable young gentleman? Why,
yes; this was as reasonable as the other.

The lubricity of his polish and the suav-
ity of his manner completely charmed a
good many Innocent merchants. He dis
played all kinds of credentials, letters and
recommendations. He. was agent for the
Imposing "Commercial Travelers' Jour
nal and Bulletin," an Influential paper of
New York, which, by the way, had never
been published, but that secret was his
own business. It had an office all right
enough, as investigation proved, and that
office was in a printing shop, but this was
all of the aerial journal.

The petition to the Railway Passenger
Associations further asked that traveling
men be allowed baggage up to 250 pounds.

.men contributed with surprising alacrity.
ana were so easy tnat tney are won-
dering now how it all happened.

However, when the swindler came upon
George W. Werlln, of Closset & Devers,
he met somebody who read clear through
him. Mr. Werlln told the grafter he had
telegraphed to New York to find out
about things, and would get a reply that
very day. He requested the gentleman to
call around in the afternoon. However,
the schemer had an excellent faculty for
seeing through a millstone with a hole in
it. He was shadowed by a detective to the
railroad station, where he boarded a train
for Puget Sound. The Sound cities and
Spokane were put on their guard, and
since then nothing has been heard of him.

This Is the chief reason the newly ad-
vertised faker will get a chilly reception
here.

NEW YORK, June 6. The Press tomor-
row will say:

of the Pennsylvania, will enter
the -- directorate of, the Atchison, Topeka
& Santa Fe Railroad. These changes come
supplementing the election of one of J.
P. Morgan's partners as a member of the
directorate of the Atchison company, and
the election of W. H. Moore, p.n asso-
ciate of Mr. Morgan, as a director of the
Rock Island. They indicate complete
harmonization of the Important rail-
road interests of the country. The
clash between important banking Inter-
ests has ended in a compromise, and in-

cluded in the compromise Is the Introduc-
tion of both the New York Central and
Pennsylvania interests into the lines op-

erating from Chicago to the Pacific Coast.
The election of directors which has taken
place and those in prospect Jn the West
merely are steps toward carrying out a
grand scheme of consolidation. Most im-

portant, of course, among these details,
Is the probable election of W. K. Vander-
bllt or a representative of the Vanderbllt
Interests to the directorate of the North-
ern Pacific."

GROSS EARNINGS FOR TAXATION.

How the Basis Shall Be Determined
Discussed by Commissioners.

SAN FRANCISCO, June 6. The National
Association of Railroad Commissioners
held a brief session this afternoon, de-

voting most of the" time to the reading
of papers on subjects. Graham L.
Rice, of Wisconsin, read a paper on
"What Earnings of Interstate Railways
Constitute Gross Earnings Within a
State That Can Be Justly Assigned as
Taxable When the Tax Is Upon Gross
Earnings." Mr. Rice summed up his con-

clusions as follows:
"Where the tax Is upon gross earnings

all the revenue derived from the sale of
transportation within the- - state and all
other revenue derived from the perma-
nent capital of the company within the
state is justly taxable. The sale of trans-
portation revenue should be based upon
the revenues on train mileage basis and
the miscellaneous income should be in-

cluded as gross earnings for the purposes
of taxation.

"It seems to me that it is useless, how-
ever, to make any report to this conven-
tion on this subject, Inasmuch as there
are but two or three states that have
this system of railway taxation, and for
the further reason that we have not a
uniform accounting or bookkeeping by the
railways. I would be pleased to see the
Interstate Commerce Commission enforce
the authority vested In that body to make
all railways adopt a uniform
system of accounting."

J. C. Wllborn, of North Carolina, read
the report from the committee on uniform
classification of freight. The report sug-
gests that Congress be asked to empower
the Interstate Commerce Commission to
establish a uniform classification of
freight in interstate business. The hope
of the commission is that such a plan
of uniform freight classification might
prove successful In interstate business
and that the states would be willing to put
the same classification In force in state
hnslnpss therebv securing a uniform
classification in all business and through-
out the whole country.

START FOR CROW'S XEST PASS.

Company Organized In Montana In
Interest ot Great Northern.

GREAT FALLS, Mont., June 6. The or-

ganization of the Montana & Great North-
ern Railway Company, articles of incor-
poration of which were filed today, con-

firms the rumor of the past six months
that the Great Northern has acquired con-

trol of the Crow's Nest Pass coal fields
across the line, and of vast timber inter-
ests in the northwestern part of this
state. James N. Hill, T. T. Sawyer and
M. D. Grover, of Minnesota, and Gi T.
Gross "and I. Parker Veasey. of Montana,
are the Incorporators of the new road,
which is practically an extension of the
Great Northern into its newly-acquir-

possession. The capital stock is $10,000,000,

divided Into 100,000 shares of a par value
of $100 each, full paid and nonassessable.
The proposed road is to extend from Jen-
nings, Mont., on the Great Northern main
line, north to the Canadian boundary,
arid thence to the Crow's Nest country.

