He Was the Only Member of the
Party That Died Duoring the
Great Expedition

On & high bluff overlooking the
Missouri River at” Bloux Ony, I,
i & monument M0 feet high, mark-
ing the last resting place of Bergeant
Charles Floyd, the only member of the
Laewls and Clark party that died In the
famous expedition noross the continent.
Bergeant Floyd died pear Sloux Oty
August 30, 184, 9 Jdays after the expedi-
tion left a point near S Louis for the
mouth of the Columbia. The monument
was dedicated May 3. Dr. James Buller,
ot Madison, Wis, who discoversed Floyd's
Journal in 183 and Dr. B P, Yeomans,
of Marshalltown, In., one of the men who

Floy®'s body from the hungry
Missourt In 187, were among those who
attepded the dedication ceremony,

Charles Floyd Jolned the expedition at
BL Lougis in 153 The membeérs of the
party camped in the vicinity of 8t. Louls
for n few monthe and on May I, 158,
marted on thelr long journey up the Min-
sourl, which was to take them across the
conlinent to the Pacific Ocean by a
circuitpus route. From records of the
Journey It s gathered that BSergeant
Floyd was highly thought of by those
who were associsted with him in the en-
terprise

On August 20, 1M, st a point a short
distance below where Bloux Clty now
slands, Floyd dled. Hls remains were
buried at the top of a bluff half a mile
below the siream that now bears his
name, Floyd River. In all probability he
was the firs! citizen soldler of the United
States burled west of the Missiasippl Riv-
«r. The records of the expedition state
that he was burled with military honors,
and that his grave was marked with a
cedar post. The exploring party proceed-
ed up the river. On [ta return It wvisited
the grave and found that It had been
disturbed, elther by Indians or wolves
The members filled up the grave agaln,
and continued on thelr way to Bt. Louls,

Floyd's remaine lay in thelr first grave
for more than hail a century—until 1557,
until it was discovered that, as a result
of the falling away of the bluff there was
danger of the coffin and the remaina
falling Into the Missourl River, Ploneer
settiers of Stoux City visited the place
on May 2%, 157, and rescued the remains
from thelir perflous position. They were
reinterred on another blufl not far away,
and it was generally understood at that
time that a fitting shaft should be erected
in time. In the excitement of the found-
ing and growth of as typical & Western
city as Sloux City, however, sentiment
cut but little figure, and the explorer's
ETave was neglected.

Though the grave was neglected, It was
not forgotten, and on August 30 18%
services were held on it site, and the
Floyd Memorial Association was organ-
fzed. A number of prominent persons have
identified themselves with the goclely.

PBOMANCE OF FLOYD'S JOURNAL.
Dr. Jaumea . Butler Tells How it
Was Found.

At the dedicution ceremony Dr. James
D. Butler, the founder and owner of
Floyd's Journal, gave the following nc-
count of its discovery:

“What I8 this which I hold up before
Yyour gase as a sort of secular ostensor-
fum? It iz the monument which SBergeant
Floyd bullded wiser than he knew—Oh,
how much wiser than the world knew—
bullt for himself and which shall outlasg
all memorial stones. The forms of mind
&re not dols of the clay. Thanks to thelir
handmaids, alphabetical writing and the
typograpale ‘art preservative,” they are
eternal. The llnes of this book have gone
out through all the earth, and s worde
unto the ends of the world. But the obe-
Hek on yonder bluff must stand station-
ary till It shall crumble intoe the sand
from which I’ was conglomerated. Stones
must perish, but this chronicle shall en-
Qure.

“What does this manuscript contaln?
It shows up Afty-three pages of Floyd's
notes, by the way In His own bBandwriting
up to the scene of his death, detalling the
first nine-gix days of the earilest and most
important American explorations of the
trans-Missouri worid—the most wveritable
discovery of America that was eéver
achieved. It 18 the only testimony by a
sharer In that enterprise whick has thus
far been printed in the very words of Its
writer. The journals of Captains Lewie
and Clark not omnly came tardily from
the press, but they were Bowdlelzer, Bid.
dielsed ard Allenised, and this garbled
text was reproduced, most unwillingly,
by Dr, Coues. The dream of his life. as
he assured me, was to edit the original
codices, with not a stripe erased and not
a star obscured. But his fate was 1o die
without tasting that crowning joy.

April 7, 186, were these: ‘I have sent o
Sournal kept by bdne of the Sergeants to
Captain Stoddard, my agent In Bt. Louls,
In order to multiply as much as ponsible
the chances of saving semething' It
spams to me clear thut that Bergeant wis
Foyd. The omission of his name [» not
surprising. Lewis had never mentioned
in his notes til) the time of Floyd's death,
nor yet the names of any other Ber-
geants up to that date, unless when one
was on detached service. It was not ex.
pediant to send down the journals of liv-
tng Bergeants, for they were not yet haif
made—and there wan no more paper with.
in a thousand miles.

