any actlon aiming at ending the Soulh
African War, Germany has all along dls-
tingulshed betweon offering ber good of-
fices and intervention., To render her
good ofMices would be possible I both pur.
ties to the war requested it, but It will
be remembered that Great Britain only
Juined The Hague conference on condi-
tion that the Boer Siates were excluded.
There i no doubt that Mr. Kruger, who
Is & serions statesman, came lo Eurcpe
to obtaln the good offices of several of
the powers ‘e end the war; but these i
alzo no doubt that Grest Britaln docs nog
want thelr good offices, At least, It s
true that since the South African War
began Great Britaln has never, elther
verbaily or in writing, confidentially or
officially, broached such an idea.

“It is quite possible that the Boer side
has oow formally asked The Hague arbi-
tratlon court to Jend Its &ld tp end. the
war somthow, and fMat Mg court hus
held n session tegarding “the matter; but
that, of cburee, iz entirely different from
any serlous steps 1o end the war."

DISCREDITED IN LONDON.

No Newa of Meetling Between Kitch-
ener and Botha.

NEW YORK, June 1.—A dispatch to
the Tribune from London says:

War Office authorities say they have re-
cetved no news of a meeting between Gen.
erals Kitchener and Botha near Stander.
ton last Wednesday, and the report of a
tentutive settlement between the British
and Boer commanders is conseguently dis-
credited in officlal quarters. Mra. Botha's
arrival In London has, nevertheless, re-
vived peace rumors, to which publicity
has been given on several occusions re-
cently. It & impossible to say exactly
what is golng on, but the general opinion
is that there must be some foundation for
the rumors. Mrs, Botha's visit s still
shrouded in secrecy, and although it is
freely stated that she is on a peace mis-
sion no definite Information on that point
iz obtainable at present.

On the whole, the opinlon of the news-
papers this morning i= that Mrs. Botha's
visit to Mr. Kruger can at best have but
an indirect influence on future psace De-
gotiations so long as the Boers persist in
holding out for better lerms than were
offered at Middleburg., There does not
seem the slightest ground for the state-
soenit which appeared In the Weekly Dis-
patch that Mrs. Hotha was recelved Bat-
urday at the Colonial Office, then by Lord
Roberts at the War Office, and afterward
by Mr. Brodrick.

Meanwhile, the war news continues In.
copclusive. General Hlood's operations in
the Eastern Transvaul have apparently
come to an end and cannot be called de-
cisive. Botha is somewhere between Er-
melo and Amsterdam, and there seems no
tmmediate prospect of surrounding him,
Bome Sisappointment has been caused by
General Kitchener's denlal of a eireum-
stantial acoount which was circulated by a
news agency last week of the surprise of
Beyer's commando and the capture of his
convoy and stores.

Among the members on both sldes of
the House of Commons, the greatest in-
terest s exhibited In the report of the
commlittee on reform in War Office admin-
istration, and there ia much eagorness
for an oppoartunity to debate the recom-
mendations. The committee has suggest-
ol several guestions, Inviting the govern-
ment to name & day for discussion. It Is
no doubt very difficult in the present
backward conditlons of business for the
government (o find time for & new army
debate, but they will certailnly be strong-
Iy pressed to do s0, s the subject Is fely
to be of more than ordinary interest and
importance.

Advanced reformers among mihtary
members of Parllament appear, on the
whole, to approve the report of the com-
mittee.

LONDON, June W—Lord Kitchener, In
a dispatch from Pretorla, under today's
date, says the number of Boers killed,
imprisoned or surrendered Jduring the
jast month totaled 340. From June 1 to
June ®, 3 Boers were killed, four were
wounded, 48 were made prisoners and 13
surrendered. and &1 rifles, 115530 rounds
of ammunition, 120 wagons and 4000 hortes
were captured.

POWDER FACTORY BLEW TP.

ENGLISH DUTY ON SUGAR.

