BULLETIN ON BUTTER.

Agricultnral Department Tells How
teo Distingulsh “Process" Article,

WABHINGTON, June 3—People who
are Interested in the up-bullding of the
dairying Industry of Oregon will read
with some appreciation a bulletin belng
prepared by the Department of Agricul-
ture entitled “Household Testa for the
Detection of Oleomargarine and Reno-
vated Butter.” This bulletin describes
the method of making renovated or “pro-
cess’ butter, and refers to the usual
methods for distingulshing the genulne
butter from renovated, and both [rom
olemargarine. By following out the In
structions therein contalned, everyone
should be Able to detect a false product,
and In that way command none but the
best dalry bulter.

Two household tests are given—the boll-
ing teat and the Waterhouse test. The
former has beeén in use for about ) years,
and was originally used only for the de-

tection of oleomargarine, but after the |

advent of renovated butter the test was
found to serve almost equally well In di=-
tinguishing this product from genuine but-
ter, although not from oleomargarine,

It may be conducted in the kitchen ns
follows: Take a plece of the sample
about the size of a chestnut, put it In an
ordinary tablespoon and hold It over the
flame of a3 keroaene lamp, turned low,
with chimney off.

meiting by stirring with a spllnter of
wood; then Increase the heat and bring
It to as brisk a boll as possible, After

the bolling has begun, stir the conlents
of the spoon thoroughly, not neglecting
the outer edges, two or three times at In-
tervals during the bolllng—always shortly
before the bolling ceases. A gan flame,
if mvallable, can be more coavenlently
used.

Oleomargarine and renovated butter
boll nolslly, sputtering (more or less) like
& mixture of grease and water when
bolled, and produce no foam, or bul very
Uttle. Renovated butter usually epro.
duces & very small amount. Genulne but-
ter bolls usually with lees nolse and
produces an abundance of foam. The &1f-
ference In regard to foam I8 very marked
as & rule.

The Waterhouse test, designed n yenr
or 50 ago by C.
time dalry Instructor at the New Hamp-
shire College of Agriculture and Mechanle
Arts, Ix us follows: Half Al a 100 co
beaker with aweet milk; heat nearly to
bolling and add from flve to 10 grams
of butler or oleomargarine. Stir with a
small rod, which Is preferably of wood
and about the size of a match until the
fat Is melted. The beaker s then placed
in cold water and the milk stirred until
the temperature falix sufficlently for the
fat to congeal. At this point the fat, If
oleomargarine, can easily be collected to-
gether in one lump by means of the rod
while If butter, it will granulute and not
be mo collected. The distinction s very
marked. The stirring is not, of necessity,
continuous during the cooling, but It
should be stirred as the fat |s solldifying
and for a short time before. The milk
should be well mixed before belng turned
Into the beaker, as otherwise cream may
be turned from the top and contain sp
much butter fat that the test Is vitlated
for oleomargarine.

This test, In a slightly modified form
adapted to household conditions, has been
quite carefully studlied In the chemieal
laboratory of the Department of Agricul
ture, where, under certaln specified con-
dittons, it has given satisfactory results
in a large number of trials In distinguish-
ing oleomargarine from both renovated
and genulne butter. These conditions are
essential, since under other conditions
renovated butter might be mistaken for
oleomargarine. The bulletin contalns de-
tatlled directions for conducting the test,
It ia for free distribution and can be ob-
tained on appliéation to Benators and
Representatives in Congress, or to the
Secretary of Agriculture.
