PLAYED LIKE LOBSTERS.

Fontellas and Yelloiv Hammers Pat
Up a Don't-Car-e Game.

In a game that fairly sizzled with er-
rors and all sorts of play that was not
baseball, the Fontellas yesterday cov-
ered the Vancouver Yellow Hammers with
.defeat, that was, numerically, by the
score IS to 6. Three hundred spectators
sweltered In the grandstand and shud-
dered at the horror' of the sight on the
diamond, fumbles, muffs, passed balls,
wild pitches. They saw men stagger to
first, hit by pitched balls, saw men get
to first on errors, and score on throws
that had no semblance of either direction
or speed. It waa the fiercest exhibition of
attempted baseball ever seen on a Port- -

land diamond. If the amateurs had gone
out there deliberately to play lifeless, dull,
uninteresting ball, the gate money to go
to the loser, the result could not have
been werse.

Some of the spectators squandered car-
fare from Vancouver to see the exhibi-
tion. They staid through the whole game
to get their money's worth. Fans of the
old school paid 50 cents to get seats in
the grandstand, and felt that they had
been touched. They said so, too. They
said that the Portland Baseball Club
ought to refund the money for letting
the aggregation play on the diamond.

The Vancouvers were responsible for the
frigidity with which

the crowd watched the game. Their play
was as yellow as the gaudy stripes on
their bonnets. They had bees inside that
kept buzzing, and when they saw a
grounder coming, the added hum of that
was too much, and they dodged away.
The game knocked the old adage, "Good
baseball to play, choose a warm day,"
Into a cocked hat. The day was there,
but the players were not. The hotter it
got the less ginger there was in the
game. The Fontellas early in tne game
Implored Trilby Rankin to call oft the
slaughter.

The game started out with a nice double
by the Fontellas. Tressler had taken first
base on a crack In the foot by a pitched
ball. Corey sent a ball to Fleming, who,
with the assistance of Schmeer and Arch

Parrott, retired the two basemen. The
fans said they were glad they came. They
changed their minds when the Vancouvers
took tho field and commenced their yellow
work. Bases on balls, wild pitches, stolen
.bases, passed balls, and one solitary,
measly hit scored three runs. Then the
game went to pieces. The big feast came
In the sixth, when the Fontellas sent
eight men across the plate. Any old thing
went. Hits were made that good fielders
could have cut off. A man took first on
an error or a base on balls, then usually
ambled like a sprinkling wagon down to
second; third was his for the taking,
and a passed ball was then opportunely
arranged by the combined efforts of the
battery to send the man home; this In or-

der to follow out tho approved baseball
tactics of Vancouver: "When a runner
gets on a base, advance him around, to
get rid of him, so that you can play for
the batter." Kane was a strike-ou- t pitch-
er, but could not field Mb position or
cover the home plate on a passed ball.
Harrison, the catcher, was. said to be
sick, and was later replaced by Joe
Stutt, who demonstrated how not to play
behind the trat for tho benefit of the ris-

ing generation of ball players, who great-
ly admired his work.

On every day that a regatta has
been announced this season, the wind has
been fresh up to the time for starting,
when it died down In the most tantalizing
fashion, lending truth to the growing be-
lief that there Is a "hoodoo" in the club.

Regattas planned for May 30 and June

breezes. Saturday there was to have been
a challenge race for the Frledlander cup,
now defended by "Wolfe, owner of the

There
was also scheduled for Saturday evening
the first club race for the silver cup 'pre-
sented by Butterfield brothers, a free-for-a- ll

contest between the yachts of classes
B and C. This cup must be won three
times to Insure permanent possession, and
the winner will also receive a club en-
sign. "No wind" was the mournful story
told by the yachtsmen returning from try
ing to whistle up a gust of wind.

Yesterday the club took a cruise up
tho "Willamette. Seven of the boats start-
ed: General Beebe's Muriel, Commodore
"Woodward and Catlln's "Wizard, Todd's
Skylark, Taylor brothers Owyhee, Clar-
ence H. Jones' Eva, John "Wolfe's Swal-
low, and Johannsen's Australia. Every
boat carried a number of guests in ad-
dition to its crew, and, the cruise was
made up the "Willamette with a fair
breeze until the fleet was opposite Oswego,
when the landing was made for a lunch
on the east side of the river.

CHERI "WON THE GRAND PRIX DB
PARIS YESTERDAY.

Victory of a French Horse Riddem
by an American Tibere Was

Second, Lady-Kill- er Third.

PARIS, June 16. The Grand Prix de
Paris was won by Cherl, Tibere second,
and Lady-Kill- er third.

After two false starts, owing to the

nervousness of Olympian, whom Henry
had much difficulty in mastering, the
horses got away in good shape; with
Olympian ahead. Olympian maintained
the lead for half the distance. Then, as
he was taking the Incline, the fast pace
told upon him and it could be seen that
he could not stay for the entire distance.
Cherl, the winner, Tibere, who got sec-
ond place, and Lady-KIlle- r, who was
third, all passed Olympian coming down
the hill Into the stretch. Olympian, now
hopelessly beaten, fell back and finished
next to last. The winner covered the dis-
tance In 3:19. Henry, the American
jockey, had four mounts in today's races.
In two he rode third, and did not get a
place In the others.

Although Olympian failed to secure the
Grand Prix, Americans here gather much
satisfaction from the fact that for the
first time in the history of this race the
winning horse was ridden by an Ameri-
can Jockey. His name is Rigby.

The big American contingent present In
the paddock today lost a considerable sum
on Olympian, as well as on Henry's four
mounts, as the success of Henry yester-
day tempted Americans and large num-
bers of Frenchmen to back him today. In
the opening race, the Prix d'ArmenonvIlle,
Henry's riding of Pile et Face made this
horse a favorite. But Henry lost ground
from the start, and only succeeded In fin-

ishing third, Rlgby taking second place
on Lieutenant. William K. Vanderbllfs
Dauphin did not get a place. The Prix
d'Ispahan was won by Mr. Vanderbllfs
Dido. Legers, ridden by Rlgby, was sec-en- d,

while Monoeclclarx, with Henry up,
an equal favorite with Dido In a field of
three, finished last

The running of the Grand Prix produced
a splendid finish between Cherl and Ti-

bere, Cherl winning by a head. Lady-Kllle- r,

with Lester Relff In tho saddle,
came in 2& lengths behind the second
horse. The correct time of the race was
3:19. The betting In the mutuals on the
Grand Prix totaled 1,706,840 francs.

The final race, the Prix du Due d'Aoste,
showed Henry again having considerable
trouble with Pomme d'Or, on which he
won yesterday. Pomme d'Or made several
false starts at the post, and finally when
the horses got away he was last and 20
yards behind the bunch. He ran well,
however, but failed to gain ground lost at
the start, and finished fourth. Rigby rode
one winner, secured second place In two
events, and was unplaced In two others.

Longchamps presented a brilliant scene
during today's racing, and more pretty
toilettes were visible than for several
years past. The weather was overcast
most of the time, but there was no rain,
and the contest for the Grand Prix was
