
INDIANS TRIEDTO MURDER

TWO BAD MEX ATTACKED THE,
RESERVATION CHIEF OF POLICE.

Urnatlllaa Are Scouring: the Bine
MoHB.tct.iBS in an Effort to Cap-ta- re

the Outlaws.

PENDLETON, Or., June 16. Half a
dozen Umatillas are scour-
ing the Blue Mountains to capture Black
Horn, of the Umatilla reservation, and
a Yakima Indian, who last night tried
to murder Brlsbow, chief of the Indian
Police. Brisbow about midnight was at
tempting to arrest Black Horn and the
Yakima Indian for being drunk and dis-
orderly, when Black Horn drew a pistol
and the Yakima a dirk. They rushed on
Brisbow, who fired three times, without
effect, and then threw the weapon to
Joe Parr, sitting near on a horse. Just
then, the Yakima Indian ran behind and
struck Brisbow on the back of the head,
knocking him insensible. Parr fired
twice, failing to hit his mark. Jack, also
a policeman, started up a fusillade, but
with no better results. Black Horn and
the Yakima then sprang on their horses
and spurred them towards the Blue Moun-
tains. Black Horn two years ago was
accused of murdering "Wip-Sh-a, after-
wards placing the body on the railroad
track, so the train ran over It and tore
it into "fragments. "Wip-Sh- a was a son
of Smohalla, a famous old Indian, who
invented the ghost dance In early days,
which was used by him to stir up the
Indians to war against the whites.

San Jose Scale in Pendleton.
C. F. Mannfng, an experienced frultman

of this place, asserts that much fruit is
coming to Pendleton from California that
is badly Infected with San Jose scale.
Yesterday he made a circuit of the stores
and carefully examined the fruit .there
on aale. Afterwards he made the posi-
tive assertion that the scale was being
brought here through the California ship-
ments, and also that it was likely to
cause Infection of the orchards of this
region. He cites the experience of the
fnlltralsers of liewiston, Idaho, where he
formerly resided. There, says Mr. Man-
ning, San Jose scale put In an appear-
ance a, year or two Ago, with the result
that many of the orchards have been cut

edown, one of 40 acres, being entirely de-
stroyed to eradicate the pest. The dam-
age to Iewiston fruit Interests has been
very great. The state Inspector has en-
forced the laws strictly, and the evil is
In a fair way to be corrected.

Mr. Manning has called to the attention
of Judd Geer, Commissioner of the flfjth
horticultural district, In which this county
la included, the discovery, and will ask
for Immediate attention. Mr. Geer has
been here a number of times, and has
exhibited a willingness to keep diseased
fruits out of the market. He has con-
demned a large amount of fruit In his
district, and officially announced that he
would do the same with any that was
shown him.

One difficulty In this connection Is the
practice of taking fruit boxes In which
fruit has been shipped from California to
use again in the handling of fruit grown
here. This affords the disease every op-
portunity to spread throughout the or-
chards of this county.

Ranges Drying: Up.
"Robert Stanfleld, a stockman of Echo,

this county, asserted In Pendleton yes-
terday that the range along the Colum-
bia River to the north of Pendleton isvery dry, and that the grass Is not In
as good condition as it usually is at this
time of year. This does not apply to theranges of the mountains, which are said
to be in fine condition. The Columbia
River range has had plenty of moisture,
as, indeed, has all the range of EasternOregon, but the Columbia range has also
had constant winds from the southwest,
which have dried up the moisture aboutas rapidly as It has fallen, and the grass
lias consequently suffered. Mr. Stanfleld
will this year cut 2000 tons of hay to feed
the 1000 or more cattle which he main-
tains. He will leave in the Fall for theHarney country to buy cattle to drive
here for fattening. He has sold about 1000
head during the past 12 months, fattened
for the market.

Pendleton has easily raised $1500 as afund to defray the expenses of the Fourthof July celebration, and will give threedays of entertainment to the people ofthis vicinity. Excursion rates have beengranted for the round trip from all ad-jacent points, and a large number of peo-

ing, reading of the Declaration of Inde-pendence and the sports commonly In-
dulged in upon that day, there will be athree days' baseball tournament, betweenthe home team and those of three othertowns, Heppner, Athena and one yet tobe selected. THE PRUNE MARKET.
Outlook: for, r. price i SHshtly

