owing to thelr narrowness, a wide finp
has to be suspended to shade the win-
dows. These low-hanging awnings over
the center of the sidewnlk, especially dur.

I do
not understend that there Is any ob-
jection to awnings belng made the full
width of the stdewalk, and awnings of thig
width will fully protect windows, even
if placed at a proper helght above the
sidewnlk, PEDESTRIAN.
