
WRECK ON THE WABASH

THIRTEEX PERSONS KILLED IN
ACCIDENT NEAR PERU.

Is

About Fifty'of the Passengers Were
Seriously Injured Many of Them of

"Were Italian Immigrants.

PERU. Ind., June 26. "Thirteen persons
were killed and about 50 were seriously

'injured In the wreck-o- f train No. 3, the
west-boun- d Wabash limited, nine miles
west of this city, at 12:30 A. M. today.
The dead are all Italian Immigrants en
route to Colorado. Many of the Injured
undoubtedly will die. The dead are:
"Mrs. Cruse, wife of Joseph Cruse, of
New York, wno was Injured.

Two sections of train No. 3 one com-
ing from Detroit and the other from Tol-
edowere .consolidated In this city Into a
train of 11 cars, making up the flyer for
its journey to St. Louis. It consisted of a
combination baggage and express, combi-
nation baggage and smoker, day coach,
emigrant coach, three chair cars, three
sleepers and the private car of General
Superintendent William Cotter, of the
Iron Mountain Railway. Having left this
city one nour late the train was speed-
ing westward at a high rate of speed
when the engine plunged through a trestle
whion had been undermined by the recent
lieevy rains. ,

The embankment on both sides of Ihe
little stream dropped at a sharp degree
a distance of 40 feet. Owing to the mo-
mentum of the train the engine appeared
to leap nearly across the- - abyss, plunged
Into the eoft earth on the opposite side
and fell back to the bottom. Engineer
Butler and Fireman Adams were thrown
Irom the cab, but not seriously hurt. The
expresB car and the first chair car were
telescoped. The emigrant car, followed
by two chair cars, went down on the left
side of the track, and the first sleeper
pitched forward on the mass of debris.
Its windows- - and trucks were broken, but
none of the occupants was Injured. The
remaining cars alto left their trucks, but
were not badly damaged.

It was in the emigrant and day coaches
that most of the deaths and Injuries oc-

curred.
Heavy foliage lines the banks on both

sides of the culvert, the approach to
which was over a "reverse curve." There
was absolutely no means by which the
engine crew could sec the impending dan-
ger. In fact, the engine ran out upon
the trestle before the structure gave way.
The night was Intensely dark. Trainmen
caught up their lanterns and rushed to
the neighboring farmhouses for assist-
ance. The farmers, with their wives and
children, bearing torches, hastened to the'
ecene, and all efforts were bent to giv-
ing first aid to the Injured. Telephone
messages were dispatched to this city
and every physician here was hurriedly
taken to the scene on a special train
which carried them to the wreck. The
injured were brought to the general hos- -
pltal In this city, where everything possible-

-was done to ameliorate their suffer-
ings.

For a time after the rescuers reached
the scene of the wreck little could be
done In the way of removing the dead.
Hundreds of tons of twisted Iron and
broken timbers rested upon the car
where the unfortunate - emigrants were
crushed. But by means of wrecking der-
ricks the mass was gradually opened, and
by daylight nearly all the dead had been
removed to this city- -

Railroad Official's Version.
ST. LOUIS, Mo., June 26. The official

report of Division Superintendent Gould to
President Ramsay, of the Wabash sys-
tem, stated that 13 Italian emigrants were
killed, 3 are supposed to be fatally In-

jured, 11 seriously and 31, slightly bruised
and scratched. Fifty-on-e of the total
number of Injured and killed are passen-
gers and seven are employes of the
Wabash Railroad. One woman, a passen-
ger. Is missing, the name of one of the
dead has been obtained, that of Fannie
tMulvie address unknown. Mrs. Joseph
Grose, whose husband was badly Injured,
and whose residence is not known. Is
missing.

