RIOT AT ROCHESTER.

Pelleemea aad Strikers Foaght aad
Many Were Injured.

ROCHESTER, N. Y., June 26.--On

thousand striking laborers had a brisk
encounter with the police today, in which
U policemen and 20 rioters were Injured.
The rioters set out, as several times be-
fore, to drive off the laborers working
on street improvements. At Mill and
Commercial streets they encountered 60
laborers, employed by the Rochester

s & Electric Company in digging a
trench, and 'drove them from the trench.
The workers sought refuge in the power-
house of the company, and the police
undertook to disperse the mob. The po-
lice reserves were drawn up In a platoon
of 50 across the street and upon orders
advanced with drawn clubs upon the
mob. Immdlately the air was Allied
with bricks, stones and wood, and shov-
els and .picks In the hands of the strikers
were used freely. Amid the meee a
shot rang out, and Sergeant Bteln, com-
manding the platoon, ordered the police
to fire over the heads of the strikers.
This had the desired effect. The strik-
ers scattered and the police chased them
through the street to the City Hall Park,
where they were held awaiting action byt
the Mayor.

Police reinforcements were hurried to
the scene of the riot, but their services
were not required. The Injuries sustained
by several of the policemen are of a seri-
ous nature. The hurts of the rioters
were mostly scalp wounds Inflicted by the
officers' clubs.

THUG RUN DOWN.

Probably the Man "Wanted for Nu-

merous Denver Assaults.
DENVER, June 26. Charles Griffin,

about 35 years old, who claims to be a
switchman, is in Jail charged with hav-
ing attempted to assault a woman at a
lonely point on Thirty-fir- st street near a
bridge over the Platte River. The affair
was witnessed by Health Officer A. W.
Atha, who ran to the woman's assistance.
Griffin ran, but was followed by Atha
and a colored man named W. W. Morgan,
who lives In the neighborhood, the latter
armed with a shotgun. Griffin was or-

dered to stop, but paid no attention until
Morgan brought him down with a charge
of shot. He was not dangerously wound-
ed. Griffin was lodged In Jail and the
police declare that his description tal-
lies perfectly with that given of the man
who made a murderous assault on Miss
Celesti Coleman last Monday night and
they think he may be the notorious
"Capitol Hill" thug.

More Trouble at Matewan.
MATEWAN, W. Va., June 26. When

the nonunion men again attempted to go
to work at the Maritime coal mines this
morning they were fired upon by the
strikers. The nonunion men Immediately
withdrew. Tomorrow another battle Is
Imminent between the strikers and the
Federal Marshals. Ever since the Mar-
shals left, the nonunion men have been
preparing for an emergency, and tonight
Marshals Hufford and Telltl and Superin-
tendent Lambert, of the Maritime mines,
are expected to arrive here from Charles-
ton. It is said they are heavily rein-
forced. The'union men are equally deter-
mined, and bloodshed Is eared.

Confessed to Double Murder.
VINITA, I. T., June 26. George Wil-

liams, lying on his deathbed, today con-
fessed to being an accomplice In the mur-
der last September at Pryor Creek of
T. E. Smith and Green Smith, of Sweden,
Mo. In his statement, Williams also Im-

plicated Wmiam, Nichols, of Vir.ita; Wil-
liam G. Smith and Lon Smith, of Pryor
Creek, and John Smith, the latter now
serving a term In the Kansas State pen-
itentiary for cattle-stealin- g. Nichols and
William G. Smith and Lon Smith were
arrested today. The double murder was
committed for robbery and the officials
had given up hope of finding the murder-
ers.

Morrison Case In Jury's Hands.
ELDORADO, Kan., June 26. After near-

ly two days and a half of argument, the
case of Jessie Morrison, charged with the
murder July 22, of last year, of Mrs. Olln
Castle, her rival, was given to the Jury
at 10 o'clock today. At 2 o'clock this
afternoon It was said that 11 of the Jurors
were unanimous for conviction, while one
was standing out for acquittal. At a
late hour tonight the Jury has not agreed
upon a verdict and a hung Jury is general-
ly predicted. Judge Aikman allowed the
Jury to eat supper at 6 o'clock, but sent
them back to the Jury-roo- m Immediately
thereafter.

Fatal Ending of Lovers' Quarrel.
QUINCY, 111., June 26. The bodies of

Frank C, Forrest and Louise E. Stroth-o-ff
were found on the road five miles from

here early today.' Each had been shot
Forrest, who was well known In Qulncy.
had quarreled with Miss Strothoff, and
later had received a note asking him to
drive out to her home and see her. He
went last evening, accompanied by John
Dlttmar. During the evening Forrest and
the girl took a walk, and that was the last
seen of them until the bodies were found
half a mile from the house. A revolver
lay near them. Whether he or she did
the shooting will probably never be
known.

Lnndlocaters Indicted.
HELENA, Mont., June 26. The United

States grand Jury made a final report to-

night, returning 102 Indictments. They
are almost all against land locators In
the Missoula land district, and charge
perjury In swearing that they filed upon
lands for personal use, whereas they
transferred them soon after securing title.
The lands comprise about 15.000 acres. The
persons Indicted include school teachers,
ranchers, servant girls, and, In fact, all
classes of people.

No Evidence Against Stoner.
CHICAGO. June 26. Warren Stoner,

who was arrested Monday on a charge of
attempting to obtain money on credit on
alleged worthless drafts, was discharged
in police court today. In Stoner's pocket
were found blank drafts on a Kansas
bank, which proved fictitious, but no
wrongdoing - could be proved.

