ing 14 reasons why the Penteteuch
cduld not have been written by Moses.
He said' In part:

"We have been accustomed to thlnk-Ing- "'

of Voltaire as an infidel, and yet
his statements are no stronger than our
modern --critics are making. The basis of
our criticism must be historic, not theory
or hypothesis of any kind. A hypothesis
can be assumed by which we can prove
that the Declaration of Independence
was not written In 1776, nor by Thomas
Jefferson. The Declaration of Indepen-
dence affirms the freedom of al men,
and slavery was In vogue In this coun-
try when Thomas Jefferson lived, and
for many years after, and he could not
make such an affirmation, for he was a
truthful man."

F. W. Kettenbach Informs- - the Lewlston
Tribune- - that the flax yield throughout
the reservation country will be fully as
large per acre as1 that of last year, when
the general average was about 70 bush-
els. He- - estimates that between 35,000 and
40,000 acres have been sown in flax, about
double the acreage of last year. The
yield on these estimates will reach be-

tween' 350,000 and 400.000 bushels. The
wheat acreage, Mr. Kettenbach says. Is
slightly Increased over last year, but the
material increase has been Ih flax arid
oats. The wheat yield promises to b,
heavy. In the lower altitudes the crops
are fully as good as last year, while In
the higher belt the prospects are much
better.

Mr. 'Yerex Points Out How These
May Be Overcome and Profita-

ble Commerce Established.

HONG KONG, May 11, 1901. (Special
Correspondence.) As In Japan and North
China, so In South China, there is an
overstock of imports. One and a half
millions represents about the number of
barrels of flouf.at present stored in South
China. The export business, however. Is'

In a much more healthy condition here
than in the north owing to the absence
of military operations. The natives In
this district are not losing much sleep
over the dlscomfelture of the Boxers".
It Is cfulte apparent that they prefer
commercial to political power as they are
attending strictly to business. In any case
the Chinese (as those of the south are
called) do'not entertain the most exalted
opinion of the Manchurlan.

The South China Imports that are of
Interest to Portland and the northwest,
are flour, lumber, beer, butter, lead, soap,
doors and windows, hops, salmon and
dried fruits. Portland flour and lumber
dealers are already quite conspicuous
and as a consequence a good business has
been established In those products. If the
same energy were displayed by dealers
In other" products as is manifested by .the
lumber and flour merchants. Is is quite
probable that a profitable business could
soon be developed. In order to create a
demand for such goods, that will guaran-
tee satisfactory returns In a reasonable
time, a considerable expenditure would
at first be necessary. There Is no doubt
about ultimate success provided the
undertaking is conducted in a conservative
and aggressive manner. Australian and
California exporters have done well here
In similar goods and I fall to see wherein
they have any advantage over Portland,
especially In .the articles above enumer-
ated. In fact, after personal Investiga-
tion, I can safely say that Portland has
the advantage. In discussing this matter
with importers here I learn that losses
are anticipated, provided for, and, .usually
occur during the Introductory period of
any new article or brand of produce.
Little or no attention Is given them until
some special inducement is offered to
effect a start. Even flour was not In-

troduced without considerable risk and
heavy loss.

South China Exports.
South China exports consist chiefly of

teas, mattings, pongees, grasscloth, cas-

sia, duck feathers and essential oils,
shipped mostly from Canton, Hong Kong,
Macao and Amoy. With the exception ot
matting, only comparatively small quan-
tities of these articles are consumed In
the northwest, nevertheless large ship-
ments are being constantly made to In-

terior American cities via San Francisco
and New York.

An effort should be made to divert a
portion of this traffic via Portland, which
can only be done by the of
Portland Importers and the Portland and
Asiatic Steamship Co.

