these days rubber ls more extensively
used in the arts, and that the known
forests of rubber lrees are sald to be in
progress of rapld exhaustion. Ths old
rubber conslsts principully of boots and
shoes, but any ald thing made in whole
or In part of rubber Is collecied by per-
sons In every mining camp, logging
camp, fishing station, or other place where
rubber in any form is used. The articles
of this kind of least vilue Is rubber hoge,
as It s compused principally of canvas.
Every old shoe, boot or other artlels
collected s examined before being
packed, and all nalis, tacks, wire or metal
of any kind extracted. On reaching the
factory In the East, where the stuff is
worked over, ths whole assoriment Is
ground up as fine as posaible and the
powder melted and manipulated until all
the rubber in it Is extracted, when it Is
mixed with & proportion of new rubber
and Is ready to be made into new hoots,
shoes, ote.

POINTER FOR COUNTRY HOTELS

They Should Spruce Up if They Wish
the Good Will of Travelers,

The ears of the keepers of a great many
of the hotels In the country towna
and willages in Oregon, must have
been Dburning last evening, while =n
Itttle koot of commercial travel-
&ra wWers comparing notes, and dis.
cusslng the good and bad points of such
hotels. The “Knights of the grip” go
everywhere, and consequently have large
experiance with all gorts of hotels and
hotel people, and they are qualified to
express opinlons on such matters. They
do not expect to find a Hotel Portland
in a country town, nor city styles of
cooking In a country village, and the
honest pralse bestowed on some village
hostelry where they find clean beds and
food which, If plain, Is well cooked, and
served by tldy malds on a cleanly spread
and appointed table, would make the ob.
Jects of thess laudatory remarks blush
with pride. There are, however, hotels of
some pretensions where such a thing aws
clean bed linen appears to be unknown,
and where, while the table Is as well sup.
plied as could be expected, the cooking is
abominable; The towels and wash basins
are never clean and the horribla con-
dition of sinks, ete. evidences total neg-
lect of all sanitary laws and regula-
tions.

The Oregonian has been requésted to
take notlee of these shortcomings of hotel
men, and offer some suggestions as to
how the conditions can be bettered, as,
in times like the present, when small-
Pox Is abroad, traveling people ars more
likely to contract the diseage and spread
the contagion through sleeping In unclean
beds, than In any other way. It would
not be In good form to name the hotels
in various places where the disagreeabic
and unwholesome conditlons complained of
prevall, nor is It necessary to do o, as
the people who keep such places probably
do not realize it. They have been used
to such conditions in their eating and
sleeping arrangements all thelr lives, and
40 not realize that any one could object
to them or expect them to be different.
The fact Is that there are & great many
people who do pot know how to “'keep
A hotel,” and some of these, too many,
have In gome way got Into the hotel bus-
insss. It might be well to have a state
board of hotel commissioners appointed,
to Inspect all hotels and examine all de-
slrous of keeping a hotel or being em.
ployed about one, ar to thelr quallfica.
tions, their knowledge of cooking. of
housekeeping, of aanitation and sanitary
matters—in short, In regard to all the
qunlifications hotel keepers and em-

ployes should possess. There are boards
