Planned Elsrht Years Ago
' Will Be Impressed Upon Taem.

OLYMPIA, Wash., June 30. The pro-
gramme for the entertainment of the

"members of the rivers and harbors com-

mittee In this city July 3, has been fl

by the local cdmmlttee having
the matter. inland. On the arrival of the
Congressional Committee, which will he
at 1 o'clock an the afternoon of the 3d,

the .visitors will "be taken about Olympla
harbor In a. steamer for a couple of hours
and facty and .figures will be laid before
them, showing1 what Improvements are

.needed. In 1882-- 3 the state harbor line
commission prepared an elaborate plan
for th6 permanent Improvement of the
harbor, and this was approved by the
hoard of engineers of the Army and the
Secretary of War, S. B. Elklns. Owing
to the general financial depression pre-
vailing at that time nothing came of the
plan as outlined. Npw the .local committee

--will bring this matter before the visitors
And endeavor to impress them with the
necessity of proceeding with the improve- -
ment as contemplated at that time. After

"ihe trip about the liarbor is completed
the guests will be treated to a clambake,
and In the Bvenlng a public reception "will
be given them In the parlors of the Olym-
pla Hotel. The committee will remain
.here over night, leaving early next morn-
ing for South Bend, where It will spend
the Fourth.

Olyaipla's School .Population.
School Clerk Schomber yesterday com-

pleted the compilation of the school cen-
sus of this city, and the result shows
that Olympla has 1346 children of school
age This number Is but 37 greater than
last year and is In a measure disap-
pointing, as It Is known that the popula-
tion has Increased to such an extent that
there Is not an empty house In Olympla.
School Clerk Schomber, however, ex-
plains the discrepancy In this way:

"The returns of the school census now
completed, show a smaller Increase In
our school population than was antici-
pated, hardly In keeping with '.the actual
increase In our population. While the pop-
ulation of Olympla has very materially In-

creased within the past year, .the fail-
ure of the .school census to show a cor-
responding and more substantial increase
Is largely due to the fact that many of
our new residents who have been at-
tracted to Olympla and so favorably Im-

pressed that they had determined to make
their homes here, are young married
people with small families. In many In-

stances the enumerators have found In
those families one or more children too
young- - to come under the requirements
governing 6Chool census. A larger .per-
centage of young people, married and sin-
gle, have become residents of Olympia
within the past year than during any like
period In late years, which fact speaks
well for the future of Olympla, as the
presence of a new, active and progressive
element taking part In the development
and building up of Olympla will surely
make Itself felt, and there need be no fear
In regard to a substantial Increase In
our school population In the near future."

THE TURNER CAMPMEETING.

Lost Day Marked by the Largest A
tendance of the Week.

TURNER, June 30. The last day of the
Christian campmeetlng in the Turner
Tabernacle at this place was the best of
the session, so far as attendance and
genera! Interest were concerned. The
weather being ideal, large crowds came
from every direction and the campmeet-
lng grounds were swarming with people
all day long. Thousands gathered In the
tabernacle at each service. Long rows of
carriages stood along the fences, every
available spot being utilized for the hitch-
ing of a team. At noon the people gathered
in family groups to eat their lunches
or crowded the hotel dlnlngrooms for two
or three hours before a place at the tables
could be secured. Except during the time
when services were being held, Turner
presented a holiday appearance. The peo-
ple who came to the campmeetlng quite
.generally attended the religious services
and at all times good order prevailed.

The Sunday school exercises were held
at 9:45 A. IM1 and in the absence of the
superintendent, Clara Q. Esson, the exer-
cises were conducted by Rev. "B. M. Pat-
terson. After singing and prayer, the
classes were formed In different parts of
the large room and each class was led
by a teacher especially selected for this
work. To one sitting apart and observing
the work of th entire school, the scene
presented the appearance of great con-
fusion, all seeming to be talking at once;
but as each class gave attention to Its
own instructor, the study of the Bible
lesson was in reality very orderly and

ing, church services "were held. Rev. "NL

"Li. Rose, president of the Christian mis-
sionary convention, presided and read theScripture lesson. Rev. W. A. Wood led
the congregation in prayer.

'affecting mannsr, her clear voice carry-
ing perfectly to the farthest corners of the
room.

