The officlals of
the Amalgamated Assoclation continue to
express themsslves as confdent of a suc-
cess{ul outcome of the sirike, and that
the nonunioni mille of both the sheet steel
and steel hoop combine will become unlon.
f3ed during the Bummer. The union men
clalm that they have several promises
from the men In the nonunlon mills to
walk out as soon as it becomes necessary.
Thus far, however, nobe have gone out,
but all the unlon men have quit work.
FProsldent Bhaffer, of the Amalgamatod
Assoclation, declares that not only will
the =heet and hoop combine have to come
to time, but the plants of the American
Sieel & Wire Company will be forcad inte
the union, though at present t'hl-sc mills
are outeide of the unionm.

As President Shaffer remarked, the con-
ditions of the present sirike are pecillar,
and- mo decided results are expected for
1 days or two weeks. Hy that time Lhe
manufacturers, having all necessary re-
pairs ut their mills completed, will be
anxiovs (0 resume operation. The strug-
gie will then begin in surnest. The beilef i5
quite general. however, that the real test
will not begin until the clost of the hot
weathér and the general resumption of
businegs In the early Fali, and In the
meantime It in thought that the confilet-
ing interests will set their way clear
receds from the présent positione, The as-
soclation has for years been ereating a
strike fund and It {s sild now to amount
to between $200.000 and $300,000.

Tha cambinc officials do not appear to
be worrying over the situation. Some of
them intimate that there may De a Te-
newal of negotiations at any tme and A
séttlement effécted. In outside clrcles the
Beller 18 growing that the strike will be
called off before it gets fairly well under
way.

There are now only
0 men out, and agreemeénts are helng
signed every day reducing this num-
ber. It has mot beean a wstrike. 1t has
been simply & cessdtion of work. A
strike, to the mind of the publlc, means
riot and bioodshed. The machinists have
had nome of these. It Is trye there have
been one or twe cases of assaull, byt
these are lable tn occur at any time,
and cannot be chargesble to the ma-
chinists.”

The students to the number of
300 held & publie meeting near the statub
of Columbus, on Ei| Paso and Shrive
drivewny. !almn: hes were made,
showing the intense ling of thé young
men and denouncing the recent immoral.
ities of the few pritsts, who, |t was
cizimed, have been shielded and not pun-
ished. A charge was made that ex-Arch-
bishop Lubastida was a traltor to his
country, while the present .rnnhlshoE
Alarief, showed no disposition to punis
recréant priests with that measure of se.
verity demanded by the nature of thelr
offenses.

A company of gendarmes preserved or-
Ger, and the demonstration was wilnssaed
by Governor Caral. of the Federal dls-
trict, and by Chief of Police Villegas
The students, accompanied by & great
number of people of differsnt olanses,
marched up San Francisco street to the
Church of Bante Dominge, where the
Dominican Fathars officiate. Part of the
crowd entered while the church was filled
with worshipers, mostly women. Shouts
wire ralsed of "Death to the priesm”’
“Down with the clergy.,” and the priests
left the altar and seught refuge in the
sacristy with many of the worshipers
Women cried and shrieked, but the dla-
turbance went no further,

Another part of tha crowd entered Ihe
Church of Santa Carija, arriving during
12 o'clock mass, Windows were broken
and images hurled: down. The prieats
were dispersed dnd the students made
ftpeeches denouncing the clergy. ‘There
were heard shouts for Father icaza, whe is
aoccused of many misdeeds. The women
present were terfified and the police made
severpyl arrests, but many of the prisoners
were uofterward released. The leaders
dmong the students had counseled moder-
atlon and against making a disturbance,
but the mob was apparently bent on show-
ng its feeling toward the clergy. In the
afternoon people assembled for prayer In
the Cathedral and other churehes, and (o-
day the Catholic people are offering
prayer for the enemies of religion. Pre-
eautions have been taken to prevent fur-
ther trouble, but it 1= belleved that If
svera] priests who are publicly denounced
in the press are not punished, the young
men may make an attempt to Invade the
temples,

Public opinlon is divided as regards the
demonstrations made by the students, but
the Liberals and non-Catholics consider
that the clergy will now be compeiled to
demand the expulsion of prissts sho have
been causing public Indignation to reach
fever heat.

OPERATIONS IN CHINA.

Looting by Europeans and Outrnges
by Natives.

NEW YORK, July 2—This extract is
made by the Washington correspondent of
thé World from 4 review of the militdry
gperations In China, now belng prepared
by the bureau of military information at
the War Department.

“Looting and plllaging of the city (Tien
Taln) mostly by natives but jolned lo by
many Burepeans, was on the first day
entirely unrestricted; later the allled com.
manders, as soon as attention could be
given to i, adopted wsevere pepresalve
measures to put 2 #top to It and the scan-
dal was soon discontinued. The Japa-
nese, on account of the admirable disci-
pline under which thelr soldlers are held,
are sald to have done the least looting.
Striet orders ftom our officers and Ameri-
can tralning and Instinet preventsd our
reen from tm in this orgy of thiev-
Ing and outrage."
