YELLOW BOOK ON CHINA.

French Document Pays High. Tribute
to Rockhill.

PARIS, July 4. A yellow book has
been Issued concerning the Chinese nego-

tiations from the end of 1S00, when the
collective note was presented, to the mid--,

die of June, when the Ministers decided
the question of Indemnity. The dispatches
deal chiefly with the decision and set-

tlement, the total indemnity and how
China was to pay.

M. Beau, Juno 12, cabled that tho Min-

isters all agreed on an increase of the
import duties 5 per cent, except Mr.
Rockhill, who declared he could not con-

sent unless specific duties were substituted
for ad valorem: secondly, the Improve
ment of the waterways of the Pel Ho and
Wang Po, and the revision of the regu-
lation of the fluvial natvlgatlon. The
diplomats agreed on first two condi-
tions, but there was some objection to
tho third.

M Beau, June 15, announced that Mr.
Rockhill had declared that his Govern-
ment would withdraw the third condition.

With regard to the realization of the
debt, the British, American and Belgian
Ministers declared they could not accept
a guaranteed loan the adoption of
fhe system of bonds waa thus Inevitable.

M. Beau, June 17, announced that Sir
Ernest Satow, the British Minister, had
proposed that China pay the Indemnity
by a system of bonds, and five days later
he announced that Mr. Rockhill supported

British Minister In his proposal. M.
Beau further said tSiat Mr. Rockhlll's
support In matter had brought about
the decision tho following day of three
other powers to the proposition, and had
doubtless secured Its eventual adoption.

AMERICANS CAME IN FIRST

PENNSYLVASrtANS DEFEATED THE
THAMES ROWING CLUB.

Will Meet Leanders la the Final
Heat for the Grand Challenge

Cup Today.

HENLEY, July 4. The second day of
the Henley regatta was signalized by an-

other victory for the Americans, the
oarsmen from the University of Pennsyl-
vania defeating the Thames Club
and thus winning their second heat. As
the Leanders defeated the Belgian crew,
the Pennsylvanlans will meet the Lean-
ders In the final heat for the Grand Chal-
lenge cup tomorrow. A bright, hot sun
was shining today and there was no wind.
Soon after 11 o'clock the Leanders, pad-
dling to the start for their race with the
Belgians, were loudly applauded along the
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course, but their reception was quite
eclipsed by that given to the Americans
who followed a few minutes later.

There "Was a difference of only five min-
utes between the two races and no soon-
er had Umpire WllUums .sent the Lean
ders and Belgians off than Umpire Put
nam's launch took its place to start tne
Americans and the Thames crew. There
was a capital start and the Pennsylva-
nlans had three-fourt- of a length lead
before the top of the Island was reached.
They rowed 11 strokes In the first quar-
ter, 22 In the first half and 41 for the
first minute. The Americans got away
steadily and easily from that point, and
dropped their stroke to 38. They did halt
the distance In 3:30. Their opponents did
the half In 3:42. Opposite the Leander
enclosure tho Pennsylvanlans were three
lengths ahead, and although they again
eased considerably and the others spurted,
the Thames men were never able to make
up anything. Passing the grandstand,
the Americans could not resist a little
spurt, and they rowed past with a dozen
strokes at the rate of 41 to the minute.

The Americans had a very friendly re-
ception. Ellis Word, the American coach,
who was in the umpire's launch, expressed
himself as being thoroughly satisfied and
confident.

Lcandcr-Belgia- n Race.
The Leander-Belgia- n race was a hard

one, but not so severe as expected. The
Leanders got away with surprising rapid-
ity, at the rate of 43, and secured a bare
length's lead at the top of the island.
The Belgians soon struck a rapid gait,
and began to come up, but they could
not catch the Leanders. Off Fawloy
Court,' whlqh they did In 3:24, tho Lean-
ders were again clear. Off the Grosvenor
Club the Belgians spurted, and nearly got
up level. A splendid race home followed,
the Leanders winning by a bare length.
The Leanders finished strong, and It was
agreed that tomorrow's meeting between
the Leanders and tho Americans will be
a hard race.

COOK DISCUSSES RACE.

