One More Reform Needed. The timely
action taken by the Chief of Police In
regard to boys shooting blank cartridges
from toy revolvers, and the use of Dewey
chasers, did much to lessen the dangers
connected with the celebration of the
Fourth, and materially mitigated the suf-
ferings of the public considerably from
such occasions. Chief McLauchlan will do
Tvell to put these nuisances on his list of
things to be banished on all such occa-
sions, and will please add to It the placing
of explosives on car tracks. Many com-

In regard to this matter. It has
been entirely overdone, and has caused
much suffering to a considerable number
of nervous persons. The powder is prob-
ably chlorate of potash, mixed with sul-
phur. Chlorate of potash is cheap stuff,
and when mixed with sulphur or with al-
most anything which will separate the
particles, a powerful explosive, not lit
to be used by thoughtless senseless or
mischievous boys. The mixture Is car-

ried around by some hoodlums in small
sacks and poured on the car tracks and
the explosion created when the car runs
over It Is enough to shock the nerves o
the strongest This mixture was used by
some boys last Fourth, but such an out-
cry was made against It that all respon-
sible druggists hav refused to sell it to
boys this year. The police will do well
to look thoroughly after any boys found
using such stuff.

One Bot Had Enough. several country
iads who had pooled their cash and In-

vested in bombs with the idea of making
a, noise In the world, came near adding
another to the list of fatal accidents yes-
terday. After tho procession was over
they selected a quiet spot on Fourth street
to explode their bombs. The breeze 'blow-
ing' put their matches out as fast as
they could light them, so they all clus-
tered around the bomb in hand and en-
deavored to form a wind break, but al-
though several burning matches were
placed against the fuse, there was no
splutter of burning powder visible to
show it had taken Are. The crowd watch-
ing expected momentarily to see the bomb
explode and paste the remains of the
boys over, the adjacent walls, but luck
was with them. Finally one of the boys
tucked the bomb under his arm and
started for the gutter, hoping to find a
more sheltered spot, but before he had
reached the curb the bomb exDloded.

S Fortunately, It did not kill the lad. but it
jolted him and knocked. the breath out
of him and scared him worse than h6
Is ever likely to be scared again. He
quit right thero and the other boy6 haa
to touch off the remainder of the bombs,
but he got his share of the noise from
a distance.

Rank Vandalism. One of the large
plate glass windows In the Fourth-stre- et

front of "Woodard, Clarke & Cq.'s drug
store, was cracked Wednesday night. As
the cost of this plate was about $150, it
was desirable that the name of the cul-
prit should be ascertained. It was found
that a group of five well-know- n society
young men had been exploding bombs
and crackers on the corner near the
broken window the evening it was broken,
and a man was found who saw one of the
gang throw a bomb against the window.
The glass being stout, only a small per-
foration "was made, but cracks spread
out from it fanwlse, and so a new plato
will be needed. As Mulvaney remarked,
"no one ever has any fun without paying
for It In some-- way," but the fun of crack-
ing plate glass windows is more ex-
pensive than most other kinds. Last year
a score of electric lamps and colored
shades used to decorate-- the front of
Woodard,. Clarke & Co.'s store, was
mashed by a hoodlum for fun. He paid
the sum of $15 for this bit of amusement,
and afterward was detected In forgery
and tried to drown himself from the
Morrison-stre- et bridge. "Fun Is fun,"
but smashing costly glass, etc., is no fun
at all.

"Wider Market Needed. Looking at
ihe crowd of saw mill employes in the
procession yesterday, a spectator re-
marked to a mill proprietor that the lum-
ber business must be flourishing here.
"The lumber business is not so prosperous
as It might be," was the reply, "owing
to overproduction and lack of markets.
We are trying, to induce the railway com-
panies to give us rates --which will let
Oregon lumber into Kansas, where there
is a vast market, now supplied from the
South, and also Into Colorado, where we
now can do -- only a little business In
special lines of lumber. If we could
have a. fair show at the lumber business
In those two states, there would be no
need of our logging camps taking a three
weeks' lay-of-f, and all connected with
the lumber business would be kept busy."

