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TAX PENALTY IS ILLEGAL

DECISION OP JUDGE M'BRIDE AT
ASTORIA.

Oregon ConntlcK Arc Not Entitled to
Collect Three Per Cent From

Delinquents.

ASTORIA, July 5. Judge McBrlde, of
the Circuit Court, today handed down
some decisions In connection with tax
matters that are of special interest to
every county in the date. They were in
the case of C. W. Shlvely vs. Clatsop
County, a suit brought to set aside the
tax on certain property on the grounds
that It had been erroneously assessed.
Several days ago the case "was decided in
favor of the defendant, the court holding
that the county was not responsible for
an alleged error of the Assessor, but
3ater a rehearing was granted on certain
points. Among the questions brought up
at the rehearing were the constitutionality
of the act under which the special tax
levy for the construction of the Young's
Bay bridge was made, and whether the
warrants drawn In payment for the con-
struction of this bridge should be consid-
ered In the county's limit of Indebtedness
bs fixed by law. The court held that the
act under which the levy "was made was
constitutional and that the limit of in-

debtedness did not apply to the warrants
drawn on this special fund. The Judge
however, modified his former decree In
the case at Issue by ruling that the 3
per cent penalty which the county has
been collecting on delinquent taxes and
khe $1 50 heretofore charged for levying
jrera Illegal and could not be collected.

GOT CASK FOR ITS CAXXEIIT.

Astoria Concern Toot No Stock In
Oaflroy Syndicate.

ASTORIA, July 6. Private advices re-
ceived from New York indicate that the
Alaska Fishermen's Packing Company,
the headquarters of which are in this
city, Ib, with the exception of the "Western
IFisheries Company, of Portland, the only
concern which sold Its salmon cannery
to the Onffroy combine strictly for cash.
This company was organized here about
Ithree yeart ago with a capital stock of
$70,000, and the sale was made for $200,-0-

cash. Besides this amount the com-
bine must pay about $130,000 for sup-
plies which have been sent to Alaska for
'this season's operations. Before the deal
was made the company made an offer
)of $150,000 cash, $100,000 In preferred stock
and $50,000 in common stock. This
'offer was refused. The plant is
located on Nushagak River, Bristol Bay,
and last season packed 43,000 cases of sal-
mon. The other company having head-
quarters here and whose cannery has been
acquired by the combine is the Taku
Packing Company. Its capital stock is
320,000 and the sale price is $60,000. How
much of this Is stock Is not known locally.

Run of Fish Increasing:.
. The run of fish for the past 24 hours
Ihas continued to Increase until now a nor-
mal June run. In both size and quality,
'is In progress. The glllnctters are doing
quite well for the first time this season,
as up to the first of Jul yonly about a
iquarter of the usual catch had been made.
The seiners are also doing quite well, as
'are the trappers.

SORTHWEST IiAXD FRAUDS.

Government "Will Make Investiga-
tions in Idaho and Montana.

NEW YORK. July 5. A special to the
Tribune from Washington says:

News continues .to reach the InteriorDepartment of an extensive system of
land frauds In the Northwest. Thus far
the revelations are confined almost wholly
to Montana and Idaho. Interior Depart-
ment officials are Inclined to believe from
the extent of the alleged frauds and the
apparent system under which they have
been perpetrated that they are not con-
fined to that area. Only a few days ago
Secretary Hitchcock was Informed of the
finding of 102 indictments by the Federal
Grand Jury at Helena, Mont., against
perpetrators of alleged land frauds in
Montana, and he received a telegram
saying the Federal grand jury in Idaho
bad returned 90 indictments for the same
offense.

The Montana cases are connected with
the transaction by which United States
Senator Clark has obtained possession
of about 4000 acres of the public domain
and timber land In that state. It appears
that Senator Clark purchased this prop-
erty outright from a group of men In
Montana. It Is not known who is the
central figure In the alleged frauds In
Idaho. Secretary Hitchcock, however, has
determined to institute-th- e most searching
and unsparing investigation into all these
cases, as he is now doing in Montana. In
order to expedite the Inquiry it is prob-
able that he will soon order an Investiga-
tion made In regard to the operations of
the public land offices, both in Idaho and
Montana. It Is Intimated that he cannot
understand how such extensive frauds
against the Government could have been
committed if the officials charged with
protecting the public interests had been
duly vigilant In the discharge of their
duties. The result of his Investigations
may be a wholesale decapitation of Fed-
eral appointees.

