DR. T. L. ELIOT MAKES A REPORT
OF OBSEBVATIONS.

Loeal Application Mnde of Polnts
Gathered In the Easj—Keeper
for Hollnday Park.

At the monthly meeting of the Park
Commissioners yesterday, Dr. T. L, Ellot,
who has recently studled park situntiohs
in the East, read the following report:

In pursustnce of & resoiution passed in your
meeting of March, 19801, asking for sush In-
formation concernlng parks as might be oo-
tajned during a brief visit in the Esatera
siates, the undersigned has to report that nhe
inspectsd park systemis in leading clties, no-
tably Washington, FPhiladelphia, Boston and
8t. Louwis. In the case of Doston ihere were
excoptiont]l ppportunities of stddying tbhe lils-
tory and methods of crganisation. The Boston
sysiem s what ia known as the metropolitan
parks, smbracing some 37 towns and clties,
and involving, during the past 20 years, a very
large expenditure, chiefty for the purchase of
fnew unoccupled lands, or the establishment nf
Ereal reservations nlong the ses shores north
and south of the metropolitan district.

An lomructive fact Ia the vasly Increassd
betterment of private property adjucent to ali
improvements by boulevaris or reserves. Tha
system as now constituted is one of the best
in the world, and s characterized by (1) large
bodies of hilly land, more or less wooled: (D)
fen lands or low marsher, and (F) tracts con-
tiguous to the ses or rivers snd brooks empty-
Ing into Mamachusetts Bay, These, with the
older ocultivated parks already existidy, and
extensive Itnes of approaches -or boulevards,
uniting the whele system. constitute (he pres-
ent metropolitan parks

The most intoresting feature of the system
1s the parking of the shores of the rivers and
brocks. In this way & narrow sirip Is e
served on each side of the water run and the
river ar brook border i beautified and broad
roadways, driving and cycle pathe, for many
wiles, follow the windings of the stream. The
expense of acquiring these properiles in so old
# community alomg the rivers and ponds has
besnn very great, but the remalning propertion
fropting thereon have increassd enormonsly
in values, and have In many instances oeen
tazed for the Improvement

Thoe commission has beon bending its efforts
supramely for the past 10 years to acquist-
tien of thess sea shore and riparian tracis, ana
of the lasge mountaln ressrves, bDecaute uwn-
ership by the publlc at this time could be
obtatned at mo much less cost than in tae
future; And delays would mean lrreparable
losses 1o the publie, In forest destruction or
private esxploitations

The extent of the system may be Judged
from the faoct that it includes besides 24 prin-
cipal reservations, some 20 smailer parka,
tndividual squares, open spaces and fslds,
fmcluded in an inbabited district of perhape
1,000,000 people. The cost of all this, Incloding
expenditures of the City of Boston proper,
end other municipalitiss, has besn some $20,-
000,600, Ome of the most conspicuous uesful
parks Is that known as Revers Beach. The
city provides an extensive bathing plant. whien
ia self-supporiing from the fees for the Indi-
vidusl bath houses. The shore I8 open ana
tmproved for six miles, and as many as 128,.-
000 people have sometimes visited the beach in
a sipgle day. When It is known thal & mare
hapdful of pfficiala &nd police suffice to main-
tain the rules and order, it will bo seen what
an Immefiss bemefit i8 done the public, and
how great an element of good willl and harmony
Intelligent park ayslems promote.

Dr Ellot was tendered a vote of thanks
by his fellow Commissioners for the
trouble he has taken In looking up de-
talts for their information, The Ideas

ed In the report met with their
approbation.

nle partles, stands, tenty or booths will
hereafter be prohibited In accordance
with & resclution adopted. Carpet-beating
and the dumping of rubblish must also
be stopped. The resolution takes In ev-
ery park In the city,

A keeper is to be employed at Holla-
day Park for the purpose of trimming
up the shrubbery, and he will also act as
watchman, with police powers, from 10
in the morning untll 10 o'clock at night.
Some wortfy person living close by will
be glven the sltuation,

The Park Superintendent was author-
jzed to put A man at work in Macleay
Park, whose duty will be to burn the
useless brush and clean up the debris, In
order to maks that hitherto neglected
tract more presentable for visitors, A
few paths through the woods are also In
contemplation.

The question of new cement walks for
the Plaza blocks was discussed, but no
conclusfon was reached. The board s
unanimously in favor of the cement side-
walks, but the matter of expense is some-
what in the way and the City Counetl
will be asked to pay part of It

New BHears for the City Park.
