WAR IX SOUTHWEST RATES.
Santa Fe Makes Big: Reduction to

Meet Secret Cutting.
CHICAGO,-Jul- y 5. A rate fight of lib-

eral proportions Is 'on" among tne trunk,
lines operating between 'Chicago and Mis-
souri River centers. For several weeks
there has been widespread, though secret,
manipulation of rates on all classes of
freight in this territory, but there had
been no open rupture between any of the
roads until today. When it became evi-
dent that peace could not be restored ex-
cept by some drastic action, officers of
several of the roads began to plan open
reductions in tariffs. The Santa Fe was
the first to act, and today came out with
an announcement that it would put In a
scale of rates, effective July 15, between
this city and Southwestern Missouri River
points that would awake the secret rate-cutt- ers

to a realization of the situation.
The rates promulgated by the Santa Fe
average reductions of from 30 to 40, and In
some cases 50 per cent below the present-price- d

tariffs.
It is believed that the actlbn of the

Santa Fe will be followed by similar an-
nouncements by all competitors, and that
the cuts are Intended to bring the long-
standing secret fight for business to a
head and force the lines that have been
out of the pool to become members. W.
B. BIddle, freight traffic manager of the
Santa Fe, discussing the cut in rates, said:

"In making a reduction In rates we are
only doing what most of our competitors
have been doing secretly for many weeks.
Our traffic between Kansas City and Chi-
cago has been decreasing week by week,
until it is now only 4 or 5 per cent of the
total traffic between these points, while
one of the weakest lines is carrying over
16 per cent Such a condition of affairs
could only be caused by secret rate-cutti-

by our competitors. To stop such
business we determined to make a whole-
sale reduction in rates openly. If this
reduction proves to be Insufficient to stop
secret rate-cuttin- g, we will openly make
another big one. A soon as we are given
satisfactory assurance that all our com-
petitors will maintain reasonablo rates we
will advance ours to a normal basis, but
not before then."

Leaves Steam Railroad for Trolley.
SAN FRANCISCO, July 5. Epes Ran-

dolph, superintendent of the Southern
Pacific Company at Tucson, has tendered
"his resignation, to take place at the end
of the present month. He has been of-

fered the management of the Huntington
Electrical Railroad interests In Southern
California, and will accept the responsi-
bility.

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SHE SAYS YOUNG IS BAD

CHRISTIANIZED CHINAMAN'S EX-WI- FE

ON STAND.

"He Is a Blasphemer and Idolater"
Contest Over Child to Be De-

cided Tuesday Morning.

Evidence upon the peUtion of Rev.
Charles A. Nutley and his wife to be
allowed to adopt the foster child of C. B.
Young, a Christianized Chinaman, was
completed before Judge Cake in the Coun-
ty Court yesterday, and the court an-
nounced that its decision would be ren-
dered Tuesday morning. "From questions
asked by the court, the representatives of
the Boys' and Girls' Aid Society believe
that the petition of Mr. Nutley will be de-
nied and the child remanded to the cus-tod- y

of the society until It can be adopted
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MAY YOUNG, THE SUBJECT OF THE CONTEST.

by people, whom Superin-
tendent Gardner testified yes'terday were
willing to take the child and bring it up
properly.

As stated in Wednesday's Oregonian,
the Aid Society and other charitable peo-
ple have opposed the adoption of the child
by Mr. Nutley on the ground that he is a
strong fnend of Young, and that he is
acting for Young In the adoption proceed-
ings. They assert that in the Nutley
home the child will practically be under
Young's domination, and that he will con-

tribute almost solely to Its support More-
over, it is alleged that Mr. Nutley's finan-
cial status is such that, he cannot prop-
erly caro for the child without assist-
ance from Young.

In support of the first contention, Miss
Maymie Byles, Young's divorced white
wife, was the principal witness called
yesterday. In answer to questions she
told the court that she had been a mis-
sionary, and the inference was left that
she had met her Chinese husband while
engaged in mission work. She detailed
the circumstances of the adoption' of the
child by herself and husband, and how
the child had been left in the care of
the Turnet family subsequent to their di-

vorce. The witness tried to tell the court
the story of her alleged inhuman treat-
ment by Young, but was not permitted to
do so.

