Steel Company, snd General Manager 1
W. Jenks, of the Hoop Company, have
been met with the response that there
Was no change and nothing to be given
out. The Amalgamated people say that
aothing has been suld to them of any
plan for mediation or arbltration, and
that they will continue to ecarry out thelr
Programme as originally announced,

The closing down_of the Clark mill and
of the Monessen sheet mill are looked
Gpon as teliing vietories and an almost
compliete tie-0p of the three companies In
the district. But one tin mill, that at
Monessen, and one sheet mill, at Duncan-
wille; remain at work.

The fact that the National Tube men
(non-unitm) rteeeived a  s=ubstantial ad-
vance In wages yesterday has caused dis-
content. among the unlon men employed
by the National Tube Company at thelr
Secgud-avenus plant and &t the Republie
mll} on the South Side., The men here
think they are entitled to 4 similar In-
crease. To consider the matter, meot-
ings were held fonight on theé South Slde,
and it l» sald a demand will be made.
The following telegram was recelved tro-
night:

“Wellsville, Jualy
rollicg mill will be run, and it will
run nou-union. It will wiart to-
morrow. If 1t could pot be Tun
nep-union, It fever wonld be run at afl’
Thie statement was made by P. F, Bmith,
of Pittsburg, dikiriot manager for the
Amaerican Bheet Company. He was here
this morning and made an address to the
sirtking milimen. He tald them they bad
no grievance; that they had been well
cured for in the past, and would be In the
foture. The announcement that the mill
would be started tomorrow, and started
non-union, has glven rise to no lttle
speculation and uneasiness among the
citizsens. Many of the stfikers, expecting
projonged idleness, have left the clty for
hunting and fshing trips. No new men
have been brought in, and how manager
Bmith expects (o start tomorrow ls a mal-
ter for conjecture. Today, as yesterday,
only a few laborers are working.”

The foregoing I= the Nrst indication as

yet given by the manufactarers that they
were sther than pessive participants in
the big strike. What the result may be
of an Rrlempt to OpGETACE the Wellsville
plant none of the local Amalgamated peo-
pie will predict. Al they will ssy i8 that
it cannot be mccomplished. Wellsville s
looked upon by both sides as an impor-
tant point, and developments are anxious-
Iy awalted by all,

NO CONFERENCE AT NEW YORK.

Steel Magnates Refused fo Discoss
the Situetion. .

NEW YORK, July ¥M.—At the close of
the day todiuy m represcntative of one of
thé bigpest .nerests n the United States
Bteel Corposstion suthoriged ihe state-
mentl Lthat po confefence concerning the
sicel strike had taken place during the

day, and that none ls likely to take place
until the Amalgamated Assoclation re-
cedes from s present attitide. The addi-
tional statement is made that en this
point theer can be no compromiss and
that fhe heads of the conmtitutent com-
paniés will mot unionize such mills as
have up 1o this time employed mon-unlon
men.

J. Plerpont Morgan would not be guoted
at all about the atrike nor would any
of his partners. In fact, all other officers
of the United Sfates 8tesl Corporation
were most reticenmt on the subject, so
much ro that those whe talked relative
to It Monday refused even 1o See NEWS-
piaper reporters today. Charles M. Schwab,
president of fhe corporstion, s reported
to huye held & long conference with Mr,
Morgan in the latter's office at mid-day.
When the question whether an atlempd
would #t once bs made to start the closed
mills with non-union labor was sent In
to Mr. Schwab, he sent out word that he
was too busy to ba Interviewed. The tele.
graph department of the United BStates
Steel Corporation has direct wires running
t Plitsburg, These wirées were kept busy
all day, and thus the officlals were kept
informed of any developments, f any o0c-
curred.

The report from Pliisburg that there
would be a confersnce which would result
in some offer to the union men was not
borne out by the day’s evente Yet an-
other rumor of the day was that officers
of the stesl corporation had arranged for
& force of detectlves frm & well-known
agency for safegunrding the mille, should
An effort be made at them (o resume
business. The local superintendent of the
agency ref to discuss this report in
AUy manner.

STRIKE OF MINE FVIREMEN.

Threw 30,000 Men in Anthracite Re-
gion Out of Werk.

WILKESBARE, Pa.. July 16—The strike
order of President Muloshy, of the Sta-
tionary Flremen's Association of Pennsyl-
vania, was promptly obeved at 7 o'clock
this morning, when %0 members of the
organization In this section of the state re.
fused to go to work. . Most of the strik-
ers are employed as firamen at the coal
mines and their fallure to report for duty
caused nearly all the collleries in the
porth anthraclte region to” suspend op-
erations, throwlng out of work, It Iv esti.
mated, 20000 men and boys. Bome of the
individual conl operators conceded the de-
muands of thelr employes on condition that
the short-hour dey was not to hold Af the
men employed by the big companies dig
not gel the same concesslions. The big
coal companies, however, refused to make
aAny concesslons. The officlals clalmed that
the demands of the firemen Were unréa.
sonable,

