Ten Tlionanncl People Saw the Great

In the early auctions Eleata
brought $11 to $200 for the field, buf when
the first heat was called she was bringing
$50 to $S5. Neva Simmons was second
choice in the betting, but could not get
better tlhan third place in the race. An-
other record was broken in the 2:08 trot-
ting event, when The Monk forced Boral-m- a

to go the last .heat in 2:07Vi, lowering
his mark three-quarte- rs of a second.

Fifteen horses answered the starter's
bell when the first heat of the Merchants'
and Manufacturers' was called. It was a
hard field to get off. Neva Simmons had
the pole, but she broke before the flrsfl
turn and Eleata took the lead as they
turned for the back stretch, and held It
to the wire. Neva Simmons took second
In this heat by splendid trotting on the
back stretch, after Price had gotten her
on her feet again. Eleata was in front? all
the second heat, although Country J.
made a strong bid in the stretch. Going
steady as a clock, the black mare took
the third heat in record time and was
greeted with enthusiastic cheers as she
came under the wire with Driver Marsh
looking back and shaking his head at the
others.

Of the stake $2000 is held out for the
consolidation stakes Thursday, and the re-
mainder, with the added money, will go
as follows: Eleata, $5S50; Country J.,
$3250; Neva Simmons, $1330. This Is the
flrst time since Emma Offut's victory in
1S96 that the Merchants' and Manufactur-
ers' has been won In straight heats.

Declare the Columbus Platform Was
the Result ,of a Conspiracy.

CLEVELAND, O., July 16. The official
call of the "Bryan Democrats" of Ohio
was issued today. It is addressed to "The
Bryan Democrats of Ohio," and charges
that the Ohio convention repudiated the
two last Democratic National platforms
and that the action of the convention was
the result of a conspiracy "mapped out
at the headquarters In New York." The
call concludes as follows:

"If the action of this convention stands
unrebuked, then It must be understood
that, the Democratic party, as such, has
repudiated the principles enunciated in the
Kansas City platform and ratified and
approved of the course pursued by the
Reppbllcan party upon the money ques-
tion. If the Democratic party abandons
the principles laid down in the platforms
of 1S96 and 1900, then it may as well close
Its political career, for there is little else
of Importance to fight for."

Algoa Will Take Large Cargo.
SEATTLE, Wash., July 16. The trans-

port Algoa, chartered on a tonnage basis
by the Quartermaster to carry forage to
the Philippines, is expected to arrive in
Port Townsend tonight. She left San
Francisco Saturday afternoon. The Al-
goa is a tramp steamer of great carry

ing capacity, owned by the Pacific Mail
Steamship Company. She is to call at
Port Blakeley and Port Gamble prior to
coming to Seattle. She will take on 400,000
feet of lumber at each place for the
Orient. Arriving here Saturday, the Al-
goa will load 3400 tons of hay and grain
for Manila. She will take on a part of
her Government load at Tacoma, and will
sail within a week or 10 days.

PORTO RICO'S FREE TRADE. .

Proclamation Declaring It on and
After July 25 Will Soon Be Made.
WASHINGTON, July 16. Secretary Hay

has received by mall an official report
from Governor Allen, of Porto Rico, In-

closing the resolution adopted by the
Porto RIcan Legislature providing for free
trade between the United States and Porto
Rico after July 25 next. Promptly upon
Mr. Allen's arrival In this country, a
proclamation will be framed to give ef-

fect to this resolution. It is expected that
the document will be purely formal In
terms, simply reciting the proper section
of the Foraker act and declaring free
trade.

The Island's Condition.
SAN JUAN, Porto Rico, July 11.

In Governor Allen's message to the
Porto RIcan Assembly, July 4, when that
body passed a resolution asking Presi-
dent McKlnley to declare free trade be-

tween Porto Rico and the United States
as the revenues derived from Internal
sources, exclusive of customs, had proved
sufficient to meet the Island's financial
needs, it was shown that the expenses
of the Government as authorized by the
Legislature for the fiscal year beginning
July 1, 1901, amounted ,to $1,976,802, of
which amount the most considerable al-
lotments were as follows:
Insular police $204,550

Board of prison control 110,932
Board of public works 356.942
Board of charities ...- - 104,496
Judiciary of Porto Rico 160,6.0

A careful study of the financial situa-
tion warrants the belief that there will
be raised from the three sources, name-
ly, property tax, excise tax and customs
duties on Imports, from countries other
than the United States, the sum of over
$2,000,000. This would provide an excess
of estimated receipts over exepndltures.

The Governor further pointed out that
"of the $2,000,000 refunding act," there
still remains probably not less than
$600,000 to the credit of Porto Rico, which
could be used in case of emergency, and
which makes the condition of the Insu-
lar territory still more secure.

OUR TRADE WITH BELGIU3I.

Heavy Exports to That Country in
1006.

