A* the time of the failure they were
short $150,000 in bonds, face value, and
over %00 shares of stock in New York.
It was admitted by the witness that the
fallure was due to their own speculstion
by which they had hoped to win out and
pay oft thelr Indebtedness, estimated to
have been something near 0,000, As 1o
the missing collateral left with the firm
by customers, attached to promissory
notes, Mr. Gaylord admitted that all had
been hypothecatled with banks as secu-
ity for loans to the firm
