OUR TRADE WITH RUSSIA.
St. Petersburg; Statistics Show a

Falling: Off.

ST. PETERSBURG, July 4. The daily
organ of the Ministry of Finance
publishes statistics of the falling oft in
the American export trade to Russia,
which It stated, began In October, 1900,
and became more marked In April, 1901.
No mention Is made of the Russian dis-
criminating duties which became efTectlye
la March, and It Is not clear what the
article Is intended to prove. Attention
Is directed to the fact that the falling
oft was especially marked in April steel
and iron exports. The article in full, re-
ferred to above, follows:

"The decrease of the exports from the
United States, first noticed in October
last, attained in April, 1901, a rather im-
portant figure of 5,000,000 rubles less than
during the corresponding period of the
year 1900. The total amount of exported
articles from America was $34,416,279, or
29.15 per cent of the whole export of the
United States, against $39,424,269, or 33.84
per cent of the total export in April,
1900. The total amount of the export for
10 months of the fiscal year 1900-- 1 showe
a decrease of more than $13,000,000 against
the Items of 1899-19- ,($339,310,614 against
$352,671,206). Building articles and steel
exported April, 1901, amounted to only
$244,411, against $343,889 of the same month
in 1900; steel wires to $385,567, against
$511,448 in the past year; small Iron arti-
cles for building business to $780,801,
against $898,049; machinery to work
metals, $269,587, against $612287 of the
previous year; pumps $193,298, against
$263,184; sewing machines, $300,097, against
$394,322; other machines. $1,580,957, against
51.852,116.

The official Messenger reviews the sugar
Industry during the year 1899-190- 0. It
says that by, reason of the easy credit
then prevailing the number of factories
Increased from 244 to 268, and the total
production from 45,400,000 poods to 53,300.003
poods, while the domestic consumption
advanced only 1.000,000 poods. The follow-
ing remark is significants

"That the reserve of over 16,000,000 poods
did not occasion a crisis can only be at-
tributed to the favorable effect of the
law of November 20. 1893."

There were during the year available
for disposition, otherwise than by sale, I

in Russia 12,821.572 poods, and 11,562,884
poods were exported. Three millions went
to Persia and China. The, translation
of this article adds:

"The sugar that is exported to the
Orient is not paid a premium, as Russia
is almost the sole seller in these markets
and the prices are satisfactory. The
premium paid export to Europe, apart
from Finland, was sold principally to
Italy, Turkey. Servla, Roumanla, Bul-
garia and England."

The sugar law gives the Finance Min-
ister the right to suspend the operation
of the paragraph regarding the repayment
of the excise on exported sugar whenever
he may desire.

CRACK SHOT MAKES NEW RECORD.

San Francisco Man's Score at Shoot- -
ins Festival Never Equaled.

SAN FRANCISCO, July 18. Adolph
Streeker, a barber of this city, at to-

day's shooting of the third national
Bundesfest, completed a score which has
never been equaled In the United States
on the King target, and which will doubt-
less give Streeker the "King prize." Out
of 200 shots, he has made the record score
of 395 points, breaking the highest score
of "King" Hayes, made three years ago,
by 22 points. F. C. Ross, the first Bundes
king, made 371 six years ago.

Streeker is among the most noted
marksmen In the country. His record
score Is 452 on the target In
1874 he was crowned king of American
rifle shots at Baltimore, and two years
liter he was one of the team of

that took first rank and honor
in the Centennial contest at Philadelphia,
The highest scores made today were:

BROKE WORLD'S RACING RECORD.

Fast Mile Made by Creaceus on
Grosse Point Track.

DETROIT, July 18. Cresceus, the chest-
nut stallion owned and driven by George
H. Ketcham, of Toledo, won the free-for-a- ll

trot on the Detroit Driving Club's
track at Grosse Point thla afternoon, and
Incidentally trotted the fastest heat and
won the fastest race record ever made.
Charlie Herr, the brown stallion owned
by David Cahlll, of Lexington, Ky and
driven by Kelly, was the only opponent
In this race, and he was a slow second.
Cresceus won the first heat by five
lengths In 2:06, breaking the record for
this year on any track, and In the sec-

ond heat he led by anywhere from 5 to 10
lengths, and finished easily In 2:05 flat,
breaking the world's racing record.

