Ottenheimer, represeniative of Lillenthal
Bros,, who has recently returned from a
trip to New York snd other .Eastern
points, Mr. Ottenhelmer bases his oplnion
upon the faet that the supply of hops
In the hands of dealers and brewers was
néver so light & at present, and that
the consumption of beer ia steadily in-
creasing. His observation. while In the

prices than last year, Mhsﬂmnnd1
for cholco Oregon hops, both st home and
in Eungland, and no matier what othars
sell their hops at, cheoice Oregon hops will
command the top market price. This year
all that the grower has to do Is to remaln
reasonably firm, end not rush his hops on

“Last year our confidence in the out-
come of the hop crop was so greal that
we offered to finance the Oregon Hop-
growers’ Association i & pool of hops
could be formed. This year our confidence
in the Oregon hop !s such that we would
be willlng to finance. individual growers
s0 that they need not contract hops at
any stipulated grice. Herstofore growers
have found diMouoity !n secuting money
with which to harvest thely hops. Wit
the more advantageous oonditlons this
year, there s no teason why growers
should not oblaln considsrably more for
their hops than' they Jid last year,”

“It Is perfecily legitimate for denlers
to sell the crop.short, but it Is squally
legitimate for.the growers to obtuin all
thoey can for thelr product, hnd If they
will remain firm this year, there s no
queation but what they will get more for
thelr hops than last year, in which event
It 1s certain that some dealers who have
sold short will get badly plnched.

“The stock of hops Im growers' and
dealers’ hands on the Pacific Coast is en-
tirely exhausted, with the excepilon of
about 50 bales, whereas a year ago there
was fully 10,60 bales of “hops in Oregon
alone, and most of these were of an Ip-
ferlor quallty and' Imposeible to. sell al
over 3 cents a pound, yet before the new
crop was falrly in bale, they sold at W0
cents freely, untl! there was not a bale
et 1

Few Hops on Hand.

YA year age on the first duy of July
there was 1300 bales of hops on the
Coast, while today there Is lesa than 5
bales in the same territory. Assuming
that the coming erop In the United States
will be 30,000 bales more than last year,
this increase is offset by the light earry-
over stocks; In fact, If the proportion 1is
the same in the East, which It undoubled-
ly Is, then the aymount of avallable hops
for tha coming season la much less than
lnst year.

“Fifteen cents waz frecly paid last year
In Oregon, and with less hops this yesr,
higher prites should prevall, especially
when we take inta conslderation the Im.
portant fact that the consumption of beer
Is continually on the inercase,

“The production of beer in the United
Btates for the flseal vear ending June
0, 1900, was 39,830,000 barrcls, which was
an increase of LTSN barrels over the
year previous, and In the same ratlo the
output for the fiscal yrar just ended was
42,000,000 barrels, and for the coming fiscal
year, with the same [nercdse, the produc-
tlon of beer should equal almoast 45,000,000
barrels,

"It g generally conceded that brewers
une 8 pound of hops o the barrel, yeot
at thelr last convention, heli at Buffalo
In the early part of June, the bLrewers
admitted & consumption af | 1-10 pounds of
hops to the barrel. A committee appointed
for the purpose of nacerinining the amount
of hops used to* the barrel peportéd tha*
out of 330,00 barrels of beer produceu
iIn the year ending Juns 30, 1800, thelr
compllstion acsounted for 21,490,517 bar-
rals of malt ilquors, In the manulacturse
of which the brewers used 2298 476 pounds
of hops. Furthermore, their figures were
obtained from 1he larger brewers, The
small brewers, as a rule, do not belong to
the association, and they are the ones
who ube more hops to the barrel, so that
if the report could be obtaloed from all
the brewers, It would show a larger con-
sumption of hops than 11-10 pounds to
the barrel. However, for the sake of ar.
gument, we will admit. a consumption of
only one pound of hops: then the brewers
of the Unlted States will require 45.000,000
pounds of hops to brew thelr beer for the
coming year. At 15 pounds net welght Lo
the bgle, this means a consumption of
2o 000 bales of hops; bul, sssuming there
Is no increase In the production of beer,
At 42.000.000 barrels, the consumption wil]
be In the nelghborhood of ZH.M bales,

Shortage Is Probable.

“Last year 210,000 briex of hops were
prodiuced in the United Btates, and assum-
ing that 20000 bales more will be pro-
duced, this season, there will be 20,000
bales of hops, England always takes from
T0.000 to 90000 bales, and If It only taken
000 bales, It will loave 100,000 bules for
consumption in the United Stntes, an
againit. requireménts of at least 25,000
bales. A shortage of 65,00 bales Is there.
fore staring this country in the face, and
yet some people are talking 10 cents per
pound, when from a statistleal point of
view hops should be double that figure,
In the meantime, should anything happen
10 growing crops aither in America, Eng-
iand or the Continent, growers should not
be surprised 1o see prices go skyward.

RICH COPPER STRIKEH.

Proapeet Near Sparta Yay Turm Out
to Be a Great Mine,

BAKER CITY, July I&—John Stack, a
sheepherder, found 1 plece of rock which
showed strong copper stalns, 10 miles
north of Sparta, about a wesk ago. He
brought the specimen to this city and
showed it to Val Blldner. who became
Interestad In the find and went out with
Btack to the place where he found the
sample, which Is about 30 miles from
Baker Clty. The outcrop of the ledge
from which the specimen caime was found
without diffteulty, A prospect hole was
sunk dfnn on the ledge fur nine feet, and
8 well-defined wvein of pretty rnppar ore
was uncovered. The ore goes from M to
B0 per cent copper, Some specimens
brought In and exhibited todny contain
pescock ore, which is exceedingly rich.
The veln !s about two feet wide at the
point where the men feft off digging, but
It Is not all %0 rich as the best samples
selocted. and It Is not known if there
I3 any great quantity of the ore to be
found. In order to fest the mattar, some
men will be put to work at once sinking
& shaft on the ledge. If It proves to
be one-fourth as rich as the samples

found, and there Is a large quantity of
ore to be had, It will be the richest thing
in copper In all of Eastern Oregon.
