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" RUMORS OF A SETTLEMENT

IN OTHER RESPECTS THERE IS NO
CHANGE IN THE STEEL STRIKE,

Threaits Made to Remove Wellavilie
and Dennison Plants=The Short-
age of Tinplate,

PITTEBURG. July 15.—The strike situn.
ton tonight eannot be termed materially
changed, 2lthough many rumors afe In
the alr to the effect that a settlement of
the troubles Is iImminent. Up to B P, M.,
mobe of these reports has been verified,
and the conciusion resched is that no set.
tiement 15 In sight.

Al the offices of the Carnegie Company
and at the headquarters of the manufac-
turers, the usuial silence is preserved con-
cerning the condition of busineéss or the
status pf the strike.

Presidenty Shaffer, of the Amalgamated
Association, however, expraases his entlre
sathefaction with the progress of the
srike, and says that the workers have
gilned steadily, while the manufacturers
have lost continually since last Monday.
He mays that the Amaigamated forces
contemplate no change 1n thelr pro-
gramme, being perfectly satisfled with
the showing thelr people have made.
President Shaffer says the advance in
wages offered the tube mili workers at
McKeenport taday, while seemingly large,
wlll not bring the pay up to the unlon
scnle,

From the rtorm center at Wellswville,
0., tonight comes word that the striking
mill men in that viclnlty spent an uneasy,
resticss day. There Is no longer any doulit
that the owners of the Wellsville plam
of the American Bheet Bteel Comp
have many of the town's largest mer-
chants back of them In thelr Aght agalnst
the workmen and much bitterness has
resuited. Confronted with what seems a
certainty that If the present trouble goes
along much further the Wellsville plant
will be Hfted and brought across the line
inte Pennsyivania, grocers, clothing men
and others who for years have received
the wages of the mill workers In ex-
change for gosds are now trying to show
the strikers that they are wrong and
foollsh in keeping up the fight. Pressure
brought 1o bear alang this line, the strik-
ers sy, I3 energy wasted, as they are
more determined tonight than before.
They are mors than angry with the mor-
chunts, These Wellsville men have been
considered excellent workmen, and many
of them have money invested In property
there, so that, should the mill be taken to
Yandergrift, as s threatoned, they would
#uffer. They do not belleve the promise
which accompanies the threat that the
mill from Dennison, ©., will be moved to
that place in case the present Lrouble Is
setiled.

Mayor Dkennis open.y condemns the
merchants {or thelr course in the matter,
any says they sre going beyond their
provinee In trying to influence the work-
men. The plant at Wellgville was running
toduy about one-fourth full Elghteen
skilled workmen, together with many Ia-
horers and Loys, are employed. Superin.
tendent Brookman says the force consists
of 4 persoms.

The reports tonight from Apollo and
Vandergrift, where the Amalgamated As-
sociation s making sirenuwous efforts to
grin recrults, are that the sdtuation s
practienily unchanged. but much uneasi.
ness ls felt, No official report has reached
here concerning the situation at Duncans-
wiile

The Pittsburg Leader prints the follow-
ing In reference to the reported shortage
of tinpiate:

“Word was reoelved here today that a
considernble shipment of Welsh plate o
now [n the water en route to New York.
It §s reported that a portion of this will
come here, If the shortage continues. It
will . be much more costly than the Amer.
foan ‘maks. but the exigencies of some of
the local consumers are =0 Imperative that
they will pay no attention to cost. 1f
long continued, the strike b sure to be
a good ‘hing for the Welsh makers, whosa
trade for some time has been in an aps-
thetie condition.

““The American Tinplate Company has
made no incresse in prices for the stock
it has on hand and cannot well do so on
aecount of the contracts that 1t cannol
fulill, even with the material that Is now
being worked up in the tin houses by the
finishera, This supply will be exhaosted
and shipped within 10 days from all plants
when 1he stoppage In all but the Monessen
piant will be complete. The membeors of
e Tinpinte Workers' International Pro-
tective Associntion will stop work. They
have assured President T. J. Shaffer of
thelr support and will refuse to work plate
that may e stiempted to be turned out
by new meén. In this way this associa-
tion, which has 12,000 members and whose
erale, averagiog n 10 per oent advance,
was signed recently, may be drawn into
the conflice.”™

The billet mills and open-heéarth furnaces
mt Clark’s works, In the Lawrenceville
district, were still working this morning,
but the other departments were Idle
There was a rumor that an effort would
be made Monday fo start up ali the fur-
paces with pon-union men. Jt was stated
at the works this morning that several
strangers had been refused work, the
manager saying he expected all the other
men would mgaln be at work next week.
As a conseguencs the strikers have come
to thy conclusion that probably a settle.
ment may be in sight. Special pollcemen
ware oo duty at this mill today, but they
had nothing to do.

