He
has 10 scres In apples, and last year
markeled 5,00 boxes, making 58 carloads,
for which he recdived §l per box at the
ears. He saye hls ¢rop this season prom-
ise8 10 be an good as that of last year,
These apples were principally shipped Lo
England dlrect, Buyers are here already
endeavoring to contract for Hood River
Epples at §1 5 per box, and it is not im-
protmble that cholce apples may bring
N 0 per box for shipment, It begins 1o
look as If 3 commercial orchard k= about
as good a thing to fnvest money in as
can be found. There is a large market
for appies In China and Japan, dbut only
about 8 cenis per box can be obtalned
there. Bize and gquality, however, do not
cut much figure in the Asintic market, and

the Grindstone and Virginia Greening
will do to ship there. The excellence of
Oregon frult is making f{tself known

abroad and this will result in a greatly
Increased demand, so farmers will not
be lkely (o miss it by planting more
apple treee of the best varietles, Many
maks the misiake of planting too many
varisties,

Mone Fixz FruiT.—8everal boxes of
remarkably fine cherries, even for Oregon,
were seen a! the permanent dlsplay yes-
terday. They had been left there to be
forwarded to Commissioner Dosch at Bul.
falo, to be piaced in the Oregon exhibit.
Two boxes were presented by Mrs, An-
gersiein, her Bings being remarkably large
and fine. A box of Lamberts from R.
Beoll, and another of the same kind from
Mr. Magoon, the originator of the Ma-
goon wtrawberty and the Logan berry,
were alse very fine. Commissloner Dogch,
when he puts these cherrles on exhiblt,
need have no fear of their being egunled,
Cherries are still plentiful on the mar-
ket, but the seasom of the Royal
is about over, Black Republicans and other
dark-colored berries are now in tha lead,
with oceaslonal gmall lots of Kentish or
May Dukes, which are often sold for
Kentish. The Royal Anne is the only one
for which there s an unlimited demand,
for mmaking “Maraschino cherries,” for
which thelr glze and color particularly fit
them, and although a great many tons,
nearly 3, have been barreled here and
shipped, the demand is far from being
supplied., Orchardists will probably plant
more Royal Anne cherries in the futurs,

A. 0. U, W, GRAND LODGE FINISHES
ITS WORK.

Portiand Chosen for Nexi Year's
Grand Leodge—Preparntions for
the Supreme Lodge in 1D03.

The grand lodge, A. O. U, W, ad-
Journed at 5:3 P. M. yesterday, after
two very busy meetings. Installation cer-
emonies wére heid in the afternoon.

The Flaherty case, which had occupled
two days of the grand iodge's time, was
finally settled by amending the consti-
tution to permit the payment of 2000 to
Mary mnd Henrletta Flaherty, sisters of
deceased. The sentiment of the lodge
was unanimously in favor of paying the
claim, the only obstacle being Its legal-
Ity. The matter will now be referred to
the supreme grand lodge for approval,
and In the course of & few weeks the
amount will be pald over,

The total membership of the A. 0. .
W. In Oregon is now 8867, the goodly num-
ber of 1470 having been initiated Into the
order during tho past year. The number
of lodges Is also Increasing with the
growth of the state, the last charter,
granted yesterday, belng to Gold Quartz
Lodge, No. ¥, located at Sumpter.

The next annual meeting of the grand
lodge will be held In Portland, A reso-
lution was Introduced naming Astoria

as the place of meeting, but was voted

down.

Arrangements were made with a wiew
to entertalning the supreme lodge In this
city mext Summer, and the sum of 50
wns se¢t apart for the purpose.

The expenses of the session footed up
to 8512 585, being mostly devoted to mile-
sge and per diem of the delegates, each
of whom recelved $2 per day and actual
emount of fare expended, A vote of
thanks was tendered the varlous trans-
portation companies for thelr liberality
in making conceasions to the wvarious
members. Bupreme Master Harwick was
also thanked for honoring the lodge by
his presence, and for material assistance
rendered during the session, The last
work of the lodge was the payment to
each delegate the proper stipend in gold
and silver, and last evening many of them
started for thelr homes.

DEGREE OF HGNOR.

Presentations to Faithfal Oflcers by
the Grand Lodge.

The Degree of Honor did not adjourn
until § P. M., though the grand officers
nnd delegutes were busy all day with
routing matters and Installation. In the
afternoon quite a panic was created by
clogds of smoke issuing from the flue
of thelr hall, and someone erylng “Fire!”
