GUS RUHLIN COMING.

Will Give an Exhibition Before Pas-tim- e

Athletic Club.
Gus Ruhlin, the athlete and pugilist, is

billed to give a boxing exhibition before
the Pastime Club, at the Exposition build-
ing, tomorrow night. He will arrive to-

morrow morning, accompanied by his
manager, Billy Madden, who Is the father

.ri&i
of boxing in America. Ruhlin Is regarded
by many as the greatest living pugilist,
and his match with Champion Jeffries,
recently arranged, will determine the
world's championship.

Ruhlin left New York on his Western
tour, Thursday, July 11. At Duluth, Minn.,
July 14, he umpired a baseball game. He
Is an old baseball umpire and filled that
position In the Eastern League last sea-
son.

He has a great record as a pugilist. His
first notable fight was with Steve O'Don-nel- l,

at Akron, O., In 1S97. He was then
working In the printing trade. After his
victory over O'Donnell, Ruhlin returned to
his trade, but shortly afterwards was In-

duced to become a professional by Billy
Madden, who arranged a match with Jim
Jeffries at San Francisco. This fight re-
sulted in a draw at the end of the 20th
round, and Champion Jeffries has since
said it was the hardest battle of his life.
Subsequently, Ruhlin met and defeated
Mcdoy, Goddard, Peter Maher, Choynski,
Tom Sharkey and numerous other lesser
lights.

In the fight with Sharkey the betting
was 5 to 1 against Ruhlin, but he knocked
out the sailor lad In 15 rounds, being the
first man to give Sharkey a clean knock-
out.

Billy Madden, Ruhlln's manager, Is one
of the well-kno- men In pugilistic cir-
cles. He brought out Sullivan, Jack

Charley Mitchell and many lesser
lights. He has been a prize-fig- ht man-
ager, over 30 years. Ruhlln's sparring
partner, Denver Ed Martin, is backed by
Madden for .$1000- - against any heavyweight
In the world, barring Ruhlin and Jeffries.

The preliminaries between Duff and Bot-

tler, and Murphy and Murry will be In
teresting. Duff and Bottler have been ri-

vals for the amateur lightweight cham-
pionship of Oregon since the days of the
Portland Athletic Club. They have met
before In two six-rou- contests, the re-

sult In each being a draw. They are
training hard and are In first-cla- ss con-

dition. They have agreed that If the
referee Is unable to decide who Is the
winner, he may add additional rounds
until one Is entitled to the decision. The
doors of the building will be thrown open
at 8 P. M. and the exhibition will com-

mence at 9 P. M. sharp.

JOHN L WILSON'S PULL

WHY HE HAS INFLUENCE WITH
PRESIDENT M'KIXLEY.

Voted for Him for Speaker in the
Contest With Tom Reed in 1800

Harry Wilson's Telegram.

SEATTLE. July 21. The struggle be-
tween John L. Wilson and Senator Foster
as to which of them shall control the
Federal patronage of this state is ex-
citing considerable curiosity as to what
Wilson's pull with the McKlnley adminis-
tration Is based upon. Usually the only
Republican Senator from a state would
control the patronage of that state,
without question, and Wilson hfmself did
when he was In the Senate. Now he Is
very much an and still h!a
influence with the McKlnley administra
tion is embarrassing Senator Foster ex-
tremely. What is the secret of the pull?

Wilson Is pretty thick with Mark
Hanna, and has been ever since Hanna
appeared on the horizon of Republican
National polt!cs. But Wilson's pull goes
further than that. In December, 1889,
the Republicans had control of the House
of Repreoen tat Ives for the first time In
several years, and a speaker was to be
elected. There were four candidates.
Reed, of Maine; McKlnley. of Ohio; Can-
non, of Illinois, and Henderson, of Iowa.
Two ballots were necessary In the Re-
publican caucus to nominate a speaker.
Wilson was a new man from Washington,
having been elected the October pre-
vious. He went to Washington a McKln-
ley man, and voted for McKlnley on the
first ballot. .On the second ballot, long
before Wilson's name was reached," It was
apparent that Reed had won over enough
votes to nominate him. Wilson did not
get Into the scramble for the band wagon,
but voted for McKlnley when it was ab
solutely certain that another man would
be nominated. McKlnley remembers these
things. It took Wilson several years of
congressional service to secure any stand-
ing with Reed; as a result of his vote
for McKlnley. In fact, nearly every other
man that' voted for McKlnley that could
be punished by Reed was so dealt with.
Wilson was never given much of a show.
McKlnley understood It, and understood
that Wilson suffered some humiliation be-
cause of that vote he cast in the Speak-
ership contest.

