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TEAMSTERS QUIT WORK

TJRATISG BUSINESS IN JFRISCO- - IS
AT A STANDSTILL.

EtrnpKlc BetTrcen the Draymen's As-

sociation and the Teamster's
Brotherhood Serious Effects.

SA'N FRANCISCO. July 22. The dray-In- g

business of this city is almost at a
standstill. The teamsters' strike went into
effect at noon, and nearly 1000 teamsters
are now idle. On the water front thou-
sands of tons of freight are piled up on
the docks, and Incoming steamers are con-

tinuously adding to the congestion. The
larger wholesale dealers, the fruit canner-
ies, and the factories have been the most
seriously affected so far. Most of the
smaller commission-house- s and other busi-

ness establishments having their own
teamsters, were ablo to get their freight
moved this morning, but this fact has
scarcely any perceptible effect on the sit-

uation.
One consequence of the strike, and not

the least serious, Is the abrupt fall in the
prices of farm and orchard products. Po-

tatoes and fruits suffered most in this
respect, and the Impossibility of moving
large quantities of peaches, pears and
plums made these commodities almost un-

salable at the wharves this morning.
Freight arriving by rail is in the same sit-

uation as that coming in by the water
route.

The business of the local Custom-Hous- e

is also interferred with. Tons of dutiable
freight are at the docks, awaiting re-

moval to the Appraiser's store and the
"bonded warehouses. Much of this freight
Is valuable. It was announced this after-
noon that the Overland Freight Transfer
Company had secured men to drive the
trucks. Customs officers will be detailed
to guard them while they are carrying
"bonded goods. Secretary Reuner, of the
Draymen's Association, said:

"The draymen today have employed
about 200 men. We are willing to employ
union men, but we require every appli-
cant for work to enter an agreement to
gix'e willing and absolute obedience to the
orders of his employers, Irrespective of
his union. The men may have unions, but
those unions are not to run our business
for us, nor to dictate with whom we
ehall do business. That Is the point, and
on that line the Draymen's Association,
tvlth the backing of the Employers' As-

sociation, is prepared to carry the contest
to a finish." .

The teamsters assert that the Employ-
ers' Association has Inaugurated a move-
ment to break up every union in the city.
The officers of the brotherhood are con-

fident that they will win their strike un-

aided. However, if they And that the
employers are too much for them, it is
probable they will call out other organiza-
tions. About 12,000 men are actively affil-
iated with the teamsters.

Exclusive of the striking teamsters, the
officers of the Labor Council number the
total strikers in this city at 7783. Of these,
3551 are Ironworkers, 1200 machinists and
2707 affiliated tradesmen. The cooks and
waiters, who are still out, number about
225 men.

There are over 4000 men driving teams
that are connected with the various unions
constituting the Teamdrlvers' Executive
Council. Then this body is affiliated with
the "Water-Fro- nt Federation, which em-
braces men that are more or less connected
with or depend upon the teaming business.
This includes stevedores, sailors, porters,
packers, warehousemen, marine firemen
and engineers and In affiliated branches
perhaps about S00O more. In the event of
a strike being ordered all these would, of
necessity, go out In sympathy. There is
likely to be some lively times on the water
front. Nonunion men will have to do the
driving. In that event the longshoremen
will refuse to handle the merchandise
brought to the various vessels hy non-
union drivers, and the coasting vessels
will either tie up or go away In ballast.
Should nonunion longshoremen be secured
to handle the merchandise, then the sail-
ors will go on strike and refuse to work
the ship. The outlook seems to be for a
general tie-u- p.

WHY THE CONCORD RETURNED.

Commander "Was Seriously III De-

partment Is Satisfied.
WASHINGTON, July 22. The report of

Lieutenant-Commande- r Mlnnett, of the
gunboat Concord, as to the circumstances
which brought that ship back from Alaska
without orders, was received at the Navy
Department today. ThB officer says that
Commander Knox, who was in command
of the vessel at the time she went North,
was taken seriously III and had to relin-
quish command. There was no means of
sending him back or of leaving him In a
place where suitable attention could be
given him. "Under the circumstances it
was deemed essential that the ship should
carry back the sick officer. The depart-
ment has accepted this explanation as suf-
ficient.

