LIKELY TO FOLLOW OHIO.

Party Is Sguinting at an Abandons
ment of Sllver—Bryanites
Liable to Belt.

——

WABHINGTON, July I8—8Such Demo-
crats of National prominence, whose opln-
fons are of value, think that an effort will
be made by the ta of all the bIg
etates to follow the action of Ohlo and
avold any mention of silver in the state
platforms next year. In this way it is
believed that the party can approach the
next  National contest without being
dragged down by Bryan and his freesliver
heresles. The National committes is now
for free siiver, bul there 1= nothing to pre-
vent ita members from changing, and, as
the next convention approaches, encour-
aging the repmdiation of free sllver. Ev-
erybody knows that two-thirds of the dele-
gates &t the Kansas Clty Convention
would have preferred mo mentlon of the
white metal, but that the perpetual can-
didate insisted upon fres milver or moth-
ing.

Already a movement is on foot to organ-
ize a bolt, and Chicago platform Demo-
crats tn Ohlo Intend to run a Bryan ticket.
This lends to some speculation as to the
probability of Bryan heading & bolt from
the Naitional Convention in 18M, If Bryan-
fsm and free silver are repudiated, as
seems llkely. Bryan has stated that the
Democracy cannot desert its allles, the
Populists and the Bilver Republicans. 1f
Be keeps on dAuring the campalgns of this
year anfl next the preliminaries to the
104 convention, he will be able to gather
gbout kim a Democratic following which
could, with the Populists and a few scal-
tering Silver Republicans, organize a
sembluncs of a party The Protpects are,
however, that Bryan will be too dend by
that time to cut any figure in Democratic
polities. The Ohlo Democrats have shown
that the way to repudiate Bryan Is t0 re-
pudiate him.

The strengith of free silver was In the
Bouth, but If the Democracy of the Bouth
changes itz opinion and follows the path
biazed by the Obio men, it can easily sway
the Democracy of the Nation, and there 5
no difficulty in the South changing. The
Eouth has followsd the banner of the De-
mocracy through repudiation, fint money,
ballot-box stuffing, disfranchissment, tar-
iff for revenue only, fres trade. abandon.
ment of tariff for revenue only, snd aban-
donment of free trade. for Cleveland,
agalnst Cleveland and for free silver, and
will follow it against free sliver. It Is only
a question of properly Iabellng the Demo-
cratic jacknss 8o far as the South Is con-
corped it will make no differcnce
whether the platform be for Bryan, 16 to
1, repudiation and denunciation of the
courts, or a conservative and sensible plat-
form: the SBoulh will follow It wherover It
leads. Having tried two Presldential cam-
palgns as alilen of the Popullsis of the
Wesi and the free sliveriles of the moun-
taln siatés, the Southern Démorracy will
be perfectly willlng to become an ally of
tha business interests of the East, with
the hopo of carrying enoogh Eastemn
Etates to restore the Democracy to power.

Bryan may not actept the alluation. It
iz hard to see how some of the Democratie
lenders of the past five years can get down
from thelr silver platform. but If they do

not, the party will get out from under
them,
With the Democracy squinting at the

abandonment of frée silver the ajtuation is
interesting to those who watched Teller,
Dubois, Pettigrew, Téwne and other form-
er Republleans desert In 1EM and again
in 1800 to support Bryan. Just what they
will do if the Democrats follow the Ohlo
exampls and abandon Bryanism, Popullam
and free sliver s an Interesting guestion,

They will no doubt make an effort to
keep the Democratic party omn the free-
sflver route, but it does not take wery
much of a prophet to predict that they
will find 1t mighty hard work,
