COXGRESS AT BOISE DISCUSSES RE-FOR-

IX MIXING LAWS.

Better Regrulntlon of Transportation
Ore&on Exhibit Attracts Muck

Attention.

BOISE, Idaho, July 24. At this morn-
ing's session of the International Mining
Congress the committee on credentials re-

ported and the report was accepted. The
remainder of the session was devoted to
reading papers: one by Mrs. Pauline L.
Holland, of Chicago, on the subject,
"Should Mining Men Be - Politicians?"
Others were: "Outline of the Geology and
Ore Deposits of Custer and Lemhi Coun-
ties, Idaho," by Robert Bell; "Geology
and Mineralogy in Educational Systems,"
by Professor E. A. Babcock, of Grand

jglXjKR, N. D. Charles F. A. Moore, of
CrEi Creek, gave a description of the
orms6on end ore deposits of that

papers were read and ques-
tions fitscussed of special interest to min-

ing meA
The following resolutions, offered by

President Prince, were adopted:
"Resolved, that the magnitude and im-

portance ot the mining Industry, which
has now reached over $1,000,000,000 of an-

nual product, call for the establishment of
a National Department of Mining, the
chief officer of which shall be a member
of the President's Cabinet.

"Resolved, That the Congress of the
Vnlted States be respectfully requested to
provide by law for the locating, and work-
ing of mines of the reserved minerals-go- ld,

silver and quicksilver on Spanish
and Mexican land grants."

Another resolution adopted was the fol-
lowing:

"Resolved. That in the opinion of the
International Mining Congress, it is not
to the best Interests of mining that un-
developed mines or prospects, be placed
on the 'boards' or 'lists' o mining ex-

changes and offered for sale to the gen-
eral public."

To Amend Mining: T.axra.
The session today was enlivened by an

animated discussion aroused hy the read-
ing of a paper by Judge W. B. Heyburn
on "Amendment of the Mining Law."
The Judge said, in speaking OCthe con-

flicts arising over locations because of the
uncertainty of the strike of the vein:

"I propose a solution that all end lines
shall be parallel. When the first locator
goes to the Recorder's office to file on his
claims he should give notification that he
lias discovered a new ledge. Then let the
nearest deputy mineral surveyor go to
that vein, determine its exact course and
then compel all locators to make their
end lines parallel with the first claim."
The discussion covered the entire field of
controversy.

An interesting paper on "The Geology
of Minnesota" was read by Professor C.
W. Hall, of Minnesota, and another pa-
per on "The Iron Ores of Minnesota" was
presented by Professor N. H. Winchells.

Oregon came to the front today with a
delayed mining exhibit which attracted a
great deal of attention. The exhibit from
the Bohemia district, consisting of gold,
copper and silver ore, was surrounded all
day by mining experts. The Eastern Ore-
gon exhibit was very attractive on ac-
count of the raro specimens shown.

There Is a great deal of Interest cen-
tering tonight on the result of tjje elec-
tion tomorrow and the choice of the lo
cation of the next convention. Oregon
will ask for either the convention or the
presidency. The Oregon delegation is cau-
cusing on the matter tonight. Colonel J.
T. Grayson, of Baker City, is the Ore-
gon man wanted for president In case
Portland doe's not get the convention. John
Dern, of Utah, is in the race, and J. H.
Hutchison, of Idaho, is being pushed by
his friends. Butte and. Los Angeles are
still fighting for the next convention, with
Portland posing as the happy medium be-
tween them. The Oregon delegation is
very Influential and all are working.
A Department of Mines Is "Wanted.

The delegates are practically a unit on'
the proposition to work for the estab-
lishment of a Department of Mines at
Washington, with a secretary who shall
be a member of the President's Cabinet.
A committee will be appointed to visit
Washington during the coming session
of Congress- and press the question. There
was a committee appointed on legislation
at the Milwaukee session last year, con-
sisting of Hon. B. F. Montgomery, of Colo-
rado; Professor W. P, Saycrs, of Califor-
nia; Senator Roger iQ. Mills, of Texas;
Hon. P. A. Orton, of Wisconsin, and Hon.
L. Bradford Prince, of New Mexico. Their
efforts, however, were directed, in the
main, to securing changes in the pres-
ent National mining laws, which were
adopted many Years ago and have not
bennsufficien tjy amended.

To Itcfirulnte Transportation.
Another feature of the convention will

be an effort to organize all the Industrial
forces of the country interested In the
subject for an effort to control or regu-
late the transportation business. This
was brought out lna paper read by Hon.
Joseph Hutchinson, of Silver City, Idaho,
entitled "In the Pavilion of the Setting
Sun." He spoke mainly on the subject
of transportation, after describing the
natural resources of the Inland Empire.
He said, among other things, that the
Government ought to make a "free water-
way down the Snake and Columbia Rivers
to the sea. He declared that there are
mines of lead in Northern Idaho, with
veins of ore as wide as a man can span,
and yet they can not get the sampling
mills to sample it, and the smelting mills
refuse to buy It, whereas, If they had
the means of heap transportation to the
sea they could build their own smelters
and sell their product regardless of the
lead combine.

