WASHINGTON, July R.—~Today's
weither advices from the corn belt were
the most encouraging that have come o
hand for the past 40 days, showing, In
the opinlon of the forecasters, that the
gredat drouth has been broken by a gen-
eral visitation of showers fin many por-
tions of that section, and with a prospect
of their continuation tomorrow. Colncl-
dent with the fall of ralr has come re-
duced temperature. With few exceptions,
the temperatures reported are not abnor-
milly high, no maximum of 10 degrees
belng reached. West of the Misslesippl
Rlver, they were generally In the nelgh-
borhood of #. The forecasters, while
not making any specifie predictions ns to
the effect of the raln on the crops, express
the opinlon that all those erops that have
not been Irreparably ruined will be bene-
flted by the breaking of the drouth. The
late crops, maturally, will be Gelped the
most. i

The reports show that during the past
M hours showers were quits general in
the corn belt, and were heavy over much
of the Btate of lowa and over parts of
the corn belf not before visited by raln, (n-
cluding Western Nebraska, Southern Mls-
sourt and Oklahoma. Monday there will
be showers throughout the comm belt re-
glon, exoept In the extreme westeérn por-
tion and Bouthern Indiana and Southern
Ohio, and they will continue general on
Tuesday in the Ohlo and Middle Missis-
sippl Valleys, There also have been
showers and thunder storms In the North-
ern tler of states from New Eggland
to the Dakotas, In Northern New Mexico,
Northern Arizona and SBouthern Utah and
on the West gulf,

MORE RAIN IN KANEAS,

Farmers Will 'I‘od_-r Begin Replant-
ing Thelr Vegetables.

TOPEKA, Kan., July 28 —Coplous rains
have again fallen throughout Kansas to-
day. All along tha line of the Santa Fe,
far out to the Western part of the state,
there were generous supplies of moisture.
In Topeka, nearly two Inches of raln fell
today, commencing early this morning
and continuing unt!ll afternoon. This
maksa about four Inches In the past thres
days. Tomorrow the farmers of the state
will begin teplanting thelr vegetables,
and will plant Immense quantities of tur-
nips, kaTr corn and sorghum for forage,
The ground Is In excellent condition for
these products now, and plenty of rough
feed for the coming Winter s assured.

NORTHERN KANSAS REDEEMED.

Drouth Broken In Many Districts by
a Steady, Driszling Railn.
ATCHISON, Kas,, July 28.—The drouth
in Northern Kansas, which has lasted
without Interruption since April 15, was
broken last night and this morning. The
Missourl Pacific has recelved reports from
all stations, which extend 3% miles west-
ward from the Missour!{ River and north-
ward Into Nebraska, and all except two
or three port a downpour of from a
fourth of an Inch to two Inches. The
raln was a steady, drizzling one, and
continued, In most places, for three or
four hourg. The parched earth absorbed
the molsturs fs fast as It fell. While the
recent rains have covered Central and
Southeastern Kansas, they have not
touched the Northern counties up to

within the lnst M hours.

Aain and StIN Brecze at Chicago.

CHICAGO, July 2. —For half an hour
in Chicago today, the percentage of
humidity was 83 with the thermometer
registering 9 in the shade. Not a breath
of alr wns stirring at the tims, and the
atmosphere was suffocating. At 1
o'clock & heavy downpour of rain and a
stiff breeze from the lake brought relief,
and in less than an hour the temperature
had dropped 18 degrees.

Betier for Corn Than Heported.

LINCOLN, Neb,, July 28.—Reports from
over the state show that rains that visited
Nebraska last night and this morning
have left the corn In many localities In
better condition than was at firat be-
flaved. In some locallties, however, there
will be no comn, while in many localities
there will be about one-third of & erop.

BEDFORD, Ia., July 38.—Tha drouth In
this section Is broken, about three inches
of rain falllng this morning, and it is
still raining. This means an 50 per cent
comn crop in thix locality.
