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10 TAKE UP PEACE OFFER

LEADERS oF STEELWORKERS
WILL CONFER TODAY.

Terma on Which Employers Propose
ta Settle the Strike Are
S1111 Secret,

PITTBBURG, July 26—"The executive
commitiee of the Amaignmated Associa.
tion will moet in the headquarters of the
orgurization at W o'clock tomorrow mom-
Ing, or a5 woon thereafter as possible,
and take up the proposition of the Unli-
ed Btates Btee]l Corporation for a settile-
ment of the ateelworkers’ strike.” This
statement was made 1oday by Becretary
Williams, of the Amalgamated Assocls-
tion. Beyond this, he declined to discuss
the strike In any form

There was no change In the position of
the contending forces today. No further
dttempt was made to start the jdie mills
and there were no sccesslons to the raoks
of the strikers. An early report that the
tinplate company was making an effort
te start the Demmler plant with nen-
union men, and that one set of rolls
wis being operated, wan afterward gx-
Plained as a rumor that started from the

, Inct that the company had some men
al work repairing the plant, with the
expectation that the strike would be set-
tled shortly.

This wae s busy day for President
Bhaffer and the executive officinls of the
Amalgamnted Association. There was o
steady siream of caliers from early morn-
ng, and Innumersbie conferences bearing
on the propossd settlement of the strike.
President Shaffer was firm in his deter-
mination not to talk on the strike situ.
stlon until after the meeting tomorTOow,
Colonel . Watson French and J. F.
Taylory of the Republic Iron & Bleel
Company, had s lengthy conference with
Presjdent Shaffer, but the objeet of thelr
call was not made publle. It was sald,
however, that It had no connection with
the strike settiement, but rather to the
&ffalre of the Youngstown company. It
was sald the Republic Company was in
meed of o number of skilled men, and
in sesrch of them, After the visit of
Colonel French, Joseph Bishop. secretary
of the Ohlo Board ol Arbitration, went
Into conference with President Shaffer.
His wisit was in connection with the
strike, and {t» probable settlement. What
was sald, however, was not divulged, and
will not be. It is belleved Mr. Hishop
has been actively engaged In bringing
about the iasm conference between the
strikers and the stee! trust.

One of the most apparent facls, In the
status of the strike today, wuis M™he deter-
mination of the strikers to lose no ground
In their struggie, while peace negotis-
tions are being conducted. The strikers
allege to have more than held thelr own
ground since the strike began, and since
the opening of the campalgn they con-
teffi@ that they have Increased thelr mem.
bership In McKeesport alone to about
150. Accoesnioms to the ranks of the
Amalgamated Assoctatlon have also been
made at Wellsville, Pittaburg, Allegheny,
Mingo Junction and Riverside, W. Va.
where one of the Natlonal Tube Com-
pany’s mills Is operated,

With the Americun BSteel Hoop Com-
pany the condition has been one of the
most aweeping. Befote thoe strike, prac-
tiaally all but two of the mills were non-
unfon. At this time, all but one of the
mills of this company are unlon, and are
ldie from the strike. The situstion of
the American Tinplate Company ls well
understood. All of the mills of that
company are working under union rules,
excepting the Monessen mill. The story
told of this mill Is that, under the agree-
ment mads at the time 1t was secured
by the trust, the manegement of the
plant was to be deft In the hands of the
former officials for a period of five years
This was done In order to prove the value
of the patent methods for producing tin-
plate thare, This plant s still running
nonunlon, and thouygh ¥ men have heen
discharged from the plang for embracing
union principles, Managoer Perey Donner
says the plant I1s running full, and han
not been affected by the sirlke in the
least. The mill employs 20 men,

TERMS OF SETTLEMENT.

Contention for Signing of Seale In
All Mills Is to Be Dropped.
PITTSBURG, July 2%.—The following
terms of @ettiement of the etrike, and

The Amaigamated Assoclation s to
drop the contention for the signing of a

The company b to have the right to
place a nonunion man in any plant, and
kzep him there,

In additlon to the plants covered by
the explred soale, It Is to be signed by the
following: The W. Dewees-Wood, of
MeKessport; the Painter, Lindsay & Me.
Cutcheoni and Clark mills, of Pittsburg,
and the Mooessen plants, of the Ameri-
can Bteel Hoop Company.

