NEW POLITICAL PARTY

—_—

“PROGRESSIVE DEMOCRATS” OR-
GANIZED IN OHIO.

Members Form Faction Which Ob-
jected to Turning Down of Bryan
by Regular Organization.

—

COLUMBUS, 0., July 31.—The "Progres-
sive Democratic party” was organized
here today. The attendance was g0 small
that many doubted up to 1 P. M. whether
any attempt would be made to hold &
state conventlon. During the week fol-
jowing the recent Democratic State Con-
vention & conference was held at Cleve-
land and a proteat lssued agalnst the ac-
tion of the Democratic convention In ig-
noring Bryan, free silver and other ls-
sues, and in not reaflirming either of the
Natlona! platfoerms on which Bryan made
his contest for President. At that con-
ference n call was Issued for a state cob-
vention of “Bryan Democrats” and others
opposed to both the Democratlic and the
Republican state platforms, to meet hers
today. Circulars contalning coples of the
call and the platform of the proposed
new party were sent out by mail and were
widely published. However, less than &
dogen persons responded today to pariicl-
pate In the christening of the new panty.

George A. Groot, who called the con-
ference at Cleveland and presided over It
on July 17, was both temporary and
permanent chalrman today, and was made
chalrman of the state committee of the
new party. The convention was held In
his room at the Great Southern Hotel,
and In that small room he dellvered his
keynote speech, holding the floor for hait
an hour. Even the promoters of the moyve-
ment-did not disgulse thelr disappolntment
over the small attendance. It Iz sald
& few other persons who came to Colum-
bs, In response to the eall, were unable
to find the meeling place, The reporters,
who were perched on and about the bed,
outnumbered the delegates two to one.
The tetal sitendance did not exceed W,
though the formalitics of a =tale conven-
tlon were carried out. Bernard Hubert
called the convention to order and at
once announced George Gront as t(em-
porary chalrman. Order was restored at
once, amd Groot was (ntroduced and
spoke as follows:

“At a conference held at Cleveland re-
cently, composed of men who belleve in
the doctrines set forth in the Chicago and
Kansas City platforms, it was comeluded,
after deliberation, that the polltleal situ-
ation required that some definite action be
taken with reference to the course to
be pursued by the supporters of those
platforms, and of Mr. Bryan at the com-
Ing election. It was declded, since the
recent so-callel Democratle conventlon
had deliberately repudiated those plat-
forms and Mr. Bryan, that the anly prop.
er thing to do was either to refuses to
vote or to put & separate tleket In the
field. The Intter course was adopted.

“Instead of our being bolters, the con-
vention recently assembled was composcd
of balters, It was a bholting convantion,
for it bolted the Natlonal Democratle
platforms, and abandoned the leader who
made the fight upon them. The platform
adopted by it is meaningless, and lacks
politlon! wirility. It 1= destitute of princl-
plea gnd offers no political Issue. It s a
platform adopted in order to secure voles
froun the opposition merely,

“They say the money question l= Jdead,
since at two slections the people have ap-
proved of the gold standard, and there-
fore there is no reason why the Kansax
City piatform should be indorsed, or Mr,
Bryan, elther. If the money question be
dead, then the party itself must be a
corpse, It could not possibly have any
reason to sxlst If that questlon Is dead,
for with it elimimated from the pintform,
nothing remalns worth contending for, If
it be dead, by the same token the gques-
tions of tariff, Imperiallsm, expansion
and government by injuncilon are dead,

Dominated by the Trusts,

“The recent conventlon was dominated
and controlled by trust magnates and
their pald attorneys and those who be-
lleve In the gold standard. The followers
of Grover Cleveland were there In force.
They did not conceal thelr ldentity, but
made known to all that they were there
for the purpose of taking the first step
In this state towards demolishing the
Kansas Clty platform and installing in
place and power the advocates of the
gold stendard. They succeeded In con-
trolling the convention, In making their
nominations and in drafting thelr plat-
form, but they will fall utterly in driving
the Democratic voters of thls state into
the camp of tHe gold contingent In No-
vember next, especially those who belleva
that the money yuestion is the paramount
one. We are now asked to swear nliegi-
ance o those who sought to destroy the
party during the last two campaigns and
to abandon and stamp upon the principles
for which we fought and struggled then.
Our Implacable ens .des have become our
Igaders, and they’ .re secking to become
our political masters, If they succeed In
thelr efforts It will be the fault of the
Bryan Democrats of this state. Those
who have struggled In this cause have
done 8o mot for office, but to secure better
conditions for the people.

"To my mind It Is an evidence of a
conceried movement to get rid of the
money question and place the party In
the same position it occupled for 3 years
previous to 1886, During that period It
was a party of negation. Since 1596 It
has stood and fought for affirmative prin-
ciples. 1If the Democratic pariy was right
in 1838 and In 1900 upom the money gques-
Uon, and thet question ls not settled, then
why should that party In Ohfo abandon It
in 19017 1If the contention was right dur.
ing those campaigns, 1t |s right now. If
politica is to be carrled on for the pur-
pose of securing office alone, then why
bother about great principles that involve
the well-being of men?

Proaperity Siatements Untrue.

"The gold-standard advocates, both
Democrats gnd Republicans, tell us
that the country Is In a prosperous
condition: that the idle are em-
ployed; business |5 good and the poo-
ple are contented. If this condition pre-
valls, then why try to push the Republi-
ean party out of place and power, for
has not that party furnished this condl
tion? These statements, however, are nol
true. They are made to decelve the un-
thinking. This condition does not exist,
That the people of this country are appar-
ently prosperous s truoe, but that pros-
perity i pot the result alone of the in-
crease in_the money volume, but is due
fo the expansion of credits In the coun-
try.

“Can it be sald that a country Is pros-
perous when the debts of the people are
constantly Increasing? The Increase in
the debts of the banks In four years of
more than $6,000000.000 is surely not
an evidence of prosperity, Can [t
be sald that the money question
iIs dead with these facts staring
us In the face? To my mind these
(aets alone are concluslve proof of the
fact that the people of this country ars
rot only nof prosperous, but that they
are becoming hopelessly bankrupt. Debis
are not svidences of prosperity: they are
evidences of adversity rather. Anoiher
evidence that tends to prove that the
people are not progperous Is furnished by
the trusts themselves. The great manu-