Toted Full Dividends and 'Has
Large Surplus Besides.

CHICAGO, June 6. The annual
of the stockholders of the Chicago &
Northwestern Railroad Company was held
here today and the usual semi-annu- al div-
idend of 3 per cent on the common and
the quarterly dividend of 1 per cent
on the preferred stock were declared. The
directors' annual report, which was ap-
proved, shows gross earnings of $43,015,977,
and expenditures of $38,039.6S5, leaving a
surplus of $1,641,977, exclusive of the in-

Union Paclnc's Good Report.
OMAHA. Neb.. June 6.-- The April re-

port for the business transacted during
that period by the Union Pacific and
Short Line and Navigation Companies Is
just out and shows a gratifying Irtcrease.
The gross receipts from all three lines
for April were $3,418,737, an Increase over
the same period In 1900 of $336,173. The to-

tal expenses for the same period. Includ-
ing taxes, were $1,797,136, an increase of
J278.0S6 over last year. The total surplus,
after all expenses were paid, amounted
to $1,283,427, which was an Increase of $78..

TO A WIDTH OF 80 FEET.
Sub-Boa- rd of Trade Resolves on

Widening Union Avenue.

After a discussion lasting for nearly
two hours, at the meeting of the
Eleventh Ward Sub-Boa- rd of Trade,
northeast district, last night, it was de-

cided that an effort should be made to
secure the opening and widening of
Union avenue to a width of 80 feet be-

tween Alberta street and the south line
of the Lewis Love tract.

The meeting was largely attended.
Charles K. Henry presided. The discus-
sion of Union avenue was taken up at the
start. Mr. Henry, as chairman , of the
committee on the' opening or the street,
made a verbal Teport, recommending a

street between Alberta1 street and
Dekum avenue. E. Quackenbush, one of
the owners of the Piedmont tract, by re-
quest made a statement of his position.
He favored making Union avenue 100 feet
wide, and said that he would be willing
to be one of a committee of 15 to under-
take the widening of Union avenue from
East Burnside 100 feet wide to the city
limits. Mr. Quackenbush said that while
he favored making Union avenue 100 feet
wide., he would not oppose making it SO

feet wide, provided all others would give
the land for the widening. Mr. Henry
and others continued the discussion, and
It was finally moved and carried that the
street committee be instructed to prepare
a petition for widening Union avenue to
SO feet from Alberta street to the south
line of the Lewis Love tract.

The committee on the repairing of Van-
couver avenue reported that It had wait-
ed on the County Commissioners, and
they Jiad agreed to take up the repairing
of the avenue at once.

To Work for 1005 Fair.
Secretary Easter reported that the mem-

bership roll contained 105 names, making
it the largest sub-boa- In the city.

The following resolutions .were then
adopted.

BEARING ON EARLY OREGON

Portland Library Adds a Valuable
Book to Its Lnrpre Collection.

The Portland Library Association has

recently made a valuable addition to its
collection of books bearing on the early
history of the Pacific Coast, in the shape
of the now rare three-volu- edition of
"Travels to the Source of the Missouri
River and Across the Continent to the
Pacific Ocean. 1E04-5-- 6, by Captains Lewis
and Clark." published by Longman, Hunt,
Orme &. Brown, London, 1817. This work
Is very rare, and it is not known, that
there Is another copy of it In the North-
west. It was procured In London at a
fairly stiff price.

Librarian Leach is beginning to be quite
proud of the library's collection of works
bearing on the early history of this re-
gion. Mrs. Dye, of Oregon City, author
of "McLoughlln and Old Oregon," says
she has looked through a number of the
best libraries In thk country, with

reference to books bearing on the
early history of. this.reglon, and finds tfcat f
thfi p"., Horary. lfas the best collec.
tlon. An official of the Seattle library.
who looked over the collection lately, said
It was the best he had seen or heard of.
It is eminently proner that Portland, .be-

ing the principal city of the Pacific Nqrth.
west, should possess the best collection
of books relating to the early history of
this region.

The Library Association has also lately
added to Its collection of rare and curious
books two volumes of early Mormon lit-

erature. One is entitled "Journal of Dis-

courses, by Brlgham Young, Hit Tw'o
Counsellors, the Twelve Disciples, and
Others." It. consists of "occasional ad-

dresses" by Mr, Young and the others,
which were published In pamphlet form
and had been collected and , published
In London In 1859. The second Is a collec-
tion of pamphlets edited by Orson Pratt
and published In Washington, D. C. 1853.