*“For securing Clark's and his own jour-
nal Lewls furnished by Jeflerson
with tin cases In which hé was to solder
them one by one, water tight. But these
cases could nol safeguard Floyd's jour-
nal, for thelr width was five Inches, while
this book measures wix.  Iis sise urged
Lawis to hurry it out of harm's way with
all speed. I charged Dr. Coues with
heresy, for he had malntalned that the
fournals of the Captains must be copies,
because thelr field notes could noy be so
well preserved us he saw thelr writing to
be, but must have been water soaksd
and weather stained, But when hé heard
of the tin boxes which fitted them llke a
glove he was no jonger heretical

“The love of Lewis for Floyd would
prompt him to forward his Journal to
home friends ms soon as he could, His
affection Is manifest in his testimonial as
poonn s he arrived in Washington. He
thue spolie to the authorities: ‘*Charies
Floyd,' sald he, 'was a young man of
much merit. Hin father, now lwving In
Kentucky, '« & man much respeécted, but
possessed of mofferate wenlth - As thé son
lost his life in this service I conslder his
father entitled to some gratulty in com-
sideration of hi=s loss, and also that the
deceased, being noticed In this way. will
be a tribute but justly due his merit’

“Clark was still more dure than Lewls
1o speed this volume homewnrd without
delay. The dving words of Floyd were ad-
dressed to Clark, and they were theme:
‘I am going to leave you, and I want
you to write me a letter.” Whether Clark
could or couid not write to Floyd's home
frisnds, he could give conmvoy to this
book, with a letter he 4ld write to his
brother-in-law, and which came to pur
Ubrary together with thia book, At loast
he must have brought this book to
Floyd's father, with a certaln other relic
of his son, which cost him much to se-
cure.

Floyd's Tomahnwk.

"More than a yeur after Floyd's desath,
al the point where the Westward bound
adventurers first found the Calumbia nav.
igable, the tomahawk of Sergeant Floyd
was missed and supposed to be stolen,
but ns their business demanded haste they
could do nothing for rvegalning it. Next
year, however, on returning to the same
camp they ascertsined that the toma-
hawk was in the posgeasion of Indiang on
& neighboring river, ‘This weapon,' #ays
the Blddle compllatign, ‘we were anxious
to obtain ln order to give to the relatives
of our unfortunate companion, Sergeant
Floyd." The original narrative, ax 1
learned fromn the secretary of the Philoso-
phieal Boclety who holds It in custody,
specifies Captaln Clark instead of ‘we'
ns  desirouns of returmning it to Floyd's
friends. It adds: *“The man who had this
tomahawk had purchased it from the
thief and was himself just expiring when
our envoy, Drewyer, arrived. Hip reia.
tives were the more unwilling to give up
the temahawk because they Intended to
bury It with its owner, They were ai
length induced ro surrender It on the sec-
ond day, through the Influence of two
chiefs who brd accompanied Drewyer,
and in considération of a handkerchie!
and two strands of beads which had besn
sent by Captain Clark, and two horges
given by the chiefs to be kililed agreeable
to the custom, at the grave of the de-
coased. At this bargain it would sreem
that the horses were “thrown In™ for
five beads was the price of a horse.”

Washington-Street Property-Owners
Making Pavement Repnirs—Bad
Shape of Fourth Street.

Property-owners on Washington street
evidently do not Intend to permit wood-
block pavement between First and Third
to go to ruln., as the bioek pavement
on Fourth street Is ‘doing. without any-
thing In the way of repair belng done to
it. Labbe Bros. and Judge Waldo have
had the pavement_ in front of thelr bulild-
ings on the north side o6f Washington
sireet renewed, where nécessary, covering
n strip along the curb elght feet In width,
The -blocks |n this strip were badly de.
cayed on mocount, it i sald, of the sur-
face belng so0 level that water does not
draln off readily, While the repair work
was In. progress scores of property-own-
ers Interested In pavements stopped to
look at the decayved block and discuss
wood-block pavements from the first latd
in the city on Front street, on bomrds
lald on the mud, down to that Imid on
Fourth street on contrele and some on
macndam, without slats between the
blocks, and that lald on conerete on Wash-
ington sireet with slats between the rows
aof blocks. John O'Nelll, who was super-
intending th Tepalr, lald the wood-bloek
pavement on Front stree!, and was able
to give all eorte of information on the
subject of wood-hlotk paving In general
The first puvement of wond bincks iald on
boards ploced on the mud lasted much
longer than any lald since, hut some prop-
eriy-owners say that having once got
down a concrete foundation, they ean af-
ford to renew the wood blocks every four
years, which will give an good a street
and as cheap a one awm they have been
able to discover. Perhaps the property-
owners on Fourth street may find this
view to be correct, and may conclude to
lay & new wood pavement there In the
place of the one which 18 now In the
inst stages of decay. Placing slate be-
tween the rows of blocks will reduce the
cost ‘s trifle, and perhaps by exercising
more care In the selection of the wood,
the blocks may be made to last a year
or two longer. It may be that making
the blocks shorter will make them last
longer, as n patch of three-inch blocks
set in the concrete on Third street, near
Yamhill, looks as If they were going to
outwear the longer blocks on other
streets. The wear on the paving blocks
amounts to practically nothing; It 1s de-
ciy which spolls the pavement.