Number of Alterations Fassed, to
Take Effect Today,

LONDON, June 10.—The Chancellor of
the Exchequer, Bir Michael Hicks-Beach,
in the House of Commons today, proposed
alterntions in the sugar duty as follows:

Molasses, all extracits of sugar which
cannot be tested by the polariscope, If
containing T per cent and upwards of
swestening matter, 2 shillings § pence per
hundredwelght; If between 70 and #0 per
cent, 2 shillings; below 50 per cent, 1 shil-
ling. The duty on solld glucose 1s to be
2 shillings % pence per hundredwelght,
and on lquid glucose, 2 shilllngs. A reso.
lution embodying the sugar alterations
wis passed without = division, to take
effect tomorrow.

The House voted down by large major-
{tles a series of amendments to the eivil
st and erown blll proposed by Mr, La-
bouchere and others, among which was a
motion to reduce the grant from £470,000
to £410,000.

The Chancellor of the Exchequer, 8ir
Michael Hicks-Beach, In opposing nn
amendment that £50,000 should be pald to
the Queen Consort for her sole ase, =ald
there wae no reason to conceal the amount
proposed by the committee for Queen Al-
exandrg, which 1s £33,000.

SOUTH AFRICAN MEDALS.

King and Queen of England Wil
Distribute Them Today.
LONDON, June IL—Tomorrow morning,
on the Horse Guards parade, King Ed-
ward, anccompanied by the Queen, will dis-
tribute fhe South African medals, amid
imposing and elabornte military displays.
Thelr majesties will use the beantiful In-
dinn tent which the King brought back

from his Indian tour.

The Moorish Embassy has bean lovited
to withess the céremoniea, The first re-
ciplents of the medals wiii be Earl Rob-
erts and Lord MiMer, who will be foi-
lowed by a crowd of Generals and staff
officers, Including Generals Buller, War-
ren, Gatscre, Colville, Pole-Carew and
others, Medals will be bestowed also upon
the various forelgn military attaches with
the Eritish forces in SBouth Africa, includ-
fng Captain Stephen Blocum, U. B, A,
together with a host of surgeons, purses
end other persons, including Lady Sarah
Wilson.

BOAT UPSET IN SQUALL.

Out of Sixty-elght Chinese on Board
Only Nine Were Saved.
VICTORIA, June 10.—The stitamer Kin-
shiu Maru arrived this momnlng from the
Orient, belng the first of the Reorgani-
zation Nippon Yusen Kalsha line, which
has been doubled, and now Eglves two-
weekly Instend of monthly service. She
brought news that a Chinese passenger
boat bound from Chusan to Ningpo up-
set during a squall on May £ and out
of 88 on board only nine wers saved.

France in n Bad Way, Finanecially.

PARIS, June 1L—The morning papers,
with few exceplions, comment upon the
unfavorable financial situntion, as shown
by the revence returns, which, as com-
pured with those of last year, have de-
creased more than 43,000,000 france. It is
pointed out that this 1= pot an oppor-
tune time 10 intreduce an income tax, a
fear of which is already driving capital
to seek Investment abroad. The constnmiy
of press opinion is found in the following
quotation from the Gaulols:

“When taxes do mot come in It Is a
certaln slgn of the impoverishment of a
country: and when a country Is becom-
ing impoverished, it I8 & bad time to in-
crease its burdens.”

England Knows Nothing of It.

LONDON, June l0.—In the House of
Commons todny, the Under Forelgn Sec-
retary, Lord Cranbourn, Informed a ques-
tioner that the government was not aware
that negotiations were in progress be-
tweer: the United States and Newfound-
lund with the view of renewing the Bond-
Bialne conventon or signing a similar
treaty.

LONDON, June 10.—Rev, Dr. Helt, dean
of Hochester, presided at the banguet of
the Atiantie Union tonight, at the Hotel
Cecll.

Rioting Renewed.

BELFAST, June 10.—The rioting which
began here yesterday In an attack upon
the Corpus Christi procession was re-
newed tonight, when the erowd vigorously
stoned the police. The latler were finally
compelled to invoke milltary ald, and the
rioters were dispersed by lancers.

May Be Extradited From Spain.