, t - Better.
SALEM, Or., June 16. The outlook forprices for prunes Is slightly better nowthan it was a week ago, owing to the in-telligence Just received that the Frenchcrop will be much less than was antici-pated. Fruit has been dropping from thetrees in that country, and It is estimatedthat the total product will thus be re-

duced one-ha- lf. This decrease will, ofcourse, help prices of this fruit the worldmer.
But still there is a prospect' for low

prices. In his annual address to the Cali-
fornia Fruitgrowers' Association, Presi-
dent H. G. Bond said that the associa-
tion has on hand 65,000,000 pourtds oX lastyear's fruit, and he proposes to hold this
fruit as a club over the heads of outside
growers to whip them Into the combine.
It Is barely possible that two can play at
the whipping act, and that while Bond
threatens outsiders with his 65,000,000
pounds, the outsiders will call his bluff
and create a stampede of "Insiders."
Growers have not yet received the re-
turns from their last year's crop, and It
Is doubtful whether Bond, or any other
man, can hold them together through an-
other season with a big crop and out-eld-

making the early sales. The as-
sociation started In last Fall to sell prunes
on a basis, but the fruit did not
sell. This Spring they made a cut to 2
cents, and disposed of a big lot of fruit
that went into the hands of speculators
who are now holding it to sell when the
new crop goes on the market. This may
prove to be a club of no mean propor-
tions.

How the association can hope to estab-
lish prices above the natural standard
of supply and demand Is difficult to un-
derstand. Last season the price was es-
tablished, and dealers were assured that
they could buy safely, for the prices
would not be cut- - But the prices were
cut. and if any dealer held prunes bought
at 3 cents, he suffered by that cut. .This
eason the threat is made that prices

will be cut If the outsiders do not come
tnto the combine. This cut is just what
dealers expect, and they will wait for It
before they "buy.

The stockholders of the California
express their approval of last

year's management by the
board of directors and the president.
Bond's threat of whipping the growers
Into the combine by meeting the lowest
outside prices was thus indorsed. But
this was not an Indorsement by a ma-
jority of the growers. The total number
9f members of the association was 3693,

of which 1847 is a majority. At the elec-
tion slightly more than a quorum was
present and the vote for president stood
1229 for Bond and 618 for Henry. It thus
appears that on'eAhird of those present
do not approve of the management, and
that "nearly one-ha- lf of all members were
not heard from. '

It Is to be hoped for the good of Ore-- ,
gon growers that Bond will be success- -'

ful In perpetuating the combine through
another season. He. held the California
crop off the market last year until the
Oregon crop had been sold." He not only
helped prices a little In Oregon, but left
Oregon growers a clear field. There is
more need for such help this year than
there, was last year, for the crop is large
and the fruit Is likely not to be so large
In size. Dealers will be slow about buy-
ing, and If the California combine holds
back Its fruit again, the Oregon crop
will stand a better chance of moving.

There Is yet no Indication "of a disposi-
tion on the part of the moving spirits in
the Cured Fruit Association of the Pa-
cific Northwest to effect a combine this
season. One grower who was promi--

nent In the movement last year says that
no attempt will be made to perfect the
organization. Those growers who sold
early last year received by far the best
returns. Those who held for higher
prices are still trying to find out what
they got for their fruit. If --they know,
they don't tell. In view of this experi-
ence of last year, growers can scarcely
be expected to tie themselves up In a
combine so that they cannot sell their
fruit when they think market conditions
make a sale advisable.

RATIONAL BASIS.

Flighty Fortnne-Seek- er Is Giving:
Way to Practical Uliner Con-

ditions at the Camp,

WASHINGTON, i --Public interest
in Alaska promises again to center around
Nome during the approaching Summer, as
that region gives promise of the. greatest
gold output known in the history of our
vast Northwestern territory, with per-
haps the single exception of the Yukon
in Its brightest days. As a boom town,
however, Nome City is a thing of the
nast. It will henceforth be a settled
mining center, on the order of Cripple I

Creek and other famous mining towns of
our Western states. The flighty fortune-seeke- r,

being convinced that fabulous
wealth does not lay strewn upon the Nome
beach, will seek new fields, his place be-

ing filled by the experienced miner and
prospector. The latter, through his knowl-
edge of gold extraction, will be able, by
the aid of adequate machinery, to spend
the entire Summer in getting the gold
which still lies in the ands of the sea-

shore and the beds and banks of the
streams In the vicinity of Nome.

In the first years of Its development,
when fabulous gold deposits were reported
all along the beach, Nome attracted thou,
sands of Inexperienced prospectors, who,
believing it to be the "poor man's gold
Held," expected to acquire wealth in a
Tew days and with little labor. But they
sunk their all, and returned, disgruntled,
disappointed, sadder, but wiser.

Contrary, to popular belief, the richest
field at Nome Is" not the beach but the
beds of the numerous creeks which flow
Into the seas in that vicinity These
creeks were worked but little last year.
The Inexperienced class confined their
.efforts to the beach, while the scarcity- - of
rain contracted the streams, so there
was not sufficient water for sluicing.
Moreover, there was a scarcity of prop-
erly designed mining machinery at Nome.
True, freak machines of many descrip-
tions were there, but they proved of
no avail. This need of machinery will
be supplied at the opening of the coming
season, as is evidenced by the heavy
shipments of mining apparatus that have
already been made to Seattle and other
points, In preparation for the Nome rush.