The accident was caused by a wash-o- ut

nt a culvert (not a trestle.) Superintend-
ent Gould, in describing the accident to
the passenger train says:

"I learn from a person living near Cass
that two black clouds gathered and came
in contact about over the place where No.
3 was wrecked. The culvert, which was
washed out was a stone box 3 feet square
under a ot All. The water was about
Ave feet above the opening of the culvert
and about 200 feet wide, causing the earth
above rb slide. We have never observed
high water at this point before. Mr.
Danes thinks he will have a bridge over
the opening In six hours, after the road
bed Is clear of cars. The engine and live
cars went down the bank, but one sleeper
and the private car of General Superin-
tendent Cptter, of the Iron Mountain road,
remained on tne track and nobody in them
was lnjuredr"

''Hoys Bobbed --the Dead?

JAPANESE ARE PEACEABLE.

aiaedonnld Say They Are Not Look-in- s'

'or Trouble With Russia.
NEW YORK, June 26. Among the pas-

sengers on the Kaiser Wllhelm der Grosse
was Sir Claude Maxwell Macdonald, who
was British Ailnlster to China during the r

Boxer troubles, and Lady Macdonald.
Asked If he thought mere was any like-
lihood of a conflict between Prussia and
Japan In the near future, Sir Claude said:

"Recent events in China might lead one
to think so.. Japan, however, though
ready to defend any encroachments on
her lawful rights. Is, fortunately, a peace-
able nation, and Is not looking for trou-
ble with Russia, If she can by any pos-

sible means avoid euch a catastrophe,
through the usual channels of diplomacy
and arbitration."

When asked concerning the story that
the wife of a United States diplomat was
concerned In the looting of a storeroom
in the forbidden city, and that Lady
Macdonald protested against the action,
Sir Cliude said:

"I remember the incident to which I
think the article refers, and when I read
the story In San Francisco I wrote to
General Chaffee. Lady Macdonald was In

party wnlch went over the palace. When
they reached the storeroom and there
was eome talk of breaking In, Lady Mac-

donald, the Secretary of the British Em-
bassy and the Belgian and Italian repre-
sentatives withdrew. They refused to have
anything to do with the affair. What
went on after that I cannot say. It is
not true that Lady Macdonald protested.
She simply withdrew. Who the persons
were who remained I will not say, but
they entered through the south gate under
passes. Issued by Genera Chaffee. After-
wards an American aid and another per-

son came to apologize to me, but I told
them that there was nothing to apologize
for. as I knew nothing except that Lady
Macdonald had withdrawn. Afterwards
at a meeting of the representatives, I
read that the representatives of two na-

tions had protested, and I suppose that
they were the Belgian and Italian Mi-
nister."

When ae&ed whether he thought that
the conduct of the missionaries justified
the stories that had been sent out from
China, he replied:

"Trie conduct of the missionaries, so far
as I know, was excellent. I wrote com-
mending one, Mr. Gamewell, who was In
the legation during the siege, and who
did much good work at that trying time.
Those missionaries I met were all right.
Their position was trying. They saw the
fruit of their labors swept away, their
possessions taken and themselves suffer-
ing, and with all this why should they
not take what they needed?"

Declare Wa Aided Boxers.
PHILADELPHIA, June 26. At a meet-

ing of the Chinese-America- n Society held
here, resolutions were unanimously
adopted protesting against the selection
of Wu Ting Fang, Chinese Minster, as
orator of the day at the Fourth of July
celebration In this city. The resolutions
allege that Mr. Wu "covertly aided the
Boxers In their massacre of the Christ-
ians in China," and "has been mislead-
ing the public by his statements In regard
to his position toward" them."

Inquiry was made at the headquarters of
the three great religious denominations
In China Presbyterian, Baptist and Epis-
copal but it was stated that 'the Chlnese-Arnerlc-

Mlrelonary Society Is not known.
Neither were the names of the men whose
signatures appear appended to the pub-
lished resolutions.

De Giers Will Be Recalled.
BERLIN, June 26. A special dispatch

from St. Petersburg to the Lokal Anzelger
says that M. De Giers, the Russian Min
ister to China, will shortly be recalled
from Pekln, where he has shown Inapti-
tude. The dispatch further announces
that M. De Giers will be transferred to
Munich and that his successor at Pekln
will be Paul Lasar, who Is an Anglophile.