Incendiaries Burned Bridges.
FLORENCE, Colo.. June 28. Two Rio

Grande Railroad bridges were burned be-
tween this city and Pueblo last night by
incendiaries. Attempts were also made
to fire. three other bridges. It
that persons who wished to wreck trains
were the Incendiaries.

COLUMBIA, S. C, June 26. It Is report-
ed tonight from Holly Springs that Rev.
Patrick Chambers was killed there today
by his Daniel Roach, as the
result of a quarrel over family affairs.

No More Horses Will .Be Shipped.
SEATTLE, June 26. The apparent ces-

sation of active hostilities In the Phil-
ippines has determined the Government to
cease the purchase of horses for use by
the Army In those Islands. The horse
corral at Fort Lawton is empty and
Quartermaster Ruhlin announced today
that no more purchases would be made In
Eastern Washington. The announcement
was accompanied by the statement that
the transports Kentuck and Pak Ling, the
last of the animal ships under charter to
the Government, would be released on
their arrival here, which is expected to
taKe place in the course of the next few
weeks,

RAN OUT OP HER COURSE

BIG LINER LUSITANIA "WRECKED
ON NEWFOUNDLAND COAST.

Passengers Became Panic-Strlcke- a,

tat Were Safely Landed Fair
Weather Saved Many Lives.

ST. JOHN'S, N. F., June 26. The Orient
Steam Navigation Company'6 steamship
Lusltanla, Captain McNay, from Liver-
pool, June 18, for Montreal, having 3Cp

passengers on board, was wrecked last
night off Cape Ballard.

The Lusltanla was bound round Cape
Race for Montreal, with a large cargo
and a shipload of passengers. She mis-

took her course In a dense fog, and went
ashore near Renews, 20 miles north of
Cape Race, before daybreak. The ship ran
over a reef, and hangs against a cliff. The
passengers, who are mostly emigrants,'
were panic-stricke- n. They stampeded and
fought for the boats, but were over-
come by the officers and crew. The rough-
er elements among the passengers used
knives. The women and children were-- l

first landed, and the men folowed. The
crew stood by the ship. A heavy sea was
running, but at latest advices the Lusl-
tanla was holding her own. It Is thought
that she will prove a total wreck.

The passengers of the Lusltanla had a
terrible experience. The first knowledge
which they had of the disaster was when,
owing to the ship scraping over the
rocks, they were hurled from their berths
by the shock. A scene of great excite-
ment ensued. Three hundred people were
clamoring to escape, while the crew tried
to pacify them and launch the boats. The
male passengers In their attempt to seize
the boats trampled the women under
foot and fought the crew with knives.
Some of the more cool-head- of the
passengers assisted the crew in the efforts
to get out the boats. The women and
children, almost nude, were pulled up the
cliffs by the coast people.

This morning the unhappy passengers,
after shivering for hours on the hilltop,
tramped weary miles to reach the houses
of the fishermen, where they are now
sheltered. Previous to reaching the cliffs,
the passengers passed two hours of ter-
rible anxiety on the wreck. As a furious
rain storm and heacy sea raged all night,
it is feared the Lusltanla will be a total
wreck. The last reports received here
said the steamer was breaking up, that
her foreholds were full of water and that
her cargo was being salvaged. There Is
hope of saving the effects of the passen-
gers, as, where possible, they were stowed
above decks.

Late reports received here show that the
wreck of the Lusltanla did not result In
any loss of life. The passengers escaped,
although several of them were Injured. The
missing boatload of passengers landed
safely. The Lusltanla has been badly
forced on the rocks, has listed to one side,
and Is half full of water.

All sorts of rumors are current along
the coast as to the details of the wreck.
The entire coast population Is repairing
to the scene In the hope of salvaging the
Lusltanla's cargo. No direct statements
from those who were on board as to what
occurred on the wrecked steamer have yet
reached St. Johns. The steamer Glencoe,
bringing the Lusltanla's passengers, is due
here at midnight. The messenger who
brought the news of the wreck to St.
Johns says the passengers on board the
Lusltanla drew their knives to cut the
boat lashings and threatened the crew
of the steamer when they thought the
latter attempted to Interfere with them
in so doing. The last' message to the
agents of the Lusltanla here says the
vesssel is hard and fast aground on the
reef and a hopeless wreck. Her engine-roo- m

Is lull of holes and flooded. Her
forehold Is also flooded. The .ship Is
listed heavily to port And. the waves, are
washing In and out of her forward and
aft holds. The after decks are under
water. A strong northeast breeze is
tumbling up a heavy sea, which will soon
dismantle the ship.

The steamer Glencoe arrived here at
midnight, bringing six first, 15 second and
436 stecruge passengers and 93 of the
crew of the Lusltanla. Captain McNay
and the chief officers of the ship remain
with the wreck. The passengers are

entirely Russian and Polish Jews.
The steamer struck at 1:30, yesterday
morning. In a dense fog. Captain McNay
had to force the vessel upon the reef, for
If he reversed the engines the whole ship's
bottom would have been torn out and
she would have sunk Instantly.

The panic among the passengers was
Intense. The details of what occurred on
board have been previously cabled. The
drawing of knives by the passengers was
not general, but occurred In Isolated In-

stances only. Three hours elapsed be-

tween the time when Lusltanla struck
and the time when the passengers started
to disembark. This delay was occasioned
by the difficulty In controlling the passen-
gers and handling the boats. All the
passengers and crew agree that If the
Lusltama had struck the rocks In rougher
weather, not a soul on board would havo
been saved.

(Cape Ballard is situated on the coast
of Newfoundland, about 60 miles south of
St. John's. The Lusltanla was built at
Liverpool by Laird Bros. In 1871. She Is
379 feet 9 Inches long, has 41 feot 3 Inches
beam and Is 27 feet 7 Inches deep.