Owing to the enforcement of quarantine
regulations between Manila and Hong
Kong, I am obliged to abandon my trip to
the Philippines. I have made Inquiry
from numerous sources between Yoko-
hama and Hong Kong, concerning the
commercial and Industrial situation there,
and the consensus of opinion Is to the
effect that business Is generally In a
very unsatisfactory condition. The tim-

ber Industry has been at least tempor-
arily suspended on account of recent
legislation enacted at Washington, hence
with the exception of old established In-

dustries, such as sucar. hemp and to
bacco, very little activity Is observed. An
attempt Is being made by some recent ar-

rivals to create a Jealousy between Hong
Kong and Manila. Those participating In
this absurd effort are quite unfit for East-
ern life and It is only a matter of time
when they will be relegated to a more
suitable place for men of that calibre.
Their ability Is about on a par with some
of the Government officials referred to In
my last letter. To give you some Idea of
the narrowness of such individuals, reao
the following from the New American,
published at Manila:

Hong Kong has declared a quarantine against
vessels plying between Manila and that point.
They claim that. Manila is plague-ridde- and
freo communication between tho two points
would prove a menace to their city.

The latest reports from Hong Kong, however,
indicate that the Hong Kongltes are no stran-
gers to plague. They have more cases weekly
than have ever been reported in Manila. It
Is understood that the action was taken by the
authorities there as a piece of spite work
against Manila on accoutn of its growing com
mercial importance In the tast.

Since American occupation Hong Kong has
been slowly losing Its grip, and Manila has
doubled its commerce. The fact that a great
many old steamship lines had headquarters
there has kept the little town on me map, oui
they are now menaced with the possibility of
the commercial world forgetting that Hong
Kong was in the East. Manila Is their most
dangerous rival, and the Hong Kong city fa-

thers apparently lose no opportunity to give the
Filipino capital a blpck eye.

The Manila health authorities are consider-
ing the advisability of declaring a quarantine
against Hong Kong on account ot the awful
ravages of plague In that city. It Is believed
generally that most of the worst forms of the
pest originate In that city, and that If It were
not for tho freedom with which the Hong
Kongltes are allowed to come into this city,
almost direct from tho Infected districts. It
would soon die out here. In Manila the plague
is practically blotted out, and the report ot
the leading city of the Orient with that of the
seaport of Hong Kong shows that during thi
years of ISO".) and 1000 the former had only 271

cases and 100 deaths, with a population of 350,-00- 0.

while Hong Kong, with a population of
about 200,000, recorded 1486 cases and 142S
deaths.

In their weekly reports at a season when
plague is not rampant In Hong Kong, and not
later than last week, the Hong Kong report
showed 24 cases against 27 cases In Manila.

almost the only Instance in the history of the
plague In Manila that the report of this city
exceeded that of Hong Kong. This week the
Hong Kong report will double that of Manila.

On account of the three extra cases, the
Hong Kong people went Into hysterica and de-

clared a quarantine. The action has adver-
tised the true condition of affairs, and shows
up :he menace that Hong Konr, In its pres-
ent unsanitary condition. Is to the other cities
In the Orient, and especially to Manila, with
Its clean streets and the future that is

It
Do these remarks convey sentiments es-

sential to the upbuilding of a colonial em-
pire?
The Barrier In the Way of Trndc.

WJiat, after all. Is the great barrier to
trade In China? What Is It that Europe
and America are clamoring for? An op-

portunity to exchange products, is It not?
And what Is It that prevents them so
doing? That is what I have been try-
ing to determine and have arrived at the
conclusion that the only obstacle Is the
enforcement of certain regulations
known In America as customs tariffs,
McKlnley bills. Dingley bills, tariff for
revenue, protection. National policy, etc.
The name of the thing is Immaterial, so
long as the effect Is Identical. Can any-
thing more preposterous be Imagined?
The greatest nations In the world offer-
ing threats and supplications to China,
praying for the removal of certain trade
restrictions, mind you, just the very same
trade restrictions as exist in Russia,
France, Germany, United States and Can-
ada, and enforced against China, and
each other and declared a blessing by the
good people of those countries.