Rev. D. R. Dungan preached the morn-
ing sermon, taking es his subject: "Upon
This Rock I Will Build My Church."
The speaker called attention to the lan--.
guage of the text, which shows that the
church mentioned was "to be' built and
that when built It should be "his" church.
Many persons present might desire to join
a church such as that mentioned, and on
that account a study of the form of the
church is important. The essential feat-
ure of an organization is its fundamental
faith. The church mentioned In the text
has for its foundation faith In Christ.
The lesson from the Scriptures, he said,
was that the adherents of this
church in its beginning were known as
Christians; their church officers were el-
ders, deacons, bishops and evangelists;
their ordinances were those of bap-
tism and the Lord's supper; In the
ordinance of baptism the convert was
burled In the waters; the Lord's supper
was celebrated on the first day of every
week; salvation, according to the teachers
of that church, depended upon repent-
ance and baptism. Such was the church
Christ founded and a departure from any
of the characteristics of that church de-
stroys the Identity of the church. If It
is right to depart from any of the charac-
teristics of the early church, It Is certainly
also right to adhere to them. During the
first two centuries of the Christian era
the church was In Its palmiest days. Those
churches which have departed from the
form of the early church are retro-
grading, while the church which retains

s that form Is advancing. The millennium
cannot come until the churches return to
the form outlined In the Scriptures.

At 2:30 this afternoon Rev. W. A. Lind-
say, of McMInnville, preached, and at
3:30 the weekly communion service was
held. At 5 o'clock the Young People's
Society of Christian Endeavor was led by
Rev. E. R. Moon.

The closing service of the campmeetlng
was commenced at 7:30 o'clock with a
praise service, after which Rev. D. R.
Dungan preached the closing sermon. The
subject of Dr. Dungon's evening sermon
,was "Faith," his text- - be'ntr from Romans,
v:L The speaker said that, lalth

Is belief. The verb "believe"
has to do service for both the nouns
"faith" and "belief." The question Is,
What must we believe In order to be
saved? The answer is, We must believe
In the Lord Jesus Christ, for In him alone
Is there salvation. We are to come Into
possession- of faith by means of testimony,
and divine faith comes by divine testi-
mony. Having acquired faith, that faith
will lead us to do what Christ would have
us to do.

EUGENE, June 30. Sunday was to a

It will
arrive at Albany July 3, and spend the
Fourth in that city.

The Fourth Regiment Band, which was
organized a year ago. is now the pride of
every officer and man of the command.
It Is furnishing music of the first order,
and gives much life and entertainment to
the camp. Sergeant George H. Yerlng-to- n

is chief musician and has worked dil-
igently until now he has a band equal
to any In the state as a musical organ-
ization.

The health of the men In camp contin-
ues most gratifying... There has been ab-
solutely no sickness whatever and the
hospital department has had nothing to
do more than to treat a few slight ail-
ments, such as scratched fingers or some-
thing of that sort.

There has been excellent conduct on thepart of the men, and the guardhouse Is
empty. The Judicial officer, Lieutenant-Colon- el

Poorman, has had no cases of any
kind to try. The camp up 'to the present
time hag been a success.

FUNERAL OF W. L. MEREDITH.
Church and Streets in the Vicinity

Were Packed With People.
SEATTLE, June 30. Funeral servicesover the remains of the late William L.

Meredith were held today In the First
Methodist Church, Rev. Clark Davis of-
ficiating. The exercises were held under
the auspices of the Woodmen of the
World, of which deceased was a mem-
ber. Probably no more Impressive funeral
was ever held In Seattle. The church
and streets In every direction from the
church were filled for blocks away. A
platoon of police led the march, and inthe procession were numerous city andcounty officials. Including Mayor Humes
end Chief of Police Sullivan. Hundreds
of carriages and other conveyances fol-
lowed the body to the grave In Lakevlewcemetery.

A Sawmill Accident.
DAYTON, Wash., June 30. Charles H.

Waterman, a prominent sawmill man, was
severely Injured Saturday afternoon athis mill on the Tukanon, 20 miles from thiscity. The frame holding the saw broke
while the saw was In full motion, caus-
ing the saw and shaft to fly forward,
striking Waterman a glancing blow on
his left side. The flesh was stripped off
his arm from shoulder to elbow, his
shoulder blade was split, and the ribs of
his left side were laid bare. After the
accident. Waterman walked a quarter ofa mile to his home without assistance.
Dr. Black, of Pomefoy, thinks Waterman
will recover, but may lose his arm.

Two- - or Three Thousand .Japanese

VANCOUVER B. C.,-Ju- ne 30. The
strike declared by the Grand Lodge of
Fishermen against the canners of. the
Fraser River will go into effect at mid-
night tonight. All efforts yesterday ' to
arrange matters came tQ naught and the
season starts with between 2000 and 3000
Japanese on the ground ready for work.

BEST PLAY YET.

Camming Company Makes a Hit In
"Woman Against Woman."