HENLEY, July 4. Theodore Cook, the
well-know- n Oxford oarsman, writing on
today's Henley races for the Associated
Press said:

"When Umpire Pitman gave the word

to their work with square blades, and tore
out a half-doz- en strokes before the
Thames crew had finished four. They
crowded fully 41 strokes Into the first
minute, though ttoey were far from neat,
but there was not much splashing. This,
however, mado no difference, for the
Thames crew could row only 39 and had
lost three-quarte- rs of a length by the
time the Island had been passed. The
Pennsylvanlans continued at full steam,
getting farther and farther away from
their weak adversaries. They reached
half way In 3 minutes and 40 seconds, a
time which deserves careful remembrance.
Soon after this, as the Thames men were
completely out of the hunt, the Pennsyl-
vanlans settled Into that lively paddle, at
half-stea- at 36, for which they are so
famous. It Is extremely useful to nurse
a crew which has established a good lead
and save up Its powers until they are
wanted again. But it has been seen In
these races for the last time.

"The Leander oarsmen Improved on
their previous performance and their

has not finished. But far
more important is the fact that today the
Englishmen reached Frawley no less than
six seconds faster than Pennsylvania, and
When tho two meet each other there will
not be that difference, because the Lean-
der oarsmen never get farther ahead than
they can help. The difference In pace
necessitated for the Pennsylvanlans will
have a serious effect upon the middle half-mil-e,

which hitherto has been such an
easy thing for them.

"A curious contrast to the solemn aloof-
ness of tho Pennsylvanlans, who have
never seen anything of the regatta, 1b

that Leander rowed four of their men
from the eight In the Steward's race, and
that Payne and Burnell were to have had
a third trial at 6 o'clock against the Bel-

gian pair, but were scratched. No better
contrast could be BUgge&ted of the way in
which English and American oarsmen
gain their experience and training. In tho
first race they see all they can and do
all they can. The second time they row
against the watch. We shall see the re-

sult tomorrow."
Coach Ward and Coxswain Smith.

"Some people," said Coach Ward, "won-
der why our fellows do not spend their
spare time running about Henley. We
have our work cut out for us, and until
that 13 done we do not want to spend any
more time In the Thames Valley than pos-

sible. Old Ten Eyck told me, when we
first began to talk about coming to Eng-
land, that If I kept the crew on the hill-
top, Henley is as healthy as Saratoga.

" 'Malaria,' he said, 'is a mighty good
excuse if beaten; but never say it.'

GARDNER GOT DECISION

MOFFATT'S LEFT ARM AGAIN WENT
BACK ON HIM.

Made a Rush, the Blotv Went
Wild, and His Arm Was

Dislocated.

SAN FRANCISCO, July 4. The fight be-

tween Jack Moffatt, of Chicago, and
George Gardner, of Lowell, Mass., this
afternoon, ended rather abruptly In the
third round when, for the third time, Mo-
ffatt's left arm failed. The fight up to the
third round was slightly in Gardner's
favor. In the first round he had knocked
Moffatt down with a right swing on the
jaw and Jack took the count. He got up
strong, however, and immediately landed
a hard left on Gardner's face. They
fought fast throughout' the first round.

his dressing-roo- Gardner generously
said he did not feel as If he was entitled
to the purse, and voluntarily agreed to
share it equally with Moffatt.

Today's unfortunate accident to Moffatt
will undoubtedly end his ring career.
Twice before, once In a contest with hl3

QUESTION OF THE HOUR.'

Grosvenor Says It Is tho
Franchise.

Elective

WINFIELD, Kan., July 4. Honorable
Charles H. Grosvenor, of Ohio, was the
principal speaker at the Chautauqua As-
sembly here this afternoon, addressing a
large crowd at the Park grounds. He
said In part:

"One of the results of the evolutions
which havo followed close upon, the dy-
ing hours of the old century, and which
seems to bid fair to find a fuller devel-
opment In the Northwest. Is the growth
of trusts In the business of pro-
duction In the United States. The peo-
ple of our country must learn to distin-
guish between injurious combinations and
beneficial combinations and I lay down
this proposition: So long as the managers
of two or more industrial Institutions who
have combined into one greater organiza-
tion produce the following results, no
harm can come predicated of their action

first, that tho combination employs moro
men than did the constituent members;
second, that they pay as high or higher
wage9 to employes; third, that they do
not advance to an unjust figure the pro-

ducts of their industry.
"As to expansion, the position taken by

the present administration is one in which
I heartily concur, and which I believe
to be the dominant sentiment of tho
people of the United States. I do not be-

lieve our forefathers mado a country or
attempted to make a country and de-

signed that It should be shorn of the great
powers and prerogatives Incident to a first-cla- ss

nation. With peace, the blessings
of our grand system of government will
be rapidly diffused over tho millions of
people that will bow to our flag In tho
far-aw- Orient, and America, enlarged
and glorified by her adherence to tho
great principles of equality and liberty,
and Justice to all men, will shine brighter
as one of the grand galaxy of states lis
the constellation of the world.

"The question of greatest moment to
the future of the United States and to
the people thereof has grown out of the
question of the elective franchise within
thi states of the Union. The basis of our
Government, and its admitted claim of
the right to live. Is based upon the con-

sent of the governed. The law of the
country, It seems to me, and I think
there is no dispute about that. 13 very
plain and simple. If a state of tho
South sees fit to say that the colored
man of the South shall not vote because
he Is a colored man, It has a perfect right
to do so, but such state must submit to
a reduction of representation In Conzos3
and in the electoral college. - ,

"All the glorious results have been
worked out from the first by the greatness
and glory of the education of the country,
or by the and patriotism or
the illiterate men of the country. If by
the latter, they should not be punished
for they have been true a nd patriotic.
If by the former, there is no need of
this legislation. You cannot have a dis-

franchised class in a free government
without making of that class enemies
of the government. The colored race
here has reduced tho condition of Illit-
eracy 45 per cent, and that, too. under
nil the troubles and turmoils under which
they have labored, and If left alone and
encouraged the cry of Illiteracy among
the colored men will gradually and Indeed
at last rapidly diminish."

DECLARE FOR FREE TRADE

Porto Rlcnn Assembly Unanimously
Adopted Resolution.

SAN JUAN, Porto Rl'co, July 4. In a
Joint session lasting three hours the Porto
RIcan Assembly today unanimously
passed the free-tra- resolution. The As-

sembly Hall was crowded with people,
and cheers greeted tho announcement
that Governor Allen had signed the reso-

lution. The free-trad- o resolution begins
with a preamble In which reference la
made to section 3 of the Foraker law.
The resolution then continues:

"The Porto RIcan Assembly, In active
session, and acting pursuant to the In-

structions of Congress, does hereby notify
the President of the United States that,
by virtue of the Hollander act and other
acts. It has adopted and put into opera-
tion a system of local taxation to meet
the necessities of Insular government, and
It hereby Instructs that a copy or tms
joint resolution be presented to tho Pres-dle- nt

of the United States, and it requests
that Governor Allen deliver the resolution,
to President McKInley In order that proc-
lamation may be made by him, and If It
shall seem wise and proper to the Presi-

dent of "the United States, the Assembly
requests that his proclamation be Issued
July 25. as that day Is being established
a legal Porto RIcan holiday to commem-
orate the anniversary of the coming of
tho American flag."

BRYAN ON FOURTH OF JULY

Tendency of the Times "ot Favora-
ble to a Free People.

NASHVLLLE, Tenn.. July 4. A special
from Monteagle to the Banner says:

W. J. Bryan, who arrived here today,
said in talking of the Fourth of July that
It would be a slander on those who wrote
the Declaration of Independence to say
it was promulgated as a temporary expe-
dient. He declared the Constitution and
Declaration of Independence to be Insep-
arable. Mr. Bryan said the Nation will
never outgrow the Declaration until It
forsakes the doctrine of the consent oC

the governed. The abandonment of the
Declaration, he averred, would cause us
to lose the respect of all nations, and
tho adoption of a brute force policy would
ultimately lead to the downfall of the Re-
public. Imperialism, he said, Is the logU
cal outcome of the commercial spirit, and
the country Is engaged In a war of con-
quest for no other reason than that those
In charge of the Government think the ex-

ploitation of the Philippines will prove
profitable. The tendency of the times, ho
said. Is toward the creation of an aristoc-
racy of wealth, and the relinquishment of
those virtues that are essential to tho
well-bein- g of a free and respectable peo-

ple.