Awed bt Nude Art. A large number
of people visited the statuary hall in
the Portland Library building after the
procession was over yesterday. Many
of them were from the country and were
rather awe-strick- at the display of
the nude in art. There was no giggling,
nor laughing nor noise; all gazed with
awe and wonder on the Laocoon group,
tho wrestlers, dying gladiator, the ath-
letes, Mercury and other representations
of tho works of tho great sculptors of
ancient times, but nothing so startled
them as the statue of Venus, the most
beautiful thing In the collection, which
stands in one corner, and Is at tiroes
half hidden by an open door. There
were a number of pictures and sketches
also on exhibition, which attracted much
attention.

Captain Seld Back,
Jr., of the native-bor- n Chinese, says the
reason why his company was so few in
numbers yesterday was that most of them
are working In various salmon canneries
during the season, earning $35 per month,
and that they will all come home at the
end of the season with money enough
to pay board and tuition for some time.

NEW RECORD ON THE RIVER

The Bailer Gatzert From, The Dalles
to Portland In 4:35.

From The Dalles to Portland In 4 hours
and 35 minutes is the new record of the
steamer Bailey Gatzert, of the White Co-
llar line, made yesterday afternoon. These
aro the figures given out by Captain F.
H. Sherman and Chief Engineer Reuben
Smith. No stops wero made except the
necessary delay In getting through the
Cascade locks. The time from The Dalles
to the locks was 1 hour and 53 minutes,
and from the locks to Portland 2 hours and
42 minutes, making net running time from
The Dalles to Portland 4 hours and 35
minutes. The previous best time was 4
hours and 55 minutes, exclusive of stops.
No other steamers have approached this
record. Captain Sherman says he is con-
fident his steamer can clip 10 minutes from
yesterday's figures, but for the present
he is willing to let 4:35 stand as the low-ti-

mark. The Gat2ert was the first
steamer to make a dally round trip run
between Portland and The Dalles.

The Gatzert deviated a little from her
regular work yesterday. She carried a
large company of excursionists for the
round trip. Going up in the morning
she made her customary landings, but on
the return run she stopped nowhere ex-
cept in the locks. The day was perfect
In all respects. The river was at a com-
fortable and picturesque stage. The
matchless scenery of the Columbia Gorgo
never showed to better advantage. The
swift steamer had power to spare at
every stage of the run. Excellent serv-
ice on board made passengers at ease,
completed their happiness. An orchestra
rendered music, sprightly, patriotic and
soulful. Taken all together the excur-
sion was a poem. The heroic mountains
looked altogether different in the bright
mid-da- y sun than In the waning after-
noon, when a purple haze crept up their
sides and their shadows deepened to for-
bidding gloom. The declining sun lent the
frowning cliffs all the tints of the rain-
bow, and little rainbows played In every
cascade. The patient flshwheels forgot
that It was a holiday and kept turning
and turning, but to little purpose, ap-
parently, except to amuse and instruct
tourists.

Lyle, on the north bank of the river, had
a lively celebration, In which Iijdians
Joined with perhaps more ferver than
their paleface brethren. There was also
a celebration at Hood River. But The
Dalles, held no formal exercises this year,
though most of her citizens remained
at home. It was a good day for a ride
or the river and all the steamers were
well patronized.

SIX "WEEKS OF FOSSIL-HUXTIN- G IN
EASTERN OREGON.

Dr. John Merrlam and U. S. Geologist
T. II. Knovrlton Will Work a

Itlch' Field.

Dr. John C. Merrlam, of the, University
of California, was in Portland yesterday
on his way to the John Day Valley, where
he will spend "the next six weeks hunt-
ing for fossils In the famous rattlesnake
beds of that district. He will be accom-
panied by Professor T. H. Knowlton, of
the United States Geological Survey, who
expects to meet him at The Dalles to-
morrow. .