The Secretary has Instructed agents and
experts in Montana to prosecute a rigid
inquiry, and he will send agents from
"Washington to Idaho to perform a sim-
ilar work. It Is reported that

Carter has telegraphed to the
President a long message requesting that
no further action be taken in the Mon-
tana investigation until he can be heard
In behalf of the officials the Secretary of
the Interior is supposed to be after.

Frauds Not Known About in Idaho.
BOISE, Idaho, July 5. There have been

no land fraud Indictments returned In
this state. State and Federal officials say
they know nothing of any such indict-
ments, and state no cases are In course of
preparation.

All Sherman County Joined In In-

dependence Day Exercises.
MORO, July 5. The towns of Sherman

County united here yesterday in a great
celebration. About 2500 people were In
Moro. Special trains came from "Wasco,
Grass Valley and Shaniko. The proces-
sion was headed by Indians on ponies,
and following them came a liberty car
drawn by a traction engine, with various
organizations in line. It was well de-
signed to illustrate the change from early
aboriginal days to the present progres-
sive time. The local band furnished ex-
ceptionally good music. "W. H. Moore
was marshal, and J. M. Parry president
of 'the day. The day' exercises were
held In a new warehouse, 60x150 feet,
which had been seated for the occasion.
A double quartet sang patriotic airs. The
declaration of Independence was recited
by Miss Llllle Martin, and "Willis S. Dunl-wa- y,

of Portland, delivered the oration,
which was along new lines and received
generous applause.

In the afternoon a baby show was held,
and later there were foot races, horse
races, and a baseball game between Moro
and Wasco nines, which was won by the
latter team in an exciting finish. A grand
ball In the evening, with 140 couples on
the floor, ended tfoe day's festivities.

EXPLANATION DON'T EXPLAIN.

Lawyer on Rogers Statement About
Women Commissioners to Buffalo.
VANCOUVER, Wash., July

has given out a statement to the
press of and Washington, in which
he asserts that the women commissioners
to fhe Buffalo exposition were appointed
by the director of the fair upoh his rec-
ommendation; that the commissioners
were never appointed by him, and with
the failure of the Legislature to recognize
them the matter rested. Mrs. M. L. T.
Hidden, of Vancouver, was one of these
commissioners, and since the Governor has
given out his statement, has made public,
the following letter:

"Olympln, June 27. Mrs. M. L. T. Hid-
den, Vancouver, Wash. My Dear Madam:
I send enclosed a short statement which
my secretary has given to the Seattle
Times for publication. I wish, in this
connection, to assure you that nothing has
emanated from the Governor's office to
discredit your position in connection with
the Exposition. I had sup-
posed, and In fact It was the general sup-
position throughout the state, that the
Legislature would recognize your claims
and make provision for yourself and Mrs.
Barr by a legislative appropriation. When
the' Legislature refused, to make
appropriation you were left In the lurch,
not, however, with my countenance or as-
sistance. I am sorry that matters have
turned out as tfhey have, and yet for the
present there seems no remedy."

Allen Weir, who represented Mrs. Barr In
the courts in the fight which she and Mrs.
Hidden made for recognition by jthe state,
gives out the following statement in the
Interest of his client:

"The foregoing letter, and the
given out by the Governor, fhe latter say
Ing the Legislature 'refused to recognize
the ladles," seem to be strange contribu-
tions to current literature. As a matter
of fact, the Legislature did make ample
provision for Mrs. Barr and Mrs. Hidden,
providing in speclflo terms that their ex-
penses should be paid out of the $25,000
appropriation carried In the law. This pro-
vision was the subject of litigation, and
the Superior Court of Thurston County
and the Supreme Court of the state both
sustained the rights of the women there-
under. the special session of the Leg-
islature that portion of the law re-
pealed, apparently at the express request
or demand of the Governor. The repealing
act was promptly approved by the Execu-
tive a few hours after it was delivered at
his office. I am reliably Informed that
when the repealing act was pending on

PLANS OF RAISIN ASSOCIATION.

President Kearney Discusses Them
Outlook for the Crop.