"Is a Terrible Character."
Miss Byles then went on to declare her

opposition to the adoption of the child
by Nutley, saying that Young's Influence
would predominate In its bringing up. She

411
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said Nutley had tried to induce her to
live with Young after she' left him. Then
Attorney Gatens, who represented' the Aid
Society, asked:

"What kind of a man is Young?"
"Oh, sir," was the reply of the witness,

"he is a very terrible character. More
than that, he tries to cover up his wick-
edness "

"Well, what particularly bad thing has
he been guilty of?"

"He is a blasphemer, an idolater and a
notorious character," replied the witness
in a sort of horror-strick- en tone. "He
drove us out of-th- e house with a revol-
ver."

"We object to this line of testimony,"
Interposed Judge Carey, who appeared for
the petitioner, "unless it is for the pur-
pose of showing Young's possible future
Influence upon the child, and the fact that
he will have any such Influence has not
been shown."

Judge Cake sustained the objection, but
Attorney Gatens evidently did not hear his
ruling, for his mext question was:

"Miss Byles, while you 'were Young's
wife, did he ever try to teach you to
sraoko opium or use Chinese drugs?"

This' question was also ruled out, and
Judge Carey took the witness In hand,

"illss Byles, what ground have you for

saying that Tcung Intends ultimately to
lead this child Into a life of shame?" he
asked.

"Well, he told me that a Chinaman said

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) to him: 'Young, that girl will be worth
$1000 to you some day, " said Miss Byles.

"Is that the only ground?"
The witness hesitated a moment, and

confessed that it was. In answer to ques-
tions propounded by Judge Cake she
stated that one of her main objections to
the child's adoption by Nutley was that
in tho University Park community, where
Nutley lives, the fact of the child's for-
mer adoption by a Chinaman would be
constantly ''thrown up to It."

"It would' be under Young's Influence
and control," she said, "and would suffer
the same agony that I have suffered."

Mrs. Bristow, who lives at Willamette
Station, was the next witness. She avowed
her willingness to adopt the child, and
said the Turners had let her keep it a
week, when their daughter oame after it
one night and said Young was coming to
the house and would want to see the child.

In answer to a question by Judge Cake,
Mrs. Bristow admitted that it never oc-

curred to her that the child would be

to show that Young was in the habit of
calling at the Nutley home, and then Su-
perintendent Gardner took the stand

Gardner Tarns the Tide.
Mr. Gardner spent most of his time on

the stand In a statement to the court of
his belief that the child should not be
turned over to Nutley. He was very earn-
est! and it was evident that his remarks
created an Impression.

"I am not here to eay that Mr. Nutley
is not a good man," he said, "but I object
to his being given the child for two rea-
sons. In the first place a man In his
financial condition, as testified to by him.
self," and having four children of his own,
is not able to give the child proper at-
tention, without contributions from this
man Young. Irrespective of that, how-
ever, I feel that the child should be taken
away from Its present surroundings in
University Park, and placed somewhere
where its past history. Its adoption by a
Chinaman, and the subsequent divorce of
that Chinaman from his white wife, are
unknown. A man and his wife, possessing
Independent means, and residing outside
of Portland, have expressed a desire to
adopt the child, and I believe that they
should be given the opportunity to do bo."

This statement of Mr. Gardner seemed
to impress the 'court for, turning to Judge
Carey, he asked if this would not be the
proper solution of the problem. Judge
Carey replied that he was not prepared
to say that it would not be, and then he

continued to argue Jn favor of Mr. Nut-
ley's good intentions, and of' his genuine
desire to subserve the welfare of the child
by adopting it. Then Judge Carey turned
to Mr. Gardner and asked:

"Mr. Gardner, are you not very much
prejudiced against the Chlnese'on account
of their color?"

"No, sir," was the quick reply, "butI am opposed to their raising white chil-
dren."

"You would object, then, to their con-
tributing money to the support of a white
child under any circumstances T'

"No, sir; I have no objection to their
contributing money to the Baby Home or
our society. My objection is to their as-
sociating with or influencing the rearing
of white children."

Mrs. L. W. SItton was called as a wit-
ness and testified that to the best of her
belief the child's father was living in East
Portland. She detailed some of the cir-
cumstances surrounding he child's birth.
Mrs. SItton expressed herself as very
strongly opposed to the adoption of the
child by Mr. Nutley on the ground of
the latter's friendship for Young;

"Mrs. SItton," (queried Judge Cake,
"don't you think tie best interests of ihis
child would bft suhaarvari "hv rwinvtn If

( from its present surroundings and placing

T it where its previous history is not
known?"