The strikers held a meeting In this clty
shortly before noon. Repofts were ré-
ceived from_ all the districts and they
ehowed that the strike from Pittston to
Bhickshinpey, In this (Lozerne) County,
was grneral and that the coal companies
were unable to stcure new men to take
the places of the sirlkers, The best they
could do, It war sald, wus to press fore-
men and Ore bonsens Into the marvice, This
wrs done at a great many of the mines.
The strikers claim that the engineers are
friendly to them and that they-will not
work with non-unlon men,

At the headquarters of the operators it
wis clalmed that the demand of the strik-
ers would not be entertained. The dura-
tion of the strike will depend upon the
miners. If they stand by the striking
firemen the lockout may be n long one,
but if the miners return to work as sobm
as the companies fill the places of the
strikers, the strige will be lost (o the fire-
men. It is known that there is much frie-
tion between the United Mineworkers
and the firemen. The miners think that
the strike i= inopportune and that the fire-
men should have walted untll April next,
when the present agreement between the
operatars and miners will expire, before
making thelr demands,

ILLBGALITY OF PICKETING.

Federal Judge at Clonelnoatl Sinted
His Opinion Freely.
CINCINNATL July M —Judge C. D,
Clark. of the United States District Court,
during (he hearing of the motion to dis-
solve thé temporary Injunction issued
against the striking machinists, Indicated
very plalnly to coumnsel for the defense
what his opinlon would be on the two
points invelved. He gnld that for ploket-
ing an Injupction would be granted, but
that mete of violence, and even boyecot-
ting, wers not to be met by Injunetion.

Sald he:

“1 have arrived at the conclusfon, beyond
all shadow of doubt, thal pleketing Is un-
lawfol: that it s lmmoral and wrong.
Counsel for the defénze must understand
thnt 1 am opposed to ploketing in mny

form whatever, and that 1 will promptly
mpke the power of this court felt agalnst
n"

He deseribad plcketing a= intercepting
men while going to or from the factory—
anywhere, even miles RwWay—by one man
ar by more than one, and any Interfer-
ence with ingresy and sgress of workmen.
But violeare, he ndded, Is not to be reme-
dled by iInjunction In this court. Hs an-

denly drawing a revolver, fired sat the
Minister. M. Baudin was oot hit, and
proceeded to the Eilysee Palace, the
woman being arrested, and gave her name
a8 Olgewsky, and sald she llved &t Na-
terre.

Mme. Olzewsky appears, according to
Inter accounts, /o hate fired her pistol in
the alr when M. Baudin's carriage was
passing. SBhe says ghd thought M. Del.
casne, Minister of Forelgn Affalrs, was
In the carriage. Her grievances was based
upon the fact that in 188 her husband,
Count Olsewsky, was {nvelgled from Nice
acrogs the frontler to Itallan territory,
whére he wae arrested on false denun.
claton ms & spy. He was released a
month later and asked the French gov.
ernment, through the Ministry of Forelgs
Affalre, to demand of ltaly the payment
of 10,000 francs compensation, asseriing
that his arrest bad ruined his business.
Ho recelved from the Forelgn Office sums
amounting to %00 francs and his posifion
as tax coliector, or recelver for the Gov-
ermment, worth 350 francs a year.

ROSEBERY'S MANIFESTO

Om the Divisions In the English Libe
ernl Party.

LONDON, July 18—Lord Rosebery has
irsued o manifento an the divisjons in the
Liberal party. It is contaimed in a let-
ter to the City Liberal Club, which had
fnvited him to dellver an address. He
disclaima aoy desirs to re-enter politics.
The Liberal party can bépome = power,
he says, only when It shall have made
up its mind on the *“Imperial questions
which are at this moment smbodied In the
war.” After asserting that “the whole
emplre has rallled to the war,” he dis-
cusses the attitude of the Liberal party.
“What s the attitude of the Liberal
party™ he w@sks. “Neutrality and an
open mind, Naow I contend that this s
an imponsible attitude and epells Impo-
tence. No party exists on such condi-
thona." THe declares that the difference
would not cease to operate when the war
Is over, hecause “statesmen who disas-
soclate themselves- from a nation In a
great national question goch as the war
in which we all strive to suffer together,
disassocinte themselves for much longer
than they think’' - He considers that the
severance Is u ‘“slneere, fundamental
and Incurable antagonism of principles
with regard to the emplre 3t large and
our consequent policy.” ' As there Is this
“honest and irreconcilable difference on
quastions of the first importance,” he sees
no favorable lssue,

Lord Rogebery concludes with a gloomy
touch: "It Is a matter of sorrow and
anxlety,”” he says, "to see a weak gov-
ernment faced by a weaker opposition at
& Juncture of forelgn hostility and inter-
national competition which needs all the
vigilance, power anfl abllity at our com-
mand.” He bellevés that Great Britain
s at & crists which may have unlimited
effect upon Its future.

The pronouncement is congldered by the
Daily Toelegraph as “severing the last
connection with a hopeless opposition.”