WASHINGTON July 16. The Bureau
of Foreign Commerce of the State De-
partment has made public a 'chapter of
the volume entitled "Commercial Rela-
tions for 1900.'' which Is now In press,
this extract dealing with United States
trade with Belgium. According to Consul
Winslow at Liege, Belgium is a manu-
facturing country, having exported last
year some $350,000,000 worth and Imported
over $400,000,000 worth of goods. Of the
Imports the United States contributed
over $56,000,000 worth and received some
$13,000,000 worth of the exports.

Consul-Gener- al Lincoln, at Antwerp,
says that the trade between the. two
countries last year was marked by a large
gain In imports of corn from the United
States, an increased Importation of fire-
arms into the United States and a de-

crease in the importation into Belgium
of American refined petroleum, bicycles,
hemp, wheat and salted or smoked meats.

I Our iron-worki- machinery, according to

Consul Winslow, lo sought by Belgium
manufacturers in preference to all other
kinds, even at an advance In price over
the machinery of other countries and
their own. The German imitation is ad-
mitted, he says, to fall far short of the
American original. American machinery,
It Is stated, has wonderfully changed the
manner of making firearms In Belgium,
and many of the cheaper weapons are
now made by automatic machinery at a
great reduction of prices.

During the first three-quarte- of 1900
at least 160.000 of what are known as
machine-mad-e guns were shipped to the
United States. Large numbers of the
Damascus gun barrels, made nowhere In
the world except at Liege, find a ready
sale In America. The secret of manu-
facturing these guns is handed down fromfather to son, and is carefully guarded.

Vacancy on Arbltratiqn Board.
WASHINGTON, July I6.-- T0 maintainthe present balance of the American rep-

resentation on The Hague Arbitration
Commission, the President regards It as
essential to appoint a Republican, to fill
the vacancy made by the death of

Harrison. Difficulty Is
In finding a suitable person of

isatlonal reputation. The Supreme Court
will not be further drawn upon. The
United States Senate is barred as a fieid
of selection, and indications are that the
choice will fall upon some distinguished
member of the state judiciary.

May Navigate Hell Gate.
NEW YORK, July 16. It Is not unlikely

that the auxiliary cruiser Buffalo will
pass through Hell Gate tomorrow when
she leaves for Newport. Captain Hutch-
inson, commanding the vessel, has given
It as his opinion that the passage is not
particularly dangerous. Officers at the
Navy-yar- d say that the order Issued after
the Massachusetts went through Hell Gate
to the effect that no battle-ship- s were to
be taken through without permission does
not apply to cruisers.

Better for Stowe.
WASHINGTON, July 16. It Is probable

that Charles Stowe, United States Consul-G-

eneral at Cape Town, whose resig-
nation Is before the President because
the salary is insufficient, will be appointed
United States Vice-Cons- at Cape. Town,
or some other South African port. This
will be In pursuance of a plan to continue
Mr. Stowe In the Government service,
while affording him an opportunity to
accept a lucrative position with some
American exporting firm as resident agent
In South Africa, which is understood to
be open to him.

For Reciprocity With Canada.
NEW YORK, July 16. At a meeting of

the Board of Directors of the Merchants'
Association, held today, resolutions were
passed urging the President and Congress
to take Immediate and effective steps that
will result In the consummation of a
mutually advantageous reciprocal trade
agreement between the United States and
Canada.

Mosby Appointed Land Agent.
WASHINGTON. July 16. Colonel John

Mosby, the cavalry lead-
er, has been appointed a special agent of
the Federal Land Office. He claims his
present residence as California. He has
been assigned to duty in Nebraska.

DRANK POISON AND DIED.

Family Trouble and Drink Caused
Patterson's Suicide.

Leo J. Patterson, who re-
cently was employed as a motorman on
a Washington-stree- t trolley car, commit-
ted suicide late last night by swallowing
carbolic acid in his room in a lodging-hous- e

on Front street, near Clay, while
his little boy Leo, 10 years old, slept near
him. Patterson had been drinking heav-
ily, and he and his wife separated last
November. Mrs. Patterson Is at present
living with relatives at Los Angeles, Cal.

Patterson was a policeman under the
Pennoyer administration, and was 3S
years old. Last Fall his Intemperate hab-
its were such that his wife declined to
live with him any longer, and she went
to her relatives at Los Angeles, taking
her little girl with hen Little. Leo was
left with his father. The latter gave up
his work on the trolley car some weeks
ago and went back to his original trade,
which was that of a house painter. His
son states that his father had a melan-
choly fit last night, and Just as they were
about to retire for the night the father ex-

hibited what the boy called "a bottle
with skull and crossbones on It." The
boy guessed that the b'ottle contained poi-
son, and cried to his father to throw the
bottle away. Patterson promised in a
sort of half-hearte- d way, and the boy
went to sleep. He says he awoke about
an hour afterward and found his father
dying, with a cup containing carbolic acid
near him. He placed a pillow under his
father's head, but just then his father
breathed his last. The little boy roused
the people In the lodging-hous- e and ran
to inform a relative who lived near by of
what had occurred. Policeman Jamison
was notified, and he Informed the police
and the Coroner. The boy was taken Tn

charge by his relatives until his mother
arrives from California.