Cresceus drew the pole for the first
heat of the free-for-a- ll, and the word was
given as they scored down for the second
time. Both were going like clockwork.
Cresceus drew ahead of Charley Herr un-

til, as they flashed by the quarter, the
brown horse was three lengths behind.
With a skip, Cresceus Increased his lead
until It was Ave lengths to the wire. The
Toledo horse was greeted with great ap-
plause as his grooms led him to the pad.
dock after the heat The pair were sent
off to a splendid start for the second heat,
and Ketcham Immediately began putting
daylight between his sulky and Charley
Herr's nose. The breeze had practically
died out, and all conditions were perfect
for a record-breakin- g performance. The
quarter and halt were each a quarter of
a second slower than In the previous heat.
but at the three-quarte- rs Cresceus was a
half second under the preceding heat
Then came the fastest quarter of the af-
ternoon. Turning up the stretch and trot-
ting like a machine, the chestnut went
the distance in 30 seconds flat When
Ketcham dismounted from his sulky he
was congratulated on every hand by those
in the judge's stand and about the track.
As Cresceus was led back to his stable
he was greeted with cheers from all parts
of the crowded grandstand.

Ecuadorian Official Assassination In
Valparaiso.

VALPARAISO, July 18. The Eucador-ia- n
Consul-Gener- al In Valparaiso. A

Arias Sanchez, was assassinated today in
the center of the city. He was shot and
stabbed and his ears were cut off. It is
supposed that the assassins are enemies
of the present Alfaro administration In
Ecuador. Several Alfaroans have been
arrested.

The Pnnncefote Interview.
WASHINGTON, July 18. The Interview

with Lord Pauncefote In London relative
to the canal and other questions published
this morning has attracted much atten-
tion officially, and generally the senti-
ments expressed meet with commendation.
It is admitted that the interview very
fairly sets out the present status of the
relations between the United States and
England. The reference to the recon-
vening of the high judicial commission
this Fall is taken to indicate a willing-
ness on the part of the British Govern-
ment to yield to the Canadian demand
for a resumption of the suspended meet-
ing of this body. Our own Government
has concluded that better results were
promised by direct negotiations between
Secretary Hay and Lord Pauncefote, but
if the Canadian Government preferts to
take up the threads of the negotiations
where they were dropped by the Com-
missioners two years ago, there will be
no objection on our part, as the Cana-
dian Government has been fully ad-
vised on what terms negotiations might
be profitably continued.

Howard Says He Killed Balcer.
FRANKFORT, Ky., July 18. James

Howard, in jail here awaiting trial on
the charge of complicity In the murder
of William Gobel, has Issued 'a signed
statement concerning his connection with
the murder of George and Thomas Ba
ker. He said he killed George Baker, but
claims justification, on the ground that
George not only killed Howard's father
and brother, but attempted to assassin,
ate him on the way to the funeral. As to
the killing of Thomas Baker, he says he
can establish an alibi.

Mint Pressmakcr Dead.
PHILADELPHIA, Pa., July 18. Arthur

Orr, builder of the coining presses used
for many years in the United States
mints in Philadelphia, Carson City,
San Francisco and Tew Orleans, is
dead at his Summer home at
Morrlstown, aged 84. For many years
he made a specialty of mint work, build.
Ing nearly all the coining presses for the
Government, many of which are still In
use. He also built coining and milling
presses for the governments of Mexico,
Peru and 'Chile.

Evidence of a Tragedy.
PITTSBURG, Pa., July 18. The village

of Six-Mi- le Ferry, near Homestead, Is
excited over the finding of a woman's
arm. in a ravine near the town, and later
the discovery in some bushes of a torn
silk dress. Blood stains were also found
en the grass In the vlclntiy. It is 'be-
lieved the woman was lured Into the
ravine and murdered.

RESOLUTIONS OF THE PI

CONGRESS.

Cabinet Departments of Commerce
and Mining: Are Favored Reclam-

ation of Arid Lands.