At the upper and lower Unlon miils of
Corpogle the men were sngaged at work
as usual, and there was no evidence of
dissatisfaction, notwirhstanding the per-
sisient rumors of the unionizing of the
milis and a probable sympathetic strike.

It was meported in this district today
that agents of the combine had been
busy among the workers of Lawrence-
ville during the past two or three days,
and that ane of them had secured 12 men.
These men agreed o work In the Wells.
wille mill and were taken there today on
an early morning train,

Armangemenis are being made for a
monster labor meeting at While's Opera.
House In McHeesport tomorrow night.
Arrangements have been made to have a
special train bring workéra from up the
Monongabeln Valley as far as Monessen.
Leaders of the Amaigamated Association.
including President Shaffer, will explain
the sirike situatlon. In view of the re-
cent advance granted to the McKeeaport
workers, greatl interest s belng taken in
the meeting, all bring anxlous to hear the
union efMcials.

Situntion nt Monessen.

A dlapitch from Monessen, Pa., says:

*“it has Just jeaked out that a secret
meeting was held Thursday night by the
men of the Natlonal Tinplate plant, and
8 jarge representation of workers decided
not 10 partcipate in the strike, as they
bave obtuined an advance voluntarily and
the management agreed 1o protect them.
The nine men who quit in the hot miil of
the National plant were really discharged,
it i= claimed, for agitating the sirike
question. The meeting yesterday resulted
in nothing definite. The girls in the sort-
Ing-room are tlking of quitting unless
their demands are complled with. Their
Egrievance s that formerly they had a
helper to stack thelr tin. Helpers got 5
cenis & day and sorters §1 10. Now the
girls have to do thelr own stacking and
pet 81 10, while they wanmt §1 35 Forty
girls are employed in this department, and
it they go out, the mill will be badly
crippled.”

President T, J. Shaffer sald today that
no overtures have been made by the
United States Biesl Corporation looking
to a seltflement of the strike. He sald
that he wonld not be the first to make
the overtures. President Shaffer has not
yot made n move toward exfending the
pirike to other plants of the great steel
combine. Extra measures will pot likely

be taken unless it is first found 1o be ab-
solutely necessary in order to ‘win.

The Leader says:

“Rumor is busy today that efforfs are
being made In New York to call another
conference between the manufacturers
and the workers. It !s sald that John
Jurrett, labor secretary of the American
Eheot Steel Company, and Joseph Bishop,
secretury of the Ohlo Board of Arbitra-
tion, are In New York In the interest of
peace. At the Amalgamated Associntion
offices here no information on this point
could be obtalned, althouxh several of the
officers smilingly sald there would be
many surprises for the public before the
termina®on of the strike, One of them
stated that he had been informed that
Jarrett wes in New York to procure non-
union men for the sheet plants, but he
placed no credence In the rumor. The
visit of Bishop to New York Is, however,
significant, a= it s known that he has
President Shaffer's authority to make ar-
rungements for i conference, If ons can
be arranged, that will give promise of set-
tiement of the strike.”

VIOLATED THE AGREEWENT.

Vice-Presldent Arms Accuses Shafier
of Bad Falth,

NEW YORK, July 15.—Wamner Arms,
vice-president of the American Tinplate
Company, made the following statement
today to the Associated Press:

“Mr. Bhaffer wants these companies to
sign for all the non-unfon mills. A wage
agreement Is a contract entered Into vol-
untarily between two oOF more persons
representing cerialn interests. Mr, Shaf-
fer has no right to msk these companies
to slgn any agreement with him for per-
sons he does not represent. These com-
panies are not antagonistic to labor and
have proved It by entering Into wage
agreements In the past with Mr. Shaffer
for those that he represented. This year
the American Tinplate Company entered
“into an agreement for pne yoar from July
1. but Mr. Bhnffer violated that agreement
by calling out the men on & sympathetic
strike when they had no grievances™

Preaident Shaffer's Reply.

PITTSBURG, July 19.—President Shaf-
fer was shown the statement of Mr. Arms
concerning the non-unlon mills, and in
reply sald:

“Mr. Arme agreed to =sign the scale for
Salisburg and the Old Meadow <mill, at
Bcottdale, both non-unlon miils, ax did
the other representatives of the United
Biates Bteel Corporation. Mr. Arms is
reported to have =ald that he would sign
for Monessen, 1 do not belleve that Mr,
Arms ever sald that to the public for he
never made any such statement before
the conference or to me privately. But
I know he agreed to sign for two mills
If he ls willing to slgn for two, why
not for all? 1 stated to the representa-
tives of the United States Steel Corpor-
atlon In conference that I represented
the men of Lindsay & MeCutcheon's and
Palnter's mills and agreed. if they, the
representatives of the company, doubted
my statement, T would prove it by clos-
ing those milis almost immedlately.”