When McKlnley became President, Wil-
son was In the Senate, and having no
Republican colleague, was allowed ab-
solute sway and control In the
matter of dealing out patronage
to the State of Washington. For
the most part appointments were
quite satisfactory, and when Senator Fos-
ter went to Washington and set about
getting new men appointed, he found
considerable difficulty. He has always
bumped up against the question, why
the men already in office were not satis-
factory, If they were not good Republi-
cans, etc.

Wilson has laid his wires well, and he
goes to Washington Just often enough to
keep In touch with what Is going on.
He Works a little with Foster, a little
with Cushman, and a little with Jones.
He has no particular use for any of
them, but as a politician, is generally
laying wires away underneath where they
are treading. He keeps up his friend-
ship with McKlnley and with Hanna and
with 'the Republican leaders. Of course
this cannot' last forever, as a live Sen-
ator with two Representatives at his
back is pretty apt to have something of
a pull himself.

There Is a feature of the McKlnley
administration that stands out more prom-
inently than almost anything else. He has
a fondness for the men with whom he
served when he was In Congress, and es-

pecially the men who stood by him la the
first National fight he ever rriade, that
for the Speakership of the National
House. While he has not turned down
those who did not vote for him, he 'has
not allowed those who did and went down
to defeat to suffer when he could help
It. ThafMs the biggest part of John L.
Wilson's pull. His pull with Hanna Is a
secondary consideration.

Those who know, say it has never yet
been possible to convince the President
that Wilson's personality was responsible
for tho defeat of the Republican nominee
for Governor last year. Wilson went
East, and gave out an Interview, which
was published in the Washington Post,
to the effect that Mr. Frlnk had been de-
feated for two reasons: First, that his
legislative record on railroad matters
was not satisfactory to the farmers, and,
second, that he was the candidate of

McGraw, who was unpopular
with the masses of the voters, or words
to that effect. Wilson's colossal assurance
In unloading the responsibility for Frlnk'i
defeat upon McGraw, set the whole state
laughing, and made McGraw angrier than
the seven furies. As a matter of fact,
the Democratic war-who- In the cam-pai- n

was that Frlnk was the candidate
of the "Wilson-McGra- combine (with
Wilson's name first) and this charge was
good for thousands of votes to Governor
Rogers.

In connection with Wilson's friendship
for McKlnley a ludicrous story Is told.
In 1896 Harry L. Wilson, John's brother,
was a candidate for delegate to the Na-

tional convention, and had the Indorse
ment of Spokane County. Harry was
standing on the free silver platform
adopted by the Spokane County conven-
tion, and John, by the way, was support-
ing free silver In the United States Sen-

ate. P. C. Sullivan, of Tacoma, whose
friends were In control of the conven-
tion, arranged to shut Harry Wilson off
the National delegation; but Andrew F.
Burleigh, King County's candidate", had
promised Wilson his support, and begged
Sullivan to recede from his opposition.
Sullivan finally yielded, and by sufferance
Harry was named as a delegate, al-

though Instructed to vote a gold platform.
After the convention was over Harry
rushed to the telegraph office and sent
a message to Brother John In Washing-
ton, substantially as follows: ,

"I have the delegation Instructed for
McKlnley and sound money, and will
head Washington's forces at St. Louis."

Brother John took the next train for
Canton, and showed tho telegram to Mc-

Klnley. By that time It was apparent
that the Ohio man was going to be nom-
inated, and Brother John, always early to
seize an opportunity to get In on the
ground floor, did not overlook the chance
td sell McKlnley a gold brick.

In the fight between Foster and Wil-

son over the marshalshlp there seems to
be little doubt that Mark Hanna Is stand-
ing with Wilson for all he Is worth.
At least so a friend of Senator Foster's
who has Just returned from the East,
says. Moreover, shortly before the sena-
torial contest of 1899, when Wilson was
defeated. J. H. Shlvely, chairman of the
Republican State Central Committee,
visited Mr. Hanna in Washington. Shlve-
ly was supporting Mr. Ankeny, and de-

sired Hanna to keep his hands out of
the fight. Hanna told Shlvely the admin-
istration was very desirous of Wilson's
being returned, and was willing to go
any reasonable length In aiding him.
Hanna's influence counted for naught,
however, but it Is said that he rendered
Wilson very "material" assistance in his
unsuccessful light.

ALL READY FOR RED MEN.

Baker City "Will Royally Entertain
the Grand Lodge.

BAKER CITY, Or., July 21. Everything
is in readiness for the assembling of the
Red Men In grand council. July 23. The
local committee having the 'matter In
charge has secured ample accommoda-
tions for all of the visitors, and most of
the delegates have already been assigned
to quarters. A representative of the com-
mittee will meet each incoming train and
escort the Red Men up town to the head-
quarters, where they will be" directed to
the quarters assigned them.