Concord at Bremerton.
SEATTLE, Wash., July 22. The United

States gunboat Concord Is at Bremerton,
awaiting orders from the Navy Depart-
ment. The department desires to have
the gunboat return to her station in Beh-rln- g

Sea as soon as possible, but It is
hardly expected that she will be able to
leave the Sound before August 1. Com-
modore Knox, on account of whose sick-
ness the Concord came south, is slowly
recovering at the Seattle General Hospital.
When he is able to travel he will prob-
ably bo sent to the Naval Hospital at
Mare Island,- - Cal. His successor, Com-
mander Delanoe, is still ill at Washington,
D. C.

ALLEGED EMBEZZLER ESCAPES.

Seattle Man Is Believed to Be on
His Way to Portalnd.

SEATTLE. July 22. W. H. Kernaghan,
who, it is alleged, embezzled $3000 to $5000
from the Pacific States Telephone Com-
pany's office here, and was shadowed for
several weeks by detectives, has made his
escape and is headed southward. It Is
believed he Is going to Portland. Every
station on the line has been notified and
the Portland police have his description,
with orders to arrest him on sight. He is
a young man. and was married a month
ago to an Everett girl, who is also miss-
ing, but Is thought to be In Everett.

Private detectives of the telephone com-
pany are after him, and he will probably
soon be caught. He was in the employ of
the company for three years, being two
years in the treasurer's office.

SAYS SHE SIGNED BY MISTAKE.

"Woman Askii to Have Her Name
Stricken Off Hnsbnnd' Note.

SALEM, July 22. A petition was filed
today In department No. 2 of the Circuit
Court of Marlon County, In the matter of
Tilmon Ford, as executor of the last
will and testament and estate of William
Cosper, deceased, plaintiff, vs. A. S. Gi-
lbert et al., defendants, by Anna Whale.
33ie petition sets forth that C. A. Whale,
husband of petitioner, made, executed and
delivered his certain promissory note for
51500 to A. T. Gilbert on October 3, 1S00,
payable one year after date, and to secure
said note ho gave a mortgage. Petitioner
alleges it was agreed that she was to
sign the mortgage, so as to bar her dower
interest, but was not to sign the note;
that the note and mortgage was left with
a notary public of Salem, Or., to be exe-
cuted, and that petitioner signed the note
by mistake. She prays that the note may
be reformed and corrected by striking
her name as one of the makers out.

COLONEL ALBERT JENKS DEAD.

Noted Artist Drops Dead of Heart
Disease in Los Angeles.

LOS. ANGELES, Cal., July 22. Colonel
Albert Jenks, a well-know- n artist, dropped

dead this morning on the street in front
of the residence of his friend, Mrs. C. B.
Bruhn. Heart disease was the cause of
death. Colonel Jenks and H. Langley, the
writer and publisher, were walking at the
time, laughing and chatting, when, with
an unfinished joke on his lips. Colonel
Jenks pitched forward and expired.

The deceased was born in New York 75
years ago. Early in life he moved to Au-
rora, 111., and engaged in the banking
"business. He also studied painting, but
at the outbreak of the Civil War entered
the Army and attained the rank of Lieuten-

ant-Colonel. After the war he devoted
himself to portrait painting. Among the
distinguished .persons portrayed by him
were Lincoln, Sheridan and John A.

WILL BORE FOR OIL AT ASHLAND.

Callforninns Organize Company
Wltli ?1,000,000 Capital.

ASHLAND, July 22. Lands in the vicin-
ity of this city are to be further pros-
pected and drilled for oil. Messrs. Gug-
genheim and Mack, of Southern Cali-
fornia, who in the past two years have
purchased about 15,003 acres of land in
the foot-hil- ls of Siskiyou Mountains, have
just incorporated under the laws of Cali-
fornia a company with 51,000,000 capital,
called the Ashland OH Company, and the
stock has been fully subscribed. The
offices of the company have been located
In the Crocker building, San Francisco,
and its officers are: President, A. J.
Mack; vice president, J. J. Mack; man-
ager, L. Guggenheim; superintendent, J.
C. Hill.

The properties purchased, by these capi-
talists have been thoroughly experted by
reliable engineers, who pronounce them
prolific in all the indications of petroleum.

A light rjg for prospecting purposes will
reach Ashland during the present week,
and the heavier machinery will follow.
Prospecting will be carried on with the
light rig to find the most likely place for
boring, and then the heavy machinery
will be set? up.