Another interesting, paper was by Pro-
fessor J. T. Talmadge, of the University
of Utah, on the geological formation of
that section. In passing, he gave a brief
description of Great Salt Lake, saying
that It was once many times larger than
today. By the terraces on the mountain.
6ldes the old shore line can be readily
traced, showing that the water once stood
1000 feet above its present level,

Idaho "Weekly Crop Bulletin.
BOISE, Idaho, July 24. The temperature

averaged considerably above the normal In
all parts of the state during the week,
the maximum reaching 100 degrees in
many places. No precipitation occurred In
any section, and "the drouth conditions are
becoming more serious In the eastern
counties. Hot winds continue to prevail
in Bannock and Bingham Counties. The
Upper Snake River is reported as run-
ning very low, and springs that have been,
constant for years have .now failed:

In most sections the weather has bean
ideal for haying, and. where plenty of
water is availabla,for Irrigation, has been
favorable to crop growth.

Harvest Qf timothy and wild hay made
rapid progress in the northern sections, 4

and the crop js above the average. In the
southwestern districts the second crop of
alfalfa Is being harvested, and, except In
some localities where, water Is falling,
Is better than the first cutting.

Spring grain "has ripened rapidly under
the Influence of warm weather. Owing
to continued . drouth and hot winds the
outlook for "dry farm" grain is less prom-
ising than ever, and some of the crop
will not be harvested.

In all parts of the state the ranges arc
drying, and In some extreme eastern lo-

calities stock Is being fed. In other sec-
tions there is still sufficient feedfor pres-
ent needs, and,. as a rule, stock Is In ex-

cellent condition.

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RECORD RUN OF SALMON

C03IE CANNERIES HAD TO ORDER
FISHING STOPPED FOR. 48 HOURS.

Many Marked Flsli Caught Value of
Hntclieries Shown May Exceed

' Runs of '80 and. '84.

ASTORIA, July 24. Tho Tun of fish last- -
night exceeded that of the previous day,
and was the greatest since the famous
big runs of 1S80 and 18S4. From some esti-
mates, it even exceeded theee. It is im-
possible to tell how many fish were
caught, but everything Is blocked, and
while in the past boats have sometimes
been limited In the number of fish to be
taken, It remained for this year to estab-
lish a new precedent. Many cannerymen
have ordered all fishing stopped for tho
next 4S hours, and all gear to be kept
out of the water for that time. By then
they expect to clean up the catch of last
night and this morning.

Scores' of those
marked fish, have been caught, and it is
interesting to note that all are largo o
size, as are the unmarked Ushi which are
being taken. Never before in the history
of the industry have the salmon been so
large, .few falling below 25. pounds, in
weight. The Quality is unsurpassed, and
this season's pack will be on exception-
ally fine one. Many of the, gUlnotters hayo
heretofore regarded hatchery work as. a
useless expenditure of money, but all are
now convinced of its value to the indus-
try.

The present run of fish will prob-
ably keep this factory busy until the
close of the season.

HURN'S SENTENCE LENGTHENED.

Credit Only From Time of Commuta-
tion of Life Term.

OLYMPIA, July 24, An opinion given
yesterday by Attorney-Gener- al Stratton
will make the sentence of John Hum
about eight years longer than was ex-
pected. In May, 188S, Hum was sentenced
to be hanged In Walla Walla, for murder.
In September of the same year the Ter-
ritorial Governor commuted the sentence
to imprisonment for life." In May of the
present year Governor Rogers commuted
the life sentence to 21 years, and this
sentence was supposed to expire, with
the last commutation, about December
next. But a difference of opinion arose
In the Board of Control as to the inter-
pretation of tho convict ''good time law,"
whereby certain deductions from tho
length of a sentence are allowed prison-
ers. The Attorney-Gener- al was called
on for an opinion and he decided yester-
day that up to the time Hum's sentence
was commuted to 21 years lie was not
entitled to any credit whate'ver. It was
held by some of the members of the
board that Hum should have been al--

COUNTY SERVICE PROPOSED.

Rural Free Delivery Not Satisfac-
tory to Authorities.

WASHINGTON, July 19. Although ru-
ral free delivery in its present form is
a very satisfactory servico in the re-
spective communities," "it is not an ideal
in the eyes of the department, as the man-
ner of its establishment is causing some
annoyance and concern.

Up tp the present time rural freo deliv-
ery has been established mostly on what
are known as isolated routes. To obviate
difficulties now experienced, tho depart-
ment desires to adopt what. is known as
county service, whereby an entire county
will be examined at one time to determine
its adaptability for rural service, and as
a resuft of that investigation all warrant
ed routes will "be inaugurated at one time,

system Which- - WitytWOi:k ..Harmoniously,
and yet reach all "sections of the county.

Natyrally county service is much more
expensive than 'isolated routes, but it ac-
complishes at ope strpke what Is now
being accomplished by many. It Is

however, with the funds avail-
able, to effect a, general establishment of
county service for the funds would not
suffice for all" the states, and no state Is
willing to go without routes for th.e sake
of allowing another to have a complete
free delivery system. It is doubtful if the
county service will become a possibility
for many years to. come.

Already there has been a falling- - off; 4n
the demands for rural freer delivery, due
largely to the fact that dlstrlots that are
npw sufficiently populated to warrant the
establishment of the 'service are Jaecomlng
supplied ahd the more sparsely settled