The question of muking the Wellsville
Steel plant, and the Monessen tinplate
plant directly covered by the scale, Is
to _be seltled by the confereos,

The Amalgamated Association Ix to have
the privilege of organizing the men In
any of the plants.

The exeocutive committee of the Amal-
gamated Association will meet at head-
quarters at 10 o'clock In the morning,
and Is exprcted to ratily the provislonal
terms oullined by the New York con-
Terence., An informal meeting of con-
ferees ‘o represent the three operating
companies In the jolnt conference iz to
be held at the same time.

BOTH SIDES WANT PEACE,

Employera Are Equally as Anxlous
for It as the Strikers,
PITTEBBURG. July S—There Is litile
Goubt that officlals of the United Stutes
Blee] Corporation are as anxious to have
the sirlke setftied as are the strikers.
During the lust week & number of con-
tracts Intended for, and practically [et
to milla of the combine, were shifted to
independent milis, with rush clauses at-

tached.

Terme of the prospecilve sottlement are
being carefully guarded by all conterned,
but from a source belleved to be reliu-
ble, it Is stated that Mr. Morgan proposes
to permit the Amalgamated Assoclation
to continue its lodges In the mills that
were nonunion prior to, the strike, but
which went oul on President Shaffer's
strike order. The United Statex Btesl
Caorporation i to be permiited to oper-
ate mil of the mille of the Carnegle
Company as they are nDow operat-
ed, ar well as the big steel mills at Apol-

o, Vandergrift and Baltsburg, provided
the wages pald shall be of the same
basis ns In the milla where the union
scale has been signed.

There ls coasiderable speculation as to
who will take part in the joint peace
conference, provided the terms as
upon at New York are smtisfactory to
the Amalgamaind executlve board. This
board I8 composed of nine district vice-
presidents, the three trustees, Presldent
Bhaffer, Secoretary Willlams, Asslstant
Becretary Tighe and B. I. Davis, manager
of the Amaligamated Journal. The Amer-
lean Tinplate Company will probably be
represented by Viece-President Wamer
Arms and W, M, Leeds, his assistant;
Veryl Preston, ex-president of the Ameri-
can Steel Hoop Company, and probably
I. W, Jenks, ex-general manager of the
Hoop Combine: John Warner, generul su-
perintendent of the American Sheet Steel
Company; C, W. Bray, chief engincer of
the American Tiapiate Company; J. R.
Fhlilips, dlstrict manager of the same
company, and P, E Bonner, manager of
the Monessen Tinplate Company, may
probably be ealied In. Nelther P. 8mith,
district munager of the American Sheet
Eteel Company, nor John Jarrett, labor
commissioner of the same company, Is
liable to appear. Thev bave ruffied the
feathers of the Amalgamated leaders so
much before that It is not belleved they
will attend now.

Today the strike of the workers In all
of the mills proceeded as though nothing
had happened. The conditions a¥e as
they have been sgince the opening of hos-
tilities,

The strikers In the vicinity of McKees-
port epent o night of great vigilance de-
spite the rumors from Now York that a
truce until Tesday had been declared
between representatives of J. P. Morgan
and President Shaffer, of the Amalga-
mated Assoclation., The National Tin-
pinte Works at Deéemmler wore a storm
center during the night. Rumors that the
mills were to ba opened by men from the
independent mills at Monessen brought
the sirikers to the banks of the Mongn-
gahein, where they remalned on walch
until this morning, and then, after three
rousing cheers, they went home, the men
becoming convinced of the truth of the
report that no move to start the mills
would be made until after Tuoesday,
when a decision of Mr. Morgan and the

Amaigamated officials will be made
known,
The welders of the Natlonnl Tube

Company mill here, who have beem or-
dered to slgn Individual contracte, held
a secrel meeting in a MeKeesport hall
lz#t night, where It Is sald arrangemenis
were made to form & Federation of La-
bor lodge. The welders come under the
Federntlon closs, and cannot becom#
Amalgamated Association members. All
other newly-formed lodges ia the viciolty
of McReesport held meetings yesterday
end took in many new membera No ef-
fort has been made to start the sheet
mill of the Deweds-Wood Company at
McKeoerport.