MEXICO CITY, June 10.—It Is sald that
Padro Amado, the fugitive Guadalajarn
priest, will surely be extradited from
Epain and returned her for trial. The
Department of Forelgn Relations has been
vigorous in pursuitl of this priest, who
has made mo great a scandal

STATE RESTS ITS CASE

DEFENSE IN KENNEDY MURDER
TRIAL WILL OFEN TODAY.

Insanity Is te Be the Chief Plea—
Case Will Probably Geo to
Jury Saturday.

KANBAS CITY, Mo., June ¥),—The state
in the case of Lulu Prinoe Kennedy, on
trial for murdering her husband, rested
this afternoon, and court adjourned until
tomorrow morning, witen the defendant's
slde will be presented. The case will prob-
lhlmy be glven to the jury some time Sat-

Today the state adduced additional evi-
dencs to prove their claim that Kennedy
was forced to marry Lulu Prince at the
point of a revolver; that Wiil Prince fur-
nizshed the weapon and nerved her up to
committing the ecrime; that the Princes
rconspired to kill Kennedy, and predicted
the murder days before It occurred, and
that the woman's claim that she was in a
delicafe conditlon and shot her husband In
a fit of temporary Insanity, produced by
this condition, was untrue.

Tomarrow the defense will begin its tes-
timony to show that Mrs. Kennedy In-
herited insanity; that Kennedy had ruined

to rise, and was roughly thrust back by
a strong man, who was trying to drug
her into Insensibility. She detected the
pungent and burning odor, and, realizing
her situation, st deaperataly, but

robbers, who had come to hls compan-
lon's ald. Her thoughts flew to the help-
less boy at her side, and at the thought
of his life she tore hermelf loose and

sprang to her feet, one of the men stlll-

clinging to her With his back to the door,
by which her husband was entering. A
shot rang out, and the murderer and his
companions fled. The nolse of more than
one pair of fest on the olloloth told her
there were two robbers in addition to the
one that held her.

She opened the window and screamed
for help, Her husband gasped, “Walt
until T get my revolver,” staggered Into
the other room, end stumbled back agiin
to falt dying at her feei.

Earl Kahney, the young mon, told of
what he remembered of the murder, He
sald he saw two men at the foot of the
bed, while the third msn was holding
his mother,

PROPOSES TO PUNISH.

It was only
with great effort that she kept her eyes
open, suffering apparently from extreme
weakness or the effects of sedatives given
to produce sleep. Attorney Nearing, for the

defense, expressed the fenr that she would
not be abie to continue to bear the straln

The first witnesses produced today by
the state were examined in an effort to
prove that the consplracy to kill Ken-
nedy was hatohed and careled out by the
woman's father, two brothers and herself.

Jack Caidwell testified to & conversation |
with Willlam Prince on the day following
his sister's marriage at the courthouse to
Kennedy, at which ceremony William |
Prince and his father were present. Wil- |
llam related the scens at the courthouse
to witness, and told of Kennedy's saying,
when friends congratulated him:

“1 will not be a live man three weeka
from today."”

Prince had retoried:

“Well, you have prolonged your life by
this marriage.'

Prince had also admitted to witness that
the marriage had been forced upon Ken-
nedy. Then, later, when Prince and his
father had called at Kennedy's office and
tried to collect 340 for Mrs. Kennedy's
bourd, Willinm Prince related to the wit-
nests that Hennedy had run out of the
office. He practically admitted that he
and his father were armed at the time,
and that Kennedy was “under the shadow
of a gun.”

Kennedy had been married but a month
when he was killed. Saturday It was ad-
duced that Bert Prince had forecasted
the murder,

A newspaper reporter told of Mrs., Ken.
nedy and her brother Wiillam coming to
his office after the marriage. Mra. Ken-
nedy wanted Kennedy “roasted In the
paper,” and Willlam sald that the mar-
rlage was Torced to prevent Kennedy
marrying another woman.

E. J. Curtls testified to a conversation
with C. W. Prince, the [ather, after the

marriage. Prince had sald:

1 was not golng to let this man Jiit my
daughter. If things don't go right, you
will have a good denl more sensational
things than that to write about.”