Plicnomcnal Growth of Nome. ,

The growth of the City of Nome has
been phenomenal. From a tented town
of a few hundred inhabitants, which
sprung up late in the Fall of 1S99, It grew
to a city of 20,000 people In a single year.
Frame buildings of modern design and
neat appearance replaced rough sherds
and tents; business blocks lined Front
streets throughout its entire length, the
horse rapidly replaced the dog .nd reln-d- er

as a draft animal, and in a single
year, Nome was transformed from a min-
ing camp Into a thriving, bustling town
which would rank well with the largest
mining centers in the West.- - The builders
of Nome had a distinct advantage in 24

hours of daylight during the Summer
months, and the sound of the s"aw and
hammer was heard continuously from
May until October,

Wealth of the Sands.
. But the main interest In Nome centers
around its gdld. It is true the beach for
rqabl' miles In either direction has al-

ready been worked, much of it a second
time, but none of it thoroughly.
' The first working was by pans; the sec-
ond by sluices. Much gold has been over-
looked, and many of rhe machines which
are taken In this Summer will be worked
along this beach, and good finds are ex-
pected.

Owing to the great cost of sluicing at

Nome, this method of extracting gold
was greatly handicapped. There is no
water supply on the tundra, back of the
beach, and the waters used in the troughs
had to be first pumped from the sea. In
numerous instances prospectors combined
their capital and interests, purchased a
pump of some design, and in turn worked
their respective beach claims. Steam
pumps dotted the beach for miles west of
Nome. A few windmills were inter-
spersed, but the usual lack of wind during
the Summer rendered them unreliable and
unprofitable.

Where rich strikes were made along
the beach, the sands were worked to a
depth of five or six feet, to bedrock. This
and the further fact, that a stretch of
beach, practically 20 miles long, has al-

ready been twice worked over Its en-

tire width, gives an idea of the actual
amount of Jabor that has been performed
by prospectors. But to this must now be
added a third working during the coming
Summer. 18 is true that In most parts of
the beach the gold deposits will not be
found as rich as in their virgin state.
but with the Improved machinery that

will be employed, the profits for those
who conduct the third working will aver-
age heavier than most of those so far ob-

tained.
That part of the beach opposite Nome

City presented a striking appearance last
season. Mining claims were few and far
between In that section, the beach there
being worked out, but everywhere were
piles of merchandise, where it had been
landed from lighters, and from the vessels
anchored a mile of more This
part of the beach from tide line clear up
to the buildings on Front street, was one
vast out-do- warehouse, which offered no
protection against the elements, or theft.
In those days each man was the guardian
of his own possessions. Nome did have
a. few warehouses, controlled by tha. larg-
er" transportation companies, but the
charges for storage placed them beyond
the reach of the average goldseek-e- r.

In the tnree heavy storms that swept
Nome last Fall, much 'of the merchan-
dise and freight left on the beach was
swept away by tho high water, and a
large number of the pumps and other
machines on the shore to the westward
were lost.

The "Wild Goose Ttnllroad."
Transportation is tnere, as elsewhere in

Alaska, a serious question, and one which
will not be solved for years to come. And
yet, with less than two years' develop-
ment to Its credit, Nome has boasted of a
railroad since last July. On the 19th of
that month the first train was run from
Nome to Anvil, a distance of ten miles or
more, over what Is known as the "Wild"
Goose Railroad.". Nature assisted in the
building of this line, for the ten miles of
track, laid across the tundra, is as level
es a billiard table, and required rio grading
nor trestling. The ties, while apparent
ly laid on the tundra, rest on two wide
planks, running paralle with the steel

' rails. The planks serve to float the track
in Summer, when the surface of the tun
dra thaws, into a "vast bog or marsh. For
probably eight, months of the year the
tundra is frozen. The first train, and In
fact the train which has been in opera-
tion ever since, is drawn by a dummy
engine. The cars are the familiar type
of flat cars, each having a bench down
the center for 25 passengers.

Perhaps, after all, the busiest place in
Nome during .the Summer of 1900 was the

Postofllce. Nor was it an ordinary fourth-clas- s
office,, either. In the .heavy season

the Postmaster was assisted By a corps of
21 office clerks, and two letter-carrier- s,

who' made deliveries in the business dis-
trict two or three times a day, if mails
were heavy. In addition to the carrier
delivery it was found necessary to ope-
rate five delivery windows for the bene-
fit of tho miners. These windows were
kept open from eight o'clock each morn-
ing until midnight, and during the three
Summer months it was noted that there
was a steady stream of anxious waiters
at each of the five windows from the
time the office opened In the morning
until it closed at midnight.

But this applies only to the letter mall.
For a time the office was so crowded
that it was impossible to distribute the
newspapers and bulky packages. Finally,
when the letter mall was well in hand, all
the newspaper's were turned over to four
clerks, and were distributed from a tent.

There was almost as great a rush for
papers, as fo.-- letters. Of course as Win-
ter approached, and prospectors returned
to the states, the postal business fell off
to a remarkable degree, and the office
force was correspondingly reduced.