NEW HAVEN, Conn., June 26. The

one hundred and ninety-nint- h com-
mencement of Yale University was held
today under the most pleasant condi.
lions. The honorary degrees of Master
of Arts were conferred privatlm on F.
G. Newlands, member of Congress from
Nevada, and Rev. Emer E. Smiley,
Yale 69, president of the University of
Wyoming. The commencement cosed
with a statement from President Hadley
of the amounts subscribed to the bicen-
tennial fund. He said that the total
amount subscribed was $1,185,000, the
amount needed for land and buildings.
With the addition of some other large
gifts, the total, he said, might be ex-
pected to reach f2.000.000. He mentioned
M. C. Borden. Frederick Vanderbtlt and
James J. Hill, who gave $100,000 each.
Seventeen hundred graduates and friends
of Yale are on the subscription list.

PARIS, June 26. When the Senate, Bi-
tting as- a high court of Justice, reassem-
bled today, continuing the trial of the
Marquis de Lur Saluces; charged with
treason, the public prosecutor, M. Ber-
nard, resumed his speech, which was In-

terrupted yesterday by the adjournment
of the court. He dwelt at length on th
participation of the Marquis In the In
trigues of leagues and de
manded "his punishment. The Marquis
was found guilty with extenuating clr- -

cumstances and sentenced to five years'
banishment. The trial was ocncluded
amid the general Indifference of the spec-

tators. The Marquis was voted guilty of
conspiracy by a vote of 71 to 51, and he
was sentenced to banishment by a vote
of 72 to 25. He will leave Paris tonight.

After the speeches made by his coun-
sel, and before the Marquis was con-

demned, M. Falllerles, president of the
court, asked the Marquis If he had any-
thing to say, to which the latter replied
that proscription or imprisonment mat-
tered little to him. He added: "I will
always be able to say to my children.
'Your father kept his honor unstained.' "

During the second deliberation M. Au-co- ln

spoke strongly in favor of condemn-
ing the Marquis. These,, remarks led Sen-

ator Provon de .L'Auney to Interrupt the
speaker, calling him a clown. M. Aucoln
retorted with equally disagreeable epi-

thets, and as a result seconds were ap-

pointed with' a View to a ddel ' betwoen
M. Aucoln and M. de L'Auney. This due'
promises to be the only interesting devel-
opment of the trial.

The Parle papers, while agreeing that
the public is absolutely indifferent to the
conviction and sentence, comments upon
the matter on strictly party lines.

KRUGER IN ROTTERDAM.

Great Enthusiasm Was Manifested
Everywhere.

ROTTERDAM, June 26. Mr. Kruger,
President of the late South African Re-

public, was welcomed at the railroad sta-
tion on his arrival here today by the
Burgomaster, deputations from numerous
societies and many ladles. Two bands of
music on a platform played the Transvaal
anthem, and hundreds of workmen's so-

cieties were drawn up along the streets
leading from the station tto the Town
Hall, to which Mr. Kruger was driven,
escorted by a guard of of-

ficers. An official reception followed.
Great enthusiasm was manifested every-
where.

In a speech of welcome at the Town
Hall the Burgomaster spoke of the simi-
larity between tne Transvaal and Dutch
struggles for liberty, and said Rotterdam
wished through Mr. Kruger to pay hom-
age to the little Boer nation which hah
shown such faith and confidence In Its
own strength.

Mr. Kruger, in a brief reply, deplored
the fact that his country was cut off 'from
supplies and ammunition whereas the
Dutch had their own supplies during their
struggles. He was fully convinced the
Lord would deliver his country In his
own good time. A luncheon followed t'he
delivery of the speeches.

There was a grand serenade and torch-
light procession tonight in honor of Mr.
Kruger, who witnessed the proceedings
from the balcony of his hotel. There was
Immense enthusiasm among the people.
After the demonstrations many persons
bearing illuminated transparencies in-

scribed "Silence, the President Sleeps,"
paraded the streets to disperse the crowd.