China neither excludes nor taxes for-
eigners when they arrive on her shores.
Do her subjects meet with the same re-
ception when seeking an entrance to those
philanthropic countries that are so
anxious about her welfare? She has far
more people to the square mile to main-
tain than any of the nations appealing
for access to her resources, yet her peo-
ple, in many respects superior to those of
the nations' referred to, are refused the
humblest domlcllo in Canada or the
United States, and would be In Europe, If
an attempt were made to emigrate there
In appreciable numbers. Pause and think
of the struggle for existence If our sparse-
ly settled country were so densely popu-
lated as China and we were excluded from
other nations. Is it likely we would be a
harmonious family?

But some will say .they are only Chineso.
Let me direct you to an Interview pub-
lished in the Washington Post on March
15 last, an interview with Mr. Whitehead,
of the chartered Bank of India, Australia
and China, which reads as follows:

The British banking system, which I have
represented at Hong Kong for the last 17
years, has carried out with Its Chinese con-

stituents commercial and banking transactions
aggregating the equivalent of many tens of
millions of pounds stealing. Yet In connection
with that enormous business, the bank has not
sustained tne loss of a single coin. This state-
ment of fact Is absolutely uniquo, because In
my experience It Is not possible tQ say the
same thing of any other nationality, either In
the Western or tho Eastern hemisphere. It
affords mo great pleasure to testify to the
commercial Integrity and the financial sound-
ness of the Chinese merchant and banker.
Fully 20 years' experience of the Chinese has
caused me to realize that their standard of
business honesty Is of a very high order.
Whether the root of their honesty Is lldellty to
fundamental convictions of right, or whether
the experience of thousands of years has
taught them simply that It Is a prudent course
for successful and permanent business, or. In
other words, that "honesty Is the best policy,"
is not easy to determine. The fact remains
that a paper contract Is not necessary to bind
a Chinese merchant to his word, and that,
speaking generally, his word Is as good as his
bond.

It may be considered that I am devot-
ing an undue amount of space to extol-
ling and defending the Chinese, but I as-
sure you much more space is required
to do the subject justice. I can scarcely
refrain from bespeaking for these people
a fair measure of reciprocal treatment.

To be sure, their tariff regulations (or
irregulatlons) appear barbarous, controlled
as they are by despotic mandarins, who
sometimes adjust charges to suit emergen-
cies. In such cases the unfortunate trad-
er, who Is almost Invariably a China-
man, has no appeal, and, after a mild
protest, succumbs to the Inevitable. I ad-
mit that a system permitting such In-

equalities Is abominable, but what have
these generous countries to offer In Its
place? Our methods are clothed with a
kind of palatable polish, under which is
concealed the most glaring Iniquities. I
brought with me a copy of the American
tariff in case I might require to consult
some of the agents of my company in
regard to the amount of duty on certain
articles, which were ambiguously de-

scribed in the schedule. The intricacies
of an American tariff as disclosed by a
careful examination, certainly Indicate
iniquitous designs; this, combined with
the numerous provisions against fraud,
demonstrate that both parties to the
transaction are subject to contaminating
influences. Ad valorem, specific, and
specific and ad valorem duties are
levied. The former Is. more general,
and affords greater opportunities for cor-
ruption. My attention was called to a
case of undervaluation In Japan, where-
by an American silk Importer Is enabled
to undersell competitors, thus rendering
fair competition Impossible. May I ask
what class of people such a system pro-

tects and encourages?
A prominent exporter to whom I loanod

the tnrlff referred to returned It with this
mark: "I would not have believed It
possible for even the Medes and Per-
sians to concoct such a voluminous and
complex document."

Before leaving China let me say with
emphasis, that if the plain, unvarnished
facts concerning the Intervention of for-

eign nations and individuals In China
were disclosed, lovers of Justice and hu-

manity would be shocked, and their con-

fidence in Russian. German, French and
Anglo-Sax- on would be severely shaken.