In "Woman Against Woman," with
which they opened their second week at
Cordray's, the Cummings company found
and Improved an opportunity to show Its
full strength, and the production was
easily the best thing It has done In Port-
land. Mr. Cummings, in one of the char-
acter parts that suits him best; Miss
Franklin, In an emotional role, and Hal
de Forest as an aged and erratic son
of Erin, all made several and distinct hits,
and shared among them an unusually
large number of curtain calls, from a
house which was longer on appreciation
than on numbers.

The play, as a pliy, might be better! It
Is composed of heart interest and wronged
women, with a dash of comedy which
occasionally has to be dragged in by the
ears, although It is usually very badly
needed to keep the sobs In the parquet
from stifling the speeches across the foot-
lights. Bessie Morton, a village girl, goes
to London with her sister, Miriam, and
another girl who is rather too deeply
versed in the ways of the world to be a
safe companion to the young and Innocent,
Bessie keeps In the straight and narrow
way and tries to guide the footsteps of
her sister In the same path, but the Influ-
ence of the other girl Is too powerful, and
the sister goes wrong. Here Is where the
trouble begins. The sister has a prospect
of gathering in an Earl or a Lord or a
Baronet, or something just as good, and
to keep her from losing him, Bessie ly

steps In, takes her sister's fault
upon herself, mothers the child that ar-
rives shortly afterward, and, quartering
it In a farmhouse, returns to her happy
home In the village town, sworn to se-
crecy as to Miriam's guilt. She meets
and marries John Cresslder and lives hap-
pily with him in London for a year, her
sister In the meantlnv having landed the
nobleman. But the other girl, whose name
Is Rachel "Westwood, and who wears a
red silk dress, comes around to make
trouble, and Is highly successful. Rachel
has loved John herself, and to get even
she discloses the story 'about the baby,
together with sundry hints which cause
John to quit work and look early and of-

ten on the flowing bowl, while his wife
and little baby proceed to starve to death.
Miriam Is appealed to to release her sis-
ter from the vow, but without success.
Things go from bad to worse till finally
John and Bessie's baby gets disgusted
and dies, and Rachel, happening In about
that time, gets dealt with as befits the
bad. Bessie strangles her nearly to death,
and then, In the presence of every one
connected with the plot, ,who flock In
through doors and windows at the criti-
cal moment, she breaks nef vow and tells
the story of Miriam, which she ought to
have done long ago.

Of course, John goes to Australia and
comes back after Bessie has been long
111 with typhoid or something of the kind,
with a new suit of elothes, a pair of
patent-leath- er shoes, and all kinds of
money. Miriam and her husband, who
had a slight misunderstanding when the
facts about Mlram's early life are made
public, are reconciled, Bessie falls In
John's arms, and all Is well.

Mr. Cummings Is perfectly easy and
natural in the part of John Tressider,
being exceedingly pleasing In the comedy
parts and rising In the more tragic pas-
sages to a pitch of earnestness which
would not hitherto have been suspected
of him. The scene In which he prepares
a meal on the stage evoked much mer-
riment. Miss Ellnore Franklin has" a
fine opportunity for emotional work, and
Improves It so well that she carries the
Interest of the spectator with her all the
time. At the close of the fourth act she
received three curtain calls. Hal De For-
est contributed a jovial presence and a
good brogue In the character of old man
Tressider, and his acting throughout was
artistic In the extreme. Mrs. Mary Bank-so- n

was an excellent mother-in-la- an'd
scored In several scenes, while Florence
St. Leonard dressed the part of Rachel
Westwood with much taste and discrimin-
ation.

INDIAN HOUSEKEEPING.

A Sioux Girl Tells of .Domestic Life
on the Reservation.

A Sioux Indian girl, writing In Good
Housekeeping, says:

I am going to tell you something
about the uneducated Sioux women, their
dress and their home life. The Siouxc
woman does more work than the man
does. Of course, the women do not know
very much about housekeeping; in fact,
they don't know anything about It They
live in log cabins, with only the ground
for the flopr, and they have but one room.
In that room they have their beds In one
corner, their trunks around the sides, and
they often have beautiful bead work
hanging on the walls. They have a large
stove as near the center of the room as
they can. On that stove you will al-

ways find a coffee pot and tea kettle, and
they are always kept full. If the women
can have coffee to drink they are happy;
they think It Is a great medicine; they
call It the black medicine.

In the summer the Indian women do
most of their cooking out of doors. They
put short poles on pach side of their
Are and a third stick across frbm one
to the other, and on this they hang their
kettle. The women when at1 home are
almost always sitting In their tip!, doing
some kind ot bead work.