This Is Professor Knowlton's first trip
to the John Day country, but Dr. Mer-
rlam has visited it twice before. This
year the expedition was organized by Pro-
fessor Knpwlton, who is Interested In
collecting the leaves of fossil plants, in
which line of work he is an expert. Many
species of the sequoia are to be found
there, not the gigantae, but related spe-
cies; together with hemlock leaves and
'extinct ferns, all of which are In the terti-
ary formation. Last year a fossil flower
was discovered, which was a rare treasure
indeed.

Dr. Merrlam expects to find early forms
of the horse and the mastodon, also spe-
cies of deer and the camel, which,
strangely enough, used to range over the
hills of Eastern Oregon, together with el-

ephants, gigantic cattle, compared with
which our Texas steerswould seem quite
diminutive, and a great sloth, a grotesque
creature entirely different from any beast
now living.

Last Summer Dr. Merrlam was fortunate
enough to discover the finest fosssll of
the extinct horse that Is known. This
Is a three-toe- d foot. In constantly stand
Ing or running on the longest or middle
toes, this ancient horse, which was in size
only as large as a sheep, obtained from
his limbs the highest possible degree of
elasticity and speed, and at the same
time lost the use of the side digits, de-
veloping the one-to- type of foot which
we find in his living rejatlvps. This at
least is Dr. Merrlam's theory.

The giants of the John Day beds are
the huge elotheres, which are related
to the living hog, and rank among the
largest known mammals. The University
of California has a specimen, found at
Bridge Creek, tho skull of which measures
30 Inches In length, and this is by no
means so large as other elotheres that
once roamed over the John Day Valley.
These must have attained a length of over
10 feet and a height of alx or seven feet.
It seems odd that these Miocene boars
should have disappeared entirely from the
face of. the earth, without leaving any
direct descendants, when they were so
well able to defend themselves In the
struggle for existence.

Dr. Merrlam has given the name "Pic-
ture Gorge" to a great canyon, the most
magnificent of all those that are to be
found In the valley. It is below Dayvillo,
and in tho mouth of the canyon are pecu-
liar paintings on the face of the basaltic
rock, the work of an unknown tribe. These
pictures are In red against a black back-
ground of rock, and represent men,
strange forms of animals never seen bo-fo-re

by living man. That one which most
impressed Dr. Merrlam was a queer beast
that looked like a salamander, with a
plainly marked hammer on the end of
its tail. Another one seemed to bo an
odd combination of the paragraph sign
and the dollar sign. Professor Putnam,
the great anthropologist, who, in addition
to holding a chair at Harvard, is cura-
tor of tho American Museum of New
York, saw some of these pictures In Dr.
Merrlam's office at Berkeley, and was
greatly Interested In them. No descrip-
tion of them has ever yet appeared in
print, nor of the gorge Itself, although
this Is a subject of great Interest to the
geologist as well as to the anthropologist.

Upon being asked for his opinion as to
the origin of the men who drew these
pictures. Dr. Merrlam replied that It was
a question not yet definitely decided,
whether or not these Indians came from
Eastern Asia, or aro descendants of Pale-
olithic men, those of tho stone age, the
earliest known with but one exception.
Remains of these ancient Paleolithic men
are found scattered over Europe, particu-
larly Belgium and France; also In Asia
(India), and possibly Northern Africa.
With their bbnes, are always found flint
Implements. The theory for believing that
the American Indian is descended from
the Paleolithic man rests mainly upon the
fact that flint instruments of much tho
same type as thoso In Europe have been
found here. These differ slightly In form,
but this has been ascribed largely to a
difference In the material. The Paleo-
lithic man had a receding chin and fore-
head, and a small brain. He had pecu-
liarly large and strong back teeth, which
corresponded to our wisdom teeth, but
probably appeared earlier, whereas ours
show a tendency to come later and later in
life, or not at all.