NEW YORK. July 5. The Journal of
Commerce says:

Theodore M. Kearney, president of the
California Raisin-Grower- s' Association,
sailed on the French line steanier La
Champagne today for Europe to seek
the benefits of the baths at Homburg.
He expects to return about the middle of
August. Before sailing he gave the fol-
lowing Information regarding the plans of
his association, the supply of raisins and
the prospective demand:

"We had a large crop of ralElns last
year, and did not succeed in selling the
whole of the crop. When the holiday
trade was over, we had 1500 carloads un-
sold of the 4000 carloads raised. This
year there Is, of all sorts, about SOO cars
for the trade to take over. To sum It up,
the carry-ove- r will be .cleaned up before
the new crop Comes In.

"There has been some talk about the
Raisin Association and Prune Associa-
tion not being legally strong. Several
suits were brought by the Prune Associa-
tion people and the courts decided against
them. There has been none brought by
the Raisin-Grower- s' Association that we
have lost, because we understand the
contract better than the prune people and
have therefore conducted our legal affairs
In a more successful manner. But the
Idea has gone abroad that the growers
are not bound by the arrangement, the
Prune Association contract being the
same as the raisin contract, and wo have
determined to get up a new arrange-
ment and we are now asking our grow-
ers to sign leases. Every grower must
lease his property to the association. The
papers have been prepared, and we have
Incorporated under the laws of New Jer-
sey instead of under the laws of Cali-
fornia, and within .the next 60 days I ex-
pect to have the crop secured by lease.
In fact, under the new arrangement, the
association will be the producer and the
grower will simply be an employe. The
association will be the owner of the crop.
We are making a canvass for signatures
to these papers, and by September 1 I
believe all will have signed.

"Last year there was an exceptionally
large crop, owing to the unusually dry
weather. The season was so favorable
that nearly every grower cured his crop
instead of selling any to the wineries.
I do not look for another such crop again
for many years! The winery people are
short of muscat wine, and as they could
get no grapes to make muscat brandy, the
price of that brandy has dpubled In the
last three months. They have been run-
ning on stocks of previous years as we
have turned all our grapes into raisins
instead of selling a portion to the winer-
ies for brandy and wine purposes. This
year, however, there is a great shortage
in the wine crop of the state, owing to
frosts. The result will be that few Sul-
tana or Thompson seedless grapes will be
turned Into raisins, as the crop can be
used for wine purposes. I expect liberal
offers for some of our muscat crop of
grapes from the wineries. This will also
reduce the quantity that can be made Into
raisins the coming season. I think, there-
fore, that there will be only a moderate
crop of raisins to be made this year. This
year's crop has been considerably hurt
by frosts, so the yield will not be any
more than an average one this season."

ard In both quantity and quality. The
shipments of these fruits will begin about
the latter part of August. A quantity
of fruit will be dried here this season,
and the fruit driers are being made ready
for a large business. The principal ship-
ments will consist of apples and pears.

Rogue River apples find a ready mar-
ket, at top prices, in all the principal
cities of the United States and Europe.
Apples from Olwell Bros.' orchard two
and one-ha- lf miles frqm Medford. near
Central Point, commanded the highest
price paid for that fruit In the world
last season.

Remedy for Black Spat.
State Horticultural Commissioner A.

von Holdetbek has demonstrated after j

a series of experiments In Thurston
County that the dreaded black spot, on
of the most disastrous of fruit pests in
thlB state, can be effectively eradicated.
The remedy is so simple that it seerris
almost absurd that the farmers have per-
mitted their orchards to be ruined for
nearly 10 years by the pest. The means
by which the pest may be killed Is to
sprinkle lime on the soil, which In the
localities where black spot is prevalent
does not contain a sufficient percentace
of potash. The contact of the lime with
the soil produces a' chemical result that
establishes a nourishment which has here-
tofore been lacking.

Payment on Option for Light Plant.
SAN FRANCISCO. July 5. It Is stated

on reliable authority that an Eastern
syndicate has made a first payment of
$20,000 on an option for the. properties of
the Equitable Gaslight and tho Central
Light & Power Companies of this city,
which are closely allied corporations. The
deal may Involve more than $1,000,000. The
syndicate Is represented by William G.
Payne, president of the Newport News,
Va., Gas Company. He is quoted as say-
ing that the buyers of the Central and
Equitable are prepared to enlarge the
plants and extend the territory, and, if
necessary, to carry on a prolonged fight
to obtain complete control of the local
light and power situation.

Gray's Harbor Logging: Situation.