Mrs. SItton replied In the affirmative.
F. E. Beach, a witness on behalf of Mr.

Nutley, was called, and swore that to his
mind the best thing to do was to give the
child to the minister. Judge Cake pro-
pounded 'the same question to him that
he did to Mrs. SItton, but the witness re-
fused to admit that any other person
could do as well with the child as Mr.
Nutley.

"I don't know whero you could find a
better home than Mr. Nutley's," remarked
the witness, whereat some of tho women
present laughed.

In the proceedings, Mr. Nutley himself
was called, and was asked by Mr. Gatens
whether he had not applied to the Baptist
Mission Board for aid fon his church,
and whether the board had not refused to
help him. He replied in the affirmative.

At the conclusion of the evidence the
court announced that his decision would
be rendered Tuesday.

STEEL BRIDGE ENDANGERED

Crowds From the Flrevrorks Started
the Structure to Swinging:.

The steel bridge had the biggest crowd
on Its deck at one time Thursday night
that has been known in its history, and
several officers were needed to guard
against accidents. People went over from
the West Side in squads to view the fire-
works, and so their passing over the
bridge was not noticed. When the enter-
tainment was over, however, 10,000 struck
out for tho bridge in a body and when
the vanguard got part way across, the
deck began swinging like a hammock,
and many were badly scared. The gates
were closed at this Juncture, by order of
the police, and the structure settled down
to Its usual stillness when the crowd
.stopped. Great care was exercised to
prevent a recurrence of the swaying mo-
tion, and accident was thus averted.

"The steel bridge," according to a bridge
official of experience In the city, "Is a
top-hea- vy structure set In deep water, the
depth of the river at its eastern pier be-

ing 78 feet Thus the swinging tread of
several hundred persons is likely to start
the huge steel trusses to swinging and
this causes the pillars to rock on their
foundations. If the Willamette River
should go dry, the length of these pil-

lars could be seen, but so long as the
structure sets so close to the water Its
height from the bed of the river Is not
realized.

"The last time it took to swinging was
when Coxey's army crossed it, several
years ago. These fellows Insisted on keep-
ing step, which made matters so much
worse. The gateman expostulated with
them, and tried to break the regularity
of their pace, but could do nothing with
them. They were bound for Washington
City, and cared not for consequences."

The other three bridges were not patron-
ized to the extent of the steel bridge
Thursday night, and so there was no com-

motion on them. The police authorities
had some fear of accident previous to
setting off the fireworks, and so squads
of officers assisted the gatekeepers in
handling the sightseers and thus prevent-
ed disaster.

NOTED DETECTIVE.

Takes George Broolcs Back: to An-

swer for Larceny.
Sergeant of Detectives Byan, of San

Francisco, left Portland Thursday night
with George Brooks, alias Russell and
Walker, to answer a charge of larceny
in San Francisco in having stolen about
$40 worth of Jewelry from Mrs. Johnstone,
whose husband Is Chief of Police at Cal-

cutta, India. Brooks was boarding at
Mrs. Johnstone's house, and one evening
when she was out It Is charged that he
stole tho Jewelry and took Mrs. John-
stone's marriage license and her chil-
dren's birth certificates and placed them
under the kitchen sink.

Sergeant Ryan is one of the best-kno-

police officials In San Francisco, and a
Portland detective who knows him well
says: ,

"Sergeant Ryan and his companion. De-
tective O'Day, have probably recovered
more stolen property and restored 'the
same to the owners than any other two
officers in San Francisco. Ryan arrested
tho famous 'Kid Donnelly for highway
robbery, and It was principally through
Ryan's evidence that Donnelly was sen-
tenced to 40 years' imprisonment He
also arrested Collins, the Seattle bank-robbe- r,

and Collins was sentenced to 10
years in jail. He also caught Cherlgano,
the Italian burglar, and Lowell, the house-
breaker, and recovered $5000 of the prop-
erty they got away with. These are only
a few of Ryan's recent arrests."

SELLWOOD FRUIT CANNERY

Sub-Boa- rd of Trade Decides to In-
corporate for 910,000.