The Dally Chronicle gays: “It lg dos-
tined to have & profound effect upon the
country, pointing to the formation of a
Natlonal Liberal party, numerous ma-
terials for which are scattered within
enry reach.” The Dully CHronlcle mean-
Ingly azks If Lord Rosebory will take
his part toward realizing the desired end.

The Dally News regards Lord Rosebery
as “standing outside: the vineyard and
throwing stones sl the workers.” Golng
on to anulyze the letter, the paper de.
fines 1t as a “‘deliberate and mischievous
effort to prevent reunion.”

The Conservative papers genernily com-
mend the paper. The Times calls on
Lord Rosebery to “placd his great abit-
ties at the service of the country hy
throwing hims#!f heart and soul inte the
work of converting the Liberal party to
the policy In which he believes." It
alludes to  his “singuinr advantages—
birth, ability and natlonality—for play-
Ing an Iimportant part at a critical

SUICIDE OF SISTERS,

Two Despondent English Actresses
Teook Polson.

LONDON, July 14—Ids and Edith Yoe-
land, actresses, 3 and 21 yoears old, re-
spectively, committed sulclds together by
taking poison in their roomn in London
today, About noon Edith called their
landlady and told the latter she and her
slster had taken polson. She usked the
landlady to get a ¢cab and put herself ‘and
sister in It, and promised they would
leave the house without creating a scene.
Upon golng up stalrs the landiady found
Ids dead. Edith died on the way to the
hospital. Ida had been engaged at the
Duke of York’s Theater under the man-
agement of Charles Frohman for three
years. She scored a great success in the
production of “The Swashbuckler,” and
had filled Evalyn Millard's rolo of Lady
Ursula at the Duke of York's Theater in
Anthony Hope's play, “The Adventures
of Lady Ursula,” in W8, during Miss
Miliard's lllness. Edith Yoeland once
played a part In “Nell Gwynne.”” Both
the women had recently been without en-
gagements and they were bitterly disap-
pointed at failing to secure an extended
engagement.

The Inndipdy of the Yoeland sisters,
whose name |s Callaghan, sald today that
Edith Yoecland told her yesterday that her
alter lda was seriously disappointed, as
she had expecied (0 go to the United
States with E. B. Willard’s company, but
had received a note from Frohman's as-
siftant saying there was no chanece for
her to do so, Mr, Frohman sald tonight
that he had kmown the Yoeland sisters
favorably for a pumber of years, but that
they had had no negotlatlons with him
concerning the American tour.

THE JAVA ERUPTION.

Details of an Outbreak =t Mount
Hloeth.

VICTORIA, B. C., July 16.—Particulars
were brought by the steamship Empress
of India of the heavy volcanlo eruption at
Sourebayn, Java. The Bingapore Free
Pross glves detalls of an earfler outhreslk
at Mount Kloeth, 14 miles from Tawerg
Redjo, Bolitar, Java, In which the ecor-
réspondent tells of showers of stones
coming from the mountain and alterwards
sand and ashes. The estates near that of
the correspondent were burned and forests
were sef on fire by the lava. A number
of lives were lost.

The bark
was taken to Hong Kong and there con-
demned.

Reports were recelved by the Empress
that a rebellion has been started in Ching
headed by General Tung Fu Hslen, It is
sald that the plans are to selze the Chi-
nese Hmperor and ralse the flag of revolt
under the pretense of driving away the
corrupt officlals whe surround the Em.
peror,

A Government Defeat.

LONDON, July 18~The governmegt
sustained & defeat In the House of Lords
today which, although quite unimportant
In itself, was indicative of growing dis-
content. The incident arose from the
question whether a model of the War
Office should be made and exhibitad. Lord
Lansdowne, the Forelgn Becretary, re-
fused to entertaln this proposition, but,
on division. the motlon was carried, 4
to 2. The announcement of these flgures
was greeted with prolonged cheers.

Jules Goerin Banished.

PARIS, July 16—Owing to the 1il
health of M. Jules Guerin, who January
4, 1900, was senténced by the French Sen-
ate, sitting ae A high court, to 1% years'
confinement In & fortified place for con-
Eplrncy agalpst the government, the EOV-
ernment has now commuled Guerin's |
period of imprizonment to banishment.
Guerin was taken from his cell in jall
soon after midnight last night by pollce
agents who subsequently put him on
board a train followilng In the direction
of Basle, Switzeriand,

TOPEKA, July 14.—While raln has fallen
during the past M hours (n various parts
of Kansas, the drought Is not yet broken,
and Hitle benefit has been experienced by
the cgrops. The rains have been small,
local affairs, and their only effect has
been to cool the stmosphere and freshen
vegetation to a certain extent.

The matter hardly
resolves Itseli inlo a raliroad one for tha
reason that tne raliroads have, and the
Indieations are will have, plenty Lo do even
if it should develop that the eorn crop s
short. However, as I have sald, there s
ample time yet for much of the damage o
e overcome.”