CRIPPLE CREEK, Colo., July 18. The
Trans-Mlsslssip- pl Commercial Congress
today completed the most Important of Its
work, adopting resolutions covering a
multitude of subjects of Interest to the
great West and selecting St. Paul as the
next place of meeting. The only debate of
the sessfon that at any time threatened to
disturb the harmony of the occasion came
up over the resolutions proposing the es-

tablishment of Government departments
of mining and of commerce and industry.
The friends of the former feared that
adoption of the latter would be inimical to
their hopes, the danger being that the
mining Industry might be relegated to a
bureau of another department The de-

bate was led by H. R. Whltmore, of St
Louis, and F. I. Thurber, on the side of
the department of commerce and Industry,
and Hon. B. F. Montgomery, speaker of
the Colorado' Legislature, and

Adams, of Pueblo, Colo., for the min-
ing department. Finally, on motion of

Prince, of New Mexico, the
Industrial feature was stricken from the
resolution advocated by the Eastern dele-
gates, and both departments were then
unanimously indorsed. Government aid In
the reclamation of arid lands was strongly
urged, and the restoration of the mercan-
tile marine was advocated in general
terms.

The resolutions affecting the great de-

mand for rural homes, as shown by the
rushes to recently opened public lands,
and referring to the fact that there are
still about 100,000,000 acres of arid public
land which can be reclaimed by Irriga-
tion, declared In favor of the policy ad-

vocated by. the International Irrigation
Congress of Government action In the
matter.of the storage o"f the waste water
of the mountain regions of the West and
their distribution to the farmers of the
arid plains. State and National legisla-
tion is urged to provide for the damming
and the collection of water In ponds to
facilitate evaporation and thus Increase
the rainfall. An arid-lan- d fund of

Is advocated to be raised byt the
sale of Government bonds, the money to
be expended In reclaiming arid lands and
to be returned to the Government from
the sale of the lands reclaimed.

More adequate appropriations for the
improvement of rivers and harbors in the
Western States were recommended. Spe-
cific mention was made of the Pacific
Coast harbors, the proposed Galveston- -
Houston ship canal, the deep waterway
connecting the Great Lakes' with the
Mississippi River, the Improvement of the
Mississippi levees, the deepening of the
southwest pass of the Mississippi delta.
and the completion of the dam at Marys-vlll- e,

CaL The report favors statehood
for Arizona, New Mexico and Oklahoma,
and a suitable government for Indian Ter-
ritory; favors the Immediate construc-
tion ofa Pacific cable, and the Nicaragua
Canal; asks that the Interstate commerce
law be amended; demands the abolition
of the fee system In the Consular service;
favors laws to encourage the beet-sug- ar

industry; Indorses an
railway, and advocates restoration of the
merchant marine.

The Government was urged to deepen
the harbor and adjacent waterways at
Sabine Pass, Tex., In the interests of
the Beaumont oil district, and to make
the Brazos River navigable as far as
Waco, Tex. The Secretary of the Interior
was asked to permit grazing on the forest
reserves.

J. W. Rlggln; California. W. M. Bunker;
Colorado, Mitchell Benedict: Kansas, Dr.
F T. C. Frazler; New Mexico. R. W.

After the noon recess- Mr. Coleman, of

Texas, spoke on the Importance to the
West of deep hdrbors on the Gulf Coast
He tcuched upon the Irrigation question
and the Nicaragua Canal project; which
he declared were Intimately connected
with the question of harbors on the Gulf.
He thought that the Government could
better afford to spend money for these
Improvements than to prosecute a war
for sentiment. He did not wish to be un-

derstood as criticising the war, however.
' R. W. Tansljl, of Carthage, N. M., ad- -'

vocated Government aid to Irrigation In
the Interest of the consumptives of Amer-
ica, who could then find health In the
arid region.

The convention was entertained with
songs by "Roney's Boys," of Chicago,
after which the selection of the next
place of meeting was taken up. Only the
cities of "New Orleans, St. Paul and Okla
homa City were placed in nomination.
Sidney F. Storey spoke for New Orleans,
R. C. Hoyt for St. Paul and E. C. Lewis
for Oklahoma City. On the first ballot
St Paul won with 166 votes against 73

for New Orleans and 43 for Oklahoma
City.

On the motion of F. B. Thurber, of
New York, the president was Instructed
to appoint a committee of five to formu-
late plans by which the congress may aid
In the erection of a monument to the late
Major-Gener- ai John C. Fremont.