J. P. MORGANX'S POSITION.

He Says There Can Be No Compro-
mine of the Question.

NEW YORK, July W.—J. P. Morgan
gave positive denlal today to the rumor
of thlis morning that the steel strike had
been settied. He made this statement to
the Associnted Press:

“There is not a word of truth in it
There has beenn no settlement and there
can be no compromise on such gquestion.
The position of the operating committes
Is perfectly slmple and well understood,
apd, =0 far as I am concerned, has my
unqgqualified approval’

President Schwab, of the T'nited Btates
Steel Corporation, declined again tpday
to discuss for publication the steel strike,
a policy which he has preserved #ince the
confiict began.

Induced the Men Not to Work.

CLEVELAND, July 19.—The hoop mill,
which wars to have heen started up by
the American Steel & Wire Company, will
probably not begin operations Monday.
John H. Ward, vice-president of the
Amnlgamnted Association of Iron, Eteel
and Tin Workers for the sixth district,
came to Cleveland today and after a few
hours' work among the men who had been
selocted to operate the mill, persuaded
nearly all of them to refuse to work and
to join the strikers. A number of mon-
union men present at the meeting made
mpplication to join the Amalgamated As-
sociation.

Negroea to Take Strikers’ Places.
NEW ORLEANS, July 19—Two men
ave oome here from Plttsburg to get
negro labor to take the plavces of the
sirikers In the steel mills of the United
Btates Bteel Corporation. They secured
W men and had reports from similar
agents in Anniston and Bessemer, Ala.,
that they had secured 40 men.

“I might add that, In June, 1808 T as-
sisted In the orgmnizmation of the Native
Bons of Oregon. ard held the position of
first grand president of the order for one
term, and now hold the position of grand
junior past president. T wns also Instru-
mental In helping to bring about the or-
ganization of the Native Daughters of
Oregon.

MINE FIREMEN'S STRIKE

COAL OPERATORS COXTINUE TO
MAKE GAINS.

The Men, However, Are Not Discour-
aged, and Declare Thelr Ranks
Are Being Increancd Steadily.

-

WILKESBARRE, Pa,, July 18.—More
mines. were in operation mnd more coal
was holsted in the Wyoming Valloy today
thiin on any day since the statiohary fira-
men's strike began. The gaine made by
the companiez today were as follows:

The Busquehanna Coal Company, oper-

ating all the colliers at Nanticoke, had

more men at work than on any day this
week, and the output was larger. The
firemen at the Avondale mine of the
Lackawanna Coal Company went back
to thelr ald posts, and work gt the mine
will be resumed tomorrow. Number §
colllery, of the Erie Company, at Plits-
town, resumed work this morning. Two
kundred men are employed there. The
Petlibone mine, of the Lackawanna Com.
pany, found it had enough hands to start
up at noon, and operations were resumed.
No attempt, however, wis made to re-
sume work at any of the mines of the
Dielaware & Hudson and the Lehigh &
Wilkesbarrre Companles.

In the face of this change In the =sltun.
tion the strikers aro by no means dis-
couraged. Tn an officlal statement lasued
this afternoon It is declared thar In the
upper anthracite reglon there Is a greater
number of mines ldle than yesterday., The
statement says:

“In complinnce with the order of the
United Mineworkers of America to fire-
men of their organizgation to return to
work, but few have complled, nnd there
Is a steady Increase to our ranks. We
hope to have complete organization of the
entire territory. A noliceable attitude ls
that of the mineworkers throughout the
upper region In their sympathetle stand
in our behalf. From Hazloton, Shamokin
and Mount Cuarmel region the men are
fast organizing and will respond to the
call to a man."

READING SHOPMEN STRIKE.
Forelgners Imported to Take the
Plnces of Nonunion Men.
READING, Pa., July 18—The Philndel-
phin & Readipg Company brought in 32
trangers to help in the boller-making
and blacksmithing department of the loco-
motive shops where 80 mechanios of those
two classes have been on strike for three
weeks, The recrults, mostly fareigners,
were put to work today. A committea was
fent by the strikers to the company’s
office to have the strangers faken out,
This demand belng refused, 175 molders,
machinists and others, many of whom do
not belong to the unlon, walked out in n
body, The forelgners were hooted and
were marched out of the shop to thelr
temporary quarters on the third floor of
the plant. Forty-one Winchester rifles,
which had been used by the coal and iron
police during the riots of 1877, were taken
from thelr cases and stacked In the room
aceupled by the imported workmen. The
strike has assumed n moare eritlen] stage
than ever before. The locomotive shop Ia

now badly crippled.

Mineworkers and Firemen,

HAZLETONR, Pa., July 19—The confer-
ence between the officers of the three an.