AN ALASKAN TRAGEDY.

Three Men Left on an Island Myste-
riously Disappear.

PORT TOWNSEND, Wash., JulyCl.
The steamship Oregon arrived in quar-
antine from Nome last night, and re-

mained in the stream awaiting inspec-
tion until this morning. She brought
the largest number of passengers of any
steamer arriving from Nome this sea-
son. The Oregon sailed from Nome July
13. She reports that for several days pre-
vious to her sailing a fearful surf was
sweeping the beach at Nome, which en-

dangered both life and property. In
making a landing, a party consisting of

Ogllvle, of the Yukon Terri-
tory. Dr. Herbert Hatch, Surgeon United
States Army, stttloned at St. Michael, and
Mrs. E. S. Walker, wife of Captain
Walker, while being landed from the
steamer St. Paul in the steam launch
Evelyn, had a narrow escape from being
drowned. The machinery gave way and
the launch was cast on the beach. All
were more or less bruised, but none seri-
ously Injured.

A tragedy Is reported on Unlmak Island.
Three men were landed there last Fall
by the schooner Thomas F. Bayard. The
three consisted of the Sutherland broth-
ers and a man named Jackson. The Bay-
ard was to return for them this season,
and when she arrived a party was sent
ashore and found a collapsed tent, the
strong ropes of which had evidently been
cut with a knife or some other sharp In-

strument. Inside were a couple of gar-
ments, coat and vest, both of which were
pierced with sharp knife cuts. The Bay-
ard sailed for Nome and arrived there
July 9, and made the foregoing report.
One of the Sutherlands was known to
have 51000 when he landed on the Island.

The steamer Ruth, which was disabled
by Ice at Golofln Bay, after making tem-
porary repairs, started for Cape Nome In
a leaking condition, and was caught In
the storm In Behrlng Sea and she was
again disabled and while drifting help-
lessly was picked up by the steamer
Santa Ana, and towed to Nome.

Three Men Drowned.
James Eiwell, Thomas Donohue and an-

other man, name unknown, were caught
In a storm July 6, their boat capsized and
all were drowned. The bodies of Elwell
and Donohue were picked up near Penny
River.

Elwell leaven a mother and two sisters
at Cloverdale. Cal., and a sister at Daw-
son. The party arrived at Nome July 4

from Dawson.
Nome Crowded With Thngs.

Nome Is again crowded with thugs and
thieves, and the papers state that a large
crowd composing that element, which
was sent out last Fall on the Government
transport, has returned, and the thugs
are plying their business with renewed
vigor. As many as a dozen to 15 arrests
are made daily, and the authorities are
considering another deportation scheme
for that class.

BAKER CITY MINE SOLD.

Virtue Company Acquires the Board-ma- n

Placer Property.
BAKER CITY, Or., July 21. The Bose-ma- n

placer mine, which adjoins the Vir-

tue mine, was purchased yesterday by
General Manager Arthur Buckbee, of the
Virtue Mining Company. The placer
ground comprises 110 acres of fairly rich
ground With a ,good water right. The
water right and the favorable location of
a hart of the placer claim for a dumping-g-

round for the Virtue property made
this ground of great value to the Virtue
Company. This ground rounds out the
Virtue mine property and places the
mine In splendid condition for working.
The placer ground will probably be
worked to some extent, although that was
not the primary object of the purchase.

Wealth of Walla Walla County.
WALLA WALLA, Wash., July 21. The

Assessor has completed his list of tax-
able property ln Walla Walla County. It
shows a total valuation of $8,909,727. Of
this amount, $2,904,975 is charged against
Improved lands outside the City of Walla
Walla, and $427,053 against unimproved
farm lands. The area of improved farm
lands Is 322,911 acres, a considerable in-

crease over last year. The railroad val-

uation Is $1,256,154. The personal property
of the entire county is valued at $2,030,829.

Under the law of Washington, real estate
Is valued by the Assessor once In three
years. Present values were fixed three
years ago. Next year all lands In the
state will be appraised, and there Is. little
doubt that the Assessor's returns In 1902

will show a large gain In total valuation
over this year's returns.

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LARGE RUN OF SALMON

CATCH AT ASTORIA IN LAST TWO
DAYS BEST SINCE 1800.

Extra Men Are Being Put On at Can-

neries and Cold-Stora- ge Plants
Cnt In Price.