GRAIN SHORTAGE MADE UP.

"Warehouse Company Pays for a
Shrinkage of 8000 Bushels.

GARFIELD, July 22. A stockholders'
meeting of the Farmers' Warehouse Com-
pany was held here Saturday, when Gen-
eral Manager John C. Lawrence reported
a shortage of 8000 bushels of grain in the
warehouse. Mr. Lawrence discovered the
shortage In checking up his warehouse
accounts since the first of the month.
The stockholders of the corporation at
once arranged to take up the shortage.
All farmers who have had wheat stored
have been paid in full. Mr. Lawrence
has been as general manager.
This was the first time accounts had
been checked up or gralni in the ware-
house weighed for three years, during
which time the company has handled
nearly 750,000 bushels of grain. Two years
ago, when Cameron & Co., grain export-
ers, became bankrupt, this firm owed the
local company $3000, which accounts for
a portion of the shortage. The rest was
shrinkage and waste. The Farmers'
Warehouse Company was organized In
1893 and has paid In dividends 165 per
cent since its organization. Mr. Lawrence
has had charge of affairs for seven years.

CALIFORNIA MAYOR SHOT.

Badly "Wounded as a Result of His
Order to Stop Fighting.

SANTA PAULA, Cal., July 22. Mayor
Hugh O'Hara, place, was shot and
probably fatally wounded Sunday by
Charles Waxsmlth, an employe of tre
Union Oil Well 'Supply Qompany. Since
the shooting the town has been in a state
of turmoil, and for a time there was a
prospect of a lynching. A meeting of 300
angry citizens was held, and tha greatest
excitement prevailed. The crime was vig-
orously denounced and measures taken to
rid the town of objectionable characters.

The shooting was the result of the May.
or's effort to preserve order among per-
sons who Insisted on fighting on the
street. Four machinists, Charles Wax-smit- h.

George Gregg, H. W. Worly and
John Bottoms are under arrest. The Mayor
ordered the four men arrested for fighting
with a Mexican, but before they were ap-
prehended Waxsmlth secured a pistol and
deliberately shot the Mayor, who was
sitting in front of his own house.

SUPREME COURT DEFINES STATUS
OF OWNER AND OCCUPIER,

Agreement for Cultivating Land on
Shares Docs Not Constitute a

Lease Other Decisions.

SALEM, July 22. The Supreme Court
today handed down the following decis-
ions, affirming the decision of the lower
court in one case, and reversing it in
three others:

Warehouse Company, a corporation, re-

spondent. Appealed from Sherman
County, W. L. Bradshaw, Judge; opinion
by Moore, J.; affirmed.

The answer, after denying the material
allegations of the complaint, ayers that
plaintiff's attornment to the Eastern Ore-
gon Land Company was collusive and
made In bad faith. The reply, having de-

nied the material allegations of the new
matter in the answer, averred the facts
in as hereinbefore .stated. A
trial on these Issues having resulted In a
judgment against the he ap-

pealed therefrom.
The Supreme Court holds: "It Is con-

tended that the lncontradlcted testimony1
shows plaintiff made, in good faith, a
valid attornment to Eastern Oregon
Land Company, to avoid and
this being had no right to the
wheat, which unlawfully took, and
hence the court erred In to in-

struct the jury, when requested, to find
for plaintiff. The court cites the thirty-seven- th

American Decisions, page 309,

which holds that in the absence of a stip-
ulation evidencing a contrary intention of
the parties, the rule that an agreement
by which land Is to be cultivated for a
share of the crops does not constitute a
lease, that the owner and

tenants in common. This law prevails
in Alabama, Maryland, Michigan, New
Hampshire, New Jersey, New York and
Vermont. The opinion fol-

lows:
"We believe the rule adopted In those

states Is conducive of best Interests of
the respective parties, and while
person who agrees to cultivate the land

Alice L. Hoover, respondent, Newt
HooVer appellant, from Harney
County. Clifford, Judge. Opinion
by Wolverton, reversed.