The Wellsville plant was In operation
today, with the same number of mills
running as last week. The strikers are
orderly, dut still vigllant, and early thia
morning captured four unknown negroes
¢lalming to be from Alabama_ While they
alleged to have no knowledge of steel
working, and to be &n route West, thelr
atories conflicted with the Inquiries made
by the streel rallway men, and they were
tuken acroes the river to the sirikers’
climp,

CONFIDENT OF SUCCESS.
Xo One at Pittaburg Belleves Pence
Termas Will Be Relected.

PITTSBURG, July %.—Pittsburgers gen-
etally express thelr delight at the antiel-
pated settlement of the strike, and no
one seeme to have the slightest doubt that
the negotiations for peance will result in
a cessation of hostilities. Bo far, neither
of the contending forces has suffered
greatly. Working under the severe straln
of the oppreseive hopt Intely would have
been an uvnusual hardship, and the men
think that on this account perhaps many
lives have beem saved by the strike. So
far as the companies are concerned, they
are also in better position for work now
than they were befors the strike. Many
mills have been repalred, and the condl-
tlens for an increased output are greatly
Improved. It is true that a computation
of cold figures foots up n loss of $6,516,000
on account of the strike, of which !m-
mense sum 95000 is charged to the
combine, and $.516,(00 to the sirikers, but
this losn will soon be made up, owing to
the better prices which now prevall, and
the improved operating conditions, as well
as. the belter feeling beiween employer
and employe.,

Presldent Behaffer and Becretary Will-
fams were both at the Amalgamated head-
quarters early this morning. They still
maintained thelr position of secrecy, how-
ever, and, beyond admitting that a onll
had been ment out last night to all the
members of the sxecutlve board for a
meeting 10 be held ln this city tomorrow
morning, refused to give any information
e to the probable settlement of the strike,
Secretary Bishop, of the Ohlo Boarrd of
Arbitration, reached the Amalgamated
headquarters about 10 o'closk, nnd Immedi-
ately went Into a mecret conference with
Presldent Shaffer. The conference lasted
for about an hour. and when 1t was over
Colonel French, Secretary Bishop and
Wiitlam Collier were soen, but they re-
fused to say anything concerning the mat-
ter under discussion. Shortly before noon
President Bhafler quletly slipped out of
the office through a rear door. He re.
turned about 2 o'clock, and held n long
conference with Secretary Bishop and M.
M. Garland. During the conference the
doors of the headquarters wore locked,
but from an adjoining bullding, Shaffer
and Bishep could frequently be seen at
the telophone. At the close of the meet-
ing none of those who particlpated In
the conférence would talk.

KING’S MEMORY HONORED

SERVICES FOR HUMBERT HELD
THROUGHOUT ITALY.

Rome Was the Center of the Observ-
ance, and About 100,40 Persons
Were in the Parade,

ROME, July 28.—The first annlversary
of the tragle death of King Humbert,
who was assassinated at Monza Joly 29,
lnst, by Gastania Brescl, an anarchist,
wis celebrated today by commemorative
services throughout Italy. Rome is the
conter of the observances, and there
are 100,000 visitors here. In addition, mem-
bers of the royal famlly, Senators and
Deputies assembled at the capital and
took part In the ceremonies.

The plisrimage to the Pantheon oc-
curred at 4 o'clock In the ufternoon.
There was an Immense procession, com-
posed of delegations from all the Ttal-
lan provinces and colonles and - eivil,
military and Iabor associztions, with
flags and bands of music. It was esti-

The wreaths were 80 numerous that the
field on which Kink Humbert's last re-
view was held was converted Into a
flower garden.

The first stone of the expiatory chapel
which l= being erected by King Victor
Emmuanuel, was laid by the Duke of
Abruzzi, representing the King of Italy.

Paterson Anarchiasts Celebrate.

NEW YORK, July 2.—Barthold! Hall, in
Paterson, N. J., was packed today by the
friends of Brescl, the assassin of King
Humbert of ltaly, thi® being the annl-
versary of the deed. Pedro Esteve, gditor
of La Question Sociale, one of the speak-
era, outdid his previous efforts in lauding
Bresel, He was encouraged by frequent
cheers.

“I wish cvery country had a Bresel,’
fald Esteve, and the sentiment was vo-
ciferously applavded. “Down with mon-
archies, down with emplres' hs con-
tinued, and the cheers were accentuated.