Prince had mistaken Curtls for a re-
porter.

Two witnesses testified to seelng Mra.
Kennedy and Willlam Prince golng in the
direction of Kennedy's office on the after-
noon of the murder. Ellzabeth Jackman
told of the two boarding n car for down
town, and of Willlam Prince requesting
his sister to do something. Witness did
not catech William's word, but heard har
AnSwWer:

“All right; T will."

CENTRAL UNION GIVES AID.

Also Calis Upon AMiiated Unlons to
Aawint Strikers.

NEW YORK, June W.—At a recent
meating of the Central Federnted Unlon,
the privilage of the floor was given to a
committea from the International Asso-
clation of Machinlsts, who asked permis.
#lon to lay the case of the striking ma-
chinluts before the body. A. HKunzeima,
of this committee, sald that the principal
point row was to keep 20,000 nonunion
men, who had gone on a strike with the
union men from rushing back to work.

“There are #0000 machinists on strike
for the shorter workday throughout Lhe
United Btates ™ he continued. “Of thess
30,000 beleng to the unlon, and we have
to keep the other 20000 In line, We ac-
cept the challenge of the National Trades
Assoclation, and will fight until we win
or untll the end. Should we win, as 1
hope and belleve, It means a nine-hour
day for 630,000 péople throughout the
United States.””

He sald that the fight would be & long
and bitter one. and asked the central
body to lend Ita ald financlally and other.
wise. It will require NS00 a week, he
sald, to pay strike benefits for the non-
union men.

The meeting voted to glve 3100 directly
to the machinisis, and adopted a resalu-
tion directing the sécretary to write to
all the afMiinted unlons asking for finan-
cla] essistance for the strikers.

PROFESSOR TUBBS TALKS.

Challenges His Opponents to Prove
That He Is a Heretle.

BALINA, Kan, June 10 —Professor
Féank D. Tubbs, recently removed from
the chalr of patural sclences In the Wes-
layan University for alloged heresy, sald
today of his cnse:

I knew nothing of the movement to
oust me, until the thing was actualiy done,
I? Is usual to glve notice of n month or
s0 before actlon of that kind is taken. I
am not a herttie, 1 challenge any member
of the board of trustees, any preacher In
the Northwest Kansas Conference, or any
one else, Lo polnt out & single utterance
of mine that he has heard that is In op-
position to the doctrines of the Methodist
church, 1 am & consistent bellover In
evolution as the method which God has
employed to bring about things In this
world. I don't belleve God has gone about
his work in a haphasard manner; but has
had a distinct method. Evolution Is the
only theory of this method mdopted and
taught by prominent sclentists of the
world today, I have abundant letlers ffom
professors in the leading universitica of
america and England, all testifylng to
the truth of the theory of evolution. 1 be-
lleve In the fight of every man to inguire
where the Bibe came from, who wrote
it and what its purposes are. The ldeas
wiich result from such investigations are
naturally various, and while 1 am not a
tencher of this aubject, I hold no opinions
that are not taught in the regularly aua-
thorised theological schools of the Meth-
ofdist church, whose leachers are elected
by the bishops of the church. Before 1
left South America Bishop Vincent fully
questionéd my beliefs, approved them, and
reappointed me to the seminary.”

The opponants of Dr. Tubba refuse to
make any direct charge against him other
than that his teschings are not in accord
with the doctrines of the church. The
orthodox and liberal elements of the
Northwest Conference of the Methodist
church apparently are lining up for a
struggle as 4 result of the dismizsal of
Professor Tubbs, It sppears the trouble
has been growing for more than a year,
and ths dismissal of Dr. Tubbs brought a
erisis, Bome of the younger ministers as.
mert that the ones who are making the
charges sgainst Dt, Tubbs are golng out
of their way to make trouble, and they
dub them "heresy-hunters” Nearly all
the Methodlst theological schools afe rep-
resetited In the Methodis® confeérence, and
many of them are supporters of Dr,
Tubbs, but the older and more othodox
ministers are In the majority, and control
the Kansas Wesleyan University.