Jamaica Wants Boer Prisoners.
KINGSTON, Jamaica, June 26. The

Chamber of Commerce has passed a reso-
lution asking the Governor of Jamaica,
Sir Augustus Hemming, to request the
Imperial authorities to send 3000 Boer pris-
oners to the Island. Jamaica offers money
and great advantages for farming.

Germans Arrest Boer Refugees.
KENHARDT, Cape Colony, June 26

The German authorities of Damaraland
have nrrested a number of male Boers
who emigrated thither after the recent
fight at Naroedas. Thirty-eig- ht families
of women and children have been placed
in camp at Schmeidt Drift.

EDWARD VII AMERICA'S FRIEND.

Henderson Says We Can Depend on
England in Any Emergency. ;

LONDON, June 26. David B. Hender-
son, Speaker of the United States House
of Representatives, said to a representa-
tive of the Associated Press tonight:

"I have never enjoyed a more agreeable
half-ho- Interview than the one I had
with King Edward yesterday. He was
perfectly frank and agreeable, and In
accord with American progress He looks
forward to even more cordial .relations
than now exist between the Eng

nations. America may depend upon
the fact that she has no more cordial
friend In the world than King Edward.
While he details of our conversation may
not be repeated, I can assure my Amer-
ican frlende that England may bo depend
ed upon In any ordinary controversy
which may arise between the United
States and the rest of the world."

TO STAMP OUT SHEEP SCAB

Agricultural Department Has Again
Taken Up the AVorU.

WASHINGTON, June 22. The Bureau
of Animal Industries of the Department of
Agriculture will this Summer continue Its
effort to stamp out the sheep scab, which
has proven such a terror to sheep-owne- rs

In every part of the West. Special agents
of the bureau have been sent Into every
sheep-raisin- g state, where they are work-
ing along the lines of the railroads. Aside
from recommending remedies to the
sheep-owner- s, these agents are cautioning
them against allowing infected animals
to mix with the herds. They are also
throwing out precautions to prevent the
transportation of Infected animals from
one point to another, horing In this way
to prevent the further spread of the dis-
ease. It Is said the disease can effectually
be stamped out In time, 'f the sheepmen
will but and use their best
efforts In this direction. No reports have
been had indicating the progress or suc-
cess this season.

If so, It Is
time that some decided steps be taken
and If there Is a law on the statute books
that can punish the baby farmers who
transact this diabolical business, It cer-

tainly should be enforced to the letter,
but If there Is no law' to cover these
cases it Is blgh time that such a law as
enacted.

Importance of the Rnssell Trial.
NEW YORK, June 26. Commenting up-

on the coming trial of Earl Russell by the
House of Lords upon the charge of big-
amy, the London correspondent of the
Tribune says: The jury of Peers Is the
most remarkable one known In criminal
law. The panel includes the entire House
of Lords from the Junior Barons to the
Bishops and Princes, of the royal house.
Every Peer having, the right to take
part in ordinary business can present him-
self as a juror In this bigamy case, and
can be exempt from a challenge. A bare
majority of these unsworn Jurors will suf-
fice to determine the guilt or innocence
of 'their brother Peer and the precise
bearings of American divorce practice
on the obligation of "marriage in England.

Effect of Wars on Germany's Trade.
WASHINGTON. June 26. An Interesting

report showing the effect of the wars In
South Africa, the Philippines and China
on the German export trade for the past
few years has been received at the State
Department from Consul Kehl at Stettin.
Germany's exports to the Transvaal fell
off nearly $2,600,000 In 1900, as compared
with 1899. On the other hand, her exports
to the Philippines increased from $642,600

in 1S99 to $1,499,400 In 1900. Her trade with
China also, showed a slight Increase In
1900 over the preceding year. In exports
to Cape Town the statistics showed an
increase In 190D, as compared with 1S99 of
about $300,000. and a decrease of about the
same proportion as compared with 189S.