The women are always getting up some
kind of a feast; that Is, they have them
very often, and especially If one of their
sons or daughters gets married, they will
spend their last cent to make a great
feast They have a certain man go around
and tell everyone to come to that least
whenever It may be, then when he has
come back and told them that he has told
everyone the women give him a horse.
When they have the feast the women all
dress up in their brightest colors, paint
their faces and put all the bead work
they can on their little children. They
have a great-tim- e talking, especially the
old women and men.

The women's dresses are made with
only two seams, one on each side, so It
makes a very loose dress. It Is short In
the back and front and long on the sides,
and they almost always wear a, long-bead-

belt and shawl; In fact, they wear
a shawl all the time; when It Is not
around the head and shoulders It is tied
around the waist They naver wear a
hat of any kind; even on the hottest days
they are bareheaded.

CHANGE IN REVENUE TAX

SOME ITEMS REPEALED AND XANY
OTHERS MODIFIED.

Check, Express and Telegraph
- Stamps Abolished New Rate em.

Beer aad Clsrars.

Changes recently made in internal reve-
nue taxes become effective today. The
items repaled which most directly touch
the public are the tax on every
bank check, the 1 cent levied on express
receipts, and the 1 cent affixed to tele-
graphic messages. There are several
other Important taxes repealed, however,
which will affect Important interests, and
in many cases will reach the public.
Among these are the stamps affixed to
proprietary medicines, perfumery and
other drugs, which have given so much
annoyance o the thousands of druggists
throughout the country. The nt tax
on bills of lading terminated on June 30,
and the high tax on charter parties suf-
fered the same fate. There are important
modifications of the r'ates on beer and
cigars, but these taxes are far from being
abolished. A compact summary of the
changes made by the new law appears bo-lo-

Provisions to Redeem Stamps.
Action was taken by Internal Revenue

Commissioner. Yerkes as early as March
22 to notify local collectors of the meth-
od to be followed In redeeming unused
stamps purchased under existing law, but
which will no longer be needed with the
application of the new law.. The follow-
ing are the principal provisions of the cir-

cular then Issued by the commissioner of
Internal revenue:

Claims for the redemption of adhesive
documentary and 'proprietary stamps, if
purchased from a collector, must contain
his certificate as to the date and amount
of .purchase. If purchased from a dealer
In stamps, such dealer's certificate as to
the date of sale to claimant and the cer-

tificate of the collector as to date of sale
to the dealer mu3t be furnished. Stamps
jhat are not In the same condition as
wlien Issued will not be redeemed unless
their condition Is satisfactorily accounted
for.

"Documentary, and proprietary stamps
can be redeemed "only when presented in
quantities ot $or nrr fa value, and
no claim for. the .redemption, of or al-

lowance for such stamps can be allowed
unless presented within two years After
the purchase of said stamps from the
Government.

All claims for the redemption of stamps
imprinted on checks, drafts and other
instruments must be entered of record
and 'forwarded to this office by the Col-
lector of the district In which the order
for the Imprinting of the. stamps was pur-
chased. If tbe claimant resides In a dis-

trict other than that In which said order
was' purchased his claim should be pre-rr- ed

and deposited with the collector of

iVo Hair?

the district In which he resides, who will
examine said claim and see that it Is prop-
erly prepared In all respects, and cause It
to be Investigated and certified by one
of his deputies, so far as It Is practicable
In that district, and will then forward It
to the collector of the district In which
the order for the imprinting of the stamps
was Issued, who will furnish the addi-
tional evidence required, and forward the
claim to this office with proper certificate
and recommendation. When claims arc
presented by any person or firm other than
the one for whom the order for Imprint-
ing was Issued and whose name or title
docs not appear upon the papers on which
the stamps are imprinted, the claimant,
In addition to the certificate of the collec-
tor and deputy collector aforesaid, must
satisfactorily establish the fact of owner-
ship of the stamps and furnish a certifi
cate of sale by each owner of them from
the time of their purchase from the per-
son or firm for whom the order for Im-
printing was Issued.

The owners of Imprinted instruments,
checks, drafts, etc., who desire to have
the stamps theron redeemed must. In ad-
dition to filing claims as aforesaid, for-
ward all such Imprinted Instruments se-

curely packed to this office. Packages con-
taining the same should be addressed to
the Commissioner of Internal Revenue.
Washington, D. C, and each package
should be plainly marked with the name
and address of the owner who made the
claim for redemption, and a statement of
the number and kind of instruments con-
tained in the package. Stamps for each
claim should be packed separately, and
no package should contain stamps pre-
sented for redemption on" more than one
claim. Under the law and regulations all
stamped Instruments and all Imprinted
checks, drafts, etc., presented r for the
redepmtlon of the stamps thereon must,
when the stamps ore redeemed, be re-
tained with the claim; therefore, no such
Instruments can be returned to the own-
ers thereof.