This Paleolithic man, as said before, Is
the earliest known form of man with but
one exception, one found in the Island
of Java Pithecanthropus eractus which
some maintain is a man, others an ape.
He is evidently closely related to the
Paleolithic man.

Dr. Merrlam has asked the party from
the University of California now work-
ing In Fossil Lake, In Southern Central
Oregon, to keep a sharp lookout for any
fossils that might prove to be companion
pieces to the famous Calaveras County
skull of Bret Harte's funny poem. This
skull, It will be remembered, was found,
with Implements, In strata that are older
than that from which the Java man was
found; but the skull Is of quite recent
type", with high forehead and Implements
like those now in use among Indians. If
this Calaveras County skull can only be
proved to be authentic, 'then California
will have the oldest man in the world.

IN THE STARRY SKIES.

Mrs. Altman Points Ont the Wonders
Visible Tills Month.

At last we are to have a clear sky!
That means just now a glorious picture
of the heavens. To the southeast glows
the regal Jupiter with his dazzling white
light Close to him Is the golden colored
Saturn and these two giant planets, look-
ing just now like a pair of twins, might
well challenge the attention of all be-
holders. If Jupiter Is the largest of the
planets of our solar system, Saturn Is
the most splendid. His wonderful rings
are just now turned at an angle of 25
degrees to the line of sight, so that they
can be separated clearly when the seeing
is good. To the ancients Saturn was the
outermost planet or sentinel of our sys-
tem; to us it is the last or farthest of
the Jfianets visible to the naked eye.
Some idea of the immense distance of
these planets may be gained by comparing
their annual revolution about the sun
with ours. Our journey around the great
luminary Is completed in a year, Jupiter
requires 1176 years, and Saturn 294 years
to complete their stately march about
their central pivot. Jupiter with hl3 great
belts and mysterious red spot, whose area
exceeds that of our whole earth, has
points of analogy with our own sun.

Mars, as any one can now readily see,
Is moving eastward and will soon leave
behind the constellation Leo, In which
It has tarried all of this year. It will
continue to.be visible in the evening dur-
ing the Summer, as will bo Jupiter and
Saturn likewise.

Venus Is evening star, but quite close
to the sun as yet. It will not be diff-
icult for anyone to pick up the planet
with the naked eye about an hour after
sunset One must look close to the hori-
zon and near the sunset point On July
15 the moon will be in. conjunction with
Venus, a Deautlful eight indeed.

These planets are of absorbing interest

to us on account of close family ties, but
they are simply an infinitesimal fraction
In the starry splendor of the firmament

In. the South scintillate the fiery s,

the brilliant Splca; overhead glows
the monster sun Arcturus, radiant Vega,
and Alpha Cygnll in the famousr Northern'
Cross. Forming an isosceles triangle with
the last two, is the glowing Altalr in the
eagle. Colling between the Great Bear
(usually called the dipper) and the Little
Bear containing the North Star is the
Dragon with its gleaming eyes. And yet
no end, for there are stars every size and
color in the quaintest groups, richly
fraught with historical and mythological
lore; thero la the wonderful Milky Way
spanning the heavens with 'Its transverse
arch all bringing to us the message of
an Infinite wonderful universe, created
and sustained by the wisdom and power
of a loving God.

PUBLIC OWNERSHIP.

aiarshfleld Correspondent Sees in It
a Universal Remedy.