At a meeting of the Sellwood Sub-Boa- rd

of Trade last night It was decided to go
ahead with the incorporation of the City
View Canning Company. The capital
stock was placed at $10,000, and the shares
at $10 each. Stock subscriptions amount-
ing to $3360 were reported. To this amount
Is to be added $1350 of the stove foundry
bonus, making a total of $4700. .

President D. M. Donaugh presided, and
after routine business the cannery en-
terprise was taken up. Mr. Donaugh
urged its Importance. He said a wide
fruitgrowing district is Interested, and
he wanted the company organized and
moving. J. W. NIckum, W. E. Wills and
A. M. Spreckelmler, of the company, said
they had no doubt that the full amount
would be raised. A. F. Miller, master of
the Evening Star Grange, said that the
fruitgrowers of Mount Tabor, Mount Scott
and Harmony districts are anxious for
the cannery to be started. He had no
doubt that the fruitgrowers would sub-
scribe liberally to the stock, as most of
them are in good circumstances.

President Donaugh was authorized to
draw up the articles of Incorporation. The
committee which is soliciting for sub-
scriptions was instructed to continue its
work. A committee was appointed to co-

operate with Woodstock In securing the
opening of a wagon road through that
district, so as to tap the Mount Tabor
district. Steps will be taken to open a
road to the fruit district at Mount Scott
and Harmony.

At an enthusiastic meeting of the Alblna
sub-boar- d, held at MIssisslppl-avenu- e engi-

ne-house last night. President M. E.
Thompson presiding, steps were taken to-

ward the widening of Vancouver avenue
to 70. feet between Morris and Alberta
streets. A map of the "street has been
prepared, together with the names of
property-owne- rs affected. A petition was
shown at the meeting, and the Intention
Is to proceed with its circulation at once.
A number of the property-owne- rs were
present and the talks were all favorable
to the widening. The avenue Is in a bad
condition between the streets named. Por-
tions of the street are 40 feet wide and
others 60 feet The county will take up
the Improvement of the avenue north
from Alberta street The object is finally
to secure the full Improvement of tho
widened avenue, and "provide it with a
cycle path.

J. C. Miller and W. Elliot were appoint-
ed by the board to look after the construc-
tion of the Beech-stre- et sewer system,
jointly with the official Inspector, and
see that a first-cla- job Is done. A com-
mittee on laterals was appointed.

The construction of
this span is considered a noteworthy
achievement In both a mechanical and
electrical engineering sense.

IN THE SEVERAL COURTS.

Suit Between Men Who Cannot Dis-
solve Partnership Amicably.

Henry L. Stephenson yesterday filed
suit in the State Circuit Court against
James D. Hennessy for a partnership ac-
counting In the general merchandise busi-
ness conducted by them at 193-1- Front
street, and for the appointment of a re-
ceiver. Judge Frazer issued an order for
the defendant to appear this morning at
10 o'clock and show cause why a receiver
should not be appointed.

It is set forth in the complaint that the
partnership was formed November 1, 1897.
and by reason of the superior skill of
Hennessy In' the matter of bookkeeping
it was agreed that he should devote his
time to keeping the accounts, which he
promised to do In a proper manner, but
it Is alleged that he neglected to do so.
Stephenson, it is stated, became dissat-
isfied with Hennessy's system of book-
keeping, and his failure Intelligently or
correctly to keep or report the condi-
tions of the partnership affairs, and when
Stephenson repeatedly remonstrated and
proposed to employ a clerk to do tho
work, Hennessy objected and continued
to keep the accounts In a confused man-
ner. It Is alleged that on June 28, 1901,
Stephenson, being thoroughly convinced
that his partner had grossly mlskept the
books, told him so and notified him that
the partnership was dissolved, and pub-
lished a notice to that effect in The Ore-
gonian. Tho partners cannot agree as to
a division of the assets, henco tho suit

Petition in Bankruptcy.
A petition was filed in tho United States

Court yesterday by Hugh Fields, C. J.
Howe and A. L. Bennett, of Brownsville,
asking that the Eagle Woolen Mills Com-
pany, of Brownsville, be adjudged bank-
rupt Petitioners allege that the com-
pany Is unable to pay its debts and has
committed an act of bankruptcy by. ac-
knowledging this fact, and that the Sheriff
of Linn County is about to sell the prop-
erty of the company to satisfy a Judg-
ment, and that suits have already been
begun against the company by several
parties to recover money due them.