Wesley A. Stuart, of Sturgls, S. D.,
spoke briefly In favor of Government aid
to irrigation. Congressman E. J. Burkett,
of Nebraska, gave an address on "A
Greater West." He declared that the
people of the East have sent their money
and their sops and daughters to help the
West, and are not antagonistic to this
region. He feared the congress was In-

clined to ask too heavy appropriations
from the Government F. H. Franken-bur- g

of Pueblo, spoke en "Storage and
Distribution of Water." L. G. O'Donnell,
of Billings, Mont., gave some statistics to
show the effect of Irrigation in the West.
C. E. Wantland, of Denver, spoke on the
"Importance of the Public Lands Ques-
tion to Western Development."

It
was also decided to allow the board of
trustees to make investments In state and
municipal bonds, Instead of confining
them to Government bonds.

Mlssoarl Changing; Its Coarse.
KANSAS CITY, July 18. The Missouri

River has cut its banks at a point eight
miles south of Leavenworth, and Is now
pouring part of its waters Into the Platte
River. The bed of the Platte Is grad-
ually being 'Widened, and there Is danger
that within the next few days the Mis-

souri will be transferred completely to the
bed of the Platte. An Island five miles
lond, and In some places nearly two
miles wide, has been formed. If the
Missouri adopts the new channel this land
will be transferred from Missouri to Kan-
sas

Three on One Gallows.
NASHVILLE, Tennl, July 18. The first

triple execution ever held in this county
took place here today, when three negro
murderers were executed from the same
scaffold In the-Jai- l yard. They were Babe
Battls, Duser Thompson and Abe Pet-wa- y.

ASIATICS IN AMERICA.

Fewer Chinese and More Japanese
Than Ten Years Ago.

WASHINGTON, July 18. A preliminary
statement of the Chinese population, de-
rived from the returns of the twelfth cen-
sus, was Issued by Director Merrlam to-

day. It shows that there are ,approxl-mate- ly

S0.S00 Chinese In the United States
proper as against 107,475 In 1850. About
67,700, or 75 per cent, are contained In the
western division of states and territories,
as against 96.844. or 00 per cent In 1800.
There were 72,472 Chinese in California
alone in 1800, but this number has been
reduced In 1900 to 45,753. There has been
a loss since 1S90 of about 29,100 Chinese
In the western division of states and ter-
ritories and a net loss for the United
States proper of over 17,500. The states
and territories outside the western divis-
ion show as a whole a gain since 1830

of about 11,500 Chinese. Besides the
Chinese population In the United States
proper, the twelfth census shows 3116

Chinese in Alaska In 1900 as against
2288 Mongolians (chiefly Chinese) at the
census of 1890, and 25,767 Chinese In Ha-

waii in 1900, as against 16.242 in 1890.

There has been a remarkable increase in
the number of Japanese in the United
States since 1890. the preliminary figures
of the present ceusus showing a total
for the United States proper of about
24.300 as against 2039 In 1890. The Japan-
ese element Is concentrated in the west-
ern division of states and territories,
this division containing 23,360 Japanese
in 1900. as against 1559 in 1890. There Is a
very large Japanese population in the
Hawaiian Islands, the number in 1900 be-

ing 61,111 as against 13.120 in 1890. There
were 825 reported in Alaska In 1900, as
against a score or more In 1890.

Alaskan Gold Imports.'
NEW YORK, July 18. The Journal of

Commerce says:
While It Is impossible to estimate ac-

curately the extent of the Alaskan gold
Imports this year, It is believed they will,

exceed those of last year and that they
will have a material Influence on local
bink reserves. William Gray, one of the.
agents here for the Canadian Bank of
Commerce, which has a branch In Daw-
son, said yesterday that last year his
bank received $6,000,000 from Alaska. A
conservative estimate of last year?. totM
receipts Would be $12,000,000. This year tge
receipts ought to be J15.000.000 and per-

haps more.
"The whole Alaska production will come

to New York," said he. "Thus far we
have received Jl.200,000 In
drafts against deposits of gold In Seattle
and San Francisco. We have advices of
JS00.000 more in transit and I personally
know of about J1.OCO.000 more which will
soon come to us. The other Canadian
banks represented here will also bring In
Alaskan gold."