The Unlon Pacific has
a large force of graders at work west of
here, and yesterday belng pay. day, &
large number of them came to town,
macy of them drinking considerable,
When they started home the men from
the two rival camps got into a fight over
a cortaln hand ear, each crowd claiming
it. The Austrians attacked the Greeks
with knives, revolvers and clubs and com-
pletely routed them, after severely wound.
ing mix of thelr number. The wounded
men were taken to the hospitil, where
four of them now lle. Rade Lubovie, a
member of the Austrian camp, was found
dead near the sceng of the battle. As a
result of the fight, the Greeks are arm-
ing themselves, and a pliched battle is
feared,

THEY SAW NO DURGLARS.

A Doctor’'s Testimony in the Fos-
burgh Manslaughter Trisl.
PITTBFIELD, Mass., July 10.—In the
Foshurgh mansiaughter trial today Dr,
Paddock, medical exnminer of Pittsfield,
described in detall the manner In which
the members of the Fosburgh family
weére dressed. Then he said that young
James Fosburgh and Beatrice Foaburgh
told him they had seen no burgiars, Beat-
rice tald him that she was standing be-
hind May when the shot was fired and
that she Immediately went to the further
end of the room to turn on the electric
light. Dr. Paddock told of the injuries
alleged to hawve been sustained at the
hands of burglars by the Fosburghs, fath-
or and son. The doctor then told of a
second vislt to the Foshurg houss made
at E30 In the morning. The family, he
aald, wne at breskfast. The doctor an-
nounced that he had come to hold an au-
topsy. Robeért Fosburgh, the defendant,
arose from the table and abjected to thir
proceeding. Hls father interrupted, say-
Ing: “Don't Interfere; let the law take its

course.”

Frank E. Plerson, a dealer in hardware,
tegtifled that In June, 190, he sold Robert
Fosburgh a 22.oaliber center-fire revolver,
and cartridges to fit It,

Relenned for Lack of Evidence,

KANSBAS CITY, July 18.—Joseph Robert-
son and “Bull” Holland, the negroes who
came neéar being lynched Friday night
last by a mob of 2000 people. on the sup-
pogition that they had assaulted Mies
Grace Davis a 20-year-cld white girl, and
attacked her escort, Vernon Newton, were
turned loose today for lnck of evidence.
Justice of the Peace Ross, In dlscharg-
ing the men, sald that little credence
could be given the statements of Miss
Davis and Newton. On the stand both of
them admitted having made misstite-
ments regarding the affalr, The negrocs
set up a strong alibl,

of guestions coming before them. Upon
his motion, the president appointed & com-
mittee to confér with simiiar commitiees
of the other orgunlzations on the question
of consolidation.

Final adjournment was then taken. The
congress went to Victor In & body this
afternoon, where visils were made to
some of the principal gold mines.

RETENTION OF MORRO CASTLE

The plan Is to equlp the foriress
with modern artillery, so0 that Cuba may
be nsslated In deféending hersel! agninst
outsjde interference, and also that the
United States may thus have guarantees
agninst fallure on the part of the Cuban
Government to carry out its pldggs and
terms of the gaty now In .ourss of
prepuration as between this. country and
Cubn. Under this tresty the retention of
the fortress is provided for,

THE DEATH ROLL.

Father Philip Cardella.

NEW YORK, July 9.—Father Philip
Cardella, of the Jesult Brotherhood, and
whose career as a priest has been some-
what pleturesque, was found unconaclous
on the dooratep of 8t. Francls' Xavier Col.
lege, In this eity, and taken to St. Vin-
oent's Hospital, where he died without re-
covering consciousness. He was 50 yenrs
old. He was connected with Bt. Francls'
Xavier Church, and had supervision of
the convent of Mount 8t. Vincent. Father
Cardella came from a prominent Ifallan
family. When 15 years old, In 1848, with
his brother, who afterward became fam-
ous In Rome, he entered the Jesult order,
He spent several years In study, and uf-
ter his ordination taught ethics, scripture
and moral theology.

When the order was expelled from Italy
Father Candelin went first to Spain,
where many of the expatriated priests
took refuge, and after becoming thor-
oughly familiar with the language, went
te Bouth America, whore his order was
Just obtalning a foothold, He took a
leading part In establishing many Jesuit
institutions, a Iabor fraught with much
danger In revolutionsry timers. Then he
weat to Mexico, where he continued his
work, and finally ¢ame t New York
about N years agt.

Colonel B. F. Sawyer,

ATLANTA, Ga., July 19.—Colonel B. F.
Sawyer, journallst, inventior and soldier,
died here tonight at the age of 63 Colonel
Sawyer sérved under Lopez as a fillbuster
in the Cuban Insurrection of ) years ago
and was Colone! of the Twenty-fourth
Alabamn In the Civil War.