ASTORIA. July 21. The run of fish for
the past 4S hours has been better than for J

any season since 1S96, the year of the big
strike, when the National Guard was
called out to settle the question whether
the price should be "5 cents or no fish."
The five cold-stora- plants .In Astoria
are blocked, and a majority of them have
not cleaned up their floors since Friday.
Extra men are being put on for night
work, but white men are not available.
No others are used in the cold-stora-

plants, and the Caucasians are gradually
superseding the Chinese In the canneries.
The present run has affected the price to
the reduction of Chinook salmon of weight
of 25 pounds or over from 7 to 6 cents.
The latter price is that fixed by the Co-

lumbia River Fishermen's Protective
Union before the opening of the season,
and It Is not probable that It will go
below this figure, with a good chance
of Its Increasing when the present large
run ceases. While runs have come Into
the river In previous years during this
portion of the season In similar quanti-
ties, the character of the fish is entirely
different. The former July run was of
a small fish In comparison with those of
the earlier run, and were called "July"
fish. They were an Inferior quality, and
so packed and graded for the market. The
fish delivered today average about 30
pounds, firm In flesh, color equal to
March fish, and with eggs only partially
mature.

Even the most skeptical about the bene-
fits of hatcheries and artificial propaga-
tions have acknowledged that the fish
are those released from the hatcheries.
At the cold-stora- plant of S. S. Schmidt
& Co. there were 15 fish delivered today
with the adipose fin missing, and these
averaged In size with the other large fish
delivered. The glllnetters are doing ex-
ceptionally well. From at "low slack"
yesterday afternoon many hauls of from
1000 to 2000 pounds were made. The cold-stora-

plants have enough fish on their
wharves to keep them busy for 24 hours,
and the receiving stations in the Baker's
Bay trap district are so crowded that they
cannot receive any more. The launches,
which were comparatively Idle during the
earlier part of the season, are now run-
ning night and day with all the fish they
can carry.

FISH-TRA- P CASE.

Astoria Want to Know Whether It
Can Resnlnte Driving of Piles.

ASTORIA, July 21. A suit will be com-
menced In the local courts within the
next few days, which will test the author-
ity of the city to regulate the driving
of piles along the water front, and also
the right of Individuals to place fish traps
in waters lying Inside the city limits.
Soon after the opening of the present fish-
ing season a man named Anderson built
a fish trap in front of the old Scandi-
navian cannery property, which Is owned
by the combine. Complaint was made to
the Council by the secretary of the fish-
ermen's union, and City Attorney Smith
stated today that he would at once file
a complaint against Anderson, charging
him with violating a city ordinance. The
charter gives the city authority to pro-
vide for the prevention and removal of
obstructions In the Columbia River wlth
In the limits of the city, and an ordinance
passed several years ago provides that
no person shall drive piling or make any
other Improvement In the Columbia River
along the city front below low-wat- er

mark without first obtaining permission
from the Council. In this case no permis
sion waff asked for or granted, so the
driving of the trap was clearly a viola-
tion of the ordinance, which fixes the
punishment at a fine of from $20 to $100
for each day the obstruction remains. An-
derson. It is said. Is backed by the com-
bine, and its Intention is, in the event
this case Is Won, to drive numerous traps
In the waters adjacent to Its property
along the city front. The contention Is
made that this. trap Is located on private
property, that of the combine, and the
city thus has no authority to order Its
removal. The City Attorney, however,
maintains that such Is not the case. As
the trap Is situated beyond the low water
mark, he contends that It Is on state prop-
erty, In which the combine has no Inter-
est, excepting wharfage rights, which are
subject wholly to the control of the city.
This power Is given the municipality, he
says, by the State Legislature, and It has
been upheld by the Supreme Court. The
case promises to be an Interesting one,
and Is expected to be bitterly contested.

NEW IRRIGATION PLAN.

La Grande Beet Factory Will Put
Ganollne Pnmp on River.

LA GRANDE, Or., July 21. The Oregon
Sugar Company Is working on a plan,
yet untried In this region, for Irrigating
the sugar-be- et crop during the months of
July and August. The company proposes,
as an experiment, to pump by means of a
gasoline engine tho water from a large
ditch out upon one of the large fields
near the town of Allcel. The gasoline en-

gine which has been purchased is guar-
anteed to pump 3000 gallons per minute.
This fills a five-Inc- h pipe with a steady
flow, or approximately a three-Inc- h pipe
under pressure. This amount of water. It
has been estimated, will Irrigate from one
to two acres dally. The original cost of
the engine and apparatus does not exceed
$500, and the expense of operating will be
but a few cents per day. In an ordinary
season In the Grand Ronde one Irrigation
will be sufficient, but that will add ma-
terially to the weight and quality of the