In 1S97 the plaintiff instituted a suit
against a divorce, and
alleged in complaint, among other
things, that defendant was the owner

and possessor of real property described
as follows: East of the southwest
section 8, township 25 south, range 32

E. W. M." The prayer was for a de-
cree dissolving the bonds of matrimony,
and allowing and setting apart to the
plaintiff real de-
scribed, and restraining the defendant
from disposing of, or in any manner in-

cumbering the same. Service had by
publication, but the defendant falling to
appear, default was entered, and J. W.
Coleman was appointed referee to take
the testimony and report his findings of
facts and laws, which findings were in
accordance with the complaint. The court
then entered a decree, granting the di-

vorce and giving the plaintiff the fol-
lowing dsecribed property; The east of
the southwest of section 4, in township
25 south, range 32 E. W.

On November 4, 1899, nearly
later, upon motion of without
notice to defendant, the court made and
entered an amended decree nunc pro
tunc, which in respects like the
first except that section "eight" was sub-

stituted instead of section "four" In
the land, and the land itself

was "set apart in fee simple for plaintiff's
own use and benefit."

On April 1900, defendant moved the
court upon notice-t-o plaintiff of his inten-
tion to set aside the amended or nunc
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pro tunc decree. This motion was denied
and, the defendant . appealed from the
amended, decree and the order last . en-

tered.
The opinion holds that the erroneous en-

try in respect to substituting the figure
eight for the figure four, was a mere
misprison of the Clerk; that the court had
no authority to change or modify the
decree, and the defendant should be re-
lieved from the effects of the amended
decree, and the action of the trial court
in awarding it will, therefore, Jbe reversed,
leaving the original decree to stand as It
was when first entered.

LIna H. SturgSs, appellant, --vs. William
Baker, respondent. Appealed from Uma-
tilla County. W. R. Ellis, Judge. Opinion
by Bean, C. J.; reverse'd and a new trial
ordered. '

This was an action-o- n a promissory note,
and came to the Supreme Court on an
appeal from a judgment of an Involuntary
nonsuit. The complaint alleges that the
plaintiff Is the owner and holder of the
note, and It has not been paid.

The answer denies the allegations of
ownership and nonpayment, and alleges
that defendant paid the note in full on
December 4, 1693, to plaintiff's Intestate,
S. P. Sturgls, who alleged to have It in
his possession.

In order to explain certain memoranda
and Indorsements on the note, plaintiff
offered in evidence- - certain entries made
by Mr. Sturgls in his private books, show-
ing his business transaction from day to
day, but the court refused to admit such
entries, on the ground that they were
not against tho Interest of the party mak-
ing them, and, on motion of defendant,
directed a nonsuit. The opinion bj the
court holds that the court erred In re-
fusing to admit In evidence the entries
made by Mr. Sturgis in his books, ex-

planatory of the Indorsements on the note,
and In not submitting to the Jury the con-
tested questions of fact in the case. Tho
Judgment is therefor reversed, and a new
trial ordered.

Peter West, appellant, vs. George Eley
and Andrew Eley, respondents. Appealed
from Umatilla County. W. R. Ellis,
Judge. Opinion by Wolverton, J.; re-
versed.

The complaint alleges that the defend- -
1 ants are Indebted to the plaintiff In the

sum of 560, upon an account for services
of the plaintiff as attorney, between
March 1, 1S94, and November 1, 1894, In
prosecuting and defending certain suits
and actions at request of defendants,
tttat said services were reasonably worth
said sum, and defendants agreed to pay
said sum therefor.

There was a denial of the allegations,
and some new matters were set up by
way of separate defense. At the trial
plaintiff testified to having agreed to bring
suit on a certain promissory note of 5430,
for a fee of 550, and upon which he did
bring suit. When plaintiff rested defend-
ants, moved for nonsuit, which was al-

lowed by the court.
The opinion by the Supremo Court holds

that the case should havo gone to a jury,
as undoubtedly there was no failure of
proo'f. This leads to a reversal of the
judgment, and the case will be remanded.

NOME IS BECOMING A CITY

ABOUT SIX THOUSAND ARRIVALS
THIS SEASON.

Gamblers and Thugs Flock In From
Davrnon, but Good Order Is

Maintained Other NeTTs.