The speaker, reforring to Bresel's com-
panions who salled with him, sald they
salled for the same purpose. ‘“They .all
went to do what Brescl d4id,” he sald.
It appeared from further remarks that
two others had been selected to do the
work which Bresol 4ud, but they failed.
One of them; Matieo, comunitied suicide,
The other, Spirondo, was et off on con-
ditlon that he kill a shop foreman, who
was objeftionabie to the Italiana.  Has-
teve in conclusion, complimented the au-
thoritiea of Puaterson, who “‘permitted
these meetings, while the police of New
York and Brooklyn prohibit them."

LONDON, July 3.—In the House of
Lords today, Lord Salisbury, the Pre-
miler, read a message from King Edward
to the effect that, In consideration of the
rminent services of Fleld Marshal Rgb-
erts in Bouth Africa, his Muajesty recom-
mended that Parliament grant him the
sum of £10,000, §500,000,

Irish Satlonnlists Will Oppose Grant

NEW YORK, July 8.—A dlspatch to the
Tribune from London says:

The Irlsh Natlonallsts have determined
to oppose the royal declaration bill, the
King's title bill, and the money grant
to Lord Roberts. As Roman Caltholies,
the XNatlonalists regard the proposed
amendment to the royal declaration as
unsatisfactory and fnadequate, and they
will hardly allow the bill to psss without
a atruggle. Not much opposition Is ex-
pressed to the King's title bill, but the
Natlonnlists will, on account of the war
in South Africa, object to the iarge grant
to Earl Roberts for his services to the
sthte, In 1881 when Lord Roberts re-
celved n Baronetey, in recognition of his
sorvices In Afghanistan, the sum of £13.50
wiks voted to him, and a penslon of £100
was also conferred upon him. Lord Wol-
seley, however, recelved £55.000 after the
Ashantoe campaign, and £30,000 after the
Egyptian War.

It Is to reconcile
the demands of Russla for favorable
treatment in the forthcoming treaty of
commerce and at the same time moot
the urgent demands for protection made

Cattle and horses will
also be subjected to much heavier taxa-
tion, but this will afféct Austria and the
United States much more than Russia
It 1a the wheat tax which will hit Rus-
gia so hard apnd which will undoubtediy
call forth from M. de Witte a very sufr
counter duty upon a multitude of cheap
manufactured gouds, with which Germany
floods Russia just as she does other coun-
tries,

M. de Witte will probably hit back
very hard, all the more so as Russia
has done =0 much to bulld up an Import.
ant graln trade with Germuany. The
diminution of such trade will infller a
very heavy blow upon the carrying trade.
which s necessary for the prosperity of
the dally Increasing rallroad system of
the empire. Thus Germany will find
countervaliing duties Imposed upon Its
manufacturer, partioularly upon the curi-
ous small things which reach large finan-
cinl totals, such as puraes, cellulold eal-
lars, shirt fronts and a thousand other
things, zald cheaply In second-rate shops
all over Russia,

THE CHINESE INDEMNITY.

Roekhill Gives Some of the Detnils
of the Finanecinl Arrsngement.
WASHINGTON, July 20.—Cable dis-

tches from Mr. Rockhlll, the United

tates Bpeclal Commiassioner at Pekin,
sel out some of the detalls of the finan-
cial arrangement regarding the Indem-
nity, not heretofore disclosed. He re-
ports that the Interest on the indemnity
began to run July 1 of this year, and
the payments will become due semi-an.
nually, the first to bs met January |
China will be allowed thres years
ore making the first payment on ac-
count of the prinelpal of the Indemnity.
The moneys, both on account of the prin.
clpal and Intérest, will be recelved by a
financial committee located nt Shanghal,
to be known as the "“Commitise of En-
cashment." This will be composed of
the heads of forsign banks at Shanghal,
Eélected by the governments Interested in
the payments. The committes Is to dis-
tribute the funds turned In by the Chinese
Government ameag the various powers In
proportion to the Interest payments due
them.

The diplomatic court at Pekin favors
the Immediate applicatien of the new
tariff, the effect of which wiil be to abol-
ish the frea list except as to ceresls
Mr. Rockhill has been Instructed by the
State Department to urge the exemption

Amerienn Poxtal Service in Chinn,

WASHINGTON, July 2.—The Postmas-
ter-Genernl has lssued an order formally
placing the American postal service iIn
Chinn on the same basis as before the
outbreak. The practical operatlon of the
military postal service ceased sqme time
ago, and the postal attaches have clther
returned here or to other posts,