NO BOUNTY PAID ON SUGAR

ITALY SO NOTIFIES THE STATE
DEPARTMENT.

Full Presentation of Facts Sustain-
ing It Declaration Will Be

Submitted Soon.

WASHINGTON. June 26. An official
etaiimrnt frnm th Ttallan Government
was communicated to the State Depart- - I

ment today to the effect that Italy paid no
export bounty on sugar. This action by
the Italian authorities follows nine days
from the issuance of Secretary Gage's
Treasury order suspending the liquida-
tion of all sugar Imports from or produced
In Italy on the ground that the Treasury
Department had information leading to
the belief that Italian sugar received a
bounty. From the standpoint of the Ital- -
Ian authorities the Treasury order doubt- -
less was preliminary to one putting into I

effect the differential rates against Italian
sugar, and In consequence the official dec-

laration Is now submitted to the State
Department that Italy pays no bounty on
her sugar.

The action taken by Italy raises a ques-
tion somewhat analogous to that pending
with Russia, each concerning sugar and
each referring to the alleged payment of
a bounty. Russia has taken the position
that she pays no bounty and Italy now
makes a formal declaration of the same
kind. It is understood that within a
week the Italian Government will sub-

mit a full presentation of facts sustain-
ing its declaration. The terms of the
Treasury order are such that the discrim-
inating duties are now being forced
against Italy, for although the order re-

cites that the matter Is still under in-

vestigation, it concludes with the specific
instruction that "the duties shall be esti-

mated In amounts sufficient to cover ad-

ditional duties equal to the above speci-
fied duty." These additional duties re-

ferred to are 5.G0 franeds, or about $1 12

In one case, and 6.13 francs, or about $1 22

in the other. These duties, therefore, are
in effect without further order, although
the terms of the order indicate that the
permanency of the increased duties is
subject to the fuller Investigation to be
made.

PRETORIA CONSULSHIP.

The Place Offered to Grant Gilles-
pie, of Missouri.

NEW YORK. June 26. A dispatch to the
Tribune from Washington says:

It is probable that the Consularshlp at
Pretoria which has been vacant since the
return to this country of Adelbert S. Hay,
who was killed at New Haven Sunday
morning-- will soon be filled by the ap-
pointment of Grant Gillespie of Missouri.
Missouri Republican leaders have In-

dorsed Gillespie for the post and the
State Department Is only awaiting his ac-
ceptance before announcing his selection.
Mr. Gillespie was In Washington a few
days ago and the place was offered to
him: He hesitates to accept because the
experience of Hay showed that the sal-
ary of the post, $2000. is not enough to,
support the incumbent. He has been as-

sured that Congress will Increase the pay
and It Is thought that on this assurance
he will accept It. and qualify at an early
date so as to hurry to the Transvaal
capital and look after the long-need- In-

terests there.
Mr. Gillespie has had a notable career

in the Volunteer Army in the last three
years. He was First Lieutenant in the
Sixth Missouri Regiment, commanded by
Captain L. H. "Hardeman of the Tenth
United States Cavalry In the war with
Spain and served creditably with that reg-

iment on garrison duty in Cuba for six
months. When the Volunteer regiments
for service In the Philippines were formed,
Gillespie was commissioned a First Lieu-
tenant in the Twenty-fir- st United States
Volunteers. As soon as his regiment ar-

rived at Manila. Lieutenant Gillespie was
detached from it and placed In command
of a company of Macabebe scouts. He
distinguished himself In this service and
was brevetted twice for gallantry. He
commanded General Funston's scouts for
about a year. For the last six months
of his service In the Philippines he was
assistant to the Chief of Police of Ma-

nila under Captain Wilder of the Sixth
United States Cavalry, and when his reg-

iment was ordered home to be mustered
out, General MacArthur asked him to re-

main and accept the place of Chief of Po-

lice of Manila. .

If Mr, Gillespie goes to Pretoria as Con- -
sul General It will be with the understand
ing that the salary Is to be increased to
$4000.