MARSHFIELD. July L (To the Editor.)
In The Oregonlan of June 25, In speaking

of municipal ownership and-- "publtc utili-
ties," you ask this question: "If the state
is to embark In this business, how far Is
Itto go? Where is It to stop?" There are
many now asking the question: "If the
city can furnish the water, and the Gov-
ernment can carry all the letters, and
do this within the strict bounds" of pro-
priety, why can they not go farther?" No
argument can set aside the fact that it
Is infringing upon tho domain of private
enterprise; and If. private enterprise Is
something that is too sacred for mu-
nicipalities or state to trample upon, then
the City of Portland is doing a great
wrong; and any statement that what may
be wrong In furnishing a person a ride
on a car would be right in furnishing that
person water is trying to make a distinc-
tion without a difference. I am one who
believes that the domain of individual en-
terprise should be secondary to the gen-
eral public welfare. And" If the city can
furnish water with propriety to the citi-
zen, while private enterprise has to stand
off and grow lean, where it might have
grown fat, had it not been crowded out,
then it can with propriety furnish the
citizen with a ride on the street-ca- r and
let the private enterprise business shriv-
el up.

You have asked the question In regard
to municipal and state ownership, "How
far Is it to go?" and "Where is It to
stop?" and I wish to ask the same ques-
tion In regard to private enterprise. How
far is It to go? Where Is it to stop?
We are all well aware of the fact that
of late Individual and private enterprise
has been assuming enormous proportions.
Talk around it as we may, the fact Is
still painfully apparent to millions of
people that private enterprise Is too much
like the Arab's camel that wished to
just get his head into the tent, but finally
succeeded In getting his wholo body in,
when the Arab found that there was no
longer room for himself in the tent.

Private enterprise has been putting Its
head into our governmental tent, Nation,
al, state and municipal, and crowding In
farther and farther until the question is
coming fairly up, Which Is it that must
stay out in the storm, the governing people
or the private enterprise camel?

There are millions of people who are
beginning to realize the fact that they are
on the outside, and It Is a fact that is
too pressing to be set aside by argument,
and they are beginning to ask questions.
In every Instance where private enterprise
assumes undue proportions to that extent
does the individual become dependent. So-

cial conditions and business enterprise
must under all circumstances maintain a
perfect equation; to the extent that one
side becomes plus, the other side must be
minus to "balance it. The millionaire has
a counterpart which is abject destitu-
tion. Theso facts are as unswervable as
figures. This minus quantity representing
human destitution will some time and
some place make Itself forcibly manifest,
and If judgment can control it, things
may be equalized without the shock that
usually attends the breaking up of such
unbalanced conditions. No sophistry can
set aside facts, and there are multitudes
who are asking the question, What are
we going to do? What chance is there
ahead for us and our children? That
which goes Into the coffers of the rich
corporation is hopelessly beyond their
reach, only as It is doled out at the whim
of the rich man. Their actual needs are
not considered at all in the matter. In
state and municipal ownership they see
more chance for themselves. The small
business man who is crowded out is still
In existence, and he is left with little
Indeed ahead to encourage him. To turn
his energies into some other channel that
Is already over-ful- l, and one In which he
has had no experience, there Is nothing
but poor success at best for him In view,
and he is looking towards state and mu-
nicipal ownership, as he feels that some-
how and somewhere there has be"en an
Injustice done tp him. That there is work
and opportunity for all Is ncH believed
by the capitalists who own file mines and
factories, for in the case of a strike they
fully expect to find a sufficient volume of
unemployed men to take the places of the
strikers, and all they as.k-- Is to be let
alone and they will go right on with their
business, something they could not do If
everybody was employed. It is these
people whom the large business has
stranded high on the shore and left as
simple wreckage. It Is these people whom
the machine has displaced, and who stand
ready to fill up the place made vacant
by the striker, that are looking toward
state and municipal ownership. They are
not a partisan proposition, they are a
fact, and a fact that will have to be reck-
oned with In the near future. The Ideas
of state and municipal 'ownership that
many cf them entertain are very vague,
and the fancy picture of shorter hours and
bigger wages would be very hard to carry
out In fact until there is a wiser genera-tlo- n

born, yet it is a proposition that is
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forcing Itself upon them from the fact of
the unsatisfactory conditions by whlcn
they find themselves now surrounded.