NOME, July 10. (Special Correspond-
ence.) It is estimated that about 6000 peo-
ple have been landed here since the
opening of the season, and every steam-
er arriving brings a full passnger list.
About 1200 came down from Dawson, and
their desirability as an accession depends
altogether upon the point of view. The
great majority of them belong to what
Is called the "sporting" class, and their
departure from the Yukon country is due
to the Dawson authorities' decision to
close all gambling games. The crop of
suckers, however, does not seem to be
adequate to the demand, and this, with
the territorial license of 51500 on saloons,
Is making Nome a "dull" camp this year,
notwithstanding the fact that the news
from the gold fields Is of the most en-

couraging kind. The District Attorney
informs me that among the newcomers
are many notorious criminals, one attor-
ney having pointed out to him four men
whom he defended on separate charges of
murder, and there are sure-thin- g men,
thugs and minor criminals galore. The
authorities here, however, are fully ade-
quate to the task before them, and It la
to their credit that there Is no more or-
derly city in the United States today, so
far as safety of life and property Is con-

cerned.
The rural free mall delivery system

has been established here, and will ex-

tend westward to Gold River, eastward to
Nome River, and north to Anvil, Snow
and Glacier Creeks; the service to Gold
Run being weekly, and to the other points

Postmaster Wright claims
that this will be a great convenience to
a very large number of miners and busi-
ness men.

There Is trouble between rival claim-
ants of mining properties in this dis-

trict, and gunplays are quite frequent.
A valuable bench claim on Glacier
Creek has been the scene of several forci-
ble ejectments. It is claimed by tne
Mongollon Mining Company, of Minneapo-
lis, and also by Stewart Richards, Judge
Stevens and Judge Dubose, the gentleman
who is now on his way to San Francisco
to serve a sentence of six months for con-
tempt of court.

and Anvil to be worked at a profit.

MINING CONGRESS OPENS TODAY.

Many Delesrntes at Boise Sessions
Will Open Today.

BOISE, Idaho, July 22. Everything Is In
readiness for the meeting of the Mining
Congress tomorrow. Governor Prince, of
New Mexico, president of the congress, ac-
companied by a large number of Eastern
delegates, arrived this afternoon. The
Eastern Oregon delegation, 40 strong, ar-

rived tonight. The delegates from the
western part of the state are expected
early In the morning, when an organiza-
tion of the Oregon men will be effected.

Today the California delegation began
placing its mineral exhibit in the Senate
Chamber.

NO TRACE OF GOLDSTEIN'

YOUNG MAN "WHO WAS LOST NEAR,
.MOUNT ST. HELENS.

Searching Tarty Followed HI
Tracks In the Snow for Five

Miles, and Then Lost Them.

VANCOUVER, July 22. No trace has
been found of Able Goldstein, the young
man who became lost In the wilderness
at the base of Mount St. Helens a week
ago yesterday. No word has been' re-
ceived from I. Goldstein, the boy's
father, and the party which accompanied
him from here last Wednesday in search
of the missing boy. The only news of
any description which has been received
here from the vicinity of the search
party's camp was brought in by an un-
known man yesterday evening. He stop- -,

ped at the Goldstein residence long'
enough to tell the anxious mother and
sisters of the boy that he had not been,
found up to Friday, the day he left the
.vicinity. He said tho search party was
divided Into two divisions. One reported
having followed the boy's tracks in the
snow a distance of five miles. The
tracks followed the course of a mountain
stream going down toward a settlement.
The party lost the trace at the snow
line and is now searching the surround-
ing country. The Identity of the man
bringing the news could not be learned,
as he did n6t give any name to the fam-
ily. He was on hi3 way to Portland.

"WHAT THE ASTORIA CASE IS.

Damage Action Which Involves Co-
nstitutionality of Charter.

ASTORIA, July 22. A telegram was re-

ceived from Salem today stating the ap-
peal In the case of Henry Mattson vs.
the City of Astoria had been set for hear-
ing In the Supreme Court July 24. The
case Is a suit brought to recover 510,000
damages for Injuries received by falling
through the roadway in Unlontown. Tho
Jury in the Circuit Court returned a ver-
dict of 5625 for the plaintiff, and Judge
McBride held that the provision In tho
charter releasing the city from all dam-
ages that might arise from defective
streets was unconstitutional. The ques--tlo- n

to be submitted to the Supreme Court
Is the constitutionality of that provision
of the charter.

Tho
commission of A. B. Eastham, of Van-
couver, as receiver of this bank was
made out today. He is to take charge on
August 15, relieving Temporary Receiver
Maxwell.
